WHO IS MACHMAHON Y

To those who are asking thie question, and
wundering how the French president came
by his Irish pame, the following, from the
Journal of Commerce, will be of nterest:
“Murnie Edme Patrice Maurice de MacMakhon,
Doke of Magenta, marshal of France, and
president of that republic, was born at the
chatean of Sally, near Autun, June 13, 1808,
He s descended from an Irish family that
clung to the Stoarts and were forced into ex-
ile. In 1525 he entered the military school
of St. Cyr, served with distinetion in Algeria,
and was selected by the chiefs of the alhed
army to lead the suceessful storming of the
Malakoff, where he won great renown. He
was still more fumous in the campaign
azainst Austria in 1559, and led the left wing
of the army at the battle of Magenta, Napo-
leon Ill commanding the center. On the
buttlefield, owing to his brilliant advance
against the Aunstrinn right wing, which saved
the day, he was made marshal and duke.
He again won high honors at Solferino."’

Tue London Times, while reproaching the
l'arks for refusing attention to English rec-
ommendations, admits the fatal natare of
the fall of Plevna. It says: “Osman Pasha's
surrepder 18 not merely the loes of a consid-
erable army and a good stronghold, but a
final collapse of the whole Turkish campaign
and the practical conquest of Bulgaria. The
general expectation of Europe has been mis-
taken. The Turks have been as completely
defeated as the Auostrians were at Sadowa, in
1566, and the French at Sedan, in 1370."" In
view of the large words England has used
about **English interests in Turkey,”" itis
asked why she takes recent events with so
much coolness—how it is ghe shows no mili-
tary preparation? The inference drawn 1s
that she has some understanding that satis-

fles the fears that existed; in short, that the
Turkey is about to be paton the table and cut

up for consumption, and that England is
to be helped to what will satisfy her appe-
tite. The telegraph informed us yesterday
that the British cabinet are considering a
plan o make Copstantinople a free port,
opening nccess to the commerce of the world.
Tois i1s well, England would lose its su-
premacy in that port, but neither Russia
nor any other power would gaim it, and
& great dasger would be warded off,
while trade would be a gainer. There
are, however, ‘‘hasty ridings to and fro™
among English statesmen, that may have a
more mattial meaning. If the czar has di-
rected recroiting to cease 1o Russia, as has
been stuled, peace propositions are probably
not far off,

She nimed at
iving on the same scale as the highest no-
blese, without dispensing, however, with the
artslic, scientific and literary element from
which she had derived so much pleasure
while a girl. Through the disastrous war
with France and a consequent scaraity of
money, luxury had materially decreased in
Berlin. olany families were seriously im-
poverished, while the financial resources of
ull were more or less impaired. Lavishness
and magoificonce had to be replaced by sim-
plicity and retrenchment. Bat not to every
one 15 it given to discard al one stroke the
hubits and predilections of a life-time—to do
without the show and parade of a sumptuous
existence, The Epicurean school says:
“Give us the Juxuries, and we will dispense
with the necessities.” Fran von Bismarck
was in this respect one of its disciples. Her
society was much courted; and, as she was
not altogether free from vanity, she derived a
great den! of pleasure from these social re-
unions. Her ambition was to shine not only
in her own mmnediate circle, but to surround
hersell with the wittiest, cleverest and most |
scientafic men, and, by preference, with those
who professed the liberal opinions of her late
father, which were hers nlso. Awmong such
she aspired to take a high standing. Her
preference for the plebelan element from
which =she sprang, was always mnoticeable,
and has descended to her famous son. It is
a =ufficiently known fact that Prince Bis-
marck honors talent and knowledge—nay,
even seeks for them, irrespective of the Lirth
or position of their possessors.  Among the
moisl favored pastimes of his mother was Lhe
game of chess, in which, for proficiency, she
nivaled the best pluyers of her time, Musie,
in which she also excelied, was another of her |
accomplishments. 1n town, ns well az in the
country, she kept a diary, 1n which she noted
down every incident and thought, aud experi-
vnce derived from them. Unfortunately, it |
was destroyed ufter ber death. Had it Lh'n
preserved, it would, no doubt, have given us
many an interesting page from the infancy
and youth of the impenal chanecallor.

The
stage, with such & taste developed on the
part of the public, loses its legitimacy, and
the drama ceases to be an educator, and
teacher and refiner. In a cerlain way the
press has done much to destroy the prestige
and influence of the drama and of theatrical
representation.
