There was fighting all day yesterday at
San Elizario between the State troops and
the Mexicans from both sides of the river.

Partial reform Is of no avalL The adoption
of Improvements In one part of the empire
only would be permission to the other communi-
ties to revolt. Any doubts as to the execution of
these reforms should disappear before the solemn
declarations the Porte now makes that the state of
the war simply retards such reforms, and Is disas-
trous to the country generally, destroying agricultu-
ral Interests, killing Industry, and financial reor-
ganizations. Independently of these arrangements
for reform, what reason can there be for continuing
the war? Russia has declared that she Is not ani-
mated by a spirit ot conquest. The military honor
ot both sides must be abundantly satisfied. What
object can there be In prolonging
a contest ruinous to both countries?
Tbe moment has arrived for the belligerent powers
to accept peace without affecting their dignity. Eu-
rope might now usefully Interpose her good offices,
since tbe Porte is ready to come to terms. Tbe
country Is not at the end of Its resources, and is still
prepared to fight in Its own defense. It Is ready,
moreover, to sacrifice all for the Independence and
Integrity of the fatherland; but the Porte Is desirous
to stop further effusion ot blood, and therefore a

Osman smiled
sadly, arose painfully to his feet In spite of his
wound, and said something which I could
not hear. He then reseated himself.
The iRussian oitloers'all cried 'Bravo!' 'Bravo!'
repeatedly, aud a,l saluted resiiectfully. There was
not one among theiuiwho did not gaze on the hero of
Plevna with the greatest admiration and sympathy.
Prince Charles, of Roumania, wbo had arrived, rode
up and repee ted, unwittingly, almost every word of
tho Grand Luke, and likewise shook hands with
Osman, who again ro- - and bowed, this time
In grim silence.

possible to vote the entire budget, and be therefore
proposed that the chamber vote four direct taxes.
He hoped the chamber would authorize the collec-
tion of the other Items of revenue according to ex-
isting laws. The government asked for a credit of
five hundred and twenty-nin- e million five hundred
thousand francs to cover two months. Tbls vote
would indicate the chamber's confidence In the gov-
ernment, and he trusted the chamber would not re-

fuse it.
Tbe chamber then voted urgency on the two bills

In conformity with the foregoing statement, which
were then referred to the budget committee. The
committee thereupon proceeded to deliberate on
them In the bureau. Later In the day the committee
reported favorably on Say's proposition. Jollboson,
on behalf of the Bonapartists, stated that he would
support Say's recommendations, but not as express-
ing confidence In the ministry. Duke De La Roche-focuu- ld

Blsacca made a similar statement on befalf
of the legitimists. Say replied that the government
never thought of taking a vote of confidence on tbe
budget, which would be unparliamentary. The cham-
ber then debated the bill.
