FIFTY CENTS FOUR PER CENT.

The Ruling Sentiment in Both Houses or
the Tennessee Legislature So Final

Action Yet, but Votes Taken

Indicate the Character of the Compromise
The House at Work on a Dead Bill
Strange Action of the Senate, Etc.

Special to the AppeaL

Nashville, December 21. The house
rej cted the first section of Frierson's bill to
compromise the debt at fifty cents and six
per cent, interest, by a vote of 40 to 31.

Under recognized parliamentaiy rules the
rejection of the enacting clause entirely des-
troys the bill, but notwithstanding this fact
it will be seen that the house went on
amending the bill, which in fact was dead.
The action taken, however, showed the drift
of the house on the compromise.

Mr. Peters's amendment striking out six
and inserting four per cent was adopted by
a vote of 37 to 32.

Mr. Garnea's motion to strike out fifty
cents and insert forty was lost by a vote of
40 to 29.

Mr. Peters moved that fifty cents and four
per cent, be adopted as a substitute for the
first section, which was carried by 38 to 34,
and is just exactly What Mr. Phelan's bill
provides. '

Divers opinions are expressed as to tbe
probability of the passage of the bill. While
it has thirty-eig- ht in its support now, it is
asserted by some that when the bill comes
to be perfected it may be voted down, leav-
ing the question open for the next canvass.

Mr. i'helan ana otbers believe, nowever,
that it will be finally passed. Some of tbe
extreme men on the low-ta- x side were rather
inclined this afternoon to defeat the fifty
cents and four per cent, interest, but it is
thought they will vote for Phelan's measure.
This compromise is regarded as much better
than the forty cents and six percent interest,
and for that reason its passage is predicted
by Mr. Phelan as highly probable. A good
many who have stood resolutely tor mty cents
and six per cent, interest will cast loose from
such moorings and vote for it.

The senate is regarded as having taken
rather a novel action in having rejected the
senate bill, by a vote of thirteen to eleven.
After having struck oat the feature uiak'ng
coupons receivable tor taxes, it adopted a
graded interest, ot tour, hve and six per
cent., and providing for the issuance of b;x

million in five, ten and fifty-doll- ar bonds.
