THE COE-BEACH CANE.

The Testimony for the Defense Intro-
duced Yesterday—Contradictory and
Conflicting Evidence between the
State and the Defense,

One Witness Testifles that the Shooting
of M. M. Beach was Not Done by
Mr. Coe, but by Another Man.

The Key to the Mystery Being Brought
to Light—The Case Drawing to
a Close Rapidly.

Yesterday forenoon the following testimony
wus introdoced by the defense in the Coe-
Beach homicide case and trial at the criminal
conrt:

W. L. {BUTTS) COOFER
was recalled by the defense to answer an
omitted question,

Gene Horrigan—Mr. Cooper, on the
night of the difficulty, did Mr. Coe tell you
and Mr. Cleveland Clarke not to interfere;
that if Beach whipped him it was a’l right?
Witness— Yes, =ir.

Cross-Examined—Geneval Wright: What
motive did you bhave in going with Mr. Coe?
Witness—No particalar motive,

J. G. WEST
was examined next: [ knew M. M. Beach; 1
w.8 at his store the Sunday wmorning that he
died. I did not hear Beach say that Lovin
H. Coe had shot him.

Crozs=Ezamined—It was about ten o'clock
Sunday morping when I wus with DBeach;
Mis. Barbour and several others were in the
room; not in my hearing did Beach say Coe
had shot him.

One of the jury—I would like to have the
witness state if the quéstion was ever asked
Beach who had shot him.

Witness—The question was never asked
Beach to my recollection.

At this state of the proceedings, and while
awaiting the arrival ot one of the defendant’s
witnesses, counsel argued on the admissi-
bility of the evidence of Cleveland Clarke as
given on the hearing for bail in the case of
Mr. Coe.

General Wnght and Mr. Nicholas Wal-
Lams argued in favor of his {estimony, ss

iven at that trial, being admitted; General

orrigan and Colonel Gnatt opposed the ad-
mission.

Judge Logwood ruled that there were no
authorities on the sulyect, and refased to ad-
mit the testimony.

General Wright then said he would intro-
doce Mr. Cleveland Clarke as o witness,

This announcement was somewhat of a
surprise to the defendant’s counsel, who op-
posed the right of the State to introduce o
witness now, after they had aonounced their
side as closed, and the defendant’s witnesses
in course of examination. The counsel for
the defense also argued that he was an in-
competent witness.

Judge Logwood ruled that the State could
introduce him, if he was a competent wit-
ness, and he desired to hear what the counsel
had to say to his incompetency.

At noon the court took a recess until two
o'clock.

Afternoon Nession.

_ At twoo'dlock the court reassembled, the
Jury mot bhoing poi!-nlillml to ha present. The
uttorneys, both of the State and the defense,
presented  anthorities and made arguments
upon Lhe question mla«“ in the f
namely: As to whether or nol the Stats
the right to call Mr. Cleveland Clurke as o
witness, he{Mr.Clarke) being jeintly indicted
with L. H. Coe for the homieide of M. M.
Beach, but in the case Mr. Clarke had ob-
tained a severance. The question was: Aftera
severance was granted, can a co-defendant be
called as & witness, either for or against his
co defendant?

_Attorney-General Wright and JMr. Wil-
liams presented the aothorities on behalf of
the State, and General Horrigan, Colonel
Gantt and others, for the defense.

Jodge Logwood stated that the direct
tendency of the decisions of Tennessee
seemed to-go in favor of the rule that co-
defendants should be permitted to testify.
He saw good reason for agreeing with Judge
M'Kinney in the case reported in Head. He
believed it was a technical rale, but yet a
rule. He held that Mr, Cleveland Clarke
was a competent witmess for or against the
defendant.

Ju Logwood ordered the jury to be
called mto court. The clerk called the jary,
and the case progressed as follows:

MHR. CLEVELAND CLARKE
appeared, and said that before being sworn
he wished to state that he was ander indict-
ment for the same offense, and he declined
to_;._eat-ify, because he might implicate him-
seif.

Judge Logwood—The witness bas a right
to dechine to testify after being sworn. [He
was sworn by the clerk, ]

Mr. Clarke took the witness stand.

Judge Horrigan—Mr.Clarke, as your coun-
sel I instruct you not to answer any question
which might mmplicate yourself,

Mr. Clarke testified as follows: My name

is Cleveland Clarke; [ testified in a former
investigation of this case; I decline to an-
swer any more questions, because [ do not
desire to state anything which would impli-
cate myself.
_ General Horrignn—The witness did right,
in the first instance, by refusing to become a
witness, and refusing to be sworn. It mat-
ters not whether the attorney-general would
use Mr. Clarke’s testimony aguinst him when
he was put on trial,

General Wright—Did you not testify in a
former trial of this case that you did not fire
any shot, or take any part in the difficulty
which resulted in the killing of M, M. Beach?

Mr. Clarke—I decline to answer that.

General Wright—Did you not testify that
you went inlo Mr. Beach's store and pur-
chased some needles on the night of the kill-

ing?

gl r. Clarke—1 decline to answer that.

General Horrigan—I ask the court to in-
struct the jury not to pay any attention to the
questions propounded by the atiorney-gen-
eral, which questions Mr. Clarke rei‘um_uf to
answer, b

Judge Logwood—=Stand aside, Mr. Clarke.

The State nonounced that it bad no other
witnesgea to examine.

ME. P. SCOLLEN,

witness for the defense, examined: Did busi-
in Second street, near North Court, last
spring; Beach did business on North Court
street; was on North Court street when Beach
was shot; saw two men strupgling, and saw
one strike the other with a cane; one of the
men seemed fo be locking the sewing-machine
office-door when he was struck with the cune;
the fight began near the door, and ended out
near the street; the man who struck first was
disarmed by the other man, who wrenched
the stick out of his hand and struck him over
the head several times; the man was down
on his knee, when a third man, standing near
by the past, fired the shot, as the man who
had locked the deor advanced on the man
who was down; the man who was down did
not fire the shot; the fire flew over his head,
and ti:e shot was fired by the third man, who
was standing up; some man picked up the
man who was down, and said: “Are yon
hort?’* think the reply was, *I am;" the
two men lifted op the fallen man
and helped him across the street;
when the shot was fired Mr. Beach ran some
distance; think the third man who fired the
shot was standing by all the tine doring the

fight between the two first macn; JMr. Hoach
was some five or six feet off when the shot

was fired, and he was stepping toward the
man who was knocked down; Mr. Beach’s
hand was elevated at the ime; did not know
any of the men, except Mr. Beach; do not
know who the third man was who fired the
ghot; the man down was helped up by his
friends, and all crossed the strect to Court
square and passed up toward Main street;
went on North Court street from my place ot
business for the purpose of getting a pair of
spectacles mended or exchanged; the spee-
tacle store is on the cormer of the alley, be-
tween Main and Second streets.

CROSS-EXAMINED BY ATTORNEY-GENERAL
WRIGHT,

Saw three men present—one man hesides the
two men who were doing the fighting: the
third man was standing on the edge of lhe
sidewalk during the fight; hir. Beach sang
out “Hold!"" once or twice when the fighting
commenced; he then closed up on the other
