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HISTORY REPEATING ITSELF.

In 1844 John Tyler was nominated for the
Vice-Presidency. He adopted the platform
on which he was nominated, and was re-
garded as an extreme Whig. He was made
President of the United States by the death
of William Henry Harrison. The Whigs
rever for a moment doubted Tyler's political
integrity. He had accepted a nomination
on a platform which favored the chartering
of u National bank, and the Whig coangress
passed a charter creating & National bank;
but, to their surprise and indignation, Presi-
dent Tyler vetoed the bill. Great was the
coasternation in the Whig ranks. Tyler was
denounced as a traitor, and, with the eéxcap-
tion of Webster, his cabinet resigned and
repudiated the administration. Bitter and
relentless was the war. The Whigs stig-
malized the President as a traitor; the Demo-
crata defended him, and commended his
patriotism in vetoing a measure which he
and they believed to be unconstitutional.
The succeeding National Demoeratic conven-
tion indorsed the patriotism of President
Tyler, while the next National Whig
convention pronounced it as treacherous and
corrapt, In 1864, Andrew Johnson was
electad Vice-President of the United States,
He was regarded as an extreme loyal Repub-
lican, and his name was placed on the Re-
publican ticket with that of the lamented
Liacoln. The assassination of the latter made
Andrew Johnson President of the United
States. The Republicans confidently be-
lievedl that he was putty in their hands to be
molded as an mstrument to consummate all
their extreme views. But, Like John Tyler,
Andrew Johnson had opinions of his own;
believed in an observance of the constitution,
and he held up that sacred instrument as a
bearer between the southern people and the
fanatics who proposed to rob, persecate
and grind them under the heel of despotism.
The same war which was made upon Tyler
wns made npon Johnson. He was called a
trnitor, and an effort was made to depose him
by inpeachment, The Democraty stood by
Jobnson as they did by Tyler, and the
Nautional Demoeratic convention which nomi-
nated Horatio Seymour in 1863, enlogized the
patriotism of Andrew Jchnson's admims-
tration. This political history is about to be
repeated in the fate of R. B, Hayes. Having
adopted the policy of the Democratic party,
he is promounced a traitor by those who
elected him. Congress convenes on Monday,
and the Radicals nre prepariog for a concen-
trated attack upon the administration. The
leiter of William E. Cbandler, published in
the Arrean on Tuesday wmorning, may be
regerded as the first gun of the war that is to
be insogurated. Chandler’s letter is no
donbt the joint production of the congres-
sionul leaders hostile to the President, and
may be regarded as a preconcerted declaration
of war, In such a contest it is uscless to say
that the Democrats will sostain Hayes just
as they did Tyler and Johnson in similar
emergencies, The Democrats are already
przparing for the battle. In a double-leaded
editorial the Washington Post says:

It s forced upon
the Democrials by the malevolent deslgns which the
Republican iticians have developed towara the
south. Not, indeed, beeause there Is any fear that
anything which has been brought about by Mr.Eayes
in that section could be undone, but becanse It Is
not deemed logleal for Democrats to ald or cosafort
in any way men who base thelr hopes upon keep-
ing allve the hnatred of ([he northern peo
ple toward those of the south. For this
determination Mr. Conkling has himself and his
Iriends, llke Edmunds, Blaine and Bill Chandlur, to
thek.

The issu-
ng of a Sunday edition ld} the Times m war
tines was palbated by the fact that people
were every day anxious to hear from the
front, but religious people warmly applanded
the course of the Tribune in announcing that
it should publish po Sunday edition. Now,
about everybody in New York, eaints and
sinners, church- goers and non-chorch-goers,
take the Sunday papers or have access to
their reading. Twelve years ago it would
have been about as much as a minister's rep-
utation wus worth to have advertised his
hour and place of service in a Sunday paper.
Now, many of them systematically do it.
Formerly, many religious people would not
patronize horse-cars on Sunday, and signed
petitions to have them debarred from run-
m‘l!],ﬁ upon thut day.

BEECHER’'S TROUBLES.

A BSait for One Hundred Thousamnd
Dellars to be Brought Against
Him.

New York Special to Philadelphla Times.]

Mr. Sam Wilkeson's prediction that the
Beecher scandal would knock the Life of
Christ higher than a kite proved quite true.
It went up some time ago, and pow it has
ecome back to Beécher, who is called upon to
pay back ten thousand dollars and the royalty
thus far received, and damages in one {mn-
dred thousand dollars will be demanded of
him. It appears that in 1868 Mr. Beecher
entered into contract with Messrs. J. B. Ford
& Co. to write a life of Christ in two volumes.
He was to have ten thousand dollars cash
down and a certain royalty besides on every
volume sold. It was stipulated that he
should begin at once and go on, finishing the
work in eighteen months, or as soon there-
after as J)ra.cticable. Mr. Beecher hef‘an to
wnite, and the Fords spent money lavishly in
pictures, engravings, presses, paper and com-

ition. ers fi e mail bags. It
ooked as though fortunes were to be made
on the instant. Then Beecher began to lag.
The Fords hurried him up. The scandal be-
gan to crop ont. Im short, although near-
ly ten years have passed by the second
volume is only half written, and
the publishers are in bankruptcy.
Mr. Ritter was authorized to sell the firm's
effects, among which was the Life of Christ.
A man offered twenty-five hundred dollars
for it, but Ritter said he had ne authority to
sell at private eale. So the aunction went on
and the Life of Christ was knocked down to
Mr. ““Cash" for one thousand dollars, in-
cluding the plates and the contract. Mr.
“Cash'’ called the next day and settled, and
instantly placed his papers in the hands of
Mr. Beecher's ancient opponent, Ex-Judge
William Fuollerton, with instructions to pro-
ceed at once and recover for him all that the
law provides. The gentleman's other name
is Wright, but farther information is not
yet offered on that su?i'ect. Judge Fullerton
gimply knew him as Mr. Wright. Mr. Ritter
addressed him respectfully as *Mr. Cash,”
and Ford & Co. had no information on the
subject. Judge Fullerton this evening said:
“The whole matter is in a nutshell, and is
very simple., Mr. Beecher made a contract
ten years ago and failed to keep it. In spite
of that, he obtained ten thousand dollars
from us in subsequent royalties, all of which,
with interest, he must pay back, besides com-
pensating us for the damages we have sus-
tained. e shall proceed at once."

Then
Kitty and Corley were marned. There was
little congeniality between the pair, and
almost immediately thercafter the broken
friendship between Kitty and the man with
whom she had lived was restored, a fact
that was communicated to Curley, who un-
doubtedly came to Deadwood for the express
ﬁurpom: of killing s wife, her paramour and

Inretorning, Curley traveled under
an assumed pame. He alighted from the
coach in South Deadwood, telling the driver
if usked whether any passengers except those
delivered in the office, had come up, to say
no. He walked direct io the Lone Btar, re-
mained there all day, and in the evening
sent for his rival, who refused to wvisit him.
