Si Co., have applied to Judge an Hoesen
for an order directing Russell Sage to turn
over to Griswold, Bonner & Co.'s assignee
the Chicago and Northwestern and other
stock hypothecated with him as collateral on
loans. It is understood that this is a test
case, as there are nearly twenty other simi
lar ones. Decision reserved.

In the list of securities hypothecated by
John Bonner & Co., there are sixty-fiv- e hun
dred shares ot Uankers and Brokers associa
tion stock, or what would have had a par
value ot sixty-hir- e thousand dollars.

Tne National Tract Company,
New York, January 2. Receiver William

J. Best, ot the defunct .Rational trust com
pany, this evening completed his report on
that institution and made it Public. The re
port shows tbat the capital of the company is
impaired to the extent of $737,234. He says
the published statements of the National
Trust company's condition for years past were
factitious and so cunningly devised as to de-
ceive not only the creditors and stockholders,
but also a majority of the board
of trustees. The trustees, he states.
are open to criticism for ttermittinir
the president to manipulate the anairs
according to his own notions. The capital
stock of the company was placed at $1,000,
000 by its charter, and from returns made to
tbe banking department that amount ot stock
had been subscribed and paid in, but in this.
however, savs Beat. President Mansram had
practised the greatest duplicity in his rela-
tions to the department, stockholders and the
public. At no time, since laid, had the cap
ital stock amounted to $1,000,000. Begin-
ning with the panic of that year, and con-
tinuing down to October 24, 1877, Mr. Man--
gam had systematically used th funds
of the company to purchase its own stock.
Mr. Best Quotes from tbe testimony of Mr,
Mangam to show that money was loaned by
the company on its own stock to Peasley e
Co. A member of this firm belonged to the
executive committee, and was a trustee of
the company, by the name of Wm. B. Shat-tuc-k.

According to the loan ledger, the loans
of the company on December 4th amounted
to $1,770,902, but from this should be de-

ducted 1620.525 in loans, which were ficti
tiously so carried, leaving the actual amount
ot loans at fi.iou.oio. ui tnese ncuuous
loans, one was to O. H. Pierce, a Wall street
broker, for $52,452: another toC. Ralston, on
forged New York, Buffalo and Erie railroad
bonds, $11,556; to A. H. Jones, $25,000; to
Rollins Bros & Co., $18,0CO; to A. H. Dough
tv. S134.310: to the Security bank. Water
town, $24,934; and to F. W. Hindekoper,
$354,470. Mr. Mangam in his testimony
states that Mr. Doughty, mentioned above.
is a brother-in-la- w of his, Mr. Best quotes
numerous other instances of loan of the
same character, and states that a majority of
the trustees were not parties to tnese viola
tions of trust. Accompanying his report,
Mr. Best makes financial statements of the
condition of the company, showing its total
liabilities are $3,735,986; total assets, $2,998,-75- 2;

and deficiency in capital of $648,316, to
the latter of which is added for contingent,
$88,917. making a total of $737,234.
