Prof. B. K. Sampson is prin-
cipal of all the colored public schools in the
city. Secondly, it was not my intention to
make a political speech, but simply to say a
few words of encouragement to a benevolent
society composed of colored ladies, known as
the Daughters of Zion."

Yesterday a white man, Cal Hanson,
was arrested by the police on the charge of
passing a fifty-doll- ar counterfeit bill of
United States currency. He was locked up,
and in the afternoon a warrant was sworn out
before United States Commissioner Garrett.
The case will be investigated to-d- ay before
that official. Hanson claims that he sold a
horse to Doll Robbing, who resides lour milis
from Gallaway switch, and received the coun-
terfeit note in pay for the animal, but he does
not want Robbins summoned as a witness in
the case.

At the recorder's court yesterday morn-
ing Henry Johnson was committed on the
charge of larceny, and was placed under a
bond of five hundred dollars to answer be-

fore the criminal court. Dick Sullivan was
fined five dollars for being a vagrant. Eleven
vagrants who had been lodging at the

for several nights, were arrested
and brought before the recorder, who fined
each of them five dollars, which fine they
will work out on the streets. The vagrants
had occupations as follows: Six laborers, two
bricklayers, one moulder, one pressman, and
one painter.

Mayor Flippin, said a city employe yes-
terday, stated in his speech at the Greenlaw
operahouse, that he did not pay the police,
firemen or street-laborer- s, because there
was no fund collected for such a purpose, and
he coubi not violate the laws or ordinances;
but since that time he has been bracing him-
self, and has found some money to pay these
workingmen, who are not bloated bond-
holders or coupon-clipper- s. The approach-
ing election was a Godsend for the badly-use- d

and unpaid city employes, because it
forced the mayor to come to the front and
pay something, or else the votes of these
indignant and worthy men will be polled
against him, which they will be in any event,
with a few distinguished exceptions.

At toe criminal court yesterday the fol-

lowing cases were heard and disposed of:
Dan Cleury, forgery, convicted ana penalty
fixed at five years in the penitentiary; and for
assault with intent to commit murder, shoot-
ing his wife, be was also convicted, and got a
sentence of one year in the penitentiary.
Elias Barnes, petit larceny, convicted and
sentenced to one year's imprisonment in the
penitentiary, Frank Barton, convicted of
grand larceny a few days since, filed a motion
lor a new trial. Judge Logwood overruled
the motion, and he was sentenced to the
penitentiary for three years. The jury, how-
ever recommenced the governor to commute
two and a half years of the penalty. Ed
Flynn, petit larceny, convicted and sentenced
to two months imprisonment in the county
jad.

iron, announcing the death of his nephew,
Major Henry Hampton, formerly of Mem-
phis. Major Hampton was born in Fred-rick- s

burg, Virginia, and was about forty years
of age. He removed to Memphis previous
to the war, and at once took a high position
as a young man of great business promise.
He was among the first to join the Confed-
erate army, and was twice wounded dur-
ing the war. After the surrender. Major
Hampton engaged in business in Memphis
and remained in this city until 1869, when he
removed to California and located in San
Francisco, where be was successful in busi-
ness. A year ago he removed to Portland,
Oregon, where he died on Sunday last. Ma-

jor Hampton has many friends in Memphis,
and they all unite in regret at his death, and
in praise of his many noble traits of charac-
ter. His honesty was unquestioned, and he
possessed great business capacity. He was a
man of no ordinary ability; he was firm in
bis opinions, but slow in forming them. No
man in the Confederate army was more pop-
ular than Henry Hampton. His comrades
had great respect for him as a gentleman of
high integrity and a soldier of great courage.

Flippin's Deceptive Call to the Mayor-
alty.

Editors Appeaii Some time before the
meeting of the moss convenb'on of the Demo-
cratic party, called by H. T. Ellett and others,
to select an executive committee to arrange
for the election of delegates to a convention
to nominate a candidate for mayor, certain
active friends of that christian statesman and
great financier, John R. Flippin, had thor-
oughly canvassed the city for signatures to
petitions asking this boaster of his own im-
aginary charities to become a candidate for re-
election. These petitions were carried about
the city, and others left at such places 'of pub-
lic resort as the chamber of commerce. All
sorts of representations were made to secure
signatures. Strong party men were told it
was only a call to submit his name to the
convention to be assembled. Others were
urged to sign it because Flippin alone could
carry out the proposed compromise of
the city debt a work that any intelli-
gent schoolboy of eighteen can execute as
well as Flippin, and which, if this is the only
use we have for a mayor, any good clerk can
do much better than Flippin, whose services
can be obtained for twelve or fifteen hundred
dollars per annum, thus saving tax-paye- rs the
difference between three thousand dollars, the
salary as fixed for the next mayor, and either
of the other sums. Well, by these different
representations to suit different persons,
three hundred and thirty-fou- r eianatnra fcy
actual count, out of a voting population of
six to seven thousand, and n a city which
two years ago elected FliDDin under the de
lusive promise of "retrenchment, reform and
economy" by about four thousand. noa'Crity
were obtained, many of whom (doubtless to
swell out the number) signed first their firm
names and then the individual names com-
posing the firm, as In the case of Hadden &
Avery. This was the status, so far as regards
I hppm, when the mass convention met and
cave to the party what the lottery financier
Flippin has called "that thing." He com-
plains that the meeting was organized and
die? its work in "twenty minutes."
What great need was there that it
should have taken even "twenty
minutes?" Its work was simply to appoint a
committee to arrange for the people in pri-
maries to elect delegates to represent them
and joie in the convention as directed by
them. Little credit as some f Mr. Flip-pin- 's

present prominent and respectable sup-
porters have jjiyen him for sense or ability of
any kind, I believe he had at least enough to
understand perfectly that the executive com-
mittee had neither the selection of delegates,
their election, nor the nomination of mayor.
Two years ago he had nine of the eleven of a
like committee, and yet only a small minority
of the delegates leturned favored his nomi-
nation; and but for the generosity and mag-
nanimity of the man his hired minions now
villainously slander he never could have been
nominated in that convention even with the
support of B. M. Estes, and others like him,
who only took him then to beat Johnson,
and not because he was their choice or they
believed him capable. I say I give Mayor
Flippin credit for sense enough to know
that the executive committee, individu-
ally or collectively, had neither the selection
of the delegates nor the nomination of the
candidate for mayor. So that was not his
trouble with "that thing." but it lay in the
fact that he knew he could not secure a

from the party which had twice
before honored him at his solicitation with
office. --He perfectly understood that he could
not hope for th return by "the masses" of
more than a . few delegates favorable to his

nomination ; that he would have to contend
again for the nomination with the samestrongman who two years ago generously
withdrew in his favor, and that he had no

right and could not hope for like treatment
at bis or his friends hands tbw time. lLt
understood, too, he might go into the con-

vention with strength euough, joined with
other opposition there, to defoit Johnson's
nomination, but this was not what he wanted,
unless he could be the nominee himself. He
had fed so long at the public crib and fared
so much better than formerly that it was too
hard for him to give up offioi if he couid by
any possible way hold on to it. He knew
Johnson would secure the nomination, or
somebody else, but certainly not be in any
event. In this dileruuia be bethought hini-self-

that prompt tax-payi- etatesman, R.
C. Williamson, his staunch friend, whom be
had honored with the oppor: unity to
play at mayor while h went
in search of pleasure and the boudbolders at
Philadelphia, New York. Baltimore and
Long Branch with his lottery noboim at the
expense of tbe city. Thvro he le:irucd the
power of money, and he knew there were
here men with-plethori- c purses, who, while
many of them hid denour-ce- bis adminis-istratio- n

as a failure, yet hated Johnson so
much that he might count upon their per-
sonal and money support iu his favor against
Johnson. To his friend Williamson was in-

trusted the working up of the "thing," who
did it as well as it was possible for the man
to 'lo, and was more conspicuous in "that
thi ng" than even the --4 valanche thinks Don-ovu- m

was in the other. All remember this
highly respectable meeting to secure good
ami pure government, and that one among
its first steps in so laudable an enterprise was
the raising of "a iund to carry cn the can-

vass." What that means the fool who runs
may read. What, good government to be
secored by corrupting the public morals!
Next followed Mayor Flippin's very dignified
letter of acceptance, with this schol-ar- lr

comparison so grammatically
constructed and foicibly expressed

that "the political principles of a candidate
for municipal office has no more to do with
his qualifications for that office than the prin-
ciples of the Kansas-Nebrask- a bill."

In Mayor Flippin Eligible to Office T

Editors Appeal Your liberality in giv-
ing space to letters from the people in mat-
ters of public concern, free of charge, cannot
be too highly appreciated. As we are about
to have an important election, be pleased to
publish the followinsr. The thirty-fourt- h

section, page ten Williamson's Digest of our
city charter, prohibits the mayor, while in of-

fice, from becoming a candidate for "any"
office, the office of mayor not excepted. And
it is further provided by the same that should
the mayor become a candidate for "any" of-
fice, he shall thereby vacate the office of
mayor, to be supplied Aa provided in sec-

tion 37, page 12. The result is that
when Judge Flippin announced himself a
candidate for mayor, he thereby vacated the
office, and it became the duty of the general
council to immediately fill the vacancy, as
provided in section 37 "in joint session as-
sembled, on the call of the president of the
board of aldermen, whose duty it is to dis-
cbarge the duties of mayor until a successor
is elected from that body; notwithstanding
that portion of section 34 which provide that
the incumbent shall hold the office until a
successor is qualified." After Judge Flippin
became a candidate he ceased to be may-
or, and had no authority to appoint
judges and clerks of election. It is
the duty of tbe president of the board of
aldermen to immediately appoint the judges
and clerks of election, with the concurrence
ot the general council, and to designate the
voting precincts, as required by section 74,
page 31. But Judge Flippin is exercising
the functions of mayor and at the same time
is a candidate for an office. Hence, under
the charter he has rendered himself
ineligible and cannot be legally elected mayor
for the ensuing term. The evils intended to
be prevented by the insertion of that cause
which prohibits the mayor from becoming a
candidate are that that officer may not use
the functions of his office in perpetuating his
own ascendency to the office of mayor or any
other office. That Judge Flippin is usurping
the office of mayor there can be no doubt.
The authorities hold that when an act de-
clares an office shall become vacant upon the
happening of an event, and makes it the
duty of a body of persons to fill the vacancy
upon the happening of the event, they
may proceed to fill the vacancy without
a judicial proceeding to oust the usurper.
Should the president of the board of aldermen
fail before Thursday to appoint the judges
and clerks, and to designate the voting pre-
cincts, as required by section 74, it will ren-
der the election of Thursday void and throw
the election into the general council. The
appointment of judges and clerks by an
usurper gives the persons appointed no color
of title by which it could be claimed that they
were officers de facto. Flippin is an usurper,
not an officer de facto. Messrs. Editors, while
I make this communication, let it be under-
stood that I am not an euemy to Judge Flip-
pin ; for, notwithstanding 1 do not intend to
throw my vote away, I have the highest re-
gard for him aa a citizen. But let us notice
the laws of our country, no obey them.
