Wasiiinqto.v, January 17. The speecu

delivered by Hon. Dan Voorhees, of Indiana,
iu the senate, yesterday, still occupies a large
share of public attention. In every respect a
people's sp-ec- h, !or and in behalf of the in-

terests of tbe people, it has taken fast hold
upon the popular mind as the clearest and
strongest exposition of their wishes and views
that has yet been made in either branch of
congress, brimful of sympathy for the toil-

ing millions, and of statistics cold enough to
satisfy even Mr. Cary, of Philadelphia, it
unircs the extremes ot dry detail and orator-
ical warmth it is a Gradgrind argument
sufficed by the rich and warm blood cf a
generous natnre. No thoughtful man who
realizes the condition of the masses, tho mis-

ery and degradation of enforced idleness now
being endured by hundreds of thousands of
men and women anxious and willing to work,
tne wholesale bankruptcy of the past three
years or that which still impends, can fail
to rejoice that Mr. Vooihees has spoken
as he has and arrayed himself on the
side of the people and against the moneyed
classes. What the pressure brought to bear
by those classes on members of congress is,
no one can imagine who is not here. Men
and women, too, in successive delegations
have laid siege to nismbers in their seat, in
coniirittee rooms, at their lodgings and on
the street. Argument has b?en exhausted,
influence tested to tension, and threats of
vengeance mixed with denunciation dealt out
(rely, but the fear of doing wrong has been
more potent, and senators arid representatives
remain true. With the speeches of Senator
Bailey and Voorhees before them, they feel
justified and strengthened to continue for the
people until the battle is won, as won tt will
be. Tbe great corporations, the bankers and
the bondholders have had their day in legis-
lation. It. passed away at the same time that
the christian generals, political preachers and
christian thieves were seut to the rear. The

of passion engendered by the warEaroxysm and made way for the sober sec-

ond thought. Our government, a govern-
ment of the people, of and for the people, ia
to be "run," hereafter, in the interests of the
people. The increasing ascendancy of the
Democratic party insures this. The investi-
gations of the last congress were the first
earnest in many years of the fact. The sil-

ver bill, a part of the same determination for
reform, will be followed - by the
repeal of the resumption act and
the repeal of the national bank act; possibly
the passage of an act authorizing the pay-
ment of the bonds in greenbacks. The tide
has set in, and there is no knowing where it
it will stop.

The supreme court of the United States, on

Monday last, decided the several insurance
and bank-ta- x cases pending on writs of error
to the supreme court of Tennessee. The
Teoples insurance company, the Hernando
insurance company, the Blutf City insurance
company, the De Soto bank and others, con-

tained in their charters this clause: "This
institution shall pay to the State annually
one-ha- lf of one per cent, on each share of iu
capital stock, which shall be in lieu of all
other taxes," Tbe State, the county of Shel-
by and city of Memphis, all attempted, un-

der the generaT revenue act of 1389, to im-

pose additional taxes on these several insti-
tutions, or their atockholders. The supreme
court of the State sustained the tax, but theJ

St. Petersburg, January 19. The
Agence Rusae repels the idea that Russia in-

tends to refuse European participation in the
treaty of peace.

Rome.
Rome, January 19. The solemnity of the

king taking the oath occurred to-da- The
king, iu his speech, thoroughly upholds
Italian unity, and says he will conform to the
measures inaugurated by his father. Am-
nesty will be granted to political offenders.

Constantinople.
Constantinople, January 19. No news

has been received of Sulieman Pasha. An
irade has been issued calling for the enroll-
ment of all free males. The Bulgarians
have massacred the inhabitants of tne vil-

lages Guernnik and Tehrkeli, near Kezanlik.
Athens.

At n ens, January 19. An insurrection
has broken out in Thessaly. Five hundred
insurgents are concentrated midway between
the villages of Vizita and Pinacotes, near
Volo. The Turks have taken refuge in the
fortress at Volo. Two hundred christian
families have arrived at Athens.

Adrlanople.
"Adkianople, January 19. The Russian

scouts are in eight, and expected every min-
ute to enter the town. The garrison, with
their arms and baggage, are retiring toward
Constantinople. The old seraglio is burning.
The Mussulmen have fled. The Greek pa-
triarch and Jewish rabbi maintain order.

Versailles.
Versailles, January 19. It is under-

stood that the members of the right were
deliberating at the commencement of to-
day's session of the chamber of deputies
whether they would resign en ntas.ie, or sim-
ply enter a protest against the invalidation
by the majority of tne election ot many of
their party. The subsequent arrival of the
conservatives caused them to delay action,
and their decision will not be known until
the next sitting. The elections of three dep-
uties were annulled yesterday.

Paris.
Paris, January 19. The Geographical so-

ciety banquet in honor of Henry M. Stanley,
to-nig- was a magnificent affair. Two hun-
dred and seven ty-fi- guests were present, in-

cluding the leading members of the society,
James Gordon Bennett and the representa-
tive of President MacMahon. Vice-Admi- re

de la Ronciere le Teury presided. In reply to
toast Stanley proposed that the river Congo

bear the name ot Lavwgstone. ihe minister
of public instruction entered the room and
handed to Stanley the decoration of the
academical palm. The president announced
that the Geographical society had awarded a
gold medal to Stanley, who was overwhelmed
with congratulations.

. London.
London, January 19. The Ttmes'a Buka-re- et

correspondent, who has gone toGrargevo
to try and cross the Danube at that place into
Bulgaria, telegraphs from Giurgevo as fol-
lows: "The mortality among the Turkish
prisoners at Frateehti is fearful, and the sta-
tion of Frateshti is becoming a terror to trav-
elers between Bukarest and the Danube.
Even if there is nothing worse there than the
ordinary typhus mortality, evidenced by the
numerous graves in the surrounding plain,
the prisoners' camp justifies the apprehen-
sions of travelers. 1 saw the Russian soldiers
digging huge graves, and near them were
fifty Turkish corpses lying in confused heaps,

Miletics, a member of the Hungarian
parliament, of Servian nationality, head of
the Omladina or young Servian party, and
leader of the Pan-Slavi- st agitators. Dr.
Miletics has appealed. A special dispatch
says that the conviction is very likely to be
quashed.

A Capetown dispatch of January 1st, says
that there is a general rising among the
Gaikas. Martial law has been proclaimed.
A severe engagement took place at Komgha,
in which the British troops were successful.
Volunteers are enrolling.

JUDICIAL. DECISION.

What a Xw York Mnpreme Court
Jndce Had to May Concernlnsr

m licitlng Transaction.

The New York Times of a recent date an-
nounces that "a rather novel case, arising
under the statute against betting and gam-
ing, was decided by Judge Lawrence, in the
special term of the supreme court yesterday.
It seems that in July last F. II. Seibcrt made

bet of one huudred dollars with R. B.
Phillips that the latter had received a cer-
tain telegram after a particular time. The
money was placed in the hands of Robert
Wilkinson, a3 stakeholder and referee. Af-
ter the lapse of several months, Wilkinson
making no decision, Seibcrt applied to him
to decide the matter, but he refused to do
so. Wilkinson also refused to return the
money to Seibert, and the latter therefore
brought suit for its recovery. Seibert, in his
complaint, set forth that the bet was made,
that he deposited the money in the hands of
VUkinon while the event on which the bet
was made was still contingent and unknown,
and that the same had been demanded and
refused, Wiljunson demurred, on the ground
that the complaint did not state facts gui-cie- nt

to constitute a cause of action, lie
claimed that the action is one which could
not have been brought at common law, and,
re.;i-n- r entirely upon a statute of this State,
the complaint should have stated where the
bet waa made. Judge LaVienna, in decid-
ing the case, holds that as it was" not - air
leged that the bet had been decided and the
money paid over to the winning party, the
action is one which could have been main-
tained at couh on la, and therefore there
was no necessity for stating vii.cro the bet
had bean made.

tion a proposed reduction of tax on tobacco,
to-da- y heard a representative of the firm of
Loriliard & Co., ot New York, who protested
against reduction, and also against any tur
ther agitation of the subject, claiming that
either will greatly injure business; and
further, should a reduction be agreed upon
by congress, it will be impossible to allow it to
remain at lower figures than it is at present.
Ha claimed that the present tax of twenty-fou-r

cents was low. as compared with Eng-
land, France. Germany, and Austria, in
England the tax being three shilling) on
leaf and five shillings on manufactured to
bacco. The price of the leaf tobacco de-
pended entirely upon the supply and de
mand. There were only eight million
consumers, consuming an average of fif
teen pounds. The price had noth
ing whatever to do with the number
of consumers, or with the amount con
sumed, and if the tax should be reduced to
twelve cents, the revenue will be decreased
one-hal- t. Ihe smaller and poorer manu
facturers were more liable to defraud the
government than larger establishments, end
it would be beneficial to the government to
concentrate the manufacture. In a letter
Colonel Burwell will present a written argu
ment, in behalf ot Virginia manufacturers,
early next week, in lavor of the proposed re
duction.

CHALMER'S TEXAS PACIFIC BILL.
Representative Chalmers, member of the

new feature of the bill is that the Memphis
connection be made by Memphis and Vicks-
burg down the Mississippi valley, there-
by avoiding the objection raised by
toe Iron Mountain road to the
Memphis connnection. It will - provide
further that the government issue
greenbacks, receivable for all duties except
interest on the public debt, and allow twenty-fiv- e

thousand dollars per mile to the respect-
ive roads, payable in United States currency
in fifty years, and bearing five and six per
cent, interest, secured by a first-mortga- on
the respective roads and all their property.
The earnings for the sinking fund are to be
invested in United States bonds, to be held
by the secretary of the treasury to meet the
bonds of said roads.

In
presenting thee memorials, he said they
were signed, not only by men representing
money and property, but enterprise also, and
they expressed the opinion that the passage
of the bill would be prejudicial to the honor
and credit of the government. He also pre-
sented a memorial cf fhe Albany board of
trade against the passage' of the bill, which
was also laid on the table

At the expiration of tbe morning hour, the
senate resumed the consideration of unfin-
ished being the resolution of Sen-
ator lathews,' declaring the right o tie gov-ernm-

to pay the interest and. principal of
bonds in silver, and Senator Merrimon spoke
in favor thereof.

Senator Mernmon said that the subject was
worthy of the most serious consideration, and.
trusted that a free and frank expression of
views wonlu lai hp-- senate to a wise and
wholesome conclusion. He would never con-

sent ttct tbe honor and good faith of the
government should ba impaired in the
slightest degree. The naked question before
the senate was whether the government
could lawfully pay its creditors in silver of
the standard of value of July 14. 1870. He
reviewed the financial legislation since 1862,
and quoted from various acts to show th&U,
ail oonds issued were payable in learal-oo- t

law gold and silver and as the contract
stood between the government and its credit-
ors, the government could pay its debts in
both or either. The law at that time pro-

vided for the coinage of a' silver dollar, as
well as a gold dollar, and. nnd it been in-

tended lo er"lude the silver dollar when the
bonds were usued, why was not some pro
vision inserted for that purpose? That the
government had a right tov pay if bonds in
silver was clear, and he could not see ho
any such action could be ldokea upon as re
pudiation. lie spoke of the bumea pros
iration and suffering throughout the country
and argued that it was th effect of unwise
legislation. Financial legislation since
the war had been calonlarc-- to en
hance the value of ' the bonds of
the government in the hands of it creditors
the volume of paper currency had been reg
ulated by the government, and had not met
the requirements of business; since the panic
of 1873 nothing had flourished save gov
ernment bonds.

Senator Maxey reviewed tbe arguments
against the remonebzation of silver, and
said that the constitution itself recog
nized a double standard. He argued
that the act demonetizing silver was not un
derstood when passed. He quoted from the
speeches of Secretary Sherman in the senate
to the effect that consrre-f- s had a right to re
store the silver dollar whenever it might
think proper. In his ( Maxey's) opinion, the
time had now come when it should be

to the coinage of the country. He
would vote for the pending resolution cheer'
fuily, because he believed the welfare ot the
people imperativelyldemanded it.

The Vice-Preside- nt laid before the senate
a message from the President inclosing a re-
port from the attorney-gener- al in answer to
a resolution of Senator C!Iia'ee calling upon
the President to inform the senate what fegai
impediments, if any, exist which prevent bim
from executing the laws in accordance with
the obligations accepted and agreements
made by the Union Pacific railroad company
and its branches with the (j mtad states. 1 be
attorney-gener- al states that he has heard the
argument by parties interested; that the sub
ject has been discussed in an amicable suit
in the United States court for Nebraska, and
is now awaiting decision. He says: "I do
not find any specific authority vested in the
President which enables him, in his executive
capacity, to oblige the Union Pacific railroad to
desist lrom an unlawful use ot its road, if such
exists, nor is he empowered t j ascertain
whether the law is being violated. The rail
road acts contemplate that the questions are
for the courts to determine. Whether addi
tional legislation should be had, so that rem
edies other than judicial can be oppasea in
such cases is a question for congress to deter-
mine. Should legal proceeding on behalf of
the public seem necessary, in order tj deter
mine the question involved, it seems desira
ble that legislation ba had which would pre
clude all question as to the power ot the at
torney-gener- to proceed the piemises
Meanwhile, the civil suit referred lo will be
decided before any such proceeding could be
put in motion. Until the rights of these
companies are judicially ascertained, it is not
advisable to have them defined through any
cnminal proceeding under the aet ot June
20, 1874."

wife, her master nnd mistress, will be
b.- ought back from New City, where she has
been in the county jail meantime, to Spring

alley to-da- y, tor her final examination,
when it will be determined whether she is to
be proceeded against in lunacy, or whether
her case is to go before the grand jury in reg
nlar manner. Jennie tells the story of her
poisoning, and indeed of her whole life,
with the utmost readiness, and from appear
ances, 18

AN IDIOT
with shrewdness enough to know whom she
dislikes and. how to injure them, but without
the sense to conceal her actions and utterly
without moral sense. She is now between
thirteen and sixteen years old, with brown
hair and eyes and a childish body, rather
common-lootnn- g and unnoticeable. fehe says
that she and her mother went to the poor
bouse in r'aterson when she was two years
old, and that, her mother dying, rbe re
mained in the poorhouse till she was taken
away by a lady of Rockland county, about
four year3 ago. It was in tbe poorhons?,
Jennie says, that she learned how to mix poi
son, trom observing the matron prepare arse'
mc lor mice, ahe was greatly interested in
the whole operation, and when she saw what
quick and extreme effect the arsenic had upon
the mice, she studied its preparation with the
utmost eagerness, and even stole a little upon
one occasion, and hid it carefully away for
future private use.

that if anybody refused her anything she had
set her heart upon, no matter how tnflinsr.

Mr. Peter De
B ium, with whom she first lived after com
ing trom the poorhouse, was an old man
and his nstonishment was very great when
upon one occasion Jennie began to ad
dress him in the most indecent and ri
bald manner.

The merits of the
case not being gone into, it was decided to
take op each count separately. The first
count charges three thousand dollars back
tax for tbe fiscal years 1861-- 2. Tilden 'a
counsel claimed that the laws passed about
that term were recognized as necessary war
measures, and annulled the law requiring the
ayment of income tax for that year. Judge
31atchford sustained the demurrer, giving

Tilden the first victory.
