Mr. Turner asked leave ri bfier a resolu
tion for the appofatilent of a special com-
mittee to inquire into the causes of the pres-
ent cruel pecuniary depression, and to deter-
mine what constitutional measure, consistent
with public faith, can be taken to give relief
to trie people and restore prosperity,

Mr. White Pa.J objected.
Mr. Tucker, from the cOmtaittee on ways

and means, reported back a joint resolution
extending the time for the wthdrawal of dis-
tilled spirits now in bond until July 1, 1878.
He explained that the resolution simply ex-
tended the tine far the withdrawal of dis-
tilled sprits from bond until after the time
the committee should decide whether the tax

d be reduced, it forecasted, however, in
no manner the action of tho committee.

Mr. Halo making a point of order, the res-
olution was referred to the committee of the
whole.

Mr. Hale, from the committee on appropri-
ations, reported the fortification appropria-
tion bill. Referred.

Mr. Ewing, from the committee on bank-
ing and currency, reported a resolution in-
structing that committee to ascertain the
amount of gold and silver coin and bullion
owned by the United States; the amount of
bonds which have been sold by the secretary
of the treasury for coin, and the amount of
gold and silver coin and bank notes and
legal-tender- s held by banking institutions,
and such other facts as will tend to inform
the house when and by what method it will
be practicable and consistent with the public
welfare to resume specie payment. Adopted.

Mr. Willis N. Y.J, from the committee on
naval affairs, reported a bill authorising Rear-Admir- al

John J. Almy to receive a decora-
tion from the king of the Hawaiian Islands.
Passed yeas, 146; nays, 101. Also a bill to
enuirt an expedition to the Arctic spa.. Cnm.

Imitted.Monroe, from the committee on foreitrn
affairs, reported a bill authorizing bpencer t .
Baird, assistant secretary of the Smithsonian
institute, to receive from the king of Sweden
a diploma constituting him a member of the
Norwegian order of Saint Alof. Passed.

On motion, Mr. Garfield's joint resolution,
appointing Noah Porter, of Connecticut, to
fill the vacancy in the board of regents of the
Smithsonian institute, caused by the resigna-
tion of Jas. D. Dana, was taken up and
passed.

The house then took up the bill to amend
existing laws concerning commerce and navi-srati-

and the regulation of steam vessels.
Mr. Reagan, who reported the bill from the
committee on commerce, stated it was sub-
stantially the same bill as that passed by the
house in the la3t congress.

After disposing of three pages of the print-
ed bill, which consists of twenty-si- x pages,
the bill was laid aside, and senate joint reso-
lution accepting from the State of Maine a
statue of Wm. King, to be placed in the old
hall of the house of representatives, was ta-
ken up for action, and after several speeches
the joint resolution passed and the house ad-
journed.

SENATE.

A number of petitions from New York
were presented and referred favoring the
reuionetization of silver and the repeal of the
specie resumption act.

Senator Morrill, from the committee on
finance, reported with an amendment in tbe
nature of a substitute, a bill to remit the
taxes on insolvent savings banks. Placed on
the calendar.

A number of bills were introduced and re-
ferred.

The report of the joint select committee
on Chinese immigration, was referred to the
committee on foreign relations.

At the expiration of the morning hour the
statue of William King, contributed by Maine
to the national statuary, was accepted, and
Senators Hamlin and Blaine made addresses.

Senator Hove presented a memorial from
the Milwaukee chamber of commerce in favor
of an appropriation to complete the break-
water at the entrance to the harbor at Stur-
geon bay. K."i.rred.

Senator Doraey presented a petition from
citizens of Hot Springs, Arkansas, in favor
of amendment to the act in relation to the
Hot Springs reservation, to enable those oc-

cupying property there to purchase the same.
Referred.

Senator Withers presented a petition repre-
senting six thousand depositors in the Rich-
mond branch of the Freedmen's savings
bank, asking congress to reimburse their
losses incurred in the institution. Referred.

Senator Maxey, from the committee on
military affairs, reported with an amendment
the house bill for the payment to tbe officers
and soldiers in the Mexican war the three
months extra pay provided for by the act of
July 19. 1848. Placed on the calendar.

Bills introduced and referred: By Senator
Harris: To provide for the appointment of a
district judge for the wettern district of Ten-
nessee. By Senator Butler: To repeal sec-

tion 347 of the revised statutes of tbe United
States, the same being section 122 of the
national bank act, imposing a tax of ten per
cent on the circulation of State banks.

The Vice-Preside- laid before the senate
a communication from the secretary of war
in regard to reimbursing the State of Texas
for expenses incurred by said State in repell
ing iuvasion by Indians and Mexicans. Re
ferred.

On motion of Senator Conkling, it was or-

dered tbat the papers now on tbn files of the
senate relating to the case of Major Runkle,
be taken from the tiles and referred to the
committee on judiciary.

Senater Blaine alluded to the remarks of
his colleague as to William King having
been chosen by Maine for the distinguished
honor of her first representative in the na-
tional gallery, because, first of all, he was
influential in erecting the district of Maine
into a free and independent State, and said
the connection of the district with Massa-cnuset- ts

had become exceedingly distasteful,
I might say intolerable, to a majority of our
people, and a sentiment amounting well
nigh to rancor and hatred could be satisfied
with nothing less than separation. This
dislike, which was mutual, and had been
growing for years, was strongly inflamed by
the war of 1812, and resulting in political
differences. Massachusetts was deeply hos-
tile to the war, and did all in her power to
embarr.ths its prosecution. Maine stood
firmly by tbe administration of Madison
in upholding the honor of the flag. A
majority ol her people regarded the
attitude of Massachusetts toward the
general government during that struggle
as thoroughly unpatriotic, if not treasonable.
Participancy in the Hartford convention, or
any sympathy with its proceedings or its
aims, was political death and well-nig- h social
ostracism to any man in Maine. The con-
trary spirit prevailed in Massachusetts, and
the venerable William Ridgeway, who repre-
sented a district in congress, and voted for
the declaration of war against Britain, was
serioutly threatened with mob violence as he
passed through Massachusetts on his war

J homeward. Senator Blaine continued at
I soma lni7fh in ftinmilnr .train 'A nmr.AcA

as follows: Through all tbeao troublous
scenes, in wbicb it was necessary to
control the public sentiment of the two
peoples, it was difficult to state, and
it is quite impossible to overrate the sagacity

and ability and addrefes, Ae forc, in a word,
tw rierhip oi Wm. Kinir. We followed- tn wrplicity and faith, and Massachu-

setts came finally to dread him after she had
hated him, for influencing the two popula-
tions with equal skill. Governing one through
love and the other through fear, he became
anally complete master of the situation, and

nat'.y attained the end for which he had
labored for so many years with patient fidel-
ity, with commanding ability, with consum-
mate tact.

Senator Dawes Mr. President, before the
senate pass the resolution) it Is possible that
some word frtm Massachusetts mav be nar--
Jotted. I know that it is an intrusion to Un
dertake to ask tbe attention of the senate
to one-sid- ed arrangements of senators from
Maine npon this interesting occasion, but I do
feel that it is not only proper, but that it is
my duty, poorly as I may be able to discharge
that duty, to express, in the nntne of Massa-
chusetts, my great regret that the eminent
virtues and distinguished character of tho
moi gurernor oi jiaine coum not have been
spread npon the records of the sen- -
an, ana tue evidences of that 'char
acter, ana ihe estimate in which
he held by all who knew him, gathered,
as weil from the records of Mawuchusetts as
Cittm those of Maine, and presented here with-
out attempting to rake up the ettibers of an
already expired ind buried political animos-
ity that Massachusetts as well as Maine re-
grets, and that Massachusetts has done quite
as much as Maine to obliterate. 1 would not
abate one Jot of all that has been Baid by the
raaPJrs from Maine in respect to the distin- -
guisned tarst governor of that State, once
a citizen of my own State, but I
regret that to-da- y there can be found
in Maine any one who eannot read the
history of the times in which he performs so
prominent a part, except through the preju-
dice; and bitterness, and injustice of party
animosities that distinguished those days,
but have long since passed away. Without
dediring to mar the beauty and character of
such an occasion as this, I deem it my duty
to protest, in the name of the State which I
represent, against the impression that what
has been said; of her this day is true of the
history of her connection, or her relations
with and her treatment of the colony of
Maine, or the distinguished men in that colo-
ny who wrought in the end her independence
as a State.

Senator Hoar Mr. President, I have
hesitated upon the question whether the
requirements of good taste would be best
satisfied by remaining silent or by speaking
at this time. 1 certainly agree with the eulo-srie- s

which the senators from the State of
Maine have uttered in regard to the distin-
guished public character whose statue she
has placed in the old hall of the house of
representatives. Mr. President, the State of
Massachusetts does not desire to wipe out her
history from the annals of the American peo-
ple, or to screen any portion of it from the
judgment or knowledge of mankind.
Like other generous and heroic natures,
great in virtue, great in courage,
great in the largest benefactions to human
kind, she is great enough to have her faults
and her failings known, and to acknowledge
them. It is true that there are some things
in the utterances of some of her leaders.during
the war of 1812, which she regrets to-da- y, and
which should be regretted. What States in
Union would not like to wipe out something
of their history. I regret that the senator
from Maine should have been so disturbed
by some recent event.

Senator Blaine Mr. President, I do not
understand either the senators from Massa-
chusetts to dispute the exact and literal truth
of the statements I felt called upon to make
in reciting briefly the history of Governor
King.

Senator Dawes I stated that I did.
Senator Blaine I thought the senator taid

that he did not want them now revived.
Senator Dawes I stated that doubtless the

senator from Maine could pick out, or gather
out from a history of the relations between
Massachusetts and Maine isolated instances,
and isolated extracts, such as he seemed to
have so much more a taste for than that
which so abounded in all their history of
generous and high-tone- d fellowship.

Senator Blaine Then I have merely to say,
Mr. President, that every statement, every
quotation, every fact, every incident in rela-
tion to Governor King, which I stated, is upon
Massachusetts authority; and to have given
anything like a sketch of Governor King's
life, without giving his conflict with Massa-
chusetts touching the separation of Maine
and her erection into an independent State,
would have been to write the hie of Abraham
Lincoln without mentioning tbe great rebel-
lion, which, as President of the United States,
he was so largely instrumental in suppress-
ing. I do not know that I desire to have the
least controversy upon a point of this kind
upon an occasion such as this, but I thought
it came with rather ill grace from the senator
from afassachuBetts Senator Hoar to taunt
me with trying to ingratiate myself with a
certain class of senators, when he himself has
been the great apostle of modern reconcilia-
tion, hankering to embrace men repre-
senting the idea of a certain political power
elsewhere, and has done every possible thing
tnat could be done to solicit favor in that
direction. I have not myself been walking
in that line, and I do not think that I am one
who would step very far forward to greet
these men with roseate smiles on their faces.
Maine did not make an unpatriotic record. If
Massachusetts did make one, it is not
the fault of the historian or of the speaker
who recalls it.

Senator Dawes Will the senator tell us
when Massachusetts, as a State, ever made
an unpatriotic record, in either the war of
1812, or in the older war of the revolution,
or in any war which has followed? There
have been individuals in Massachusetts so
there have been in Maine who have not
been patriots, but if Massachusetts ever made
an unpatriotic record, the senator from Maine,
when he charges it, should tell us when and
where.

Senator Blaine I will tell you! I will tell
you now and here. Massachusetts refused to

and tabled a resolution tnanEing one ot
Eassown naval officers for a victory, because
it was gained in an unjust war. She refused
to thank the admirable and gallant com-
mander of the Hornet for capturing the
British man-of-w- ar Peacock. That stands in
your own legislative journals. If you want
records I can give you more ana graver in-

stance') until the sun sets, and lor a senator
from Massachusetts to rise here and pretend
that his State did not bristle all over with
unpatriotic records, going clear up to the
verge of treason, and, in the opinion of some
patriots of that day. stopping one point be
yond it, is & degree ot bravery which it
would nave oeen wen to nave snown in we
war, and not reserved to this day. Great
laughter and a voice on the Democratic side,
"I bis rich."

Senator Dawes Mr. President, the extent
of the offense which the senator from Maine
can bring against Massachusetts in the war of
1812, was that she lacked the disposition
publicly to return thanks.

Mr. Blaine No; stop right there one mo-
ment. Massachusetts refused to let her sol-

diers march beyond the boundaries of her
own State, and refused pointedly to the gen-
eral government to respond to a call for her
troops.

Mr. Dawes defended his State and said that
Massachusetts was opposed to the warof 1812.
Of her position then she is not ashamed of.
and she does not undertake to belie history;
but, sir, with exceptions here and there, like
every other State in this Union, under like
circumstances, she was true to the Union,
and her gallant soldiers and sailers laid
down their lives in her defense.
Sir, it was not the war of 1812 that troubled
the senator from Maine in the delivering of
bis eulogy upon William King; that was not
it, there was another trouble, and was a
trouble which the senator from Maine ought
to have forgotten, it was a feeling between
distinguished men in Maine and distinguished
men in Massachusetts growing out of a dis-
cussion for years of the question of separation
that bred and injustice, and in-
temperate speech, and it the last thing that
was expected that when the senators from
Maine were to present the statue of her gov-
ernor, who, when he was a part of Mas-
sachusetts, was honored and esteemed
quite as much by her people as by those of
.Maine. It was tbe last, thing tbat Massa-
chusetts expected on such an occasion, that
the burden of the presentation on tbe part of
tee senator irem Maine Ulainej should be
a raking up of all that intemoerata sreech.
and quite as much will Massachusetts be
surprised, and Maine will be surprised, that
he attemps io jusuiy oy holding up tbe
course of Massachusetts in the last war with
Gtvat Britain.

Svnator Blaine discussed the relations be

tween Maine and Massachusetts regarding
European and North American sail way. and
then referred to tbe Ashbnrton treaty of
1842, saying Maine was regarded as a vic-
tim of that treaty. He continued: I say to
the senator from Massachusetts, as I say to
the whole country, if the Ashburtou treaty
were to be tried over again it would never
go through the senate of the United States.
Never! It would never be assented
to by the State of Maine, except, un
der a compulsion that was moral at
that time, and which would have
to be physical if Bgamt M

loss of our territory and a reduction of oar
prestige and power which nothing ever since
has made up to us in any form, except that
most generous, conditional gift of our hope-
less c!aim.(A Maine railroad might have if We
could begin through congress. Laughtf r.J
. Senator Hoar-M- r. President the Senator
from Maine aW tit to allude to me as a per-
son prepared to do every possible thing to
use his phrase, to bring about a conciliation
between tbe two csc'Jons of this country that
have heretofore been in conflict. The sena-
tor docs me great injustice.v There are a
great many things I never hava proposed to
do, even for that moot desirable consumma-
tion. 1 never have proposed anywhere to
abandon or forego the exercise of a single
constitutional authority for the protection of
any man's rights under the constitution of
this country. It is true if, after eight years
under the administration of President Grant,
during most of which time our party had
a two-thir-ds majority in each house of con-
gress, after the kuklux legislation, intended
to protect the homestead of the poor, had
made its way through the house of represen-
tatives against the plottings from the speak-
er's chair -- .

Senator Blaine What date does the sen-
ator refer to?

Senator Hoar1 I refer to the kuklux legis-
lation of the year 1871. when the senate
held us against a dozen resolutions of ad
journment, and finally a message from Pres
ident uranc compeuea tne passage oi ine Ku-

klux legislation.
Senator Blame I have no very distinct

recollection, except that the senator from
Massachusetts, then a representative in the
house, kept in a very close and confidential
intercourse with me in every step of the
whole proceedings in regard to it. I re
member

Senator 'Hoar Not in any step of that
kind, and my votes and speeches show the
position that I took. I have not thought it
expedient, when all the States but one or
two had passed from the control
of the Republican party, to con-
tinue a mere empty and impotent menace
in the interest of any personal ambition or
candidacies for high office. Mr. President,
there is another possible thing which 1 should
not be ready to do to accomplish any political
end however desirable, and that is to have
made such a speech, appealing to such senti-
ments and such passions, as the senator
from Maine took occasion to make on
this floor. In presenting the statue of its
honored citizen he knew the applause and
smiles and acquiescence which he was to ob
tain from bis attack on Maasachusetts, he
was to get from men who dislike her, not
in consequence of any want of patriotism in
the war ot but in consequence ot her
recent loyalty and service to the freedom of
the human race on one side and honest and
pure administration of this government on
the other. Now, for the sake of bringing
about any political consummation, I Bhould
not feel prepared to do a thing like that.

Senator Blaine One word, simply. The
senior senator from Massachusetts (Dawes)
spoke of the great surprise he felt at my re
marks. 1 took occasion yesterday to notary
both senators, that in the presentation of
Governor King's statue to day, I should feel
compelled to narrate those portions of his
history which brought him in conflict with
Massachusetts, and to speak my mind plain
ly, in regard thereto. I did not desire to
take tbe gentlemen by surprise, and I gave
them full notice.

Senator Dawes It is due to the senator
from Maine to say that he served such a notice

that On both the senators from Massa
chusetts, but we did not dream that the sen-
ator from Maine was capable, on an occasion
like this, of falling into the line of remark
which he did pursue. He sought the records
of Massachusetts most diligently to find
what there was possible. In the treatment of
Maine, or of the distinguished! person in
question, to justify any allusion
to Alassacbusettes otherwise tn&u in tue reel-
ing which Massachusetts ever attributed to
her laughter, and therefore it was that I
expressed sincere surprise at the time as to
the temper and character of the address de-
livered to-da- y, notwithstanding the senator
told me that he would make some allusion to
Massachusetts.

The resolution offered by Senator Hamlin
accepting the statue was then agreed to, and
the senate went into extra session. When
the doors were reopened the senate ad
journed.

The house committee on appropriations has
finished the fortification bid.

The house committee on ibanking and cur
rency to-d-ay authorized Mr. Ewing to offer
the following resolution:

Resolved. That the comrmittee on banking
and currency be instructed, to ascertain and
report tor the information ot the house, as
soon as practicable, the amount of gold and
silver coin and bullion now held and owned
by the United States; the amount of coin ob-
ligations of the government due, or which
will tall due prior to the nrsc ot January,
1879. or which have been called for payment
prior to said date; the amount of bonds which
have been sold by the secietary ior com, out
which aro not jet paid for, and the date
when such such coin is payable; the umount
of gold and silver now held in the United
States, and tbe movement of such metals to
and from this country, now accruing,
or which may be reasonably antici

Russian support. The whole of Kashgar is
now in the power of the Chinese.

Bedrid.
Madrid. January 22. Elaborate prepara

tions have been made for the marriage to
morrow of King Alfonso and tbe frineess
Mercedes. Queen Christina and Francisco
DeAssisi. the king's father, the special for
eign envoys, and thousands of visitors have
arrived. The count and countess of Paris,
the brother-in-la- w and sister of the Princess
Mercedes, have gone to Aruniez to congrat
ulate the princess. The king received the
German, French and British envoys yester-
day. The latter delivered an autograph let
ter from Queen Victoria to tho dutchess ot
Montpensier, and a bracelet for the Princess
Mercedes. He also brought an Indian sword,
with the scabbard and hilt inlaid with gold
and precious stones as a present to the king
from the prince of Wales.

London.
London. January 22. Dispatches from

Vienna say that Russia has taken the fate of
Roumania, Servia and Montenegro into her
own hands, and none of tiieni wdl be repre-
sented in the negotiations with Turkey. This
is causing at Bukarest. while the
Servians are bending their energies to occu-
pying, before the cessation of hostilities is or-
dered, as much as possible of the territory
known as old Servia, which they intend to
claim as their compensation.

A Constantinople dispatch says that the
whole district of Bourgas has been devastated
by the Basbi-Bazou- ks and Circassians, who
slaughtered tbe inhabitants and burned the
villages.

A Russian official dispatch from Tmis says
that General Komaroff'a detachment, from
Ardanutsuck, stormed Artvin on the thir-
teenth. The Turks lost heavily and the Rus-
sians slightly.

Another Russian official dispatch from
Kezanlik, of the twentieth, says: General
Strakoff reports on the nineteenth, from a
town twenty miles northwest of Adrianople,
that a panic prevailed at Adrianople. The
Turkish government and garrion have
withdrawn, after exploding the powder mag-
azines and ammunition depots. Reports of
the explosions were heard at General Stra
koff 'sneadquarters. Fire and civil disturb-
ances bad broken out, and representatives of
five different nationalities had come to Mus-

tafa Pasba to entreat General strakoff to
hasten to Adrianopla and restore order.

A Russian official dispatch from Keazanlik,
of the nineteenth, says that General Gourko
fought Suleiman Pasha from the fifteenth to
the eighteenth. The Turks were finally driv-
en into the Rhodope mountains. Their loss
was four thousand killed and eight thousand
prisoners. Forty-nin- e guns were also cap-
tured. .
