Mr. J. C. Johnson one of the Memphis
excursionists to Cuba, bas sent three photo-
graphs, representing the exports, imports and
home productions of St. Augustine, Florida.
The imports scene is charming a pellucid
lake with tropical trees and flowers around it,
and in the foreground several alligators
(imports). The export scene, a photograph,
represents an orange tree full of delicious
fruit. The "home productions" scene is a
negro cabin, in front of which is a colored
woman who has the head of a negro child in
her lap, and from which head she seems to be
capturing animals of the order ot pediculus
(humanus) capitis.

The Nashville journals announce that
one thousand barrels of flour, for Liverpool,
left that city on Friday List, via Pensacola,
Florida. The Lady Lisgar, a new iron sailer,
by which the rfhipment is consigned, is now
at Pensacola, and will leave for Liverpool this
week. She is said to be the finest that has
ever entered the port of Pensacola, and ranks
A No. 1 at Eloyd's. Her sailing po avers are
first-clas- s. The managers of this route claim
it has many superior advantages. From
Nashville to Liverpool, on the present ship-
ment, the freight charges are f 1 35 per bar-re- 1,

while from New York, by steamer, thev
are f 1 75 per barrel. There was very little
difficulty in raising this shipment, which is
the second of the direct trade movement with
Liverpool. It is very probable another larcrer
lot will leave Nashville for that point at an
early date.

Not long since a band of roving gvrisies
passed through Memphis, en route to more
southern climes. At Yicksborg, Mississippi,
Matilda Stanley, the aueen. took sick ana
died. A recent dispatch from Dayton, Ohio,
says: "The body of Matilda Stanley, known
as queen of the gypsies, arrived in this citv
on the midnight train from Yicksburg. She
has been living near Dayton with her tribe
for the last twenty years. A large tract of
land near the city belongs to her and the
tribe, who are very wealthy. They spend the
summer in the north and emigrate to the
south in winter. Mrs. Stanley was one of the
oldest gypsies in the country, and was recog-
nized as head in authority by all in the United
States. Her death was sudden and unex
pected. The body will be entombed here till
next June, and then be buried with ceremo
nies peculiar to the tribe. '

lhe legal status ot the newspaper re
porter has been settled by the result ot an in-
teresting trial in England. Executions in
England are now private, the only spectators
being the officers of the law and representa
tives of the press. Mr. Evans, a wealthy
gentleman, who Lad a strong desire to see a
man hanged, got a friend of his who owned
a newspaper, called the Western Mail, to ap
point him reporter pro tempore. In this way
he secured a permit from the authorities to
witness the execution.
