WashikotoJt, January 23. A large num-
ber cr petitions were presented by senators
from workingmen in various parts of the
country, remonstrating against any reduction
of the duties on certain goods and the res tor5-atio-

of the duty on tea and fcortee. Re-
ferred. .

The Committee on naval affairs was dis-
charged from further consideretidn of the
question of the reSnitatsment of Surgeon L.
J. Draper, of the navy, and the committee
on the judiciary was directed to make the in-
quiry in the Runkle case.

Senator Blaine introduced a bill to coin the
silver dolia? of so many grains as the direc-
tor of the mint shall from time to time pre-
scribe, to be a legal tender in sums of five
dollars. Ordered printed and to lie On the
table for the present.

Senator Sargent presented, a petition from
three thousand citwens ef California in favor
of government aid to construct the Texas
and Pacific railway, so as to have a compet-
ing line from the Pacific to the Atlantic
ocean. Referred,

Senator Juorgan presented a memorial of
conference of merchants and others re-
cently held at Chattanooga, Tennessee, fa-
voring the improvement of the Muscle Shoals
in the Tennessee river. Referred.

Senator Ferry introduced a bill to" remuner-
ate and compensate postmasters, and for other
purposes;. Referred, it provides as its main
feature that the compensation of fourth-clas- s

postmasters shall be based upon the stamps
canceled in their officers, instead of the
stamps sold.

Senator Cockrell submitted a resolution to
print twelve thousand copies of the eulogies
on the life and character of the late Senator
Bogy, and Senator M'Dmald submitted a
similar resolution to print an equal number of
copies of the eulogies on Senator Morton.
Referred.

Senator Sargent called up the senate bill
to provide for the removal of the naval ob-
servatory, and it was discussed nutil the ex-
piration of the morning hour and laid over.

The senate then resumed the consideration
of unfinished business the resolution of
Senator Mathews to pay the interest and
principal of bonds in silver.

Senator Cockrell argued that silver was
still a legal-tend- er coin of the United States.
The cnBtoms regulations of 1874 provided that
silver dollars, though no longer coined or is-

sued, were receivable for duties on imports in
unlimited sums, and subsidiary silver
coin was receivable . to the extent of
five dollars. Mr. Conant, late assistant-secretar- y

of the treasury, in a letter directed
in 1875 to the surveyor of customs at St.
Louis, stated that ailver dollars were receiva-
ble for duties on imports to an unlimited ex-
tent, and that the government officials pro-
claimed silver dollars a legal tender. He
argued that the bondholder knew that the
dollar in his bond meant the silver coin of
412 grains, or the gold coin of 258 1--

grains. Silver dollars nad been practically
as much in circulation as money since 1861 as
gold. Neither metal had been actually used
as money in the business of the country since
that time. Senator Cockrell then quoted ex-
tensively from statistics showing the coinage
of gold and silver, and called particular at-
tention to the following figures: The coinage
cf silver dollars in 1868 was f54,800; in 1869.

31,350; in 1870, $588,308; in 1871, $657,-sV- S;

in 1872, 1,112,961; and up to the time
silver wai demonetized the coinage amounted
to $977,165. Had coinage been continued that
year, it would have amounted to $1,571,102.
These facts were not mere assertions. They
showed a rapid and wonderful increase in
silver coinage. The gold coinasre in 1868
was $10,550; in 1869, $5925. 1870, $93,300;
in 1871, $3940. ia 1872, $1030; in 1873, $25,-20- 0;

in 1874, $323,920, and in 1875 it fell to
the enormous sum of twenty dollars.

benator Bayard inquired if tbe senator, in
preparing his table, had not couafeed each
piece of silver coined as a dollar, and if the
table did not show that the value of gold
coined was five times as much as that ot sil
ver.

Senator Cockrell replied that his tables
were correct. He knew that assertions had
been published in the newspapers and made
in speeches, and went forth as facts, though
they were not true. The government officials
had falsified facts. He then argued that all
subsidiary silver coined prior to the act of
Apnl 1, lbod, was tun legal-tend- er in au
debts, publio and private. Prior to that date
the half dollar, quarter dollar, and ten and
fifteen cent pieces were proportionately of the
same value as the silver dollar of 412
grains. All subsidiary coin issued prior to
the act of April 1, le53, was to day vested
with unlimited legal-tend- er power. The
government must receive such coin in pay-
ment of all customs due.

Senator Bayard said tho senator would rec-
ollect that in 1853, when six and seven-tent-h

grains were taken out of every half dollar, it
was because they could not be kept in the
country. They were swept out ot this coun
try, where they were undervalued, and went
to other countries where they were propor-
tioned.

Senator Cockrell said that in the western
country there were many silver half and
quarter dollars, coined prior to 1S53, still in '

use; many of them had been locked up for
years, and were brought out since the close of
the war. He argued that the bondholders
had no right to question the power of con-
gress in regard to coining money and regu-lat'a- g

its value; they had no right to com-
plain, because, no matter what happened, they
would still be paid in coin of the standard
value of July 14, 1870. H then referred
to the assurances of government officers that
the bonds would be paid in gold, and he ar-
gued that these officials had no right to mod-
ify the plain terms of the contracts; ofScers of
the government were administrators of the
law, and not makers, and no one knew this bet-
ter than the present secretary of the treasury.
He then quoted from a recent repoit of that
officer urgently recommending congress to
give sanction to his aerurance that the bonds
would be paid in gold. The secretary had
dared to give unauthorized assurances to
bondholders, but he had not dared to issue
a single Lond contrary to law. To claim
now that the United States must pay its
bonds in gold on account of the assurance of
the secretary of the treasury was scarcely
less than a crime. The cry of repudiation,
violating the national honor, impugn-
ing the faith of the government, and
so on, had been heard far and wide from the
eastern press and from bondholders, their al-

lies and Iriends. Western men in favor of
silver had been stigmatized as

lunatics. He Cockrell was as firmly de-
voted to the maintenance of national honor
as any of these Pharisees, and he hurled
back with scorn and contempt their imputa-
tions. He stood on the floor of this senate as
one of the senators of the great State of
Missouri, and demanded for her people the
enforcement of the contract. He boldly
asserted that to pay the bonds in gold
and silver, or in silver alone, was in
perfect compliance with the word- - of
the law and with all the recognized
principles of honesty and national honor.
Ho charged these crimes ot repudiation upon
those who upheld tho bononolders. The
people whom he represented, with the bayo-net- a

of truth in their hands, would drive
tbera into a rfeeent observance of the plain

terms of the law. The bondholder by their
false cries, were attempting to fasten their
high crimes and misdemeanors on those
who desired to comply in good faith with the
letter and spirit of the law. The tax payers of
the country had their rights, one of which
was to pay the bonds in silver, and they
would never surrender that right. The peo-

ple could not and would not pay gold alone.
He heartily approved the resolution of the
senator from Onio. It was tbe imperative
duty of congress to-da- not only to pass this
resolution, but also to restore the free coin-

age of the silver dollar by passing the silver
bill.

Senator Randolph spoke in opposition to
the resolution and in favor of gold as the
single standard of value. He referred at
length to the various government bonds, and
argued that the government had the right to
pay the bondsjissued prior to 1873 in gold
cr 8ilyw coin at its option; while as to the
remainder f its bsniled obligation payment
must absolutely be made in old. Jle
endeavor to, Bnow where if our lawful
right to pay in other coin; our interests
would not be subserved by payments in
silver. He argued that it had been the
studied purpose of the government to per-
suade tha rnind of Capital that coin
meant goldi No resolutions of congress, no
opinions ,of secretaries) could hav had,
or ever f&A hire, a breath of influence
bii tbe minda of lenders,. compared.with the
long unbroken . practice ot ,tbe government
itself. Aside fja coJjBideratiors of interest
br policy, we never had at one time, nor at
all times put together within our history as a
government, the silver coin to make pay-
ment with. Counting all the silver coined
since 1792, it amounted to four million dol-
lars, an amount fnsufccieht to pay the inter-
est ftl'one on the present bohded debt of the
United States for fourteen days.; When we
made our obligations, he took no thought that
?aymeht in silver was dreamed ol, no chance

one now sought for, and ineant by
coin that metal which the government had
ever before paid to lis creditors, that the
government had alone ever possessed in
quantity sufficient to pay with, and that coin
which the whole commercial and financial
world with whom we have to deal, were then
dealing, and knew only our coin of payment.
Should we make a law remonetising silver,
and that coin of 412J4 grains remain
relatively as much cheaper than gold as
it how ia, what advantage will onr
remonetization be, to the people, beyond that
given to those nOw m debt? Asto.allnew
obligations; tney would be naue expressly
payable in gold, or so charged for in higher
rates of interest, or higher charges lor com-
modities as to make the cost to the borrower
of money or purchaser of merchandise rela-
tively the same as if the transactions had ta-
ken place on a gold basis. He argued that
since , the silver bill had been under discus-
sion, large loans of morey have only been had
by inserting gold coin payment in the
bond. Tho laws of congress, though they be
piled mountain high, cannot change the
higher and immutable laws of supply and de-
mand, or the speedy exit of capital from the
protection of a government that menaces ei-

ther its honest value or its righteous posses-
sion. Heargnedtbat the remonetization cf
silver would be a loss to the people and the
government, and would not lessen the public
burden. If silver is made a legal tender,
and remains the cheaper coin, and is to be
paid out by the government, then ail will
agree that we may not longer refund our debt,
now being done at four 'per cent., at the
same rate of interest, or sell them now.
Just to the extent, therefore, that the gov-
ernment pays a higher rate of interest, or
sells its bonds for a lower prico, it is the loser.
The public burden is not lessened, but is in-
creased for all practical purposes, and sub
stantially for those of commercial ones also.
Silver, as the legal-tend- er coin of the people,
passed out of existence morb than twenty years
before the passage of the celebrated demon-
etization act of 1873. Its use by the people
had been confined, long before the war, to
convenience and always to be circulated.
Subsidiary coin the half-dime- s and dimes,
the quarters and half-dolla- rs of every day
use the people's money, in reality the
money of convenience to them, but not money
for their hard-earne-d savings, to be kept. Ia
referring to the act of February, 1873, de-
monetizing silver, he denied that it was
smuggled through congress, and said that it
was clearly understood. He argued that the
silver dollar was demonetized because it was
worth three and a half cents more than the
gold dollar, and would not remain long in
the country. He believed a double standard
was not only detrimental to the government,
hut was in itself substantially impracticable.
The nations of the highest civilization, those
with which our affairs are the largest, have
either adopted a single gold standard, or
they have restricted the coinage of silver so
as to amount to about the same thing. We
could not take East Indians and Chinese for
our guide in finance. He next discussed the
power of congress to coin money, and regu-
late value. Referring to repudiation, he sa'd
there was no purpose on people at large to etc
aught that would lay them open to the charge
of repudiation. He spoke of his deadly hatred
of that crime, and said he did not question
that all honorable men hated it. If in pass-
ing bills to remonetize silver we are, ad
judged by the broad world from whom much
ot our capital has heretofore come and mubt
hereafter largely come, tuilty of doubtful
action regarding our obligations, the pen-
alty, whether rightfully or wrongfully in-
flicted, will fall after all with more distinct
severity upon priva'e enterprise that on the
Eubhc credit. If upon these the blight of

faith, real or implied, shall fall. Then
indeed we will have added to the
cup of our present misfortunes. He spoke
from personal knowledge when he said that
foreign and domestic capital refuses to give
American enterprise cvedit this very hour
because of this debate. With a single
standard of gold we may safely enter upon
competition in all the markets of the world,
for this is the one standard undisputed.
But with a double standard half the marsets
of tho world are beyond our efforts. He then
spoke of the inconvenience of silver in large
amounts, the cost of transporting it, etc.
He had no sympathy for money kings, but
he would cater to no passing passion by
hurling epithets at any claBa of our
fellow-citizen- though they may have
the misfortune to be rich. The capi-
talists were not bondholders; the real hold-
ers of our government bonds was rarely the
great capitalist; to him the interest is toolew,
even upon the bestpf them; the registered
bond of the UnitedStates tell the story; ex-
amine the books, and you will find the names
of executors, trustees and guardians of es-
tates not great estates, but small ones; you
will find the names of widows, whose slender
means permit no regard of income; you will
rarely find large amounts in any name, and,
still more rarely of all, in tho name of capi-
talists; here are facts that rhetoric will not
dispute. In conclusion, he argued that the
government bonds were held by the savings
institutions of the country; these special de-
positories of the poor, the life insurance com-
panies, wbach were among the most benefi-
cent of modem institutions, had their reserve
fund invested in them ; the school fund in his
own Statt was largely interested in govern-
ment bonds; he believed that three-fourt- of
the government bonds were in the hands of,
or held for the benefit cf poor people.

At the conclusion of Senator Randolph's
remarks, Senator Lamar took the floor, bat
yielded to Senator Ransom for a motion for
executive session.

Senator Conkling said the f en ate should
have an understanding as to some time when
a vote on the resolution of the senator from
Ohio Mathews could be taken. The mover
of the resolution desired to have a vote as
soon as possible, and he Conkling therefore
suggested that some hour be fixed
for a vote.

Senator Davis III. I suggest three
o'clock.

Senator Mathews declined to postpone his
resolution.- - He was anxious to have a vote
upon it, and was willing to undergo as much
personal inconvenience as any other senator.
He, therefore, gave notice that if a majority
of the senate would stand by him, he pro-
posed the session continue on Friday Until
the resolution and pending amendment
should be disposed of. .

The Turkish parliament has voted an ad-
dress asking the saltan to hasten the conclu-
sion of peace, or if that be made impossible
by the onerous character of the Russian con-
ditions, to organize for resistance to the bitter
end.

The
reports of the Russian advance beyond
Aurianople are attracting much attention,
but the wild statements from Constantinople
do not command much credit. It was thought
at most only a few Russian cavalry can have
been seen in the direction ot Uaiupoli. in
the house of commons yesterday tbe under-
secretary for the foreign department, in re
ply to a question, said: "The foreign office
has received no authentic information, that a
strong Russian force was marching on Gal-lipo- li,

but had received reports, concerning
the truth of which they had no means of
judging. That Russian troops were advanc
ing in that direction, the panic in Uonstanu-nopl- e,

consequent on the evacuation of
Adrianqple and arrival of thousands of refu-
gees,' would be sufficient to account for the
circulation of such rumors.

The great trial of the Russian nihilists.
which was commenced at St. Petersburg on
the thirteenth of October last, has ended. Of
the one hundred and ninety prisoners ac
cused, actual offense was proved only against
twenty, ihe remaining were liberated on
ban. Ihe prisoners include both men and
women, and belong to various classes. They
resided in different portions of the empire.
a number of them belonged to the nobless.
A great many witnesses were examined, and
the leading counsel of Moscow and St.
Petersburg appeared for the defense.

Madrid.
Madrid. January 23. The marriage of

Kim? Alfonso to his cousin Princess Mercedes,
daughter of Duke de Montpensier, was cele
brated at the Atacha cnurch to-d-ay witn
great splendor. His majesty left tbe royal
palace at halt-pa- st ten o clock this morning,
attended by a numerous and brilliant suit.
hie went in state to tbe church to await tne
coaling of the princess, who with the Duke
and Duchess Montpensier, arrived at eleven
o'clock. The marriage ceremony, with high
mass and Te Deum, lasted till nearly one
o'clock. Among those present were Queen
Christina and King Francisco, the king's
grandmother and father, the special ambas-
sadors from France, Austria, Russia and
England; the apostolic delegate, the count
and countess of Paris, the grandees of Spain,
senators and deputies, foreign ministers, and
other dignitaries. Numerous crowds thronged
the streets and enthusiastically cheered the
king and princess on their passage to the
church. After the ceremonies the king and
queen returned to the royal palace.

The procession was one of great grandeur.
The cortege included all the foreign minis-
ters, special envoys to the wedding from for-
eign courts, and the navy grandees of Spain.
Bells were ringing and salutes of artillery
were firing in honor of the event. The whole
city presents a very gay and animated ap-
pearance. The rejoicincs began at eight
o'clock this morning, when the bands of all
the regiments of the garrison paraded the va-

rious quarters of the city. Thousands of for-
eigners and visitors from the provinces are in
Madrid to witness the festivities, which are
to last five days, and will consist of illumina-
tions, races, bull-figh- ts fireworks, special the-
atrical performances, and other features.
A six-wee- ks season of the Italian opera
will also be inaugurated. A distribution of
alms to the poor is also to be made, and new
foundations established for poor scholars.
The pope, who is the king's godfather, sent
by an apostolic delegate a wedding-rin- g

blessed by his holiness and a rose of deainonds
for the queen. The Duke Montpensier gives
his daughter twenty-fiv- e million francs, in
addition to a great quantity of diamonds and
a wonderfully rich trousseau. Alfonso gives
his aueen several suits of jewels and his por
trait set in brilliants. The qneen also received
from her sister, countess of Pans, a magnifi-
cent set of jewels,

tit. Petersburg.
St. Petersburg, January 23. The

Journal de St. Peterebut a says: On the re
ceipt of the first telegram intimating the
Porte's desire to negotiate we warned the
public against the exaggerated optioniam,
because the sincerity of the Porte a desire
for peace did not sufficiently appear in the
British Blue Book to confirm our view. The
Porte's initiative was prompted by Lord
Derby, not in order to offer the belligerents
ground on which they might appreciate each
other, but to enable England from tbe out-
set to interfere in the negotiations. It is
riht that this unprecedented diplomatic
maneuver should be brought to the notice of
all the friends of peace. An armistice can
only be concluded after an arrangement is
arrived at upon peace preliminaries. The
British cabinet declares it would only recog-
nize peace in the conclusion of which Europe
participated. It follows that, even in the
face! of the Porte's signature, the peace pre-
liminaries would be worthless, the Porte's
assent not being binding, because Europe
might annul it. This situation is further
aggravated by the declaration ot the British
government that it would await Russia's
conditions before demanding a credit, so that
if the present attempt tails, the attitude of
England would have rendered an armistice
and peace impossible, and would plunge the
east into fatal complications. We are far
from entertaining the idea. The British cab-
inet also desires every sincere and impartial
observer to see that the cogency of our
armaments will be manifest. Europe must
judge, and it is necessary that, in the public
conscience and before the tribunal of history,
everybody should bear their proper share of
responsibility.

From information derived from well-inform- ed

quarters, it appears that the latest
advices from London, via Vienna, are of a
rather satisfactory character, and relations

! between Russia and England are now on a
t bettor footing. The Agent Buses to-da- y

says tha Oolos was well-inform- yesterday
( when it announeed in a telegram from Vienna

that Austria seemed to be entirely reassured
as to the position of her interests in the ap-
proaching negotiations for peace. This con-
sideration has probably had something to do
with the improvement which has taken place
in the situation in London.
