The House Still Occupied with the

SENATE.

Wasnixerox, Jannary 24, —Senator Hum-
lin subnutted a resolution directing the com-
mittes on appropriations to examine ipto the
affairs und management of the Freedman's
hospital in the District of Columbin. Agreed

Senator Burpside submitted n resolation
directing the judwiary commttes to motity
Colonel B, P. Hunkle wiwn his case is taken
up, and providing that he may appear per-
wonally by counsel before the commutiee and
be heard in regard Lo his case.

Senator Edmunds stated that the practice
of the judicary had always been to allow the
purties to file written briefs stuting their case,
After some debate it was decided that the ju-
diciary committee would not hear oral state-
ments from parties or counsel in either the
Runkle or Draper cases,

Senalor Cameron [ Wis.] presented a reso-
lution of the Milwaukee chumber of com-
merce, in favor of extending the time for the
completion of the Northern Pacific railroad,
upon certain conditions, Refarred.

Seaator Anthony, from the committee on
printing, reported favorably on the resolation
to print copiea of the enlogies on the late Sen-
ators Morton and Bogy. Agreed to.

Senator Beck submitted a resolution in-
elructing the committee on printing to in-
quire into the expediency of abolishag the
separate index for the Congressional Record,
and issuing an mdex with each volome.

Senator Sargent called up the senate bill
to provide for tke remowal of the naval ob-
servatory, and submitted an amendment
therefor in the natore of a substitute, which
authorizes the President, by and with the ad-
vice and consent of the senate, to appoint a
commission of thrae persons to select a =ite
for a naval observatory nnd report at the
present session of congress upon the cost of
same, and also the cost of removing the in-
stitution. Agreed to.

Senator Morrill called up the house bill to
change the location and name of the Miners
natiopal bank of Braidwood, lilinois. Passed,
Senator Beck gave notice that he would to-
morrow, daring the morning hour, eall up
for discussion the resolobon submitted by
iim a few days ago in regurd fo a sinking
fund for the payment of the public debt.
Senator Lamar first read the resclution of
Senator Mathews, and next the amendment
thereto, submitted by the senator from Ver-
mont [Edmunds], and said: 1 shall vole,
Mr. President, against both of these resolu-
tions, because 1 believe the issue thus made
up and joined does not set forth fawrly and
fully the troe issue involved in the great
change which is proposed to be wrought in
the monelary system of this couatry by cer-
tain measures now calling for the action of
this body. 1 concur in the opinion, as a luw-
yer, that at the time of the passage of the
w0t of [569 these bonds wers payable in
greenbacks. According  to the literal con-
atruclion of the contract, as it was originally
executed, it wonld not bave been a matter of
any importance; it would npot bave Leen a
question of either interest or inguiry whether
they were payable in greenbacks or carrency,
and making it convertible, then the two
would bave been on an equality, and holders
of our pational securities wonld have felt no
more interest in the question as to whether
they would be paid in gold or silver than the
nolder of English security is now intervested
n the guestion of the payment of the Eng-
ish bond 1n the note of the Bank of England
or gold. But by reason of the suspension of
specie payments; by reason of the fact that
he government had nob performed its prom-
to redeem these notes, they were
lepreciated, depreciated by act and
the default of the government, and the
question arose whether it would stand on its
literal contract and g.w its obligations, in
currency depreciated by its own act and its
own detault. The legislators of that day
soncluded it was equitable, inasmuch as these
issues were depreciated by being naredeemed
unil non-redeemable. To pass a pubhe aet
sroclaiming to all the world that they should
te paid in coin, they were confronted by
dnuncial vecessity—by finunee terrore.  Had

can pay these bonds in treasury noles, in
gsrecnback currency, what then would
nuve been the effect on the finances of the
country 7 What then would have Leen the
offect on the atlempt to fund your public
lebt ut a lower rafe of interestY [ts effect
would have been precisely what the
effect of this resolution will be if it is adopted.
{hie resolation of the senator from Vermont
[Edmuond:], in my opinion, is amepable to
some oljection. [do not believe it wise or
politic, or stutesmaulike, for the two houses
uf congress, in advance of legislation, in ad-
vance of any scttled policy, to proclaim to
the world their position on a pare legal issue,
npon & pure judicial point, bare and isolated
from all the other important aspects of the
sweeping and radical resolution in our mone-
tary system, inveolving, as it does, an uiter
overturning of all our existing financial
schemes, However it muy do in rogw. it will
not do in practical legisiation to formulate
and lay down and commit yoursell to any
promige until the other terms of the propasi-
von are well detined and established, and 1
wnink, therefore, that such a resclution would
not be wise, There is auother objection to
it, There is in all these resolutions upon
that stde, under the circamstances of their
presentaton, an implied committal against
the policy of the remonetization of
swiver, Such a committal, even by implica-
tion, is, in my opimon, ut this time
mopportune and ill-advised to an cminernl
degree. 1 believe there is a method of 1e-
monetizing  silver — indeed, there s more
than one method—ao0 as to place that wetal
»n & tolid and last.ng foundation as o part of
the currency of this country. 1 believie that
it can be incorporated into your actual sys-
tem of finances, and that, too, in such u man-
ner as will conduce to the prosperity of the
conntry and satisfy the popular demand
without any shock to the great inter-
esis lovolved, and even with benefit to the
publiz zervice, By conmcart of action, aud
eo-operation with all those nations who are
favorable to the remonetization of silver, I
believe that o legal ratio between thesc two
metals cun be fixed., so ns to make what is
called a double or alternative standard prac-
ticable, at least =0 as to answer all the prac-
tical purposes of commerce and trade and
business. It must be a fair and au bonest
ratio, one in which the legal relation corre-
sponds to the absolute reletion belween these
two metals; and there must be concert
and co-operation in order to insmre this
result. For ope, 1 wish it understood that 1
am not an advocate of monometalism, aither
of gold or silver; and while | am in favor of
gotag as far as propriety will permit to the es-

! Senator Lamar cited warious agthorities in
support of his views, and said: “T conmstrue
the whole thing in arraying authorities in
favor of a bimetallic system on this point,
showing that the effect of such legislation as
is here proposed will be to consolidate the
currency of all I-Iun‘:-fe on a gold. hasis, and
remand Amenca to the Amatic mode and that
of the poorer countiries of Europe, that are
condemned by their pecessities to receive the
rejocted voin of the great commercial na-
tions. 1 do not say this in any spirit of hos-
tility to the restoration of silver, but the
fuct 13 true that that "metal occapies a
subordinate position in the curremcy of the
ruling pations of the European continent. It
19 demonetized, practically, among two hun-
dred and fifty milhon of the population of the
globa—that 1s, 1t i3 entirely demonetized as a
legal tender in Eogland and Germany, and
its commage has been arrested in the Latin
Uniwon, aod 1t is demonetized in the United
States, Silver cannot go into France to be
coined, and the five-frane piece—which 1s the
only full-tender silver coin, ia very scarce at
this lime in France. How came France to
stop the coinage of silver, and parun.lil‘y de-
mosetize that metal in her limits? rance
was not an empire at the time she did that.
The same furpace of war which fosed the
Grerinan confederation into one empire sim-
riy welted off the imperialism of France and
wought her pure and unalloyed republi-
canism, and when she became a republic, and
when Germany flang her demonetization
of silver ather the proud young republic flung
it back in disdan and performed a financinl
maneuver which guve her a ter financial
success over her baughty rival than that n-
val had won over her in the ruder game of
war. [t was not following her example, but
it was the meeting of a financial step Ger-
many made by her demonetization of silver
with a measure of a like character. It 13 sup-
posed that this silver, which lies there idle,
which France rejected, and the Latin Union
rejected, will now be flooded across to us,
thut hungry America will snap at the offer and
swallow 1t down. Well, sir, if we do, it will
be on the same prindtle that the boy swal-
lowed the dollar. When he got the dollag,
he said it was not because he wanted the
dollar or cared particularly about the worla,
but he wanted to show what a stron
stomach he had. Senator Lamar argu
that the effect of this measare would
be to drive the gold in this country
to foreign countries,and asked where was the
wisdom and policy and statesmanship of sub-
stituting in this country a silver axrculation
for a gold one? In what single attribate is
not gold superior to silver? It ia not theab-
gence of slver from currency, growing out
of demonetization, which causes gen-
eral distress throughont the land, nor
would there be a large volume of
currescy but for the absence of silver. The
absence of silver as a legal tender, and under
free coinage, constitutes no relation to the
scarcity of money, inasmuch as money is
more plenliful in those nations where silver
is demonetized than in any other nations
on the fuce of the earth, and in Austria
and Russia, silver countries, nmoney is scarce,
There is no time or place or clear road to re-
liet from the consequences which have come
upon us, growing out of the operalions of
the war, and the efforts of such measores as
are proposed. Wholessle relief has, almost
withont exception, been to produce, not the
effiect expected, butf, through indirect efforts,
the very reverse of what was anticipated.
Before 1873 we bhad silver coin  and
legal-tender unlimited, and yet the greatest
contraction of our corrency was between 1860
and 1869, and silver was demonetized in
1873. In that year Lhe circulation was, in
round numbers, seven hwxgdred and thirty-
eight million doilars; id 1874, the eircuintion
rose to geven hundred agd seventy-pine mil-
lion dollars, and this was after the demoneti-
zation of silver.The remonetization of silver
will not arrest contraction, growing out of
resumplion. The poliey of resumption
is  simple. From Yarious  circum-
stances, things point! to speedy
resumption of epecie payments, whetherany-
body wants it or not. Eiverything points to
a speedy equality between the vaiues of gold
umixgn'_*enl.ﬂckl, if nothing in our legislation
prevents it. 1 think that equality will come
very =oon, epite of everything that is being
done to prevent specie payments from being
resumed, The natural condition and effect
of our business relutions are bringing the two
together. When the greenback and gold dollar
ure equal, it does not necessarily follow that
we gesume specie payments, but that circum-
stance will immediately onlock the door of
ti. stock of gold in this country and put itin
circulation. It will make it a part of the car-
reney of the country. Suppose that just whe:
wo are unlocking the door which has kep
pold out of the carrency of the
counhi- so long, and when we are
in sight we lock it wup in by the
passsage of the milver hill, uﬁ?her prices
cansed by depreciated currency does not ben-
efit the laborer or farmer; the laborer receive
the sume amount of pay which he received
before, but he receives it in depreciated cur-
rency, while he has to pay for everythicg he
purchases at higher prices. The senator
from Ohio [Mathews| made answer to the
question from the sepator from Commecti-
cat [Eaton] as to-the price of gold in the
markets abroad; suid he: *“*What have we to
do with abroad. Sir, we of the south have
everylbing to with abroad. The great pro-
doction of the south has its price fixed at
Liverpool, in the gold market, and that dom-
imates the price of the same produ.t
with the manufacturers of the north; then,
with the profit thut they get as the sale of tke
gold values of Europe, they are compelled
their expenses to pay for necessaries
and comlorts of hife at the highest rate of a
depreciated currency. (entlemen taik about
the evils of a contracted currency. There is
nothing eomparable to the distress and the
all-devouring feeling of disgust when people
are compelled to sel{. in a low market and at
low prices, and pay for everything they buy
in a market of high prices. It willi con-
tinae as long as we have here the
currency which now exists, ‘or the ome
which is now proposed to be
substituted for it. Mr, President, we have

Senator Lamar concluded as follows: We
come not as representatives of capital or the
interests of the south; we come not as the
allies of the laboring men of the
north, bat s laborers  ourselves.
Every one of us, and all of our constituents,
are laught the stern lesson of the necessily of
earning oor enbsistence by the sweat of our
face. Bul, sir, we come with our

The qnestion being on the amendment of
Senator Conkling to make the resolotion a
Jjoiat iostead of a concurrent one, Senator
Conkling spoke briefly in favor of the amend-
mweat, and said that as the constitution of
the United States deposited with the Presi-
dent ome-sixth of the whole law-making
power of the government, he thonght that it
shonld have the sanction of the execative as
well 83 of the two houses of congress.

Senator Tharman opposed the amendment.
He saud that there were certain matters that

The senator had declared that
the act of 1873 had demonstized the silver
dollar. It does no such thing. The silver
I dollar was demonetizad by the revised
statutes, but they were not intended to

' a com 'I:.tumy the luws us they existed at
the date of their adoption. The silver
dollar of foar hundred and twelve and & balf
grains was a full legal tender for all purpo-
ses, and hud not been legally «emonetized.
The argument had been made that silver dol-
lars were not in existence at that time, and,
therefore the bondholders did not expect to
be paid in silver. As well might auch argu-
ment be made against gold becanse there was
but Little of that coin in use. The v:omr.Ee
act of 1873 was a step in the direction of the
demonetisation of smlver, but it was not acto-
ally demonetized befor: the adoption of the
revised statutes in 1874. It bad been nrgued
that injostice would be done to those who

ad purchased bonds since 1573 if the gov-
ernment should pay its bonds in silver, but
he [Thurman ] would endeavor to show when
the hill itself should come up for considera-
tion that the payment of the bonds in silver
would not do injnstice t{o any one.

Senator Kernan said it bad been argued
that cur bonds were held by those who were
wealtny. He made no distinction on account
of wealth; every man in this country should
have equal protection before Lhe law, be he
poor or rich. He [Keenan] denied, howev-
er, that the bonds were held by the rich. The
report of the superintendent of the bank de-
partment of New York for 1877 showed that
the class of banks which were the trustees of
those who had small savings held about one-
twentieth of all thes bonds of the government:
the bonds were held by al] classes of our citi-
Zene,

Senator Thurman said he had never in-
dulged 1n any remarks as to who held gov-
ernment bonds; . no matter who held them,
they bad the right to be paid. He argued
that the remonetization of silver wounld place
it side by side with gold in less than twenty-
four hours, and noinjustice would be done to
anyone,

The debate was continued in a colloguial
manner by Senators Edmunds, Thurman and
Kernan until the senate, on motion of Sena-
tor Davis [I1l.], adjourned.

HOUSE,

The house proceeded to the consideration
of the bill amending the laws concerning
commerce and navigalion and the regulation
of steam vessels.

Mr. Townsend gnoved to strike out the sec-
tion which provides that “‘whenever damage
15 sustained by any passenger on a steam ves-
sel through fire, explosion or other causes,
such ocasuvalties occurring without the
fault or knowladge of the owner of the ves-
sel, said owner of the wessel shall enl
be liable to the extent of his interest in suc
vessel.”” Mr. Townsend said that under that
section he might be roasted alive on the Hud-
son river on a steamboat owned by Mr. Van-
derbilt, who was worth his millions, and yet
that gentleman could only be held liabie to
the extent of the value of the huik of {he

Mr. Beebe offered an amendment prowiding
that any person sustaining loss through the
carelessness of the mate, engineer or pilot,
might sue the owner of the vessel for dam-

s. He said that, according to the provi-
sions of the bill, the owner of the vessel was
held responsible only to the extent of the
vajue of the hull, while 1t allowed the agents
of the owner to be sued for an unlimited
awmount, He was surprised that the gentle-
man who had charge of the bill [Reagsan]
should Lring into the bouse a bill which was
confessedly in favor of property. It was time
that something should be done n the interest
of human life.

Mr.Heagan denied that he was representing
preperty mstead of people, but he wasopposed
to demagoguery, and he trusted he would be
opposed to it till he went to his grave,

Alier forther discnssion, the smendment
proposed by Mr. Beebe was 1ejected—yeas,
£1; nays, 162,

Mr. Field moved to amend the paragraph
by inserling the words, “‘on indictment and

care; but it such explosion, fire, collision or
casualty shall occur without the negligence,
