THE BRITISH CORN TRADE,

The Condition Generally Favorable,
bat Very Little Improvement in
VYalues — Political Infilnen-
cen 8till AfMect Trade,

The Mark Lane Express saye: Although
still upon a limited scale the offerings of Kng-
lish wheat has been more liberal than of late
in the coantry markets, but supplics at Mark
Lane were again small. The condition of
gruin marketed has, however, undergone
some improvement, although neither better
condition nor light supplies have tended to-
ward improvement of value. In spite of the
pacific ramors current at the commencement
of the week, palitical influencss are still para-
mount in trade, and until the question of
peace or war is definitely seltled, 1t is in vain
to expect millers to operate with any amcant
of freedom, although most stagnant as far us
actual transactions are concermed. Trade is
novertheless in an extremely sensitive state,
and none will deny that should the hopes of
the peace party dispelled a reaction in
favor of nigﬁcr prices would be severe, The
inquiry for maize ha: fallen off. Prices have
given way again as rupplies have been good.
it may, however, be remarked that the de-
cline bhas less affected old than new comn,
which has Leen armiving in a somewhat in-
ferior condition. Barley and oats have been
equally dall, but there has been rather more
inquiry for beans, with few armivals at the
ports of call. The fosting eargo trade has
ruled very quiet for wheat throughout the
week, and values closed in buyers' favor.

WALLACE'S LOXG BOXD BILL.

Wallace's lond bond bill, ez amended and
reported to-day, directs the secretary to issue
oné hundred millions of dollars of coupon
bonds of denominations of Lwenty-five, filty
and one houdred dollars, and of equal sums
of each of such denominations refleemable in
coin after fifty years from the date of their
issue, and bearingéh interest payable semi-an-
nually in coin at the rate of 3.65 per cent. per
annum. These bonds are to be in lieu of the
same amount of four per cent. bonds author-
ized by the fact of July 14, 1870, and, like
them, are to be exempt from taxation. The
new bonda are to be offered for sale at the
different sub-treasuries and its depositories at
gar and accrued interest for coin or for United
States legal-tender notes at corrent market
valualion, and the proceeds are to be applied
to the redemption of any outstanding
United States bonds bearing a higher rate of
interest.

COMMITTEE WORK,

The committee on ways and means {o-
day commenced the consideration of the
tariff bill. They will hold two more meet-
ings this week on the subject, und thereafter
sit daily. The friends of the bill say there
is every probability that it will become o law,
Mr. Wood thinks the bLill will be disposed of
and reported to the house this month,

The house committee on naval affairs have
agreed to report favorably on Mr. Whit-
thorne’s bill, which providea for certain esti-
mutes of the navy department to be given in
detal, in addition to Uhe estimates required
Ly section 3638 revised statutes.

Congressional Proceedings.
IN THE BENATE.

Senator Conkling presented petitions of a
large number of aitizens of many counties of
New York in favor of remonetization of
silver. Referred.

_Senator Conkling presented a petition,
signed by a large number of prominent citi-
zens of New York, in regard to the famine
and suffering in northern China, and sug-
gesting that a commission be appointed from
the residents of China to act In connection
with the United States mimster in procuring
and distriboting relief. They also suggest
that the unexpended balance of the money
received from China in 1856 be used to re-
lieve the sufferers. Referred.

Senntor Conkling said he had received a
large number of petitions from many coun-
ties in New York in favor of the remonetiza-
tion of silver. He observed that these peti-
tions were all printed 14 one and the same
form, and were the produc® of an organized
effort. He denied that they represented the
opinion or conviction of the people of the
State of New York on this silver question.

Senator Conkling presented a petition fa-
voring the remonelizntion of the silver dol-
lar, and increasing ita weight so as to
make 1t equal in value to the gold dollar;

also making it a legal-tender to the amount
of oue thousand dellas. Referred.

Senator Bailey presented & memorial to the
merchants of Nashville favoring the repeal of

I the uct of February 12, 1873, prohibiting the

coinage ot the silver dollar.

S:zpator Beck presented a memoria) of the
State of Kentucky, signed by the governor
thereof, asking congress to make an appro-
priation o pay the eh;lnncm due the States
for expenses incurr in equipping troo
daring the late war. Referregd. ponE i

Senator Ferry, from the committes on post-
offices and postroads, reported with amend-
ment thlg senate bill to flate the compen-
sation o tmasters, and for other purposes.’
Placed onpg;lendar. e

Senator Butler, from the same committee,
reported favorably on the house joint resolu-
tion to authorize the secretary of war to issue
certain arms to the Washington light 1nfant-
ry of Charleston, South Carolina. Placed on
calendar. )

Senator Hamlin, from the ecommittee on
foreign relations, reported, with an amend-
ment, the house bill to further suspend the
operations of section 5574 of the revised
statutes in relation to the Guano islands.
Placed on the calendar,

Senators Howe and Davis [I1l.] presented
petitions of the masters, pilots, mates, engi-
neers, and others, of the United States, pray-
ing that an amendment to the lawin relation
to the employing of pilots so as to require
applicants to take the oath of allegiance be-
fore receiving license, and also to satisfy the
inspector that they have resided in the United
States. Referred.

Seaator Wallace, from the committee on
finance, reported, with amendments, the bill
introduced by him some time ago to author-
ize a long bond for the investment of savings.
Placed on the calendar. He gave notice that
he would call it up for consmderation at an
early day.

Senator Edmuands submitted a resolution
instructing the committee on appropriations
to report a bill making adequate provision
for the employment of additional clerical
force m the pension and surgeon-general’s
office, to promptly examine and dispose of
all claims for pensions. He asked for the
present consideration of the resolution, but
ohjection was made by Senator Davis [W.
Va.|, and it was laid over until to-morrow.

At the expiration of the morning hour con-
mderation was resumed of the silver bill, and
Senator Eaton spoke in opposition thereto.

Senator Eaton said that he would vote for
the amendment proposed by the commitlee
for an international conference to fix the rela-
tive value of gnld and =ilver; but, before
considering the bill, he desired to submit an
amendment thereto.  To day four hundred
and fifty-five and a halfl grains of standard
silver equalized a gold dollar. He would
make silver coin worth one hundred cents
and, under his constitutional oath, he woul:i
do it now, and not wait for the report of any
international commission. Believing that
the stamping of silver by the government as
monef appreciated its valoe, he would make
the silver dollar consist of four hbundred and
forty grains. He therefore moved to amend
the Will by striking out four hundred and
twelve and a half grains, and inserbing in-
stead four bundn‘tFﬂnd forty grains. Ordered
printed,

Senator Eaton continued in op
the Fémdmg bill. He was followed by Sena-
tor Howe, favoring the remonetization of sil-
ver becanse it was an American prodact and
he could not legislate against it, He spoke
of the attempts to demonetize silver as a con-
spiracy, and said a large part of Europe was
already iu the conspiracy. The practical
question for congress was, shoald the Unitad
States become a party to the conspiracy?
For ome, he declined.” It was a deliberate
effort l.ar blast lh:lnpl'-t.hﬁ-e thr cent. of the
means of our people to ¢ their debt. He
then referred to the neeﬁ? of the west, and
said that section had fewer millionaires than
the east, und fewer paupers as a consequence.
This silver question was not an issue between
weat and east.

Senator Thurman thed took the fioor with

Senator Teller submitted the following
amendment: *““That the holders of eilver
bullion may deposit with Lhe treasurer or any
assistant-treasurer of the United State=, such
silver bullion 1n amounts of noi less than one
thonsand ounces of nine hundred fine; and
receive therefor certificales of nol less than
one hundred dollars each, computing a dol-
lar at four hundred and twelve and
a half grains. The ballion so re-
ceived be coined b the gov-
ernment of the United States or re-
tained in the treasury for the payment of
such certificates, on presentation at the treas-
ury where issued. If the bullion so deposited
shall be coined by the government, euch cer-
tain certificates shall be paid in bullion, of like
standard fineness and weight or in coined
dollars, or part in bullion and part in coin at
the option of the government. The bullion
80 received shall mnot be included in the
amount of silver to Le coined each month un-
der the provisions of the frst section of this
act. Such certificales shall not be a legal-
tender for the payment of any debts what-
ever. Ordered printed.

IN THE HOUSE.
The bill to authorize the construction of a
bridge across the Mississippi river at Mem-
his was taken up, briefly discussed, and re-
erred to the committee of the whole on the
state of the union.

Mr. Knott, from the judiciary committee,
reported back the bill introduced yesterday
by Mr. Hooker, authorizing the holding of
special terms of the circuit court, for the
southern district of Mississippi, at Scranton,
Jackson county, on the second Monday in
March, for the trial of causes arising out of
alleged depredations on government lands
and cutting of logs and timber thereon. He
exﬂplained the object of the bill was to
afford the accused parties a speedy, con-
venient and cheap trial, which they could not
otherwise have il objection were made; that
this trial of the cases in the immediate vicini-
ty of the accused would lead to impaneling
Jjurors whose sympathies woald be with the
defendants. e answer to that was that
the court might direct the summoning of
jurors from other parts of the district. Mr

ooker described the utter prostration o?
business which had attended the seizure of
the lumber mills 1 that region, the aggre-

ate business of which amounted to some
our million dollars a year. They had all
been stopped through the action of tie gov-
ernment, and vesels engaged in the carrying
trade there had been leftidle, or had gone
into other business. . i

Mr. Frye, member of the judiciary commit-
tee, advocated the bill,

Mr, Foster opposed the bill as being in the
interest of the Lunberthieves. They wereno
better than any other kind of thieves, and it
might as well be proposed to have the couorts
for the tral of the whisky thieves removed
to the distilleries. There was just as much
sense in one proposition as in the other.

Mr, Stephens suggested that the officers of
the government counld not possibly complain
of the bill. They could ask nothing else
than a speedy and fair trial and justice,

Mr. Reed asked Mr. Knott whether it was
not a universal principle of law to remove a
trial from places where excitement existed,
and whether this bill did not, in defiance of
that principle, propose to move these cases
for triat to the very place where the disturb-
ing causes existed.

Mr. Knott replied that the United States
court had the right to remove the trial of
criminal causes near fo the vicinage of the
erime, and in several circaits the same right
existed as to civil cases,

SAD ACCIDENT.

The Reckless Use of Firearms Canses
the Death of a Most Estimable
Citizen in o Few Minutes,

~ Yesterday morning a negro named James
Smith called at the county jail to see a friend
who is & rrlsoner there. Smith was met b
Jailer J. W, Dawson at the gate and words
passed. Smith made some insulting remark,
when Dawson slapped his face. Smuth then
ran to the gate, and, going out, cursed Daw-
son, who, becoming incensed, drew his piatol
and fired at the fleeing man. The ball sped
with fatal effect and strack Mr. Cornelius
Griffin, who was stnndin% in the center of his
store, at the corner of Front and Concord
streets, about thirty yards distant. The bul-
let entered the breast of Mr, Griffin just be-
low the heart, and from the effects
of which he died within ten min-
utes. The leaden messenger of death
smashed a pane of glass in the grocer
door, and pierced the heart of Cornelins Grif-
fin, who was standing a few feet inside of his
grocery establishment. Just before the shot
was fired Mrs. Griffin asked her husband
what time 1t was, and he was in the act of
answering when struck by the ball. Mr,
Griftin staggered out on the pavement, and
Mrs. Griffin, who was within the store, said,
“What's the matter? Has your watch
snapped?’’ for the report of the pistol, at
least two hundred yards distant, was not
loud. Mr. Griffin, placing his hand on his
heart, staggered back into the store, and as
he fell into s wife's arms, said: “Oh, Katis!
I'm shot! I'm ehot!”” By this time the blood
was flowing from his heart, for the ballet
had struck a fatal Eoint. and his wife gently
laid him on the fioor. Mr. Griffin was al-
ready speechless, and his terrified wife gave
a piercing scream, which attracted a num-
ber of neighbors to the store. Mr. Grif-
fin died in a few minutes. As
soon as the fact of the sad accident
became known Deputy-Sheriff Dreyfus has-
tened to the jail, where he was met by Jailer
Dawson, who surrendered himself and gave
up his arms.  Depuoty-Sheriff Leslie
was then placed in charge of the jail, and
Mr. Dawson put himself under arrest. The
coroner being notified, held an inquest on the
body of Mr. Griffin, and a verdict in accord-
ance with the above facts was rendered. Mr.
Griffin was one of the most estimable citi-
zens of Memphis, being at the time forty-
five years of age. For twenty-six years he
had been a atizen of Memphis, and was re-
garded as one of the most reliable and thrifty
of our relail grocers. He leaves a wife and
three children to mourn his death. The kill-
ing will e jodicially investigated by the
grand jury of the criminal court. Itwas one
of the saddest accidents arising from the
reckless use of a pistol that has happened in
our city for some time.

Wasniseron, Febroary J.—Every day
brings us nearer to the truth in regard to the
fraud by which Tilden and the people were
robbed of the l’rﬁidemby. Chandler's con-
fession, in his letter of December 26th, has
aroused the big and little villaing who
fathered, and the good-eary patriots who
were unwittingly drawn into participation 1
the great cime. They areall eager to clear
their skirts, but, a2 is usual in such cases,
they run afoul of each other with amazing
disregard for the truth and the treaty stipula-
tions which they entered into in the happy
days of the conspiracy at Welcher's. Sher-
man and Mathews deny any contract, but
Foster admits that there was a tacit under-
standing, amounting to a contract, which the
Democrats gigned, by way of attesting to
each other and leave no doubt for future ref-
erence. That conference and agreement

rew out of Charley Foeter's speech, in which
o repeated the words put into his mouth by
a Memphis editor, that “the flag should fly
over Stutes and not over provinces.'' Caught
by this glittering generality, that then had no
more than the unsubstantial basis of a dream,
a few sonthern Democrats, fearing the result
of the eight by seven commission which fol-
lowed, asked through Foster for some evi-
dence from the Republican candidate that
what he said would realized. The Wel-
cher conference followed, and with it came
the letter from Hayes (who, it will be remem-
bered, left Columbus for Washington a day
before the result of the count was known),
n which ha said: “Adssure any of our south-
ern friends that I am impressed with the
necessity of a complete change of men and

olicy." This assurance was the bird-
ime which  canght the game and
brought acquiescence in the gigantic
wrong. Assurance of a change of men,
of office for the facile few who, in the Demo-
cratic ranks, set higher value upon place
than principles. This was the first of the
terms. The second was that the provinces
should become States. Hayes attempted to
carry into effect the first stipulation, and ap-
pointed Key, Fitzsimons and Waldron to
offices; but his party said this was not right,
the claims of the Republicans are first to be
considered, and bhe must confine himself to
their limits for office-holders. Foiled in his
attempt to make a new party and reward his
Democralic allies, it is creditable to him that
he withdrew the troops from South Carolina
and Louisiana, and so far adopted the policy
of the Democratic party. Getting the office
by frand—as is being proven incontestibly at
Anderson’s trial at New Orleans—he conld
not afford to do otherwise than give prefer-
ence to the will of the majcrity as it had been
expressed for Tilden at the ballot-box. But
this ready deference to the wishes of the peo-
ple should not be accepted in condemnation
of the crime by which Chandler, Sherman
Garfield and Mathews made him President.
Therefore the trials at New Orleans, the con-
fegsions and statements of the criminals and
the persuaded participnnts should be en-
couraged until responsibility for the crime is
fastened upon the guilty ones beyond doubt,
and they have been sentenced as they de-
serve. The returning-board infamy of Louis-
iana must be laid e, and all who aided
or abetted it must be punished. Examples
against any future attempts is this same divec-
tion must be made, To make them and reach
all who should be pilloried and punished a
congressional investigation must be had. In
thiz way alone can we ever know the truth as
to the Conkhng or Welcher conspiracies, or
that worst one which in Louisiana dis-
franchis the people of the State.
