—The only order of nobility conferred in
Memphis is that of the ““Iron spur,”’ which is
generally given to the chain-gang prisoners.

—John Bohan, James Huck, and Thomas
Jobnson were arrested yesterday by the
police on the charge of larceny. They will
attend the recorder’s matinee this morning.

—Already the August election is a thing
much discussed in polilical circles throughout
the aity by candidates for county offices and
their friends.

—The following bankruplcy cases were

—Memphis is becoming one of the great
horse and mule markets of the south. I'he
stock of mules and horses on hand, and for
sale daily, 13 very large, and of the very best
quality. Yesterday the total stock m the
market numbered some five hundred head.
The prices of mules range, as to size, from
seventy to one hbundred and fifty dollars;
saddle-horses, from one handred and twenty
to one hundred and fifty dollars: harness-
horses about the same prices; common stock,
from fifty to one hundred dollars; common
mules, from fifty to sixty dollars, and Texas
horses from twenty to forty dollars. These
are about the quotations, but by applying at
the leading sales stables, bargains can be
found daily. Planters and others will find it
to th:i: rdvantage to purchase stock in our
MArKec.

—Last night both,boards of the general
council “*hitched,’” as it were, over the salary
ordinance, and the aldermanic board ad-
Jjourned over to to-night without consulting
with the councl. But one item, viz: the
salary of the sergent-at-arms, now remains
to be agreed upon, but yet the entire salary
ordinance is in a condition to be opened u
for revision, and will remain so until bot

agree upon it and adopt it as a whole,
and even then it is ramored that the mayor
may veto it as a whole. City employes, like
other citizens who work, should receive full
value in money for their services,and no more,
and this seems to be the opinion of the busi-
ness people of the city. Labor, like any
other commodity in the market, brings what
it is worth, that depending considerably upem
the law of supply and demand,

—Says the &ew York Evening Post: ‘It [

has been said that the actor must harvest his
reputation in the glare of the footlights. He
need expect nothing from posterity. It will
know nothing of him except through impal-
pable and untrustworthy tradition. It is even
truer of the journalist—it is troer of him than
of any other man whose life business tonches
80 closely the business and lives of the public
and of the individuals who make up the
public—that he must reap the reward of his
work while he is doing 1t. He contributes,
perhaps, more constantly than any other
worker to the entertainment and instruction
of the public; but be aever sees the public;
the public never sees him; they are never
brought eye to eye and under the inffeence of
sympathetic enthusiasm of that relation. Bat
to the hearly and earnest worker in journal-
ism, to the born journalist, his work 1s his joy
and reward.”

—At the United States circuit and district
court, yesterday, the following business was
transacted: Judge Baxter heard the case of
M. Wolf, bankruplcy, on argument of coun-
sel and took it under advisement. The case
of the Evansville and Cairo packet company
against the barge St. Mary and cargo, ad-
miralty, was heard; the re of the clerk
was confirmed and a final decree was entered
in favor of the packet company. The case
of Jordan & Brode inst the steamer Lau-
rel, was argued and taken under advisement
by the court. To-day Judge Baxter will re-
sume the call of the appeal docket. Judge
Trigg, yesterday, in the case of Hill vs. Dean,
announced thaf he would charge the jury thia
morming. _In the case of the United States
rs. Edmunds, passing counterfeit money, the
jury returned a verdict of guilty as charged
in the indictment; sentence suspended for the

resent. In the case of King & Brothers vs.
illiams et «l., the jury rendered a verdict
for plaintiffs for two thousand two hundred
and sixty three dollars. To-day Judge Trigg
will resume the call of the law docket.

—The “*hell of our fathers' is creating no
little discission in theological circles up
north at present. In this city people are sat-
iefied with the old plan of salvation and
damnation, becanse they believe they might

farther and fare worse. t's the use
in discussing & thing you can know nothing
about until it is too late either to retrace
your steps or to give information to those
who are following. The theological agony
should ease up, and those considering 1t
should ponder over the following stor{: “A
young man ounce went to a country fp ace to
be examined for the position of school
teacher., A careful committeeman said,
‘Young man, do you larn the children that
the world is round or flat?* This was a lead-
il;ﬁquesbion, but the Eoung man got the

ool by eaying that he taught either way,
according to the taste of the parents. So it
must be with the ng preachers who ex-
pect to thrive and be sent *o Earope for sore
throat. They must be willing to let those be
damned who insist npon it; and thsy must
be ready to talk of a comfortable hereafter
for the benefit of those who think they find
trouble enough in this world.”

—A hitherto unpublished letter of John
Stuart Mill, on the subject of combination
and wages, has been printed in England. Itis
dated iﬂ on, October 8, 1868, and is as
follows: * workingmen at present find,
or think they find, that their attempts to ob-
tain higher wages b{)eicombinaﬁon are
thwarted throagh their ng undersold by
foreigners; and they are now trying whether,
oy including the foreign operatives in the
combination, they can remove this obstacle.
This seems to be a natoral experiment for
them to try, and the last experiment of com-
bination for wages which remains for them
to make; and I desire that they may try it to
the utmost, so that they may be convinced
that whatever they cannot accomplish in that
way they canpot hope to accomplish at all.
To the particular question you ask, the fol-
lowing is my answer: If combination to raise
wages i8 confined to a few branches of indus-
try, or is only successful in a few, the masters
in those branches are able to indemnify them-
selves by raising their prices,  But if there
was a ‘universal trades union,’ extending to
all industries, thin could not happen. The
masters would not then be able to raise their
prices. What enables them to do so now is
not their own will to do it, but the fact that
they can remove their capital to other em-
ph:&ymentn mm which wages have not risen,
and in which, therefore, profits are higher;
and this transfer of capital, diminishing sup-
ply, raises prices in the basinesses which cap-
ital is leaving. Bat if the rise of wages af-
fected all employments equally, no capitalist
could benefit Inmselfgf changing the em-
ployment of his capital, and he would be
obliged, instead, to submit to lower profits,
Nor do I see any limit to this, except that if
profits ffn.ll s0 low as :[10;;. to afford sufficient
motive for saving, and for exposing savings
to the risks of business, people will cease to
save, and wages will again fall."

interests. If, before the close of the

debate, the government would declare a poli-

of peace which the liberals could approve,
agr'ould_hnva a unanimous vote."'

Gifford, solicitor-general, said
he wus astonished at the moderation of the
opposition, after their violent agitation in

e country. He protested against being
driven to accept Russia’s pretensions that she
was the only power which would act on be-
half of oppressed nationalities, and enfran-
chise other States while maintaining a des-

m at home. The opposition asked the
ouse to weakem the hands of the govern-
ment at a ime when every element of mis-
chief existed in Europe, and England's influ-
ence was trembling in the balance.
