That the welfare of the vast population re-
siding in the valley of the Mississippi, and
the proper maintenance of their commerce,
require improvement of the river, is & senti-
ment so deeply sunk into their minds by the
experience of years that no difficulty in aec-
complishing the task can deter them from
baving that great and salutary work com-
menced, carried on and perfected. The re-
quired improvement combines, as objects, a
continnous depth of water in the river suf-
ficient for the purposes of navigation, and the
rescué from destructive overflow of thousands
of acres of valuable lands. In the upper por-
tions of the river the former of these ohjects
has hitherto been the main, if not sole object
of attention; n the lower, the latter. The
difference in the objects pursued by both see-
+ioms has divided their strength, or has even
fed one party to assist in counteracting
the efforts of the other. The difficulty
of winaing the attention of congress
to the great national work that sheuld
be done under its anthority, has shown the
evil of the discordancy of views between the
populations of the upper rivers and those of
the lower Mississippi. Could those whose chief
object ia improvement of navigation, and
they who are more interested in the veclama-
tion of flooded lands, find a common basis
where their interests combine, and so present
& united front to congress, it is evident they
would be unconquerable. Vast in numbers,
owners of the most productive lands in the
United States, and engaged in a project for
increasing the productions of the country and
facilitating commerce at home and abroad,
they would bear down all opposition and gain
for the great Mississippn valley those im-
provements which, when completed, will
make it another Egypt, pouring its rich and
fortile treasures into the lap of every mation
where commerce sends its flag. That common
point, we have every reason to believe,
is found in the plan whose practical
excellence bhas been trinmphaatly demon-
strated by Captain Eads in his jetties at the
mouth of the Mississippi river. If those
Jjetties could deepen the bed of the river for five
miles of its channel, the same system, adapt-
ed to varying conditions, would deepen it
ten miles up; if ten miles a hundred, and if
a hondred miles a thousand. That system
carried up the river would everywhere deepen
its bed. With a greater depth the channel
would carry off a greater amoant of water
without overflow; with reduced overflow
would come a reclamation of land. Here,
then, we have a double effect, uniting the

two olbjects we have mentioned upon com-'

mon ground, ground on which up river and
down may join their forces and secure their
objects, by overpowering might urging the
claims of clear and undeniable right. A
great principle always comprehends many
details, and this comprehensiveness is one of
the grand points in Captain Eads'’s
system. Like all great systems, the jetty
plan, as modified to suit river reclamation
and navigation, is very simple. It 1s this—
the amount of sediment carried in a running
stream is in proportion to the speed of the
current. The speed of the current is modi-
fied Ly the distance of the banks from each
other, When the distance between the
banks becomeé narrower, the stream runs
quicker. The increased speed of the current
causes it to wash up from the bottom and
carry off in suspension, an increased amount
of sediment. When the distance between
the banks becomes wider, the stream spreads
out and flows slower. The decrease of speed
decreases the power of the current to carry
matter in suspension. The consequence is
a deposit of a portion of the sediment car-
ned, which portion is precisely proportioned
to the decrease of speed. The inference
from these well-known and simple
facts is, that to obtain an even bed—clear of
shoals and bars—we must cblain an even
current, so thai the amount of matter held
" in suspension shall be equal throughout the
whole length of the stream. That evenness,
or regularity, must be secured by ruaking the
width of the stream regular. This can be
done by the use of those mattresses that
bave proved so effectual at the levees. For
the full effect of the scouring and deepening
action resulting from confining the channel
within proper bounds, time is requirdd, but
the wjunes that follow overflow it is desira-
ble to stop at once, when actual operations
are proceeded with, What are Captain
Eads's projects upon that pont? He
proposes that the levees should be
restored to the same hight they were
before the war, until by the rectification
of the river channel, the flood-line of the
river should be =0 lowered as to render the
levees unnecessary. In the New Orleans
Picayune, of February 2d, Captain Eads ex-
plained his views at some length on this po-
sition of the problem. They are as follows:
The interests of the whole valley will be most
rapidly and effectually promoted by improv-
ing the river to Cairo or to St. Louis first.
Large barges and sleamers can carry cheaper
than small ones, but they require continuous
deep water. With forty-three bars below
Cairo—some of them having as little as four
and a half feet water—boats from above could
no more get down to the sea than before,
even if the river above had been completely
improved. Persons up the river woald soon
be convinced, by such a result, that the true
system of improvement is from below up-
ward; that deep water below Cairo will benefit
them more than deep water in their immediate
neighborbood, with a biock to navigation be-
low which would cut them off from the ob-
Ject they have in view—access to the sea.
With deep water from Cairo to the ccean, the
absolute necessity of improvement in the up-
per Mississippi, the Missouri, the Ohio, and
their confluents, would be shown to be so im-
perative, that the necessary work could not
fail to be dome. The St. Lonis barge line
begun with barges of four hundred tons; they
are now building up to seventeen hundred
tons. Make the required improvements, and
there is po reason why three thousand to four

thousand tons would not be in us ebetween
St. Louis and New Orleans. Here we have
before us the whole problem of river improve-
ment, as presented under the new light
thrown upon the subject by the introduction
of the jetty system. It is for the friends of
the desired improvement, residents of beth
up and down the river, to decide whether, by
“joining teams’ on the plan that system ren-
ders feasible, they cannot present such an
array of votes and influence in congress as
shall make sure the attainment of one of the
grandest practical ends the Tountry can cim
at.

COTTON-SEED AND BCIENCE

One of the most practical proofs of the
value of science is the skill with which it
takes held of substances, fonmerly consitlered
worthless or regarded as nuisances, and con-
verts them into mercantile produets of great
value. In our own section of country we
have a strong instance of this beneficent
power of science, in the case of the seed of
our great staple commedity, cotton. Our
readers are aware that, until within a few
years, this material was an annoyance to the
planter, often accumulating, in the course of
years, to such an extent about the ginhouse
as to obstruct operations, so that it frequent-
ly became less expensive to remove the gin-
house from the heaped up mass of
séed than the seed from the gin-
house. To-day every bushel of that seed
is of value, The woil extracted from
it is proving more and more valuable as ita
properties become more known. Purifled it
makes an eating oil equal to that of the
olive. An ingenious experimenter has dis-
covered a cheap and simple process by which
it can be adapted for use for painting, show-
ing qualities that make it fully equal to the
best linseed, with intimations that it can be
made even superior to that material. The
experimenter has shown us, at our desk, tes-
timonials from citiZens of Little Rock, stating
that their houses had been painted with
paint mixed with eotton-seed oil, prepared by
the inventor, and for beauty of appearance
no linseed-oil mixed paint eovld surpass it,
while it dried equally #ell and quick with
linseed-oil mixed paint. We see by this
that the value of cotton-seed is likely to in-
crease, and that fortunes are in store for the
manufucturers of its product. Not only has
cotton-seed ceased to be worthless, an ob-
struckion and a nuisance, but its very refuse,
when the oil is expressed, is itself of walue,
and under the name of cotton-seed cake is =0
nutritive in its properties that it is in high
repute among Enghsh stock-raisers, who im-
port it largely for feeding purposes. The
trade in the products of the once anathema-
tized cotton-se: 1 Las already grown into con-
siderable importance. We learn from the
New Orleans Democrat that there are seven
cotton-seed oil-mills in that city in constant
operation; in Memphis we have five, and
there are others in Baton Rouge, Natchez,
Shreveport, Vicksburg, Pine Bluff, St. Louis
and Chicago, In Janeary last four
thousand four hundred and ninety-one
sacks of coffon-seed were received
in New Orleons alone, for manufacture. A
demand has also recently sprang up for the
raw seed itself for exportation to Europe,
and two or three weeks ago a tow of barges,
with a freight of twenty-four thousand sacks
of cotton-seed, arrived in New Orleans for
shipment to the other side of the Atlantic.
This fact also ehows that we may look for an
increase of demand for cotton-seed, and as
increased demand brings higher prices, the
product of the seed promises to become an
important addition to the profits of the cot-
bon-grower. All thisis eaunse for rejoicing
among our cotton-planters, but let them
never forget that they owe it to the researches
of science, man's unfailing benefactor.

FATHER HEINAN’S MIRACLE.

Strange Story of the Alleged Railsing
from the Dead of a Young Lady by a
Catholic Priest, After “the Soul
had Quit the [Body.””

The Marvelous Miracles Performed by
Jesus Christ Reproduced—The
“Lorpse’” Visited by Thou-
sands of People who Wit~
ness the Reeall
to Life.

Maver Cuukk, Pa., February 2.—The
little village of East Mauch Chunk has been
to-day in a state of mtenze excitement, grow-
ing out of a supposed miracle, by which it is
claimed by many devout people that a wo-
man was raised to life and strength an hour
after death occurred. Theﬁ’ ﬁrmi{ believe
that the woman's soul actually left her body,
and after an hour's absence returned to its
earthly tenement in fulfillment of a Prophac
from a supernatutal source, foretelling the
mirncle just as it to-day occurred. There are
plenty of skeptics who disbelieve the entire
story, and denounee it as & gross deception.
They aleo assert that had a pbysician been
permitted to examine the so-called dead wo-
man who was the subject of the alleged
miracle while in a irance state, she would
kave been found to be alive. l\fever!;heleqa
hundreds of people—not of the most intelli-
gent ciass, to be s&J.re but wortiiy men and
women and mcz evout Catholics—implicitly
believe that God has performed a wonderful
miracle in cal back to earth the soul of a
woman dead of consumption, and endowed
ber with a new free from disease.
There is mo tilie fiow to investigate thorough-
ly the facts; but as the quarter of the town
where the poorer and more ignorant live is
wild with excitement, 1t will be well to tell
the story as it is recited by the coolest-
headed of those ing  to have
been eye-witmessee, In the first place
it must be stated that about two months
Miss Amelia Greth, a single woman, \:Eg
had been living at Reading, removed to East
Mauch Chunk. She was about thirty-six

ears old, and was very ill with consump-
on, from which she said she had suffered
for a long time. She seemed to be an intel-
ligent woman, and was certainly a very re-
ligious one. éha was & devout Citholic. and
when she came here went di to the
house of Father Heinan, the Catholic pastor
in charge of the German con, 'tulrg. thete
being two churches htte, one where English
is spoken and the other for the Pennsyl-
vania Dutch, of whom there are many who
can scarcely understand Wnglish,  Miss
Greth g her gom'e at the pastoral resi-
dente of ¥Father Heinan, and was soon taken
so 11l with hemorrhage that she was confined
to her bed. She stated that for many years
she had been protected by a ﬁardian angel
which she bas often seen. e angel told
her not long ago that a great miracle was to
be performed on her, and the promise wonld
goon be fulfilled. She conveyed the messuge
of the angel to Father Heinan, who an-
nounced his belief in the prophecy. So ac-
curate was Miss Greth in her statements that
she announced a few days ago that on the
second of February she was to die, or, at
least, her soul would leave her body, and
after she had bBen in a state of
ecatasy or death, she was to be re-
stored to life and consciousness, get
up out of her bed and go to the church, to
mass, a well woman. As soon as the public
became acquainted with the facts a general
desire was expressed to see the woman, and
since last Monday crowds of persons have
visited her room daily. She was found lying
in the second story front room of Father
Heinan's house on a low bed, propped up
with pillows, her hands crossed on her breast
as if she were dead, and quite pale and thin.
Around her neck was a gold chain, to which
was suspended a handsome crucifix of the
same metal. Since Monday she has un-
able to speak, but her attendants say she is
conscious of mll that transpires. Another
thing which the believers in this modern
wiracle regard as very remarkable is the fact
that she takes very little food. For nine
weeks her whole diet has been milk, water
and dried apples in very small quantities, It
is averred thatin all this time she has not
partaken of enough food to sustain life. Sh
was attended by a little lady dressed in
black, who informed the callers of all the
facts in very good German. It is thoughta
thousand people visited her since Monday. 1t
is only proper to state here that Miss Greth
has not had any physicians or any other
rofessional  medi attendance, and
gradually grown weaker and weaker.
The sick woman is declared to haye
had of Iate supernatural visions, and the
most remarkable stories have been circulated
among the class to which she belonged as to
the wonderful things she has beheld. It is
declared that the holy angel which guards
her is always visible to ias%freth. and some=
times to her friends and attendants. This
pirit, it appears, was that of a some time
dead frierd, who foretold many things, among
others that at balf-past eight o'clock this
morning, the feast-day of the purification of
the Blessed Vé;ﬁn according to the observy-
ances of the olic church, the soul of the
sick woman would take its flight, but that a
wonderful miracle would be performed, and
she would be permitted to return to life after
an hour’s interval, and that she would be
cured of her disease, The mnews of these
declarations spread like wildfire among the
congregation of the church, and intensified
the general interest and wonder. Early this
morning large crowds assembled about the
house to witness the result of the alleged su-
pernatural prophecy, and the street was com-
E{ebely bl ed with men and women. In

e sick-room the woman Greth was appa-
rently gradually failing. She was surround-
ed by watchers, who completely filled the
room, and nearly the whole house.

The levees and the outly-
ing portion of the city south of R street levee
is flooded, the waterstanding in some houses
to the depth of two feet; but that neighbor-
hood is thinly po d, and the overflow is
not productive of any extensive loss. The
principal damage falls upon the farmers and
orchardists for a distance of thirty miles be-
low the city, and a rough estimate places the
loss to them in the neighborhood of one
million dollars. The details of the extent of
the disaster must necessarily, however, come
in slowly, and the above estimates may prove
excessive. From the configuration of the
ground, 1t is not impossible that at a point
some miles below the city a great portion of
the flood of water may be turned off into the
sloughs to the eastward of the im ed
property, and much of the latter sa from
the worst effects of the overflow.

A memorial has been presenied to con-
gress by the committes on the improvement
of the Mississippi river, the members of
which were na-ned by the convention held at
St. Paal, Minnesota, last October, when
eighteen States and twelve million of people
were represented. They petition congress to
provide adequate means for the deepening of
the channel of the Mississippi, and for the
removal of every obstruction to navigation
from St. Paul to the Balize, and estimale that
two million dollars will be rgamred. General
J. H”Simpson, of the United States engin-
eers, has under his charge the section of the
Mississippi which extends from the mouth of
the IDinois to the mouth of the Ohio, In
responae to inquiries, this officer recently ad-
dressed a tommunication to this committee,
in which he expressed the following views:
“I am satisied tﬂnt seven appropriations of
one million dollars each would accomplish
fally as much as twenty of five hundred -
sand dollars each, in the prosecution of works
of the character required in the Mississipp,
If appropriations are to be limited to two
hundred thoasand dollars, or thereabouts, per
year, it would be as well to abandon the ex-
pectation of an i.sproved river, for it will
never be realized. Suoch eums would emable
many local improvements, of more or less
value, to be made, but nothing toward a per-
manent deep channel."

Among the flowers growing at gur feef, s
we ed on our jourmey, none looked
mer than thousands of beantiful blue
and white convolvases,which wercﬂof unusual
ize and brilli ; but presently a scece
o whmemcyltt:m'fenessp made {hc wheée
landscape even more lovely than before. We
had one of the “lions"’ of Nassnu—a
lake which they have had the bad taste to
call the lake of Killarney. Its waters are
brackish, and of the soft, pale blue the sky
préstntd when d tertain amount of moisture
m the atmosphere softens down the holder
tone of the full color. It was the azure of
early morning flowing at our feet, and wind-
ing in out among islands, and inlets and

coved, as fantastical as :
will, and as ‘graceful as the wilfullness of
early childhood. This very peculiar color is
not confined to the lake, it is seen also in the
harbor of Nassau, and is owing to the waters
of the ocean—in the lake mingled with the
fresh fluid from ﬁﬂnng_: and brooks—flowing
over & bed of milk-white coral. In order to
see the view more Ierfectly, we climbed up
the neighboring hill. The climb was nota
pleasant exercise, for the hill, like every-
where else on the island, was a mass of coral
fi ion, the rough surface of which was
a8 to walk upon as anewly macademized
road, with an unevenness added that that
road is free from. The hill was cleared of
its old covering of brush, and pine,and palm-
tree, and every crevice among the coral bore
a t with lzn , curved, thick leaves of a
e green. t‘ba top of the hill were two

e freaks of a woman's

the per-
sons who took care of the plantation. e
were Kindly invited into first one and then
#nother of them. A handsome negress,
wearing lheity  esommelian  ear-drops,
brought us a glass of water on a tiay; the
baby sitting on the floor burst out with loud
cries at the sight of our white fuce—we sup-
it could not be ut any want of manly
ty, of course; but we are too modest to
discuss that point. Another of the women
surprised us by aninvitation to stand at a
pont by one of the cabins, ‘‘for,”” she said,
'tﬁ; view is Yery finé therb.” And she was
right. The blue lake lay not only where we
had left its shore, but extended round the end
of the hill, and as far as could be seen on its
other side. Butit did not lie in 8 mass like
our large lakes; it spread and contracted;
now it ran far igto the land, then it embo-
gomed an island, then a wide swell of water
toward the horizon. Everywhere
on the three sides of the hill, the light blue of
1ts waters contrasted wmith the varying shades
of of the surrounding foliage. Its
ean blue made 1t Jlook as
if shreds and masses of the sky had found
an abiding place on earth, but instead of
being ﬁﬁ:kedpb clonds, it was varied by trees
and shrubs, and by wide patches of land cnv-
ered with lively green, bordered with broad
leaved palms and the waving tufis of the
tall cocoanut trees. But there was still an-
other object to gratify our coriosity. Around
the t where we s was three hun-
dred acres of cleared land, all planted with
one plant; whose | leaves hanging
in curves, and whose pale green
color we have already mentioned. We now
learned tha! these plants were those of the
pineapple, and that in May three hundred
acres of them lying before us would each
bear a pineapple. @ business pursued on
this pineapple plantation was, therefore, one
of no small importance. Leaving the planta-
tion we descended to the lake shore, and
were gratified by discovering another of the
cariosities of the 1sland of New Providence—
a banyan tree. It was small but perfect.
The main stem, which grew not far from the
shore, threw out horizontal branches from
which, at almost every eight or ten inches
distance, descended stems that appeared
almost like ropes falling from a
line; these divided blefore reaching the
surface of the water, which was very shallow
at the spot. Each of these last stewms de-
scended through the water to the soil, and
throwing out gbres there the whole beciiie a
new stem, having its own sources of vitality,
yet forming an integral portion of the parent
tree. Pleased with our dehightfol and soli-
tary excursion,we returned to the town,where
it was necessary that we sheunld see about
getting a passport. Here such a legal instra-
ment was not required by the British author-
ties, but we were going within the Spanish
dominions, an: éz in distrosts the Ameri-
canon. They !.bir:e sympathize with the
insurgents, who, in the wilds of the interior,
have so long struggled for freedom from the
mother country, and perhaps they are not far
wrong in their suspicions. They also imag-
ine we want the island of Cuba, the last of
their ofice ¥ast ions in America. We
found the Spanish consiil in Nassau to_be a
courteous gentleman, disposed especidlly to
gshow us kindness as d member of the press,
he bimself, when formerly attached to the
staff of General Prim, having the place of
war correspondent, and so considering him-
self as one of the profession to a certsin ex-
tent. He spoke of the assassinated Prim with
affection, as an attached friend, and assured
us that Queen Isabella, though cursed with
vices unpardonable in & woman yet
rmitted in a man, was personally
ind in disposition and generous in
conduct. The precious doccument we received
from him cost four dollars and sixteen cents;
On arriving at Havana it bhad to be wvised by
a government official there, al an expense of
two dollars and fifty cents more; in fact the
thing was as bad as carrying a baby about,
it was continually wanting something that
had to be paid for. Next day we visited the
Queen’s Btaircase and Fincastle, which are
among the celebrities of the place, but we
must omit a deseription of them. Another
thing required de rigeir of all comers to
Nassau is that they shall visit the bay,or some
coral reef, in a boat, and take n view of the
vegetation at the bottom of the sea, examine
the conches and other shell fish in their own
homes, and see the fish as they are taking
their rest on the white sea-sand, or are busi-
Iy owugad doing what the negroes complain
is 80 difficult, “‘gettin a libbin,”” The abso-
lutely perfect clearness of the water permits
all this to be done, but obstructions exist from
the light being reflected by the sur-
face, and from the wrinkling of the
surface by every passing breeme. These
difficulties are  ingeniously overcome
by the use of a *‘water glass.”” This instru-
g:t consists gi( 312:: .of about twei:t_v mches
eep; a pane of g 18 sét 1n the lower an
broader end.

Nassau 15 a de-
ightful spot for those who want not only a
delicions climate, but repose of mind as well
as body. is no morning newspaper
to torment the soul about elections and
gilver bille; no tel )
about Russian wictories and English diplom-
acy; enough of them when a steamer ar-
rives once or f{wice u week. Here is quiet,
the coveted dolce far niente—the wearied,
the disappointed, thefbereaved, the feeble in
health can exist here undisturbed, *‘the world
forgetting, biithe world forgot.”” The Ba-
, of which Nassau is so distinguished
a member, is com of about five hun-
dred islands, of which only thirteen cr four-
teen are inhabited; they extend over a dis-
tance of six bundred miles, and many of
them were seen by our party of delegates;
twenty-nine of them are put under the
bead of islands, six hundred and sixty-one
are cayes, while there are twenty-three Lun-
dred and eighty-seven mere rocks of various
sizes. C-n:ﬁ reefs, and consequently break-
ers, are numerous and dangerous to sailors
to navigation among them.
New Providence does not owe its prominence
to its size—it is only twenty-seven miles long
and seven broad, while some of the others are
asmuchasa h miles long, but the calti-
vated brains of the Bahamas are mostly con-
fined to its marrow drea. One of them, St.
Salvador, was discovered el(}ly Columbus in
1472, 'ﬁm Spaniards carri off its gentle
natives to work and perish in the mines of
Hayti. DBritain has held wion of the
group since 1743, and the mhabitants carry
on a trade in the mf that;:1 salt pcmclsci
sponges, ye woods, mahogany, an
other nm:'hud woods.
