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THE PEAD PFONTIFF.

FPope Pius IX is dead! What a crowd
of memories the event recalls, not only to the
religions, but to the seenlar world! The an-
pals of the Homan Catholics represent that
the reign of its founder, St. Peter, was twen-
{y-five years, and in the long list of popes
that 1s given as that of his successors, none
reigned as long; none, it was said, could
reach the annos Petri, till, on the sixteenth
of Junme, 1571, Pius I1X completed the twenty-
fifth year of his pontificate. He has lived to
be nearly eighty-six years old, and has
reigned ns a spiritual prince nearly thirty-
two years. His temporalitics were taken from
him by the successive events that completed
the kingdom of Italy, until, on the twentieth
of September, 15871, three months after his
reign had exceeded the limit that people had
thought to be the maxiom of the term of any
sovereign pontiff, he was left, with only the
Valican and its dependencies, and the villa
and gardens of Castel  Gandolfo,
As bis  own temporul  dominion.
Pope Piua IX, who bad lived to so great an
age, was a delicate youth, and subject to fils
of epilepsy. He was born at Sinigaglia, in
Ttaly, May 13, 1792. His name was Gio-
vanni Moria Mastai Ferretti. His father was
Counnt Mastai Ferretti, who war married to a
pnoble lady named Catherina Salazzi. Tra-
dition has it that three hundred years ago
one Alberti Masia‘, who was a comb-maker,
aoquired a large fortune, and married a
young lady of tho.noble family of Ferretti,
thereby giving origie to the family. Youog
Giovanni Mastai was educated at the college
of Volterra, and afterward prepared fora
military career. Althongh subject to epi-
lepey, the yonng count was handsome, gay,
and possessed . good voice and a thorough
knowledge of musice When Napoleon
seized the Roman States, the young
soldier was au favorite among the
young womean Rome and Milan.
At Sinigaglia he fell in love
with and offered his hand to the beautiful
Princess Elene, of the house of Albani, but
she coquetted with Lim and married a colonal
in the army. Rumor has it that this disap-
pointment drove young Mastai into dissipa-
tion, and that he became reckless m the pur-
suit of pleasure at Rome. He was then
twenty-four yeara old. He changed his mode
of life, and went to hard stady, preparing for
the church, under Prof, Graziosi. His first
service was a mission to Sinigaglia, where,
by his devolion and zeal, he made a great
impression. In 1813 he became a deacon,
and then a priest, and the epilepsy had dis-
asppeared. Pope Pius VII appointed him
secretary, or “auditor,” to the Lishop of Civi
ta di Castello, who went out on a mission as
vicar-apostolic of Chili. He landed at
Buenos Ayres, and went overland ¢t
Chili, where he remainted until 1829,
when he returmed to Rome and
was appointed a domestic prelale by Pope
Leo Xll—afterward papel nuncio at the
court of Naples, he became a cardinal in
1840. On the first of June, 1348, Pope
Gregory XVI died, and Cardinal Mastai, then
fifty-four years of age, was called to Rome to
take his place in the conclave. This was on
the twelfth of June, and on the fourteenth
the unanimous ballot of the cardinals placed
the tiara on his head. Oo the twenty first of
June, 1846, he was crowned as Pio Nono, ot
Pope Pius IX. It was suspected that his
election was due {o the intluence of Count
Rossi, the representative at Rome of Leouis
Philippi, king of France. The new pope at-
tempted to liberalize his people, but Mazzini
and Austria were at work revolutionizing. In
1848 a revolution drove Louis Phillippe from
France, and insurrections broke out in every
part of Earope. The insurgents of the Italian
duchies, under Charles’Albert, fengaged in a
war with Auastria. On the fifteenth of Novem-
ber Count Rossi, the new minster, was assassi-
nated near the Cancellaria palace by a sculp-
tor named Constantini. In a day or two the
pope was compelled to appoint a revolution-
ary mnistry and was a prisoner in his pal-
ace. On the twenty-fourth of May, in the
disguise of a servant of Count Spaur, Bava-
rian minister, he escaped to Gaeta. On the
twenty-third of Maich, 1349, the Austnans
defeated Charles Albert at Novara, and the
latter abdicated ih favor of his son, Victor
Emmanuel. Louis Napoleon became the
head of the French nation, and in the spring
of 1849 Gemeral Oudivot, commanding a
French army, landed in Italy. On the third
of July, 1849, the French captured Rome and
drove out the trimwvirate, Ganbaldi, Maz-
zini aad Saffi. Oan the twelfthof April, 1850,
Pope Mins returned to Rome after an absence
of a year and a half. In the war of 1859,
between Austria with Piedmont
and France, the Austrian  troops
were expelled from Lombardy, Venetia, Tus-
cany, and other northern principalities. In
1%40all Italy, except the papal States, became
consolidated in one government, under Victor
Emmanuel. In 1850, Pope Pius proclaimed
the celebrated dogma ot the immacalate con-
ception of the Virgin Mary, and on (he eighth
of December, 1954, a council of the bishops
of the church proclaimed that the Virgin
Mother of Christ had been oconceived free
from onginal sin, which dogma became part
of the belief of the church. In December,
1869, Pope Pius callad the acumenieal coun-
cil of the church for the purpose of estallish-
ing the doctrine of the infallibility of the
pope in all ex-cathedra teachings. The doc-
trine was adopted by an overwhelming ma-
jority. Dr. Dellinger, of Bavaria, and
Pere Hyncinthe, refused €0 accept the
new doctrine. The ocounml adjourned
in July, 1570, to meet in November, bat
lhe war between France and Germany pre-
vented the meeting. The Italian people
clamored for Rome us the capital of Italy,
and on the twentieth of September, 1870, the
Italian troops of Victor Emmanuel, under
General Cardonna, took possession of the
Eternal City, except that portion known as
Fhe Leonine City, comprising the Vatican and
ita surroundings, and soon a royal decreemn-
nounced the annexation of the papal States (o
Italy. The pope remained at the Vatican,

of

foreign courta. Oa the sixteenth of Jume,
1871, the pope completed the twenty-fifth
year of his pontificate. Throughont the year
1872, he confined himsalf to the palace of the
Vatican and St. Peter's, still refusicg
all overtures from the Italian government.
About the year 1872 the pope was attacked
with a severe uleeralion of the leg, and for
weaks a fatal termination of the malady was
expected, bui he recovered, and since that
time has beea an invalid confined to his pul-
ace. The dispatch from Rome, yesterday,
annoonced that the pontiff, at the age of
cighty-five vears, five months and twenty-
eight days, died at three o'clock in the after-
ncon. 1o the Catholic world it is announced
that Giovanni Maria Mastai Ferratti, or Pope
s IX, is dead. Muy he rest in pence.

EXTMUMING THE CARPETBAGGER

Bat it seems that men calling themselves
Democrats are ready to place in dffice those
who voted against enfranchising them in
1869! The people of Tennessee will
never aid in  promoting such men
over true and reliable Democrats who are out
of employment and made poor by the very
men now seeking office at the bands of those
against whose enfranchisement they voted
eight years ago, In Mississippi, an effort has
been made to retain in office Radicals, Bat
the people are indignant at the proposition.
The arguments used apply with equal force
to the attempt here in Tennessee to exhume
and restore to power the carpetbaggers.

The wédical
aud the legal profession in Lhe State
of Miseissippi can each boasta large number of
gentlemen of ability, purity of character, and
profound professional learning, coupled with
large exporience and a high and hornorable
sense of duty and responmsibility, both pro-
fessional and offi sal, and it is a calomny
upon the noble professions of law and of med-
icine to assume that the equal of Chief-Jus-
tice Simrall, as a judge, or the equal of Iir.
Compton, as a physician, cannot be found in
Mississippi. Judge Simrall came upon the
sapreme bench of the State with Judge Poy-
ton and Jonathan Tarbell. They were ench
the appointees of that Radical renegade,
James L. Alcorn, and as longz as he was in
power, his organ, the Mississippi Pilot,
confinued to announce that he placed none
but Republicans in office. Judge Peyton has
been gathered to his fathers, and 1 do not
propose to disturb _.his rest, Jona-
than Tarbell was called to Washington to
fatten upon the spoils of office. He iz now
reveling in & position where be eats the
bread of idlepess, and ke is paid
for most incapable and ineflicient service,
with money wrung from the impoverished
tax-payers of the ccuntry. 1 do not pro-
pose fo disturb Jonathan, or to deprive
him of his ill-goiten gains. That matter
will be attended to early in 1881, aftera
Democratic President is installed in office,
Chief-Justice Simrall came into office in com-

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AFLOAT AGAIN.

Mea-#ick — Strange Creatures of the
Deep—St. Louls Hospltality—VYenus

On the evening of Suturday, January 19th,
the San Jacinto and the delegations aboard i
left Nnssau for Cuba, each opea furnish
with his passport, without which there was
no admission on board, because without it
there was: no getting ashore at Havana.
Through the night the ship went smoothly
on along the Babama banks, but in the early
evening thers was a little swell with a conse-
quent diminution fat ibe supper-table from
nausea. The morning foucd the water as
smooth ns a pond, and a sharp lookout was
wi o kept for nautilus, fiying fish, porpoises
and sharks, all of which were seen at inter-
vals during this portion of the trip, both go-
ing and returning. Now and then sharp eyes
made ont an island or a lighthouse mn the
blue distance. The St. Leuis delegation dis-
tingunisbhed itself to day by inviting all on
board to a fine lunch of corned beef, crackers
and wine. Every article received unlimited
praise from the consumers, and every one of
them was of St. Louis produchon,down to the
mustard eaten with the beef. The latter was
in cans for exportation; the wine was a fine
article of native with and home make.
When night again covered the sea, the
bright stars beamed with tropical brilliancy,
Venus blazing with a light so daszling that
she-cast a broad wake of light on the water,
like a pathway for angels to tread in their
ministering visitations to this lower world.
In hushed yet eager voices the travelers spoke
to each other of the island that lay before
them Leyond the horizon, where beamed in
ineffable beauty some of the stars of the
Southern cross, that glorious constellation of
the other hemisphere. The discovery of that
tropie isle, the mutations of its history from
the time of the bold buccaneers and the
daring freebooters, down to the period when
brave but misgmded men fiom our own
shores lost life and fortune in attempting,
with vain effort, to win it from oppressive,
superstitions Spain, were all discussed with
deep interest. Cuba was diseovered by Co-
lumbuos October 10, 1492, and was his first
discovery of any important spot; it has borne
severpl names, but the original one, Cuba,
has survived them all. Columbus's son -
the first settloment npon it in 1511. The na-
tive Indians were effeminate and inoffensive.
The Spaniards were zealous for their conver-

Cuba is t.ge
largest of the West India islands; it lies in
the Caribbean sea,is @ hundred and thirty
miles sonth of Florida, forty-eight miles from
Hayti, ninety from Jamaica, and a hundred
and thirty from Yucatan, It is seven hun-
dred and fifty miles long, and its greatest
breadth is a bundred and twenty-seven miles,
It was once in the possession of the English,
who took it 1762. Havana, as we call it, La Ha-
bana is the Spanish name, is the metropolis
of the island, and the census returns it it
with two htindred and ffty thousand inhab-
itants. 1t is a hundred and fifty miles from
Cape Sable, in Florida, and six handred and
fifty miles southwest of New Ocl.ans.

The clunate iz equable, the ther-
mumeter averaging eighty-five degrees in the
winter and mavely gcltmfg above ninety de-
grees ab any time, or below seveiity degrees,
though occasionally northern gales bring it
down to sixty degrees; the nights are always
cool. The Cunban governing aulhority is ap-
pointed by the Spanish crown and is responsi-
ble to it alene, The appointment of Span-
iards, almost altogether, to places of profit
and honor, i1s resented by the young men of
the upper classes, who, from education,
travel, and social position, esteem themselves
entitled to a share in managing their coun-
try's affairs. The Roman Catholic religion is
the only one tolerated; the Almighty is for-
bidden any other worship, although that is
not the way the infolerants exprees it. It
was early morning when the travelers on the
San Jacnto first caught sight of the Cuban
shore off the Iaubr:ur-f. The land was cov-
ered with a pall of heavy fog that
enveloped the isle like a wind-
ing  sheel; mountain  and  valley,
forest and wvillage were covered up from
sight. Every glass on the ship was in requl-
sition; every eye was turned with serntinizing
gaze to any spol where a rent ia the fog per-
mitted a glanee at the landscape. The sun,
shining from a cloundless sky, at ]enft.h rolled
off, like a curtoin from a stage, the cloudy en-
velope, and the grand panorama of nature’s
own production lay spread out smiling and
beautiful; the valleys in the cool shade, the
hill tops lit up by the bright sunmlight, the
biue summits of the distant mountains here
and there closing in the distance. It wasa
fair scene,and must have gladdened the heart
of Columbus when he first gazed upon the
gueen of the Antilies and christened her Jua-
na. As we proceeded onward, the coast full
in view, all eyes and glasses were torned for-
ward, over the larboard bow, to cateh sight of
some olbject that would show where Hsvana
lay, and he was the hero of the moment who
was the frst fo call out, “The lighthouse at
Moro Castle!"" There was a moment ortwo of
euspense, then one, then another, called out
“*There 1t is!"" Those who had no glasses
borrowed of those who had, until were
assured that the lighthoyse was y in
sight. Yes! half hhdden by the fog, but visi-
ble from a ray of sunshine that fell on its
gray sides, stood the lighthouse, and we
were near the wltima Thule of our long
journey. Then the castle itself came into
view; then the houses, and soon the San
Jacinto was steaming on at the foot of the
steep rock from whose summit frown—dark,
stern, and threatening—the heavy walls of
Moro Castle, the defender of the narrow en-
trunce by which the splendid harbor of
Havana is reached. On we went,
our way among a crowd of sailing vesse
and steamers, from whose masts were dis-
played the colors of many a distant land.
Among them lay a first-class Spanish sloop-
of-war, conspicuous from her vast proportions
and the formidable guns whese destructive
jaws protraded from the yawning portholes,
Our anchor was let go. 'We had reached our
dostination. That wharf—those streets
opening upon it, were in Havana! Buatnot
yet could we set foot on that wha-f. Not yet
could we tread those narrow strects we were
panting to enter. There were two obstacles
still between us and Huvana. We could
reach the wharf only bLy being carried
there in oneof the numerous boals, each with
an awning at its stern, that crowded thickly
around us, for the steamer must anchor at a
distance, and send its freight ashore in light-
ers, The second obstacle was “‘red tape;”’ in
other words, there was a customhouse to
through, and passports to be examined. ;'o;
we could not gointo Havena yet. First, the
passports had to be countersi one by
one; bot we saw nobody weighed, nobody
measured, nobody's eyes and hair looked at
to see whether they agreed with the state-
ment on the document. In fact, while the
document was written upon, which they call
a rise, and stamped witgc;dnm enough to
make it a complete Illustrated News, the
owner of it was never even looked at; but he
was looked jor, and when found had to pay
two dollars and a half. They know how to
do some things in Havana as well as if they
bad received a Washington education,
and had enjoyed ‘“‘ring' practice.
