Roug, February 7.—The condition of the
pope changed serionsly for worse during the
night, and his holiness has already received
the last sacraments.

The cardinal vicar has been summoned to the
Vatican and an order has been given to t%_:uc’w:-
vent any person not specially authorized from
baving access to the pope’s apartmenta.
Egress from the Vatican 1s aleo prohibited.

The foreign cardinals have been summoned
by telegraph to Rome. Prayers for the
pope’s recovery are being offered in all the
churches in Rome.

THE POPE'S LAST MOMENTS,

Roxg, February 7.—The pope’s legs were
80 much better yesterday that he was able to
walk a few steps, but it is believed this exer-
tion was fstal. The change for worse oc-
curred at four o'clock in the morning, When
the death agony commenced the cardinals
were assembled n conucil in the next room,
but all, together with the bgfmihriu of the
papal court, were at hia side at the mo-
ment of his death. Cardinal Panebaranco
administered the last sacraments.

The ambassadors accredited to the Vatican
called to make inguiries during the morning;
King Humbert aleo constantly sent for infor-
mation. No one is admitted to the Vatican
except the Eontiﬁcal chamberlains, who are
charged with the office of guarding the corpse.
Mongignor Simeoni, cardinal secretary of
state, ordered the Osservatore Romano, the
daily organ of the Vatican, to suspend publi-
cation until to-morrow. The city is perfectly
tranquil. The authorities have taken all the
mensures they deem necessary. The police
and muonicipnl gunards prevent approach to
the Vatican.

ADDITIONAL PARTICULARS,

Loxnox, February 8.—There can be no
doubt as to the pope's death. The morning
journals folly comfirm the previous reports
trom Rome, A special from Rome states
that the news of the pope’'sdeath has alread
been officially announced, und gives the fol-
lowing particulars: The poge. at eight
o'clock on Wednesday might, felt a sndden
suffocation. He rallied several times, but said
to the L?hysicmna that ‘‘death wins this
time."” He was alternately lncid and wander-
ing. His last moments were lucid, and be
said: **Guoard the church I loved so well and
sacredly.¥ The im iate cause of death
was the closing of the wound in his leg,
which made the humors mount to the lun
and brain, Cardmals Manning and Howard,
and many others, were present at his death.
The conclave has commenced. Cardi-
nal Simeoni has demanded {roops,
and the government has acceded to his
request, The ambassadorsiuceredited to the
Vatican have gone in a body to view the
corpse. The Italian government insures the
independence of the conclave, and offers an
services that Cardinal Simeoni may demand.
Other accounts say the cause was the mount-
ing of water to the heart. The pope swooned
end was fin extremis at three o’clock, but
his death did not occur until after the time
announced in the first dispatch from Rome
torday. The aspect of the city is quict to
indiff ‘rence, stranﬁe!y confrating with its ap-
pearance on the death of King Victor Em-
manuel & month ago.

CONCERNING THE CONFLICT[N;G REPORTS
OF THE HOUR OF THE POPE 8 DEATIH.

Loxpox, February 7.—There seems to be
considerable conflict of statement as to
the actual hour of the pope's death. The
T'imes's dispatch from London states that at
three o'clock in the afternoon an official dis-
patch was sent to the chamber of deputics an-
nouncing that the pope died at half-past three
o’clock. Up to sunset the hoar
of ({Ieat?hwava still umrta:n ; gletith w;s tﬂle-
nied by the Vatican isans, ough they
agreed that the pope was dying, or could not
livé through the day. The sacrament was
exposed in St Peter's, but covered with a
white veil only. We were told that
the veil was to be removed
after the pope's death. The veil was
nob removed at five o'clock in the afternoon,
possibly from a vain desire to conceal the
event, The barracks surrounding the Vati-
can are crowded with troops. This precaun-
tion i# superfluous. No other movement
thun that of curiosity 1s perceptible among
the people.

The Fanfulla positively annonnces that
the pope died at forty-five minutes after five
in the afternoon, while n Reuter telegram
says filly-seven minater after four in the af-
ternoon.

A special dated Rome, Sunday might, says:
““At three in the afternoon the pope was in
articulo mortis. He appeared dead to all
but his physizians, who could defect a feeble
oscillation of the heart." In all the churches
the sacrament has been exposed.

A Berlin dispalch scye: *‘It is safe to say
that Germany’s policy toward the conclave
will be one of absclute non-interference if
not of indifference.”

A Rome correspendent of the Times says a
report is in circalation that Cardinal Di
tro has been elected pope by acclamation, but
it is not believed. The cardi is young
and highly thought of, liberal and concilia-
tory, but unlikely to have many votes.

FRAUDS IN CHURCHES,

The Hich Beetire Neleet Pews and the
Poor Cam Stand Around or Take
Back Seats,

The Hartford Times insicis that a great
deal of the money that goes to support some
high-toned churches comes originally from
sharp practice of one sort or another. 1t will
not do insucha case asthis to mention
names, but if propriety permitted, it would
be an easy matter to give hera a list of men,
prominent in np-town churches, who pay bigh

w rents and contribute to chorch subscrip-
geuna out of money that they made by actoal
fraud—frand at the customhouse, fraud in
Wall street, frauds in savings banks and -
surance companies, frand in business, und
fruud in scores of ways not necessary to spec-
ify. Some of these men are known to have
committed frand, and others are under such
suspicion as nothing but the clearest evidence
could remove, but are they obliged to take
back seats in the churches dn this account?
Not at all. On the contrary, they occapy the
very best pews, and are ifrequently more

rominent in church consultations than their

rethren who are neither known to be dis-
honest mnor suspected of being so. The
churches need money, of course—more, in
fact, than they can get—and some of them
not only tolerate the rich men who make
mone {)y means not strictly honest, but they
give them a sort of negative encouragement
to go on making money dishonestly by treat-
ing them with special consideration. This
may not be the case in all churches, but
it certainly iz the case in some. Not
one in New York has ever heard of a rich
man being denied choich membership becuause
he had shown more cunning than eonscience
in growing rich.
