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THE DOOM OF FRAUD.

Lawus Deo! Thomas C. Anderson, one ef
the returming-board rascals, who aided in
electing Hayes President by frand, forgery
and perjury, has been convicted of his crimes,
and will soon be sentenced to the penitenti-
ary. The other three members of the re-
turning-board are now languishing in prison,
and their conviction is certain, as the proofis
overwhelming. Hayes occupies the most
exalted position on earth. He cli.abed to this
lofty pinnacle by fraud, and, while he is
basking in a bright halo of honor, glory and
fame, the men who placed him there are to
be consigned to the penitentiary, and there
recerve as their share of the glory and honor
in which they clothed Hayes, striped suils
and shaved heads. What a mockery of
justice! What a commentary upon American
politics. Justice will not be satisfied until
John Sherman and all the “visiling states-
men,"" who aided and abetted the frand,are in-
dicted, convicted and sent to the penitentiary
in company with the villains they used to ac-
complish their frand on the American peo-
ple. There is no hope of escape for the
retuming-board  rascals. They have
been abaodoned by the  President,
by even Joe Bradley, and by
John Sherman and all the Radicals who usad
‘them as the barglar uses the crowbar with
which he prizes into the bank vavlt. The
only hope for the doomed scoundrels is in the
pardoning power of Nicholls, the Democratic
governor of Louisinna. We cannot believe
Governor Nicholls will be guilty of a crime
80 atrocious, for to pardon such villains as
they are would be an act of executive clem-
ency which wouald be denounced by the civil-
ized world. That frand was committed by
that board, even the men who helped to
place Mr. Hayes in the White Honse cannot
deny. It was the most outrageous swindle
ever perpetrated npon a free and liberty-
loving people. The electoral tribunal refused
to take cegnizance of the frauds, perjuries
and forgeries perpetrated by the returning-
board after the lust Presidential election, on
the ground that they were crimes agninst the

State. The Republican party has reaped |

the fruits of the theil these men perpetrated
on the country, at the same time claim-
ing that the Federal authority had no
power to invesfigale, The State courts of
Louisiana, to which the Democrats were refer-
red for a redress of their griavances, have in-
vestigated the fravds and anncunce to the
world that Hayes was elected by
fraud, and that he has grown rich
and famous on stolen goods while the
original thieves are to be sent to the
penitentiary. The conviction of the Louisi-
ana returning-board kmnaves will make the
seat which Hayes occupiea a public pillory
for the future, but it does not invalidate or
distarb his title to the Presidency. Nor
should it revive the electoral controversy.
There is no poesibility of unseating Ruther-
ford B. Hayes, and inangurating in his place
the man who waa legally elected Premdent.
Any result short of this would not only be of
no practical value, but it would not be worth,
from a moral point of view, the political ag:-
tation which the country must go throogh
before it could be reached. It must be re-
membered that the diflicalties in the way of
seating Mr. Tilden are not now, and never
have been, the lack of evidence touching
the fraud by which he was cheated
out of the Presidency. The reports of the
house committees ulone contain enough
proof of the crimes perpetrated by the Lowms-
iana returning-board and thke Florida can-
vissers, to convince any unbiased jury or
judge in the land, and the forged retumn of
Vernon parish, a fuc simile of which was
pablished by the press nearly a year ago,
would of itself be sufficient to condemn the
work of J. Madison *Tells and his three con-
federates. If nothing more than is now
known of the electoral conspiracy was ever
discovered, there would still be abandant ev-
idence to prove, in any court of justice which
would hear testimony on that point, that the
electoral vote was deliberately falsified in or-
der to count in Mr, Hayes. Bat no tribunal
has ever consented to try that canse. A year
ago the Republicans clmmed that even oon-
gress did not possess the power to go behind
the returns, and the electoral commission, to
which congress had delegated its own rights,
deciding that it could not go back of the re-
turns virtoally denied the power of congress
itself to doso. It was the decision which
wrecked the hopes of the Democracy and
thwarted the wills of the people. Bat
one course was left. The Uil creating
the electoral commission reserved to them
the right of appealing to the courts. Why has
that right never been exercised? The proofs
are as strong to-day as they were a year ago;
the desire to see Samuel J, Tilden President
Just as strong as then. The reason is only
too plain. That appeal wounld have had to
be tuken before the same judges who sat on
the commission, and when they voted to con-
summate the electoral frand public confidence
wi ‘pstroyed, not only in them, but in the
supreme conrt itsell. It is appalling, but
nevertheless the solemn truth, that there does
not exist in Amenca to-day a competent tri-
bunal before which the people can bring
their cause nnd have it tried on its merits.
No patriotic Democrat will now lend him-
self, inspired by the conviction of Anderson
on Thursday, and the certain conviction of
Wells, to an effort o revive the contest for
the imanguration of Tilden. Though it be
true that the courts are shut against justice,
the tribunal of the people is still open. To that
tribunal we shall appeal in 1880, and it is the
duty of comgress, not to spend its time in
fruitless agitation of a wrong that congress
itself has made irremediable, but to make a
repetition of the electoral fraud forever im-
possible. Justice demands this; the welfare
of the nation requires it; it is necessary to
the public peace, essential to public pros-
jerity, vital to the republic. Let those who
vwould pselessly plunge the country into the
«onfusion from which it so lately emerged,
jaunse in their madoess, [tis the voice of
the country which must be heard to-day, not

the clamor of disappointed and fretful poli-
ticians. Let jhe example of Samuel J. Til-
den, who steadfastly refused to enforce his
rights af the expense of public peace, be fol-
lowed now by every true patriof.

RECIFPROCITY WITH CUBA.

The late expedition to Cuba, and the con-
sequent publication of the heavy duserimina-
tion made there against American products,
has excited remarks not complimentary to
Spanish policy. It may, perhaps, be felt that
those remarks are not as just as those who
made them thought they were, in view of the
fact that our government also discriminates
against Cuba, and a proverb says *‘what is
sance for the goose is sance for the gander.”™
Il the policy is bad on the part of one of the
two countries, it is n~l good on the part of
the other. One of the articles Cuba =sapplies
us with is sugar, and if the Cubans put a
duty of six dollars on a barrel on our flour,
we put four dollars on the same weight of
their sugar, or two cents a pound. In the
tariff bill now before congress it is proposed
to extend that discriminating duty to twoand
a half cents a pound. The United States con-
sume annually one million two bundred thou-
sand tons of sugar; of this, Louisiana grows
a hundred thousand tons,and one million one
hundred thousand tons come from Cuba and
elsewhere, and is & superior product to our
own. In order that Louisiana may grow
its few hogsheads of sugar, every house-
keeper in the United States must pay one
dollar and thirty cents for sugar that, if Lou-
isiana would grow corn, tobacco or cotton ine
stead of sugar, would cost only one dollar.
The protectionist has his arguments to defend
this state of things, and all we call attention
to at this time is that the argument in favor
of this tax against Cuba, is equoally cogent
when engaged in favor of Cuba’s tax against
the United States. We diseriminate against
that island, they discriminate against us, and
the puerile effort made on both sides to gain
an advantage over the other, ends in both of
them suffering, the one from dear flour, and
the other from dear sugar. The worst mis-
chief of all is that Louisiana, being protected
against competition, fails, like all monopo-
lists, to improve its manufacture; owing to
not having the best methods of extracting the
saccharine substance, len to twenty per cent.
of it is lost in the begasse. The fact 18 that
our government should be called upon, as is
shown in the report of the Memphis Cuba
delegation that was published in the Arprar,
to demand of Spain a reciprocity trealy,
which should be so arranged that each nation
should be gainers, not losers, by its wise pro-
visions,

COMMERCE ON THE MISSISSIPPL

The St. Louis papers show that they are
fully alive to the new ground for actionin
agitaling river improvement, that is supplied
by the plan laid down by Captain Eads, and
which makes the interesta of those seeking
relief from overflow on the lower Mississippi,
and of those sceking uninterrupted nawniga-
tion on the upper river, one and common.
As soon as the whole population of the valley
of the Mississippi grasp this fact, and act
opon it, the favorable concarremce of con-
gress is secured. The same papers assure us
that even without the eoming improvement,
commerce on the river is increasing, owing
to the way the uransportalion ‘“pools’ on the
river have been broken up. ““The revolution,”
says the 8t. Louis Republican, ‘iz only be-
gnning, and yef it has changed the old cur-
rent of commerce.” The same paper also
states: ‘“The jetties have already made the
exportation of grain vic New Orleans a da-
cided success, and the mcrease in the boat
and barge tonnage in the lower river trade
gives token of the extraordinary growth in
that trade which has already taken place, but
wlrich is only a forewarning of what is yet to
come,’”” The fact is that free access to the
sea by the jetties will revolutionize the Mis-
sissippi tride, and every city onits banks will
share the benefit, Memphis included.

HON. CASEY YOUNG.

While the people of Tennessee are rejoic-
ing at the restoration of Senator Harris to
his usual health, they will read with deep
and profound regret the telegraphic reports
which represent Hon, Casey Young as seri-
ously ill. 1t is to be hoped, after a few days
rest, he will be able to occupy the seat which
he adorns. The death of Casey Young at
this time would be a calamity to the people
of this congressional district. The popular
verdict seems to be that he has been a most
useful member of congress. His moderation
and tact, his firmness and courage, and his
assiduous attention to his duties has made
bim a most valuable and popular member of
congress. Colonel Young has been in con-
gress long enough to acquire that experience
without which great abilities are unavailable.
The people of the tenth congressional dis-
trict are proud of their representative in con-
gress, ghd deeply sympathize with ham in his
sickness, and unite in expressing the hope
that he will soon be found in his place, still
laboring to serve the constituents he has
already served so faithfully and satisfactorily.

CHEROKEE EDUCATION.

Louis Journal of Education assures
us that not only are the Cherokees enlight-
ened, but they are entitled to be treated as
an industrious and progressive people. They
value education. The legislatures guard it
with wise enactments, The people look upon
their schools as the principal means of future
prosperity. They bhave a system of prosper-
ous common schools that are successfully ed-
ucating their youth. The nation is divided
into three educational districts, each one
having its commissioner who inspects its
schools, which are tanght during ten months
in the year, two terms of five months each,
with examinations at the close. Most of the
teachers are Cherokees, and compare favor-
ably with those of the States. This is grati-
fying testimony to the good sense and wis-
dom of the Indimns. Let them make their
youth intelligemt, and their national advance-
ment is certain.

SuovLp the sarrender of the Turks end in
the establishment of peace, a vast amount of
Russian wheat will come upon the European
markets. Statements made in commercial
circles say there are eight million bushels in
store at Odessa and other ports; and twelve
million bushels on the lines of railroads be-
yond Odessa and Sebastopol. A St. Peters-
burg paper estimates that no less than forty
million bushels are available for export from
the Black sea and the sea of Azof. A
knowledge of these facts bas caused holders
in the New York market to unload largely at
a reduction of price. The effect of this stata
of things upon the market is anxiously looked
for, and it is possible that American grain
may be hurried upon the British market to
forestall arrivals from the Ballic.

AT THE CUBAN CAFITAL.

IHavana Mmoke —Independent Explo: a-
tion-The Lingo—The First Start -
Narrow Streets—Mad and Flith
—Colored Hounses and ¥Fiat
Boofs—The Inside of
Havanr,

Letter No. 15.

At last we are in Havana, a place the name
of which is known wherever, cigars are
smoked, for it is a city made famous by
smoke, and its merchants grow rich by smoke.
Yet it is not a smoky aty, for chimneys to its
houses are not common. With interminable
miles of streets, numerous statoes, squares,
fifty fountains and two hundred and fifty
thousand mhebitants, and only two or three
days to explore it in, what are we to say about
it? When time is hmited, there is a_choice
of one of two ways in setting about investi-
gation. One wayv 1s called “sight-seeing,”
and comsists in looking over as many halls,

es, aces, picture galleries, etc., as
time will allow the traveler to visit. In this
way much is seen that the residents them-
selves know nothing about. Few Londoners
climb to the top of the monument on Fish
street hill, but almost every countryman or
foreigner that enters the city does so. Be-
sides this sight-seeing there is the system of
exploration, properly so-called. This con-
sists, not in seeing certain carious and noted
places in the city—though some of them will
incidentally come into view—but the city it-
self. This is done by industriously exploring
the mercantile and manufacturing localities,
the fashionable quarters, and the suburbs,
including what the Londoners call *‘the back
slums,” the abodes of poverty and the haunis
of vice. A city, like a man, has its Ehysiog—
nomy, and this is the way tosee what that
¥hyalognomy is—it is the way we tried. In
act, we traced the streets from center to cir-
cumference, but to attempt to delineate on
r what we saw, is like brying to construct
a :iictionary of the iangun spoken at Ba-
bel. After passing through the purgatory of
the customhouse, we were driven up to the
hotel Pasaje on the Prado. We then learned,
from the stammering French of the lady who
acted as housekeeper of the establishment,
and who wore a golden key, set with jewels,
at her m as o sign of her office, that Ha-
vana was 8o filled with French, Americans,
English and Germans, that space for all was
hard to find. We discove that not only
was the Pasaje—where the Memphis delega-
tion secared quarters—but the other three
principal hotels, the Telegrafo, the Ingle-
terra, and the San Carlos, were aleo crowded
to the utmost. Bustle, rush, movement,
either of business or pleasure, or both, the
crowds everywhere, and the rapid dashing to
and fro of endless carriages, ill agreed with
the character for laziness and ease usually
given to Havana, and contrasted wondertully
with the guietude and inactivity too common
in the cities of our own dear land. No
sooner were we settled than off we started
mto the streets, But no quicker had we
planged into the midst of the harrying erowd
than a harsh difficulty occurred to our mind.
We hate guides, and all the mechanical ways
of looking at things with other people’s eyes,
and being under their direction as to the
when and the where of our going, and had
therefore started alone, not even asking a
question about our way of asoul. By and
by, when we forgot ourselves in the excite-
ment of novelty soas fo become thorough-
ly Jost among labarynthine streets,
leading we knew not where—how should we
find our way back to the hotel, when we were
completely ignorant of the language every
man, woman and child was shattering and
yelling out all around us, in a way not al-
ways consistent with the Spanish reputation
for gravity? It seemed a difliculty sufficigntly
great to justify a recourse fo help. But no—
we felt bound to do the duty of all good
Americans, and conquer difficalty, not let
difficulty conquer us. We therefore took a
good look at the hotel so that we might know
it , and at the Prado on whieh it is sit-
u ; then selecting a large church we
could see near tue entrance of the harbor, we
made for that as a starting point. 1f was
reached, then turming in a direction up the
harbor and llel with it, we copied down
the name of each street running down to the
barbor in the order we crossed them—Paula,
Merced, Jesus Maria, Acosta, Sol, and so0 on,
until we had fifteen of them—we never saw
one of them, or the Prado, again, wiilout
knowing where we were, and if we got lost
in any obscure portion of the ity we had enly
to make for this quarter (to know where
we were. We afterward got a map, but
the know_led;ie obtained as we have
described enabled us to walk andywhere with-
out hesitation, and we never had any trouble.
The next difficulty to be conquered was the
language, for we must ask questions some-
times. This was a ;Ereal:cr difﬁculg than the
other, as every Dutcbman knows. Going into
a store or two and picking something up we
found that by writing, or holding up as many
h‘uﬁers as we meant cents or dollars, we
could get along far enough to know that Ha-
vana folks asked astounding prices, and
showed wonderful readiness in dropping five
or ten cents at a time, when the article was
not taken. At length we found a plan that
worked" pretty well; choosing a substantial
looking store, or a passer-by with an intelli-
gent face, we put the following question, if
in a store, “Y a-t-il quelqu’ un ici qui parle
Francais, or any one who speaks English?"
A few attempts would be sure to find some-
body who spoke one language or the other,
but most commonly it was the French, These
points settled, we could begin to look around
us with some comftort and confidence, neither
annoyed by extortionate hackmen, mor led
here and there at the pleasure of a hired
guide. The first thing we remarked was,
naturally, the streets we were walking
throngh. The city iz exactly a European
town, except that its streets are straighter,
and its blocks more regular. Havana 1s less
erooked than the old portion of Boston, but
the streets are very narrow; n y, the
footwalk will barely permit two persons to
pass each other; often there 1s only space for
one individual. Passengers usually take the
gide of the etreet that brings the night hand
to the wall; if they are on the other, it is
they who step off the sidewalk when & per-
son commf in the opposite direction has to be
. To prevent vehicles meeting in the
narrow streets, ample provision is made, by
placing at each corner of the blocks, on busy
streets, the word bajada, go up, or subida, go
down, with a hand pointing the direction to
be taken. In this way vehicles do not comein
collision, all of them in a given street taking
the same direction. In the important parts of
the city the streets were well paved with stones,
sometimes on the Russ—large bl ome-
times on the excellent Belgian system—smail
stones. Inother places, even on some 1m-
portant thoroughfares, there was no pave-
ment at all, and the state of things was fear-
ful—{he mnd was deep and as fetid as a pu-
trefying cesspool; green water stood in loath-
some pools; meglected corners reeked with
offensive smells. But the subject is too dis-
agreeable to dwell upon; we have said
enough to show that Havana *‘is not all the
fancy painted her," and that the yellow-fever
scourge, when it comes, is only nghteous ret-
ribution. The worst of this matter is that
no place offends more than the market
spaces; where cleanliness ought to be con-
spicuous filth reigns to an extent bayond con-
ceTtwn—ooz’mg mud and vile liguid fill every
hollow, and boards bave to be laid over them
to step on. The Prado, the boulevards, and
some streets in the “respectable’ quarters
are wide, with broad sidewalks well paved.
There are many squares with fine palms
and other trees, statues and fountains,
and what is well, they are generlly
kept in good condition, men bemng perpetual-
ly at work cleaning the markbles, sweeping the
walks, and tending the flowers and shrubs.
Tuorning from the streets to the houses, the
American traveler finds something wholly
unlike what he is used to at home. In the
first place, the houses are rarely more than
two stones high; they are occasionally cov-
ered with red tiles, but flat roofs are more
common, and upon them are frequently seen
children at play, goats, chickens and pigeons
are kept there, and the inhabitants are seen
lounging npon them chatting, smoking, or
sewing, according to their sex. The greatest
thing that distinguishies the Cuban houses
from ours is their light dnd varied colors.
The large residences have wmmOuIE a quad-
rangle in the center, which is reached from
the street by [a porte cochere. Within this
space there are, in good houses, shrubs and
flowers, in others cattle, wagons, etc. The
front is, therefore, not alway= facing the
street. Windows on the street are
not  universal; they are usually
very long, up and down, frequent-
ly anglazed, always have iron bars stretching
rom top to bottom, with shutters inside.
The whole appearance is as different as can
be from the frontages on our own sireets, bat
the heavy effect of the large amount of blank

ns, and other shades, but always light.
is diversity of colors relieves the eye in a
way our red and brown brick frontssadly fail
to do, and the light hues give acheerful cffect
to the peculiar and not handsome style of
structure.

AMYSTERY TO BE SOLVED.

Jones Found Dead Beside his
slceping Companion, Jesse
Bloodworth.

Lonoke Demacrat, Tth: On Thursday even-
mg of last week Mr. Jesse Bloodworth and
one F. M. Jones, who live in Petius town-
ship, about twelve miles south of Lomoke,
were returning from Litile Rock, where they
had been to sell cotton, and as they were
passing through Williams township they
were discovered by some colored megf just
after dark, eome distance from the roadsde,
where they found Mr. Jones dead. The par-
ticulars, as near as we can glean them, are as
follows: A short time before nightfall the two
men in question passed the Cagle farm, both
highly intoxicated, in a Wagon Grawn by
oxen. As the wagon drew up to this place
the oxen seomed to be suffering for food, and
left the romd, making for some cotfon-:
they saw on the ground. Mr. Roger M’'Rae
was standing close by the seed watching
the maneavers of all parties concerned. Mr.
Bloodworth, after convarsing for a time with
his companion, alighted from the wagon and
tarned the team back 1ato the road, and nei-
ther one of the wagoners seemed to take any
notice of Mr. M'Rae standing by n
then moved on, seemingly in good order, but
did not continue to do so long; as theym"he‘!
the timber the team again left the road, ana
the wagon soon became hopelessly entangled
in the brush. A short time after dark the
attention of some negroes was attracted by
loud and continued hallooing by some ome
who seemed to be in great distress,and goin
inthe direction of the sound they soonreach
the scene. There they met Mr, Bloodworth,
who had made the noise, and who told the
negroes that thare was a dead man there,and
he (Bloodworth) wanted the negroes to take
care of the dead body. The negroes imme-
diately left the scene and went to inform the
township constable of the affair. The con-
stable and posse proceeded to the spbt and
found Mr. Bloodworth lying by the side of
the dead man, with a wagon-sheet drawn
over them,sound asleep, and when Mr. Blood-
worth was arcused he gave the constable his
pocketbook, telling him at the same time that
some one had been trying torob him all
night. The men looked around, found a few
saplings freshly cut, which were supposed to
have been chopped down in order to free the
wagon. A verdict rendered by a coroner’s
jury of inquest was to the eifect that Jones
came to his death from a stroke in the head
with an ax. Mr. Bloodworth was then ar-
rested by Constable Jones, of Williams town-
ship, and Justice John Reed being absent,
Mr. Roger M'Rae brought Mr. Bloodworth to
Pettus township, and turned .him over jto
Constable W. T. Ferguson, whoZbrought the
;irisoner to Lonoke. But as the sad affuir
did not happen in this township, and there
being no affidavit made npon which Justice
Beard could issue a warrant for Bloodworth’s
arrest, Constable Ferguson carried him back
to Pettus township. Upon being arrested,
Bloodworth declared that he knew nothing
of the way in which the niurder was com-
mitted, and claims to be innocent, and that
no one was with them that he knows of.

HOLLINS'S TURTLE.

How & Peaceful Merchant Ship was
Made to do Duty as a Terrifler
of a Union Fleet.

Portsmouth (N. H.) Chronicle: A recent
notice of the Confederate Commodore Hol-
ling recalls to mind the career and end of one
of the *‘unlecky ships' built on the Piscata-
gqua—the Mary Kingsland. This ship was
built in this aty by the late George Raynes,
in 1839; she was of a fine model, and regis-
tered about eighl hundred tons—a large ship
for those days. After she was launched her
loading up and fitting out were carried on to-

ether, and one day a bale of pressed hay
fell out of 3 the shings when high im air
and struck o man named Pike, who was at
work on the main hatch coamings. The man
was taken to Mr. Raynes’s house, and every-
thing possibie done for him, but he soon died.
A post-mortan examination was held, and
the physician who made it eame near losing
his life from blood-poisoning, having been
infected through an abrasion of the skin
on his hand. It was quite a job to get a
crew for the =ship when she was
ready for the sea, the local mariners de-
clining to go in her, shaking their heads
and aseerting that she would always be
an “‘anlucky ship,”” having caused a man’s
death before she ever dropped her keel in
blue waftcr. B?lt}fhc wenlt to s(tlta, tglok hf,;
cargo of pressed hay, apples and pots

a soulthern port, and went into the 'ﬁton
trade. Il lnck followed her, for after mak-
ing many successful trips she aj last took fire
while lying, cotton loaded, at New Orleans,
and was burned to the water's edge. The hulk
was sold, fitted with powerful engines, and
made into a towboat, and ran for years be-
tween the gulf and New Orleans. On the
breaking out of the rebellion she was seized
by the rebels, and Hollins (who had deserted
from the Union navy to join the Confederacy)
altered her machinery to snit her new career,
fitted her with a powerful ram, and built a
convex iron ﬁhelfoall over her, so that she
looked not unlike o mammoth turtle. Hol-
lins called her the Manassas, but her popalar
name was **Hollins’s turtle.” It was the old
blary Kingsland, transferred into this won-
derful “‘turtle,” that caused such a pame
among the Union men-of-war blockading the

ief and total destruction when Farragut’s

eet fought its way past the forts to New
Orleans, In Flag-Officer Farragut's report
to the secretary of the navy of the fight with
the forts and the rebel fleet, on the night of
March 23 and 24, 1862, he tells how his ship,
the Hartford,was crowded ashore by attempt-
ing to avoid a fire-raft that was pushed 5
the Muanassas, and which the ram did succee
in forcing against the Hariford, setting her
“‘on fire half way up to her tops.” After the
Union fleet had passed the forts and destroy-
ed eleven of the rebel vessels, the Manassas
still kept up the the fight, and Farragut or-
dered the Mississippi, one of the big old
side-wheelers, to run her down. The Mis-
sissippi went at her with full speed, but
when within fifty yards of her the ram dodged
and ran ashore; but though she enuld escape
the huge steamer she could not dodge
her missiles, and two broadsides of
pine-inch solid shot at close ravge rid-
dled her like a sieve. She surrendered, and
a boat’s crew and engineer went on board
her; but the prize crew was recalled, the
prize set on fire, given another broadside,
and sent down the river a wreck. When she
got down abreast of Commander Porter's
mortar boats she was shot at again by two
steamers and some of the mortar vessels; but
Porter soon found she was on fire and_sink-
ing, “her pipes twisted and riddled with
shot, and her hull well cut up.” Porter
*“tried tosave her as a curiosity, i getting
2 hawser around her and securing her to the
bank, but just after doirg eo she {aintly ex-
ploded. Her only gun went off, and emitting
ﬂn_mo:lt.hll-]augh hcr,li)ow port lci‘ktii?:me bu,
animal, she gave a plunge an appeare
under the wﬁ&r." p.-\nd thus the forl:nidable
ram Manassas, once the peacetul merchant-
ship Mary Kingsland, finished her career.
