RAILWAY LAND GRANTS.
The secretary of the interior has declined

to disturb his decision of October 12th in the
case of M. C. Streeter vs. the Missouri. Kan
sas and Texas railroad company. A review
was sought bv the com Dan v on the
that the land involve had been patented to
the company, and, in consequence thereof,
the claim of Streeter was not confirmed by
the act of April 21, 1876. The secretary,
however, declares the statute mandatory, and
declares patents shall issue in all cases com-
ing within its provisions. This establishes
the principle that that law is retrospective
in its provisions applying to cases adjudicated
as well as those requiring original action.
Tho act above referred to confirms the home
stead and pre-empti- entries on lands with
in tne rauroau limits made prior to the re-
ceipt, by district land officers of the depart-
ment, of the letter withdrawing lands; and
also confirms tbe entries based on prior entry,
which were valid and subsisting at the re-
ceipt of such letter of withdrawal. This
covers many entries made after the definite
locations of the railroads but prior to the
withdrawals, and in this respect changes ma-
terially the practice of the department, as the
grants have heretofore held to be ef-
fective from the date of location, evidenced
by the acceptance of maps of survey, etc., in
lue department.

The Cause or an Immense Outpouring of

the Pittsburg Masses Yesterday, at
which Speeches were made by

Sereral

Prominent Manufacturers in Opposition

to the Sew Tariff Schedule Pending

before Congress A Series of ,

Resolutions Adopted.

Free Trade and Sailors' Bights not the
Sentiment of that Meeting, bat High

Tariff Bates Regarded the
Saving Power.

PrrTSBUBG, February 9. The public dem-
onstration in this city, to-da-y, in favor of
tariff and the protection of home industries,
bv action, was one of the larg
est and most enthusiastic ever held in this
city. The street parade, composed of man-
ufacturing and laboring men, was very large,
and the best of order was maintained during
the march. The parade, composed of six di-

visions, moved at eleven o'clock. After
marching through the principal streets, it
proceeded to the Exposition building, on Alle-
gheny street. The body of men, marching
four abreast, were nearly two hours passing
a given point, and the number in line is esti-
mated at fully fifteen thousand. The proces-
sion was hearted by General James S. Neg-le- y,

chief marshal and staff, and Mayor Lid-del- l.

The manufacturing and mining inter-
ests of western Pennsylvania, eastern Ohio
and West Virginia, were fully represented,
the manufacturers having closed their estab-
lishments to enable their employes to take
part in the parade. The number of men
from each establishment varied according to
the number employed, and ranged from fifty
iin to sixteen hundred. The music was fur
nished by fifty-o- ne bands, and hundreds of
banners, with appropriate mottoes, were dis-

played. The movement was very orderly,
and, notwithstanding the dreadful condition
of the streets,

THE BEST OF ORDER PREVAILED.

At the Exposition building was assemled
avast crowd. The enterior of this mammoth
structure had been gaily decked for the occa
sion with banners, flags and mottoes strung
around its walls, lhree stands tor speasers
had been erected, one at each end and the
third opposite the central entrance. Penn-
sylvania occupied the central stand, West

irginia the east end and Ohio the west end.
About two o'clock the vast assemblage was
called to order from the Pennsylvania stand
by R. S. Warring, Esq., and the three meet-
ings were organized simultaneously. At the
main stand B. F. Jones, Esq., of the Ameri-
can iron works, was chosen chairman, with a
full list of ts, representing all
the industrial interests of the community.
The meeting being thus organized, Chairman
Jones addressed the assembly, lie expressed
surprise that after our former experience of
free trade the law-make- rs should persist in

TINKERING WITH THE TARIFF.
Protection of our industries is right as a prin-
ciple and absolutely necessary as a policy, if
we desire peace and prosperity in our bor-
ders. Practical free trade between nations,
about which so many visionary theorists,
hired advocates and designing traders prate
so much, is absurd. It does not, never did,
and never can exist. It is a fallacy to sup-
pose that a reciprocity of trade is necessary to
induce foreign countries to buy the products
of our farms and plantations. They will not
buy under any circumstances only what they
must have, and they will purchase that in
the cheapest market. '

At the close of Mr. Jones's remarks, Mr.
W. P. Shiras moved the appointment of a
committee on resolutions, which was done,
when

- MB. JOHN H. RICKETSON
was --introduced, and spoke at considerable
length. After stating the purpose for which
the meeting had been called, he appealed to
tho American people to judge the system of
protection by its fruits, and say whether his-
tory does net show, and observation prove
that it has secured the greatest good to the
greatest number of people, and given us a
foremost place as a nation. Mr. Ricketson
quoted from the last report of the secretary
of the treasury to show that a reduction at
this time is not necessary. On the thirtieth
