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“THE SOUTHERN INDUSTRIES."

This is the name of the puoblication at
Nashville by W. T. Hatch, assistant commis-
sioner of emugration. It contains many val-
uable suggestions, and is doing much toward
imnducing immigration into Tennessee, Mr.
Hateh, in the last number of his publication,
says: “We have endeavored to tell the
truth, and disabuse the minds of both north
and south, correcting the false reports and
impressions set afloat by designing politicians
and vindictive men, We, and all who have
watched the success of these obscure and qui-
et agencies, are greatly surprised and grati-
fied nt their success. Thousands in the north
who had been taught that life and property
are nolt safe in the south have been induced
to come south, have been delighted with the
country and people, and have settled here,
Thonsands in the south who had imbibed
strong prejudices against northern people
bhave completely fraterpized with them, and
a tide of immigralion has been turned south
that will go on increasing until capital and
skill will so far develop its wonderful re-
sources as to make it the richest and most
desirable section of the Union. Six months
ago the imnugration to Tennessee alone was
less than two bhundred a month. It has now
increased to nearly one thousand a month, as
ascertained by the bureau of immigration.
This will rapidly increase from month to
month and year lo year,"

HAYES THREATENS VENGEANCE.

The conviction of Anderson has been the
epurk to fire the Presidentinl magazine,
Bherman has already exploded with wrath,
and Hayes will touch himself off n a few
days. He is represented as saying that if the
returning-board rascals are sent to the peni-
tentinry he will renounce his conciliatory pol-
icy toward the south, and make a vigorous
crusade against every man in the south who
has been indicted by the government. This
proposition, so monslrous, 80 unbecoming a
President who professes to be governed by
statesmanship and justice, instead of the
pelty revenge of a malignant hatred, has
brought Postmaster-Gieneral Key to the front.
The special correspondent of the Cincinnati
Enquirer says:

It is learned at a late hour to-night that the
discussion in the calbinet to-day over the re-
turning-board waxed so warm that the Pres-
ident was obliged to summarily end the ses-
sion to prévent an open rupture, Key, who
has hitherto been a very passive factor in the
cabinet discussion, took & very active and
positive part in to-day’s debate. He took
very decided ground 1n opposition to Sher-
man and M'Crary, These two worthies were
eager to interfere at once—favored putting
down what they were pleased to term mob
violence in New Orleans, and a resurrection
of the rebel spint, by the strong arm of the
military if necessary. Koy opposed this dos-
trine vigorously, and asserted that the affair
wis & State affair, and that neither the Pres-
ident, the cabinet nor congress ought to in-
terfere with the course of the law in Louisi-
ann. The discussion was very heated, and
may result in a change in the cabinet, In-
deed, Key intimated that if the old policy of
Federal interference was to be revived, he
could not remain in Lthe cabinet.

Beore one for Judge Key, Any interference
of the administration with the conviction and
punichment of Anderson and Wells would
dwarf into insignificance any of the usurpa-
tions of (irant., The bitterness and uneasi-
ness of Hayes, Sherman and Mathews indi-
cales a consciousness of guilt, and a fear that
unless they do something Anderson and
Welle will squeal, and make a clean con-
fession as lo who induced them to commit
the frands by which the people were cheated
out of the President they had elected. The
gasconade, rint and bluster of Hayes, Sher-
wan and Mathews is an old game. In time
of baltle the Chinese beat their gongs, and
mnke every conceivable racket for the pur-
pose of intimidating the enemy. The clash-
ing of spears and shields saved the infant
Jupiter from the devouring Saturn; bat the
tin-pan thonder of Hayes, Sherman and
Mathews will not drown the cries of Ander-
son and Wells, or saye them from punish-
ment. The civilized world believes that the
Louisiana returning-board is guilty of
perjury and forgery. This has
been demonstrated to Lhe satisfaction
of the country, and if the courts of Louisiana
had connived at the erime, they would have
received and deserved the contempt of every
man who respects law and order. The rant
and fustan of those who profited by the fraud
will strike no terror to the people of Lousi-
ana. They have learned how to wait and
how to endure. Hayes cannot subject them
to more croelties than those they o0 long en-
dured, and they wounld accept LLe persecu-
tions of the past rather than commit perjury
by declaring innocent four notorious rascals,
solely for the purpose of appeasing the wrath
of those who profited by the villainy. But,
thank God, Hayes cannot carry out his infa-
mous threat. *‘He cannot pull down Nicholls
and Hampton and pul up Packard and
Chamberlain; he cannot re-establish carpet-
bag rnle; he cannot return these emancipated
communitiea to their former bondage; he can-
not bring back to place and power the white
and black koaves who filled their pock-
ets the ecxpense of a helpless
ple. Bot he may go far enough in the
wrong direction to show that it was expes-
diency and not principle which sent him in
the nght dwection. He cannot seriously
burt the south, but he can damage himsolf
past all redemption. We give lnm credit for
too much common sense, as well as honesty
and honor, to believe he has any such inten-
tion as is nitnbuted to him." He may wish
the returning boird had Leen let alone, but
be will hardly tie himsell to the Louisiana
quartetle and go to the bottom with them.
If Hayes undertakes to conviet the men of
the south who are under indiclments in the
United States courts simply because the
people of Lounisiana would not obey his
orders and turn loose upon society four no-
torious forgers and pegjurers, he would go
down to posterity as a malignant Lrute, de-
voul of shame or justice, and as governed Ly
the morality of the savage who avenges the
death of a comrade by slaying the first man,

woman or child which he meete. *'Lex tal-

iomis’" 15 a4 despicable passion even in war,
but in times of when a
christian people profess to be governed by
law, constitutiops, order and justice,
it is revolling o bhomanity. There are, no
doubt, men in the south, rebels, who, like
Wells and Anderson, bave been indicted for
commitling forgery and perjury. Let all
such be made to endure the penalty which
the law inflicts on such crimes. But, in the
pame of humanity and the civilization of the
age, it ia to be hoped that the Premdent of a
great people is not so base as to organize
courts with instructions to convict rebels,
simiply because the evidence was so over-
whelming as to foree twelve sworn juroms in
New Orleans to reuder a verdict of guilty
against four men whose erimes are as fagrant
and glaring as the noonday's sun.

Stevens
ig a full-blooded negro, and is about thirty
years of age. He was born a slave, but has
gradonated at two colleges—one a eolored in-
stitntion of Richmond, and the other of
Philadelphia.

ment. He sang several current =ongs,
usually sentimental, but sometimes comie,
playing an accompaniment. By that
time a dense throng had collected,
and everybody wondered what was meant by
the free entertainment. They found out im-
medintoly, for Mr, Sunkey, standing at the
tailboard of the wagon, delivered a harangue
on the wonderful *‘Instant Relief*’ that he
bad to sell.

In short, no pain could withstand *“Instant
Relief,”" He kept urging the afilicted to
come to the wagon, much in the manner that
revivalists beseech sinners to come to the
penitential bench, until he was sucoessful
in getling a patient on whom to try the
liquid, *‘Instant Relief"” was of the fawmil-
1ar class of lotions, with laudanum for a prin-
cipal ingredient, that rurely fail to deaden
Fain immediately on being: applied. There-
ore, having secured somebody with an ache
or pain, Mr. Sankey was able to convinece his
hearers that “Instant Relief"’ was sometbing
that they could not afford to do without.
Sales followed fast, Mr. Sankey continuned
his barangue as he sopped the aching spots
with the lotion, while his assistants bhanded
oul bottles and took in fifty-cent shinplasters.
Whenever the sales lagged, and the people
vegan to disperse, he sat down at the melo-
deon and sang several songs. Mr. Sankey
went throngh the country wilh his novel es-
tablishment, and at times was reinforced by
other singers. When he was in the Hudson
river and western Massachusetts citiesa young
woman sang duoets with him, and the party
included a comic singer, The upshot of this
Lnsiness i not kmown, but it certainly had
the appearance of prosperity. Not long after-
ward Mr. Sankey sanﬁ in a Chicago revival,
in copjunction with Mr.

SUPEREME JUDGES,

Ax Important Electivn (o Come off the
Present Year -How it MlLould be
Held, Ete,

Kuoxville Tribune, 12th: Oane of the wost
important of the many elections to be held
by the people of Tennessev, this year, is that
for judges of the supreme court. We some
time ago called attention to the fact that,
while t‘)z.m schedule to our new conmstitution

rovided that the supreme court should at
gn‘t consist of six judges, and that six were
chosen at the first election, the court was per-
manently reduced to five judges bg the death
of Judge Nicholson, the same baving oc-
curred after the first day of January, 1373,
The schedule, on this point, provided that
“in the event any vacancy shall occur in the
c¢hice of eitherof said ,iudtaesm.'lmfI time after
the first day of January, 1573, it shall remain
unfilled, and the court shall from that time
be constituted of flve judges." Some per-
sons, with apparent seriousness, have ad-
vanced the notion thal Judge Nicholson's
death left a permanent vacancy in the repre-
sentation ol‘pehliddle Tennessee upon the
bench, and that the court must heneeforth, or
until the constitution is ameaded be composed
of two judges from East Tennessee, two from
the western and one from the middle division.
As n legal proposition we think such a theory
simply absard, The constitotional intent
that the permanent vacancy should apply to
the body of the court, and not to the grand
division in which it might chance to occur, is
too plain, it seems to us, to admit of serious
argument. The permanent constitational
provision establishing the supreme court pro-
vides that *1t shall consist of five judges, of
whom not more than two shall reside in an
one of the grand divisions of the State,” and,
also, that the legislatare shall bave power to
prescribe sach rules as may be necessary to
carry out the provisions' of the section cre-
ating the court. In the exercise of this power
the regzulnture of 1869-70 proceeded to pass
an act prescribing the mode of holding the
election and the manner of voling for su-
preme jodges. Inasmuch as the coming
August election will be the first one held for
five Judges, it will be weli for the people to
rive some attention to the provisions of the
aw referred to, since they are somewhat
peculiar, and will require s technical compli-
ance to give effect to the intention of the
voter. We therefore guote from chapter 23,
acts of 1869-70, second session, the section
applicible to the subject in hand:
ec. 8. He it further enacted, That on the
first Thursday 1n August, 1378, and forever
thereafter e\regy eight years, there shall Le
elected in this State, by the qualified voters, five
judges of the supreme court of the State of
lennessee, and judges of such circuit and
chancery, and other courts as are or may be
established by law; and an attorney for the
State for each county or district for which a
Jjudge, having eriminal jurisdiction shall be
provided by law., And in voting for said su-
preme judges, every voter shall prefix to the
name of three of them of the candidates the
words “‘eastern,” “‘western’’ or *‘middle’ di-
vision, to ienote the grand division of the
State for which he desires .each of three can-
didates elected. Each candidate shall reside
in [the grand division of | the State for which
he is elected; and (he voter shall also prefix
to the name of each of the two other candi-
dates on his ballot the words: ““The State at
large," to denote that they are to be elected
for the entire State; said two candidates shall
not reside in the same grand division of the
State, and the candidate receiving the bigh-
#st number of voters for any one grand divis-
ion of the State and the two candidates re-
ceiving the highest number of votes for the
‘“‘State at large" shall be declared to be the
five judges of the supreme court of the State
of I'ennessee.’ )

Thus, it will appear that while each voter
will be entitled to vote for five candidates,
each one of the candidates must be desig-
nated as the candidate for a grand division
of the State, aud two of them maust, in hike
magpner, be designated as candidates for the
“‘State at large." Unless these prescribed
details are sirictly complied with, the ballot
cannot be counted. it will be seen at a
glance, or upon a moment’s reflection, that
without some preliminary concert among the
people, the balloting next August would
necessarily resulf in a most confused and ri-
diculons batch of returns. These provicions
of the law render it aecessary that a Demo-
cratic State convention be held in order that
a full supreme judicial ticket be nominated
and so arranged as to avoid any complication
under the law. We presume the Democratic
State executive committee will soon havea
conference, and call a convention for that
purpose. It should be at least as early as
some time in the latter part of May.

ST. VALENTINE'S DAY.

Its Pecullarities of Observance sand
Antiquity of Origin.

The origin of the peculiar observances of
St. Valentine's day, says an exchange, like
many similar practices, is a subject of some
obsearity. The saint humself was a priest of
Home, and suffered martyrdom in the third
century. The manner of his death was most
cruel, He was first beaten with clubs, and
then beheaded. His remains are preserved
in the Church of St. Praxedes at Rome, where
a gate—now the Porta del Popolo—was for-
merly named from him, Porta Valentine.
But the saint himself seems to have been in
no way connected with anything that could

ive rise to the popular observances of the
ﬁag, which we are about to describe. *'1t
wiis the practice in ancient Rome," says Mr.
Dyuce, in his 1llustrations of Shakespeare,
“durning a great part of the month of Febru-
ary, to wleﬁmte the Lupercaha, n_;hich_were
feats in honor of Pan and Juno. On this oc-
casion, amidst a variety of ceremonies, the
names of young women were put into a box,.
from which they were drawn by the men as
chance directed. The clergy of the early
chnstian church, who by eveg possible means
endeavored to eradicate the vesti of
pagan superstilions, instead of the
above practice, substituted the names of par-
ticular enints; and as the festival of the Lu-

ercalia had commenced about the middle of
ebruary, they appear to have chosen St.
Valentine's day for celebrating the new feast,
because it occurred nearly at the same time.
In this view the learned Dr. Butler partially
agrees. It would seem, however, that it was
not #0 easy a matter to extirpate a custom to
which the people had been so long used, and
accordingly the outline of the ancient cere-
monies was preserved but modified by some
adaptation w the christian system. Formerly
the proper ceremony of St. Valentine's da
was the drawing of a kind of a lottery, fol-
lowed by ceremonies not much unlike what is
enerally called the game of forfeits. That
earnad traveler Mission, who wrote in the
early part of the last century, gives what may
be consideréd a correct account of the cere-
monial in his day. *‘On the eve of St. Valen-
tine’s day,”” he says, “‘the young folks of
England and Scotland, by a very ancient cus-
tom, celebrate n little festival. An equal
number of maids and bachelors get together;
each wntes their true or some feigned name
upcn separate billets, which they roll up, and
draw by way of lots, the maids taking
the men’s bi]ﬁrts. and the men the maids’;
so that each of the yeung men lights
upon u girl that he calls his valentine, and
each of the girls upon a young man whom
she calls hers. By this means each has two
valentines; but the man sticks faster to the
valentine that has fallen to him than the
vialentine to whom he is fallen. Fortune
bhaving divided the comipany into so many
couples, the valentines gave balls and treats
to their mistresses, wear their billets several
days upon their bosyms or sleeves, and this
little sport often ends in love."'  In Pepys's
Diary we find some notable illustrations of
this old custom in the time of Charles II. It
appears {hat married and single were then
aﬁEg liable to bLe choeen as a valentine, and
that a present was invanably and necessarily
iven to the choosing party. In his diary of
‘alentine Day, in. 1667, is the following:
““This morning came up to my wife's bedside
(I being up dressing royself) hittle Will Mer-
cer to be her valentine, and brought her
name written upon blue paper in gold ]H.ter.s,
done by himself, very pretty, and we were
both well pleased with it. BotI am ulso thig
year my wife's valentine, and 1t will cost me
tive pound sterling; but that I must Lave laid
ont if we had not been valeatines," Two
days after be adds: *I find W. Pierce’s lit-
tle girl 15s my valentine, she having drawn
me, which I am not sorry for, it easing me of
something more that 1 must bhave given to
others, But here I do first
observe the fashion of drawing mottoes, as
well as names, so that Pierce, who drew my
wife, did draw also a motto, and this girl
drew  another for me. mine was, |
forget; buat my wife's was_ ‘Most Courteous
and Most Fair," which, as it may be used, or
an an upon each name, might be very
pretty.”’ Noticing, soon afterward, the jew-
els of the celebrated Miss Stewart, who be-
