CKEMATIONV

A Lecture on the Snbject by Mr. Ben
Pitman, Husband of the Ladjr

Whose Remains Were Recent-
ly Cremated at Wash-

ington, ra.

Mrs. ritman's Coavlct'ons Concerning
the Dlnposal or the Casket alter

the Jewel has Flown The
Various Arguments on

the Subject.

Cincinnati Enquirer, twenty-first- :
following are the points of Mr. Pitman s lec
ture on cremation on Tuesdar last:

We have, he said, on hundreds of occa
sions during the past four years, discussed
matters relating to the arts necessary for the
comiort, convenience ana delight ot tue liv-
ing; let us, for once, turn our thoughts, with
like impartiality, to matters that concern the
dead, xr the principles we have taught are
worth anything they will heln ns to a reason
able conclusion now, as heretofore. Art, in
its practical phase, is the doing of anv nec
essary or desirable thing in the best or most
fitting way. The reason, I suppose, why the
disposal of our departed friends has been so
unreasonable, expensive, dolorous and often
hypocritical a procedure, is that we are called
upon to act when we are least prepared for
action, and the last and tenderest services are
left to undertakers, who do what is customary
and most profitable, or to friends, who ac
cede to what is least troub!e:ome, and that is,
of course, to tread in the beaten track.

THE COKVICTIONS OF ICRS. PrTltAlt
were to me too sacred to permit thii. and it
was very easy for me simply to avoid a num
ber of silly and expensive usages. I could
not bear the thought of anv save lovintr
bands ministering to the necessities of the
occasion, and this was religiously carried out,
save in the case of the skillful embalmer. The
wish or the idea of symbolizing my love by
anything so offensive to sight and touch as
black crape, or anything so ghastly as an or-
dinary coffin, or anything so absurd as black
plumes, never entered my head. A useful
and beautiful life should not be terminated
by dismal obsequies, that would only be fit
ting were 1 interring an enemy or a tyrant.
Here was a life, ended all too soon, full of
brightness, intelligence and charity: self--
sacrificing without being conscious of it, and
untiringly usetui, irom sheer delight in help-
ing others. Her sickness and departure were
in keeping with her life, wholly free from
aelfifthnes. repining or gloom. When it
came to our turn to act, I would have ear
ned out her wish at any sacrifice, but there
was nothing left for us but simply to avoid
stupidities that would have marred, as far as
they could have any effect, a fitting tribute
to an uncommon Lie. Never did Mrs. Pit-
man, during her sixteen months sickness,
breathe a word as to anything to be said or
done after her departure. Only within the
past month or so did the severe weather

nvo Lsr within doors, and previous to that
almost all her waking hours were spent,
when able, in the garden, and, when un-u-

to walk on the porch, even till the
stars-cam- to keep her company. When
driven within the doors and deprived of the
vitalizing air, her life visibly declined.
On one occasion, about ten days before
her departure, and when her dear friend and
physician, Mr. ir. Howard, was present, she
said to me: "I think you ought to write to
Dr. LcMoyne. Her leaving the trivial mat
ters of ceremonial to me was in keeping with
her general thought. She regarded her leav-
ing this earth life save only the one regret
of being useless (her own words) and unable
longer to help ns as utterly unimportant a
matter as the falling of an autumn leaf. She
cordially but quietly despised the fussiness,
trouble-makin- g and vain disquieting appeals
so often an incident in quitting this lite. I
teel 1 am putting her unobtrusive convictions
into very bold and obtrusive word?, but it is
only in my desire not to understate her deep-e- at

convictions, that we need not be eeliuh
when we are sick, nor repining when we are
rightly punished, nor inconsistent though
physically weak, nor egotistical in assuming
that it is of any importance when one life in

thousand million is transferred from One
pbere to another. It is not a matter of impor--
ancc to the dead, but it is a very serious and

interesting question to the living
TO DISPOSE OF OCR LOVED ONES

who leave us in a way in consonance with the
best dictates of experience, judgment and
right feeling. There are very many sanitary
arguments in this humid climate at least
.gaiust burying our dead. Piles of statistics

have been accumulated, chiefly in the Old
World, and of such convincing weight, tnat
burials in cities are prohibited. The custom
was found to be a prolific cause of disease.
Wells and streams were polluted, the atmos-
phere was infected with malignant germs of
disease, and the horrid assemblage of dead
among the living is fnrther enjoined by
statutory enactment. We still bury our dead
in cemeteries without the city limits, but we
cannot imagine that the earth, so porous that
it permits water to sink through it, will pre-
vent the subtle and noxious gases from
ascending. The poison is not confined to the
earth. If we believed, as did the Egyptians,
that the soul remained with the body, and if,
like them, we possessed so drying an at-
mosphere, we might reasonably embalm and
preserve our dead. If we were so inclined,
and had as airy an atmosphere here as
they have on the western plains, we might
put our dead out of the way of earth's nat-
ural scavenger, and let them eternally repose
in the fork of a tree. If we were wholly in-

sensitive, we might follow the custom of
some African tribes, and do as all animate
creation below man does, leave the dead to
the natural scavengers of earth and air. This
ia at least cleanly, for not a particle of bodily
tissue is ever left to pollute the air or offend
our senses. I was recently made acquainted
with a case where a family, wishing to ex-
hume their dead for reinterment as so often
happens in thin growing country after fif-

teen years of absorption found that the bo-

dies, so far from being decomposed into their
native elements, were a mass of reeking cor-
ruption. We all know and desire that our
bodies must sooner or later revert to their
constituent elements; in fact, there is no rest
till this. is the case, and, other things being
equal, the sooner this is done the better.
Supposing, then, that cremation can be, as,
indeed, it has already Wen rendered, entire-
ly free from even a suggestion of any thing
not satisfactory and beautiful, it is, to my
mind, in every aspect, to be preferred to in-
terment.

THE ECONOMICAL ARGUMENT
will not appeal strongly to you. Most of you,
who are accustomed to expensive displays for
the living, would naturally shrink from any
semblance of stint or economy for the dead.
Our feelings are strongly appealed to when
earth's best possessions and the greedy race
for gam are dwarfed in their proportions.
Yet I should be very fcorry to believe that
you, of all people in Cincinnati, would, even
at the most trying times, think that waste
was not wicked, and that decoration, to be
worth anything, must be other than appro-
priate. And for whose sake are all the ex-
penses incurred of any ordinary funeral dis-
play? I4 it for the quick or the dead? Is it
not mair-I- for the gratification of our own
vanity and conceit? is it due to the egotism
of the living or to devotion to the dead? Is
it for ryes that are open, or for those cloned
in unconscious sleep ? The amour t of money
expended on cemeteries and marble and
granite monuments in this country during
the last fifty years haa been computed to be
at least two thousand million of dollars
enough to pay our gigantic national debt.
To buy cemetery lots, to keep them in order,
to commemorate virtues which, as a rule, we
failed to observe in them when living, by
imposing monoliths, is all, to my mind, use-
less, inconsistent and expensive. The whole
cost cf cremation is less than the expense of
an ordinary cothn. My entire expenses at
Washington were fifteen dollars, and this
Faid for fuel, services, policemen and hearse,

you will believe me when I say that
if it cost more to be consistent than foolish,
I would willingly earn the money to pay for
it, but in the mere absence of all funeral
trappings and lugubrious ceremonies at our
house on Thursday last lay the beauty and
consistency of the thing. True, We had re-
gard for esthetic propriety. We covered the

dais On which the casket rested with white
cashmere, showing ty ten mcfar-- s roand the
casket, and resting aboot the same measure
ment on the floor. Ibis we bordered at a
like distance from the margin wi'h five inch
es of pale blue silk. I refer to this because
wanted it of the cheaper and prettier mate-
rial, wh'te canton flannel, than which nothing
could be more satisfactory to fisrht and touch.

THE PEAR tfSE LAY IN THE CASKET
I wanted of muslin or linen. In thiB. too. I
allowed my judgment to be overruled, for
which I was afterward sorry. The only little
accident which happened on the introduction
of the body into the retort, so trivial as not to
be deserving of mention, save that it was. on
being told to the reporters, exaggerated into
a notable circumstance, was due to the fact
that there was a momentary delay in shutting
the heavy lid ot the retort, and the draught
being thus arrested, and the garment referred
to being of woolen material, there was at this
point just a perceptible smell ot burnt mate
rial, in no way serious or offensive. This
would have been avoided had the garment
been ot muslin. Another item 1 must in this
connection refer to.

We have no authority to waste
our own or the substance of another in use
less, expensive and meaningless formalities.

in ministering to the prejudiced eyes of the
living. There is nothing very christianlike
in erecting monuments to the ignoble rich,
and sending the worthy poor to the
UNMARKED OBSCURITY OF THE POTTER'S

FIELD.
The political argument in favor of crema

tion eeems to me not without weight. We
are privileged I oftentimes think we do not
half appreciate the blessed privilege to live
under a republican form of government: we
have arrived at that degree, of civilization
tnat we dispense with or hered-
itary rules. We make our own laws, and
according to our own measure of wisdom,
regulate our own national destinies. The
foundation of our government is equality be
fore the law: it we do not always attain it.
the fault is collectively our own. We deem
it unwise to establish castes in society; we
seek, in the interests of peace and national
prosperity, to make no political distinction of
classes of society; the only differences we
recognize are those that are natural and in
evitable the differences of natural organiza-
tion, temperament, ability and the resulting
consequences, and the infinite rarity of at
tainments, uses, abilities, occupations and
positions, all tending, when there is no indi-
vidual usurpation or wrong, to perfect repub-
lican unity, peace pnd progress. In this view
I should rejoice if. at one point, at the last
great, beautiful and purifying scene on earth,
the rich and poor were alike. The act of
cremation will do this.

THE 11ELIGIOU8 ARGUMENT
in favor of a change of our burial practice I
attach no importance to. It is to us individ-
ually a matter of education and sentiment;
sometimes of simple ignorance and preiudice.
There are some who think burial is a chris
tian and cremation a heathen custom. But
what was the the first great example of chris-
tian practice? Jesus was not buried: he was
embalmed and his body laid in the carem cut
of the rock, perfectly dry, and epices were
employed that probably would have preserved
his remains for centuries. Tfce early chris-
tians were placed in catacombs earth shelves

dry and above the level of the floor. Those
who commenced digging holes for their dead
were innovators. And was nnfc the fi"ii
act recorded in this direction, aa taught by
Deity himself, an act of cremation? Jacob
was commanded, according to the legend, to
sacrifice Isaac to slay and burn him. The
act was not consummated, but it was di-

rected. It is true, the Greeks and Romans
frequently disposed of their dead by crema-
tion, but it would be very foolish in ua to say
that we must avoid a custom because these
comparatively enlightened nations adopted
it. We, at least, know too well how much
we are indebted to these people for our high-
est ideals in art practice not to respect them
for their reasonable disposition of the dead.
THE SENTIMENTAL ARGUMENT OF BURYING

AS AGAINST CREMATION

is, after all, the only one that is of weight
with most people. Custom, association, and
our comparatively powerlessness to act, when
action is necessary, are the impelling motives
to let things, at the crisis, manage them-
selves. But Lord Bacon reminds us that
things change for the worse spontaneously,
and if they be not changed for the better de-
signedly, there will be no end to discomfort
and trouble. It costs trouble to change a
custom, and it can usually be done only un-
der favoring circumstances. I quite believe
that were I in England I might have been
led into absurdities and expenses in this mat-
ter that would have led me to despise myself
for a year, i am not sure about this, but I
think it possible. Here, thank heaven, we
are not sealed to the ruts and grooves ot cus-
tom and prejudice, as is the case with the
more formalized countries of Europe. It
will, I think, be seen, as intelligent, impar-
tial thought is directed to this matter, that
our present funereal customs are unnecessari-
ly dolorous, melancholy, expensive, not

hypocritical, and tar from tn
aesthetic, not to say christian standpoint, ex-
ceedingly stupid. The after consideration!
are too revolting to calmly think about.
When the mind, with morbid curiosity, fol-

lows the dead "to grubs and eyeless skulls,"
although our last sight of the loved ones re-

vealed
"Beautj'8 ensign, with tint on cheek and Up,"

we follow, with Juliet, to the tomb where
"All her burled ancestors are packed;

Where bloody Tybalt, yet but green In earth,
Lies festering In his shroud,"

and we cannot escape the horrid dreams of
our loved ones

"Chained mtghtly In a charnel-hous- e,

O'ercover'd quite with dead men's rattling bones.
With reeky shanks and yellow, chapless skulls."

And he thought that those who are most dear
are, in the dismal watches of the night, left
solitary
IN GLOOMY VAULTS OR STIFLING GRAVES,
the victims and companions of all that is
loathsome, and this has, I believe, done
more to make death terrible than all the
pains and sufferings that too of ten precede
it. And equally terrible to think and hun-
dreds of cases occur in every city yearly
that the beloved ones are selected and resur-
rected to afford exercise for the student's disse-

cting-knife, afterward to become an inter-
esting skeleton for the surgeon's cabinet.
Weigh all this, I pray you, impartially, as
against what I know to be a practice in most
perfect accord with good taste, good feeling,
decency and economy. The little building
near Washington, Pennsylvania, which Dr.
LeMoyne erected for Lis own use when his
time shall have come, is a brick structure
that might pass for a village schoolbouse,
save that it has two doors and no windows in
front. Its outside measure is twenty by tLirty
feet, And consists of a reception and m.

I have to use words which do
not sound sentimental, but as to the actual
process of cremation, it is one that surprised
me by its intense simplicity and beautiful and
purifying associations, and I should add, by
its entire freedom from anything that could
possibly rbock the most sensitive soul alive.
There ia no burning as we usually under-
stand it nor a suggestion of it. Exercise
your imagination, not on the roasting of a
joint of meat before the fire about the only
association most people have of chemical
combustion but on the sunlike glow of a
retort heated to two thousand degrees. You
look into it; there is no fir3; it is a fervent,
glowing sunset brought near to you. You
see no walls to the retort, no top, no bottom ;

it is an unlimited, glowing receptacle, and
after the body has baked in this glow for an
hour you see it not. It has ascended to the
clouds and mingled with its kindred elements

IN PERFECT PURITY AND REST.
Can you realize two thousand degrees of heat?
At ninety we are wilted; at one hundred we
droop; at two hundred we are crisped; at a
little over three hundred water boils; at five
hundred many metals melt; at two thousand,
when the color is bright orange and the body
is introduced, its tissues do not burn, they are
seemingly absorbed, and what vapors or

odors arise are carried down by lines through
the glowing furnace, and before they escape
into the air are' entirely colorless and ode
less. Some smoke is observed for the first
few minutes issuing from the chimney, but
it is very trifling, and due mainly to the
clothing and to the lowered atmosphere con
sequent on opening the retort to teceive the
body. 1 bad not seen my dear one since she
breathed her last, and did not intend to.
preferred to retain the image of the active,
gentle, genial soul in its life and vigor. Ac
cidentally, however, when the daughters of
JJr. LeJioyne were placing the saturated alum
cloth over the body, used to conceal it during
the process ot combustion, 1 caught a mo
mentary glimpse ot the loved features, which
sent a thrill of surprise and delight through
me. It was but a glance, and I purposely
avoided a second, that I might not by any
possibility realise a lees beautiful vision. As
he was instantly after carried by gentle

hands to the mouth of the retort, I could not
but recall that placid and beautiful counte
nance, with roseate tint on cheek and lips,
due to the embalmer s art, as if it had a long-
ing expression to welcome that glowing home.
all ready to receive her, I must not close
this talk without a few words about the fine
old man it was my privilege to meet at Wash
ington.

DR. F. JULIUS LEMOYNE.
Instead of going to the little hotel, as was

my intention, and wandering over the Penn
sylvania hills, as I fully expected to do, dur-
ing the cremation, 1 was, though a perfect
stranger, welcomed to his home, and treated
by him and his daughters with that consid-
erate friendliness that only fine and eencle
souls know how to render. Dr. LeMoyne
built the crematory tor himself; he permitted
the Baron de Paim to be cremated there, and
allowed, it being the wish of the friends of
the baron, full publicity to be given of all its
details by the reporters. Some thirtv of these
sharp-eye- d reporters were on hand, and they
smoked, and joked, and loafed, as reporters
are wont to do when they are not busily oc-
cupied with the more exacting duties of their
profession. I was quite willing that publicity
Bhould be given to every detail of this exper
iment, and pleaded for the admission of the
reporters. The old and sensible doctor knew
better a thousand thanks to him now. He
decided that this cremation should be con-
ducted, as all future ones would be, quietly,
decently, and in order; that the feelings of
those most interested should be respected:
and when I saw her sweet face, with eyes
closed in dreamy contemplation. I felt ex
tremely grateful for my good fortune that the
sight and scene was not vulgarized by being
made a public spectacle.

Ur. LeMoyne is now eighty-on- e years of
age. He expects his turn to be next, and is
anxious for it, but while living, walking with
difficulty by the aid of two sticks, he is one
of the most intelligent, gentle, generous and
lovable old men I ever knew. He has estab
lished a public library in Washington, toward
which he has given over twelve thousand dol-
lars. He is the founder of the LeMoyne
commercial and normal school at Memphis,
Tennessee, for the instruction and traimnsr of
colored teachers, to itgiving over twenty-fbu- r

GRASSHOPPER AND COTTOX-WOR-

Report of the Entomological Commis
sion on the Subject.

Washington eoecial ("Februarv 17tM St.
Louis Globe-Democr- at : Tha first annual re-
port of the United States entomological com-
mission has been completed and submitted to
the secretary ot the interior. n,ua
rate and carefully digested document, and
contains a mass of facts respecting the mi
gration and habits of the grasshoppers,
whose ravages several years ago produced so
much alarm among the agriculturalists of
the west. Much data is given concerning
the immense swarms of these insects which
gather in the Yellowstone upper Missouri
region, thence take their flight toward the
valley of the Mississippi. It shows conclu-
sively that the pest is not beyond the scope of
human ingenuity in the restriction of its rav-
ages, and demonstrates that their absolute
destruction may be accomplished. JThe area
subject to the devastations of the insect is
set down as upward of one million
square miles of the Mississippi, and ex-
tending in a northwesterly direction into
British America. There has been correspond-
ence with the Dominion government looking
to a upon their part in the con-
tinuation of these investigations. No definite
reply will be made to sucn proposition, how-
ever, until it is known what action congress
may take as to the continuation of the com-
mission funds to carry on the work. The re-
port also contributes some interesting infor-
mation on the subject of the cotton army
worm, and suggests an extension of the la-
bors of the commission to the field of opera-
tion of this pest. It is generally stated that
the losses in the south from this insect ag-
gregate not less than twenty million dollars
annually. If the commission is continued,
they expect to be able to lend valuable aid to
the agricultural interests of the country by
their researches into the nativity and habits
of the insect pest of the south and west.

A 11CRDEBER RELEASED

From the Custody of Two Sheriff and
Poaae by an Armed. Hob A Sharp

Engagement, In which Nobody
was Killed.

Galveston, February 22. A Netcs Fort
Worth special of the twenty -- first says:
"About one o'clock this afternoon Sheriff
Reid, of Calcasieu parish, Louisiana. M'Fall,
sheriff of Lindsay, and his deputy, Eddleman,
of Fort Worth.'had in charge Doc Shockey,
charged with the mruder of a mail --contractor
at Lake Charles, Louisiana. Shockey was ar-
rested in Parker county, on a requisition from
Governor Nicholls, and when within ten miles
of Fort Worth a party of six or seven masked
men, armed with Winchester rifles, suddenly
came out of a ravine and ordered a halt. Sher-
iffs Reid and M'Fall were in the hack in
which the prisoner was, and Sheriff' Lindsay
and deputy were in a buggy behind. The
party rode in between them, and firing com-
menced. The stage was but a short distance
behind, and before the driver was aware of it
both parties made breastworks of the stage.
While in this situation about forty shots were
exchanged. Fortunately the driver and ev-
eryone in the stage escaped unhurt. Eddle-
man and Reid both received flesh wounds in
the leg, and one of the attacking party was
thought to be dangerously wounded, as he
reeled as he rode off. Shockey was hand-
cuffed and shackled, and as soon as the at-
tack was made the sheriff threw his arm
around his neck, and told him that if he at-
tempted to escape he would kill him. When
the sheriff raised bis gun to fire Shockey
slipped off and rolled out of the hack, when
one of the attacking party took him on his
horse before him and rode off. Every effort
will be made to capture them.

ANOTHER Tl DA

Cause? Much Destrnctlon of Properly at
Callao FiTe Persons Drowned

The Phenomenon Pre-

ceded by Violent
Earthquakes.

In American Schooner Boarded by Pi-

ratesThe Captain Seized, and,
on being Threatened with

Death, Is Compelled to
Fat to Sea.

New York. Februarv 22. A correspondent
of the Star and Herald, of Panama, writing
under date of January 27lh, says of the tidal
wave at Callao: "That morning, when the
tide receded, it was noticed that the boats
and uMwUiig crafts alvug Uib oUuics were left
high and dry. and when the wave returned
it passed with immense force over the walls
of the Muelle Dorsena. rushing up over the
newly-mad-e ground toward' the station of
Aroya railroad tor a distance of three hundred
feet, and carrying everything before it.
Launches, numerous little cane-hut- s, built on
the esplanade, and many mclosures around
the coal and lumber-yard- s, etc., were com
pletely destroyed, lhe massive walls ot the
Muelle Dorsena, in front of the English rail
way station, were torn away, and in the sta
tion itself a train of freight-car- s was
wrecked, such was the amount of water en
tering the station. The surf was tremendous-
ly high. The waters in the bay of Callao
during the day were so troubled as to render
communications with the vessels almost im
possible, so that the damage done them could
not be ascertained. For ten days previously
several strong shocks of earthquake were felt
at Lima, but no damage was done. Iquique
and Arica experienced several earthquake- -
shocks on the night of January 23d, causing
great excitement and some damage; while
Payti was visited by a heavy rain-stor- a
phenomenon unprecedented there within the
memory of man."

A correspondent, writing next day. notes
the drowning of five men, two being swept
from the iron bridge connecting the shore
with the docks. Although hundreds of per
sons witnessed the drowning, no assistance
could be given. The sea was very violent.
in which the ships rolled fearfully, and the
decks of the Peruvian man-of-w- ar Huascar
were repeatedly swent bv the waves. The
eight-to- n blocks of concrete, of which the
coping of the Muelle Darsena was formed,
were Knocked out and strewn about, lhe
coal and goods trucks on the railroad tracks
were overturned and scattered in different
directions, and a large amount of goods de-
stroyed. Several vessels broke their moor-
ings, but were again secured. Almost all the
old wooden moles have been 6wept away.
All the ports fronting on the sea suffered.

k rom a letter from Boscas del loro, the
Star and Herald learns that on January 31st
an armed band boarded the American
schooner Sunbeam, Captain Cain, at Point
Timon. and look forcible possession. The
captain was on shore at the time, and the of
ficer in charge remonstrated, aud to! J tuem
that the United States would regard their
action as piracy, but they replied that they
did not care what the L nited blates govern-
ment said or did.
