THE CHINESE FANINE.,

-

Nearly Three Thousand Famine-Striek-
en Refugeen Borned Up In a Ref-
ugee Houne -Thousands Dylng
from Celd and Mtarvation
—Ete.. Ete.

Sax Fraxcrsco, Febroary 26, —The steam-
er Uceanic brings the lollowing intelligence
from China: A terrible disaster bas occurred
at Thientsin. A refugee house, in which fam-
ine-stricken refugees from the northern prov-
inces had pssembled, took tire, and of nearly
three thousand people m the bwlding, only
about one hondr=d vscaped. The extremely
cold weather thiat has prevailed has had a fa-
tal effect on the refugees, many of whom have
frozen to dealh, while thousands are seffering

rom insufficient accommodation or lack of

food, which cannot Le sapplicd in quantities
to meet the demand, Charles Ludd, of the
China inland mission at Wachung, who has
recently visited the famine-stricken province
of Sheusi, writes a heart-rending account
of the suffering he has witnessed. The
efforta of the government to supply food
and assistance has been, to a great ex-
tent, nullified by the dishonesty of offi-
cials. Children are sold by bundreds by
starving parents, o the large cities of Hoa-
cheng and Pocheng risings have occarred
among the people, rendered desperate by
sesing wives and children starving before
their faces, aad many outbreiks are reported.
In Pacheng the people beheaded the man-
darin for speculating on their necessities,
The weather has been anosually cold through-
out the country for acveral weeks. The money
market is very light lately, but arrivals from
England and San Fraacisco are expected to
ease it soon. The - bailler of the coasting-
steamer Yesso exploded ' recently, killing
about cighty natives. The engineer is im-
{ahri'oned for manslavghter. In’iokio, Jupan,

e merchants are about forming a chamber
of commerce, A detachment of iui'.l.ntr_?' i3
about to proceed to Zoo-Choo Island., Two
Japanese war vessels, officered and manned
by natives, kave left, one for Austrahia and
the other for Europe. Rumors are again
prevalent of disaffection in the provinee of
Satsuma. Beveral arrests hava been mede,
and a garrison is being established there.
The government is considering meaus of giv-
ing the people some voice 1 the affairs of the
country.

Interesting Proceedings In Both Houses
of Congress—EGeneral Chalmers Ex-
corintes Garfleld’s Bloody-Shirt
Speech on the Louisiana Re-
turning-Board Prose-
cution,

tieneral Butler Spreads himself on Fi-
nancial Matters—He Goes for the
Dollar of the Daddies—Ben
always had a Fancy
for Silver.

Senator Ferry Chosen Temporary Pres-

IN THE HOUSE.

WasmixeTon, February 26,—The reading
of the journal was not completed until short-
Iy before one o'clock.

Mr. Reagan, chairman of the committee on
commerce, reported back the bill to regulate
interstate commerce snd to prohibit unjust
discriminations by common carriers. Printed
and recommitted.

A petstion seven hundred yards long and
sigmoed by fifty thousand names, for the re-
peal of the law in relation to the transmis-
sion of matler through the mails, was re-
ferred.

The speaker then called on committees for

ports.
Mr. Tipton, from the committe on manu-
facinres, reporied a resolution instructing the
commiltre on rules to inquire into the expe-
diency ol changing the rules so as to give
the committee on manufactures juriediction
over all questions affecting the interests of
mannofuctarers, and ¢over the internal revenue
of the country.
Mr. Wood raised the point of order that
the sulbject matter having never been re-
ferred to the committee, it had no right to
report the resolution. )
I'he speaker sustained the point, and ruled
out the res-lution.
Mr. Steele, from the committee on agricul-
ture, reported back the bill for the appoint-
ment of a committee to investigate the origin
of und the best means of destroying the army
colton worm. The bill appropriates ten thou-
sand dollars for the expenses of the commis-
glon. Referred to the committee of the
whole.
Mr. Baoning, chairman of the military
committee, reported a bill authorizing the
secretary of’ war to prescribe rules to be ob-
served in the preparation and opening of
lfjida Sur contracts for the war department.
aEsed.
Mr. Southard, rising to a personal explan-
ntion, read a raph in to-day’'s Tribune
in regaid to the resolution he had introduced
in the house, yesterday, proposing an amend-
ment to the constitution. He explained that
the resolation did not express his own views,
or the views, so far as he knew, of any mem- 4
ber of the committee on tho electoral vots of
President and Vice President. He had sim-
ply introduced the resolution atthe request of
another person.
Mr. Hice, chairman of the committee on
invalid pensions, reported a bill providin,
that in case of the death or resignation
a pension agent, the President may tempo-
rarily appoint his successor. Passed.
Mr. Chalmers then took the floor to reply
to the speech made by Mr. Garfield last week.
In reference to that e , he said the voice
was the voice of Jacob, but the hand was the
hand of  Esau. While declaring
his ardent desire to  see peace
and harmony restored in the Umon,
that gentleman made the remark to the pas-
sions of the north by a teigned description of
the ingratitude of the south that would have
*moved the stones to meeting." The object
of the gentleman from Ohio s[Mr. Garfield],
as well as that of the gentleman from Maine
PI r. Hale] was too clear to be misunderstood.
t was a cunning and carefally pre as-
sault on the southern policy of tga ‘resident.
They bad intended either to drive the Presi-
dent from his policy of conciliation, or else to
drive the Republican party farther from the
President. Another object had been to €raw
from eouthern gentlemen some declaration
of hostility toward the title of the President,
in the hope that that would not only alienate
b from them, but also to show it up as an-
other evidence of southern ingratitnde,
Mr. Reagan, at this point, inte e
point of order that the gentleman from Mis-
sissippi was not making & personal axdplm-
tion. He thought days enmough had been
wasted in this unprofitable discussion. He
desired to see the bitterness of sectional ani-
mosily allayed, and that could not be done
by cultivating political controversies on the
floor of the house.
Mr. Chalmers, after some little discussion,
was permitted to proceed. He went on to
gay that the Democratic party did
not intend to build up the flepub-
lican  party bl!h making war upon
the President. The Democratic party was
satisfied with President Hayes. He wasin
his seat, whether he had obtained it by fraud,
mistake, or accident. Referring to the pros-
ecution of the returping-board, he said the
gentleman from Maine {lﬂa!e had condoled
with the members of the , and had said
the north was deeply impressed with the in-
grabtude of the south, He [Chalme:d
thought the whole country was impres
with the belicf that the returning-board could
not be trusted, and that some of the visiting
statesmen were not worthy of trust. The
geotleman from Ohio [Garfield] has protested
against the prosecution of the buard for three
reasona—Ilirst, vecause the lives of the Con-
federates had been spared; secondly, because
of the ronciliatory policy of the President;
and thirdly, because of implied promises L
the contrary., Because the lives of Confed-
erates had been sparcd, the gentleman from
Ohio thought the emall offense of forgery of
the election returns should be w'erE»::ked.
The man who took up arms for the defense of
what he thought was constitutional law was
certainly not more of a traitor than the man
who robbed Lhe people of their electoral fran-
chise, and wave to frand the fruits of victory
and virtue. There were some punishments
to homorable men which were worse than
death. The south had been enduring the
pains of reconstruction when the hand of the
carpethﬂ.g?er bad heen in its pockets, when
the heel the colored race had been on its
neck, and many southern men had felt that
death would be preferable to such persecu-
tion. Impartial history would tell which
side had kept its faith best. Referring again
to the policy of President Hayes, he said that
the gentleman had shown himself to be an
honorable, upnght and honest man, and
while he [Chalmers] did not think the Presi-
dent deserved an special credit for doing his
constitulional duty, except that it stood in
marked contrast to the action of his predeces-
sor, he was unwilling to see any movement
in the senate that looked like ingratitude to-
ward the President, and if he [Chal-
wers] were governor of Lowwsiana, he
should not hesitate to pardon every one of
the retarning-board as fast as they were con-
vicled. Conviction might be necessary, but
conviction was one thing and punishment
another. While the south admitted that
President Hayes was stretching forth his
band with the olive branch in it, and while
the south wonld stand by him as long as be
stood by himself, with a very few exceptions,
the Republican leaders wera loudly denounc-
ing him and his policy. The gentleman
from Ohio [Garfield] had e that the
prosecution of Anderson was but the begin-
uing of the war on the title of the President.
He [Chalmers] sa:d that that statement was
but the opening note of a war on the Presi-

dent] by the Republican party; that party

wanted to compel him to abandon his policy
under the pretence that the Democratic party
was about to question bis tille. The Repub-
lican leaders &lﬂﬂ‘d into his ears that the
cases of Anderson and Wells was the case of
Tilden and Hl?el. and when the geotleman
from Ohio bad stated that the President's
supporters were lessening hour by bour in
numoer, he had intended to intimidate him
and not the Democratic psu*t{a Referring to
the alleged Worm!ey hotel bargain, he said
he did not know that there had been a bar-
gain, but if there had been he would not
criticise very barshly the men whbo made it.
In conclusion, he referred to the fact that the
red and the white bad been blended together
and he hoped the gray and the blue would go
down to posterity blended together in one
common heritage.

At the close of Mr. Chalmers’s speech Mr.
Hewitt [Ala. | endeavored to induce the house
to proceed with the bill to pension the soldiers
of the Méxican war, but the house preferred
to give Mr. Butler an opportanity to make
his speech on the financial question, The
house then went into committee of the whole
on the state of the Union, Mr. Eden in the
chair, and Mr. Butler proceeded to make his

speech,

Mr. Butler declared himself for the full
restoration of silver to the coinage of the
country, and that every debt of the United
States now emisting which could be paid by
the silver dollar, as now proposed, was, by
the very terms of the law under which the
debt was contracted, to be paid by silver dol-
lars of the same weight and fineness.
In regard to the point of dishonesty toward
public or private creditors, he askad whether
it was immoral, dishonest or wrong fo pro-
vide by law that a debtor shall pay back all
he received with interest on the disckarge of
a money debt? The same debl that pays the
poor man’s debt should equally cancel the
nich man's demand. Both should stand be-
fore the law alike, and right and justice be
done at the hands of congress in spite of ex-
ecutive recommendation of the execotive
power, whether in the shape of a veto or
otherwise. Mr. Batler denied that sixty mil-
lion dollars in bonds, or anything bLke that
amount, had been returned from Europe, but
wished, for the financial and business pros-
perity of the country, it were true. He
wished that Europe would send back every
bond of ours it holds and lower the price ut
which they sell here. If he comd hear that
our six per cent. bonds were coming back at
fifty cents on the dollar, to be exchanged for
our merchandise, our gold or our silver, he
should look upon it as the bright-
est and happiest financial fact the
country ever knew. He wanted to see bolh
silver and wheat sent abroad to pay our
debts and bring the balance of trade in our
favor. He saw neither wisdom nor states-
mensbip in locking our silver up in vanlts,
He reprobated the withdrawal of paper frac-
tional currency and the substitution for it of
subsidiary silver coin, saying the people were
to be taxed the enormous sum represented by
five per cent. compound interest on fifty mil-
lion dollars for thirty years, and that if the
secretary of the treasury, who framed that
measure, had ever sat down and made the
calenlation, and then foolishly east that enor-
mous burden upon the people, he ought to be
hanged to the nearest lamp-post for malice
toward all mankind. If he had not done so,
be ought to be hanged at all events for get-
ting mto an office he could mot fill. Mr.
Butler concluded as follows: ““We want the

nback currency, and mean to have it;
ut I do not desire that greenback currency
should be made to serve the country as it has
done. Vilified, insulted, doprecated by an
act of the government itseli; being vefused,
not only to be received for all debts due
the government, but not even paid for all
demands due from the “government. The
American system of finance which will ob-
taia in the near future, and, [ hope, at once,
which 1 desire is: First—A dollar that
shall have atall times a certain fixed and
stable value below which it cannot go.
Becond—I demand that that dollar shall
issued by the government alone in the exer-
cise of its high prerogalive and cowmstitution-
al power, and that that power shall not be
delegated to any corporation or individual
an{ more than Charles Il sught to have dele-
P ed his prerogative of stamping gold coin
or the benefit of his paramours as a mo-
nopoly. Third—I want that dollar stamped
upon some convenient and cheap material of
the least possible intrinsic value, so that
neither wear nor its destruction will be any
loss to the government issuing it. Fourth—
I also desire that that dollar be made of such
material for that purpose that it shall
never be exported or desirable to carry
it out of the country. Framing an American
system of finance, I do not propose to adopt
it to the wants of any other nation, and es-
pecially the Chinese, who are nearly one
uarter of the world. Fifth-—I desire that
the dollar so issued shall never be redeemed.
I see no more reason why a unit of measure
of value should be redeemed than the yard-
stick with which 1 measure my cloth or the
quart-cup with which I measore my milk
should be redeemed. Sixth—For conveni-
ence only I pro the dollar so issued shall
be qmte equal, or a little better than the
present valae of the average gold dollar of
the world; not to ba ehauﬁed or changeable;
if the gold dollar grow lower in value, or
grows higher, not to be obliged to conform
itself in value, in any regard, to the dollar of
any other nation of the world, keeping itself
stable and fixed, so that when all the proper-
ty of the country adjusts itself to
it as a standard of walue, it shall
remain a fixed standard forever. But
if it is ever changed it shall change equally
and alike for the creditor and debtor, not
a3 a dollar based on supposed gold, whose
ﬁmg&a always have given t.h?m«‘:‘;editor the

vantage. To give the greenback currency
thus desired a fixed and stable valve I would
make 1t fundable at all times, at a sufficient
number of places convenient to the peogle.
in coupons or registered bonds of fifty dol-
lars and maultiples thereof up to one thousand
dollars, bearing interest at 3.65 per cent.,
payable semi-annuaily, which bonds should
be reconvertible into currency at the
Fleasure of the holder at every pub-
ic depository. Thus I would ve a
currency better than a gold currency, unalter-
able in wvalue, because founded 1n wealth,
power and property, together with all the
gold and silver of the country, held by all
people whose intercst it would be to keep it
at a steady measure of value to which all
property would accommodate itself, and ulti-
mately the whole mnational debt would be
brought home from abroad and funded into
this npational bond. This would give to
America a non-exportable currency, better
than acy other capable at all times of being
iu.\rt-a!.ec:fl at home at an equal rate
of interest with the gold of the world which is
now in the best government securities in-
vesiad at an average of three per cent. only.
Before Mr. Butler had taken his seat Mr.
Chittenden rose to ask him some questions.
Chittanden's lirst guestion was, what would
become of the poor men and women who
owned the five hundred million dollars of
savings hank deposits when the United States
bends were returned from Europe, and when
their price fell, as Butler desired them to fall,
to fifty per cent. of their par value.

Mr. Butler—This will be what will happen
to thema, They will be just whers they are
now with their deposits. Not in six per cent.
bonde, but in tumble-down real estate in New
York that is not worth fifteen cents on the
dollar when the taxcs are paid.

Mr. Chittenden—Does the gentleman mean
by that that every savings bank in Massachu-
setts and New York be bankrupted ?

Mr. Butler—They are, wo far as United
States bonds are concerned, bankrupt to-day.
They have not got them; they sold them.

Mr. Chittenden—That is not an answer.
Does the gantlemnn mean thatall the savings
banks in New York and Massachusetts will
be, and ought to be, bankrupted by return-
ing these bonds?

r. Batler—They will be, but they ought
pot to be bankrupt. They will be bankrapt
because the value of their securities in real
estate, iz railroads, and in everything else
buj government bonds, has sunk three times
by their infernal lust for gold.

Mr. Chittenden—Exactly. I wish to}hold
the gentleman to the point.

Mr. Batler—Well, I am content,

Mr. Crittenden, with his voice at his high-
est pitch—If you, as an_advocate of unlim-
ited remonetization of silver, force back on
this country the nmnil hundred million dol-
lars in bonds mow held in Germany, and
thereby break down every savings bank in
Massachosetts and Newr{'ork. who will be
te!&nmble? Will you not be fairly entitled
to be hung to the lamp-post where you de-
sired the secretary of the treasury (o be

hung?
Mﬁ. Butler—I will take my chance with

the rest when the lamp-posts come arqund.

1 have no fear on that subject, but it will not
b= a retorn of bonds that will break the sav-
ings banks, because they are broken and are
breaking; they are roften, and are sink-

ing.

glr. Chittenden [without waiting for Mr.
Butler to como to a stop|—I know a savings
bank that bas ten millions of government
bonds, and if it shall be obliged to take five
millions for them, it will be ruined and its
twenty thousand depositors with it; the poor
rmplc for whomdyou profess to speak, the

aboring men and women—there are twenty

thousand of them depositors in that one
bank, and they will be sent to beggary for-
ever.

THE THEASURY BILL SUBSTITUTE AMEXND-

MENT REJECTED BY THE COMMITTEE.

The house banking «od carrency commit-
tee this morning considered the proposition
offered by Mr. Ewing, to amend LEe bill pro-
viding for the substitution of treasury notes
for national bank notes, by inserting a sec-
tion which would make treasury notes inter-
changeable for greenbacks, and provide, alzo,
that greenbacks shall be reissued to the full
former amount of four hundred million dol-
lars, After a discussion this proposition was
rejected, receiving only thirty votes.
THE RESUMPTION REPEAL ACT DISCUSSED.

The senate finance committee to-day took
up the house bill providing for the repeal of
the specie resumption act. An informal dis-
cussion was interrupted by the arrival of the
hour for the Republican caucus, and the com-
tee adjourned, to resume consideration of the
ball on Friday next.

THE PRESIDENT BESIEGED,

Special to the Clocinnatt Enquirer. |

WasHixaToN, Febr 24. — Forney’s
Chronicle to-day says: ‘*The pressure bronght
to bear on the President by the opponents of
the silver bill exceeds anything ever known.
He is literally besieged Ly representatives of
money kings to veto the bill, and throw the
responsibility of its becommng a law on con-
gress. Delegation after delegation called
upon him yesterday, and made most earnest
appeals, exceeding even the importunities of
the friends ot the old United States bank,
when Old Hickory determined to wipe it out
of existence. The President, however, studi-
Onali avoids expressing auy opinion whatever
on the subject, as the bill has not yet reachad
him. The effect of this reticence on the part

of thewPresident leads to all sorts of conjec-
tures, and to friends of the silver bill it is in-
terpreted as a good omen, while its enemies
bane o the hope that it means a fixed deter-
mination to veto the bill. In the meantime
its fnends are perfectly tranqml, and in a
mengure indifferent as to what course the
President may take, knowing that the
strength of the bill in both houses will secure
its ming & law in any event; and what is
723 remarkable, the President shares a good
deal of this feeling also, for, after consulta-
tion with Secretary Sherman he has directed
him to issue an order to the director
of the mint to be ready to com-
mence operations for coining: silver
within the next fifteen days. This
order has been issued, and the director, Dr.
Linderman, is now hard at work preparing
a!l the mints, the one at Philadelphia being
first, to commence coinming within the time
named. This fact is very significant. and
many persons go so far as to say thal Secre-
tory Sﬁzm_ an has assumed that the Presi-
dent will sign the bill or permit it to become
a law. Secretary Sherman informed the
President yesterday, on the statememt of the
director of the mints, that the gowernment
will be able in the next week to come, to
coinupward of three million dollars per month.
In reference to romors that are afl3at about
Secretary Sherman being inclined 1o throw
obstacles in the way of earrying out ths law,
we are authorized to gay that they are without
shadew of truth; and it is nothing more than
right to add that the secretary will doall in
his official power to facilitate its axecution,
and will see that all of his subordinates co-
operate cordially with him." i

WHAT WILL THE PRESIDENT DO ?

While no one outside of the White Honse
circle really knows what Hayes will do with
the silver nll, thexre is a vast amount of
guessing and speculation, and the guesses
are colored according to the hopes or wishes
of the guesser. A western silver man ex-
preszed fears to-day, and when asked fo ns-
sign a reason for his apprehamsion, repliad
that he had been told that the wrecker in the
treasury department had said the bill wounld
be signed, and that, as Sherman was much
in the habit of diverting from a straight line
in official matters, he inclined to the belicf
that just the reverse would be dome. Not
complimentary to Sherman, certainly, but the
reasoning is logical.
