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TUB SICCKSSFCL. JETTIES.
Uaptain bad jetties are arousing com-

mercial activity along the rivers in a way
that mast prod ace wonderful results when
revival of trade permits a fall development of
all they are c;vtMe of effecting. At Kansas
City the merchants are preparing to send
corn in barges to New Orleans for shipment
abroad. 1 has far, there have been shipped
from New Orleans, eince the first day of last
September, nearly four times as many bushels
of corn as were shipped last year. The fig
ures stand three million four hundred and
two thousand nine hundred and fifty-fiv- e

this year and nine hundred and seventy-nin- e

thousand four hundred and twenty-fiv- e last
year, during the period named. The New
Orleans rrice-Curre- nt says: "As our grain
trade increases, more elevator facilities will
bo required, and our citizens are striving to
keep up this demand; application for the
privilege of erectiDg an elevator at the head
of Erato street was made to the city council a
few days since, and, if more are required,
they will be ready for business when needed.'
Mr. Casey, who is representing a New Or
leans house, states : "The receipts of grain in
New Orleans for three successive weeks have
not been equaled since the outbreak of the
revolution, in 1S61. And, furthermore, with
these large imports our export trade has
gradually increased, and, in fact, become so
large that the attention of merchants abroad
is attracted to it." As a proof of this lat-

ter fact, take the following: "The coffee im-

ports at New Orleans from September 1st to
January 31st were 145,034 bags from Mexico.
This is an increase of 41,196 bags from Rio,
and a decrease of 2,012 bags from Mexico, as
compared with the year previous. The sugar
importations from Cuba for the same time
was 22,632 boxes and 4420 hogsheads, an in-

crease of 15,204 boxes and 4050 hogsheads."
"We begin to see," says the St. Louis Re-

publican, "why there was much ado about
Captain Eads's dredge-boat- s at the jetties, for
they apparently struck the spnng that moves
the whole mechanism of commerce on this
continent, and have set its clock-wor- k run-
ning in a way that fills half the old centers of
trade with utter dismay." A commercial
paper says: "The successful opening of the
mouth of the Mississippi by the jetties makes
I ho improvement of all the wcterm streams
a matter of absolute necessity. The indica-
tions aro abundant that in' a short
time the rivers will become, from
the economy of transportation, the chan-
nels by which western products will
seek the tea, and through a restored com-
merce be distributed to the markets of the
world." What an answer are these extracts
to the petty, narrow spite that carped at Cap-
tain Eads in the spirit of the objectors to
Columbus when he discovered America.

CUBA AND WEST INDIA TRADE.
Colouel J. C. Burch, of Nashville, in his

position as chairman of the late delegation
to Cuba and the Bahama Islands, has been
indefatigable in filling all the duties con'
nected with his position. We recently pub
lished his officiid report of the expedition
and we have now before us a second publi
cation from him, in which he gives an im
portant communication from an American
gentleman long a resident of Cuba. That
communication confirms the information ob-

tained by the delegates as to the extent to
which the United States are customers of
Cuba takingfcighty-fiv- e parts out cf a hun
dred of all its export. 'Such a customer
should appear to be worthy of some friendly
attention ; but Spain does not think so, for
she inficta the penalty of a heavy
tax on all her colonists who may take
American product, or have what they do
take come on American vessels. A proscrip
tive discrimination against us pervades her
whole tariff system, so that wheat flour going
to Cuba pays 14--5 per cent, more duty than
Spanish flour arriving in Spanish vessels, and
17 per cent, more than would be cht d
on Canadian flour sent there on Spanish
sels; and the same proscriptive system ot am--
crimination prevails throughout the tariff
upon all articles not of Sprnish production or
manufacture. Such is the thoroughness with
which this discrimination against us is car
ried out that the only way in which Ameri
can manufacturers can introduce their goods
into Cuba, so as to be able to compete with
European goods, is to send them first to Liv
erpool and then forward them to their desti-
nation on board Spanish vessels. While Cuba
fines the United States heavily for taking near
ly all its exports of sugar, she refuses to allow
that sugar to enter her own territory by plac
ing a tax. equal to three and three-quart- er

cents American gold, upon each pound of it
Is it any wonder that Cuba revolts against
such crying injustice? Cuba revolts, but the
United States bears it all and accepts the
discrimination of which she is the object
without making an effort to escape the un
dignified position she is made to occupy. She
does wone than this the very money by aid
of which Spam compels Cuba to submit to
the injustice of her government is furnished,
with a trifling exception, by the commerce
tlie United States keeps up with the island
under these circumstances. Eighty-fiv- e cents
out of every dollar of the tribute wrung from
Spain out of Cuba is paid with money com-
ing from the United States for products and
tariff duties. Is there some advantages to be
gained in the future by our thus submitting
to Spanish exactions? The information ob-

tained by Colonel Burch shows there ofis none. Do the Cubans take so large
an amount of American products
that we can well afford to submit to Spanish
exactions? No; for while we, during the
last five years, annually averaged 171,350,000
of the products of Cuba, that island took
only 15,4.j0,000 from up. leaving a balance
against ns of ooo.900.000 a year. That no
future advantage is likely to accrue from the p
Cuban connection, is evident from the fact
that the population of the island is only
1.330,000, nearly one-ha- lf of which are

mostly slaves, and that population ap-
pears to be dwindling, and certainly did not
increase the last ten years. Daring the last
twenty years the United Slates have nearly
doubled their takings from Cuba, but Cuba
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his scarcely at all increased her importations
of the United States. All this shows that
the-- Cuban trade, even independent of the
tariff, admits of little expansion on their
side, while with our increasing population
we can take an indefinitely increasing amount
from them. Is it wise in us to continue the
sort of trading we are doing with Cuba,
if we can make a change? A change can be
made to our advantage. San Domingo, the
West India islands generally, Mexico,
or the Central American states, are capable
of supplying an indefinite amount of sugar
at least fully equal in quality to that we re
ceive from Cuba. All we have to do is to
close a reciprocity treaty with any of them
offering the proper inducements, and they
would take our productions as readily as we
took their sugar. Such a treaty as we Lave
made with the Sandwich Islands would meet
the case. We should then have a fair return
for our trade; we ehoidd not be submitting to
a discrimination that carries something con
temptuons and degrading with it; we should
not be supplying the money with which Spain
is able to subdue the Cuban struggles for lib-

erty, nor the tribute which Spain exacts from
her unfortunate colony. Spain would find
herself left with Cuba on her hands deprived
of the customer lLat took eighty- -

hve per cent, of its trade then the era
of Cuba's freedom would be at hand. Caba
would be free to-d-ay did not the
United States furnish her ereruy with, the
sinews of war. The fate of Cuba is in our
hands we need no filibustering, no breach of
tha law of nation i, no violation of treaties,
no dishonorable exercise of might over right.
Let us form treaties of reciprocity with those
who will take our products as we take theirs,
and Spain is "wiped out" from perpetrating
further iniquities iu the western world.

Proposed Amendment to the Constitu
tion Affeetlna the Hode ot Coantlnsr

the Electoral Tote for President
and Vice-Preside- nt.

Cincinnati Enquirer Washington special
telegram of the 25th: Mr. Southard, from
the charged with the subject
of the mode of electing the President and
Vice-Preside- to-da- y submitted the follow-
ing report to the full committee to determine
the mode of counting the electoral vote. It
propose? the following additional amendment
vj ine consamuon :

"Article 16. TheJPresident and Vice-Pr- es

ident of the United States shall be chosen by
the people of the several States. Electors in
each State shall have the qualifications requi-
site for electors of the most numerous branch
of the State legislature. They shall vote by
ballot for President and Vice-Presid- on
the day provided by law, and which day shall
be named by congress, and be tne same
throughout the United States. Each State
shall be entitled to a number of Presidential
votes equal to the number of senators and
representatives to which the State may be
entitled in congress. The Presidential votes
and fractions thereof of each person voted for
as President shall be ascertained by multiply-
ing his entire popular vote therein by the
whole number of Presidential votes of the
State, and dividing the product by the aggre
gate popular vote of the State for all persons
voted for as President, and the quotient shall
be the number of Presidential votes and frac
tions thereof to which such persons shall be
entitled, using for such fraction three deci-
mals, and no more. The foregoing provisions
shall be applicable to the election of Vice--
President; bat no person constitutionally in-
eligible to the office of President Bhall be eli-
gible to that of Vice-Preside- nt. Within ten
days after any Presidential election the re-
turning officers of general elections in each
State shall make proper returns of the votes
cast for President and Vice-Preside- and
shall transmit the same nnder seal to the
secretary of state, or other officer lawfully
performing the duties of such secretary, by
whom said returns shall be publicly opened

Particulars of the Murder of B. F. Pry
by a Kexrs Cotton Thief A Little
' Boy Whipped to Death Near

eWitt, Ark. Xesro Wom-
an Fatally Stabbed.

PARTICULARS OF THE MURDER OF A. B. FRY.

Helena World, 25th: A few days since J,
R. Rogers, agent on the Jake Thompson
place, on Moon Lake, and about five miles
from here in Mississippi, had two bales of
cotton stolen from the place. He made dil
igent search, for some time with no success,
until Captain Stancel, of the Northwestern
railroad, informed him (Rogers) that he saw
some negroes cross the river with two bales,
the day the cotton was lost, who landed
about one mile below town. From the 1'e--
scription, Mr. Rogers tuoposed the man to b
Jim lay lor, which afterward proved true.
Coming over here, Mr. Rodgers inquired
around until he ascertained that a certain
house had bought and shipped the cotton
Returning home, he informed Dr. Hendricks
and A. B. Fry, tenants of the place, of his
suspicions, and it was arranged to go yester-
day morning, before day, and arrest the ne
gro, who is also a tenant on the some place
Accordingly, about two o'clock yesterday
morning, Rogers and party proceeded to the
negro 8 nouse, surrouuaing u, ana aemana
ed admission. The negto's wife came to
the door, saving he wasn't at home.
and while parleying the thief rushed
past them, making for the woods
Fry ordered him to halt three times.
and was on the point of firing when he threw
up his hands and surrendered. The three
marched him to Kodgers s house, hrst bind'
ing his hands behind him. Arriving at the
house, he was put in a room, and Fry re
mained to guard him, while Kodgers and
Hendricks went into another room to break
fast. While seated at the table, Rodgers and
Hendricks heard a scuffle and a shot tired in
the room where Fry was. and rushing in.
Rodgers says it was so dark that he could not
distinguish Fry from the negro. Fry was
shot through the heart, and had a death-gri- p

upon the negro s coat and the gun, but by an
effort the negro freed himself, and running
the gauntlet of the shots from Kodgers and
Hendricks, succeeded in making his escape.
Mr. Kodgers came over here at once, and no
titled the police, who began the search for
him. and were in less than two hours success
ful. He was airestsd on the street, and car-
ried to jail. Fry was a steady young man,
and very much liked. He leaves a wife and
two children, who are at present away on a
visit. It is reported that the friends of Fry
will lynch the prisoner before he gets into the
Fnars Point jau.

A LITTLE BOT WHIPPED TO DEATH.
Correspondence Helena World, 25th : On

the morning of the fifteenth instant, about
two o clock, the people ot DeWitt were star
tied by the appalling report that a little boy
had been whipped to death. It seems that a
few weeks ago one Alf Thomas, living about
sixteen miles from DeWitt. hired from Mr.
Stamey his son Willie, a little boy about
twelve years, to assist him on his farm, ihe
little boy, becoming dissatisfied with the cruel
treatment he received, attempted to leave
him. He got several miles away, when he
was overtaken by Thomas, and so unmerci-
fully whipped that he died in a few hours
The officers of the county, active and ready
for any emergency, started immediately to
apprehend the murderer, and summon a .lurv
to hold an inquest. Ihey soon succeeded in
finding the murderer. The jury during the

post-morte- m examination decided that it was
best to have an autopsy ot the body, and they
concluded to bring the body to DeWitt for
examination by expert physicians. The pris
oner was also brought here. Between two
and three hundred people were assembled to
witness the horrifying scene, and in their
presence the box that held the body was
opened, and there lay the poor child mangled
with bruises from head to foot. The scene
was terrible, and caused the inward emo
Hons ot every one present to re
volt against the very cruel manner
m which the poor child's life
was taken. I have never in my life beheld a
more infuriated people. The most intense
excitement prevailed. The people were mad.
almost wild, from the manner in which the
poor little fellow. was murdered. The cries of

Mob him! mob him! were heard on every
side. Some of the oldest and best citizens
were in favor of hanging him to the nearest
tree, and upon the highest limb. By the
stern resistance of the officers the prisoner
alone was saved.
