Sotbern is immense, and his "Dun-
dreary" and "Crushed Tragedian" will take
well in onr city.

George Rob-
inson was disposed of, the jury convicting
him of manufacturing counterfeit niekelH,
and fixing his punishment at one year's im
prisonment in the penitentiary. In the case
of the State against Call Harrison, indict
ment for attempting to pass a fifty-doll-

counterfeit bill, the jury returned a verdict of
not guilty.

The chancery court yesterday granted
the application of Almedia Johnson for a
severance of the matrimonial chains between
herself and George W. Johnson, on the
grounds of cruel and inhuman treatment and
abandonment. The court likewise adminis
tered the same relief in the case of Mary A.
Mallory rs. Michael Mallory. Abandonment,
and because of conviction for a felony, fur
nished tbe grounds for a dissolution in the
last case.

A new temperance lecturer has arrived,
Mr. Eli Johnson, from Brooklyn, New York,
who lectured before a large audience at tho
First Baptist church, on Second street, last
evening, and who will continue to lecture
during the week at the same place. A list of
names was added to the temperance cause
last night. Mr. Keely, of Baltimore, made a
temperance speech, at the close ot Mr. John-
son's lecture, and at the close of the business
a series of resolutions were adopted in favor
of the advancement of the temperance cauee
in this city.

A correspondent of a northern journal,
writing from New Orleans, thus discusses the
peculiarities of the people in drinking: "The
size of the glass is a marvel to a northern
man. It makes him feel as though he were
taking a drink out of a churn, and until he
acquires a little experience he is apt to over- -
gauge his nips. Your fiery southron scorns
anything that looks like restriction in his so
cial hours, and as an indignant reaction
against the small, thin glasses of the north-
ern drinkiag-house.h-as secured a vessel which
admits of a horn that would impoverish a
teeble establishment.

The case of Chatfield & Wood vs. Boyle
& Chapman, which has been pending in the
United States court, was decided yesterday
by a dismissal of the bill and a verdict for
defendants. This suit was instituted by
Chatfield & Wood, of Cincinnati, against
Boylo & Chapman, booksellers and station
ers, of this city, and an effort was made to
hold Hon. Jefferson Davis a partner of the
latter firm, and as such liable for said firm's
debts. The trial showed that Mr. Davis was
not a partner of Boyle & Chapman, although
he had loaned the firm money. The suit in-
volved from twenty-fiv- e thousand to thirty
thousand dollars.

About dark every evening, in this city,
there is a general rush homeward on the part
of men, women and children. Street-car- s
are crowded to excess, every square inch of
room, not only on the seats, but in the aisle,
being taken by humanity. No one ever heard
of a street-ca-r being full, it being like an
omnibus in this respect, and always open for
one more passenger. The poor little mule
which is drawing the terrible load feels the
load, however, and no doubt wishes that
some Monsieur Bergh would appear in our
city and prosecute somebody on the charge of
cruelty to animals. In these days, about
dark, the side-wal- ks are crowded with pedes-
trians walking for dear life and supper.
Clouds of dust fill the streets, caused by the
rapid pace of buggies, wagons, drays, etc.,
but in an hour the turmoil is over and the
streets are comparatively silent once again.

Says the Memphis correspondent of the
Grenada (Miss.) Sentinel: "For more than
a month the artists have been nt work upon
the floats of the Memphi and the Ulks, and I
can assure you that tbe Mardi-Gra- s proces-
sions of these mystic societies will outdo any-
thing ever before seen in this city. Forty
thousand dollars will be expended for the
dazzling spectacle. The new fen ture of this
year's carnival will be two night precessions.
On the night of March 4th, tho Ulks, and the
fifth, the Memphi, and knowing spirits from
the center of the earth, have whispered that
the night pageantry of the Ulks will rival
that of the Memphi. Of course, no one as
yptj caa tell what subjects will be presented.
Some think that the Memphi will treat of the
gods; but this is surmise, based upon the fact
that in the ball invitations sent out there are
to be seen glowing drawings relating to hea-
then mythology. The wagons to be used by
the Memphi are all new, and were manufac-
tured at a large cost for tbe special use to
which they are to 1)6 put. In front of the
park, on Main street, much activity can al-

ready be seen. Great piles of lumber are
scattered here and there, and wagons are go-
ing and coming, bringicg material for the
grand stand, which will be erected upon this
spot.
