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THE BANEKERUPT LAW.

Petitions are pouring into congress urging
the repeal of the bankrupt law, upon the
ground that the law bas failed to meet the
just expectations of the country; that “*while
conferring few or no benefits upon the honest
deblor or rightful creditor, it has been a
source of much ecorruption, dishonesty and
frand, creating appreheosion and distrust in
financual circles, and proving one of the chief
obstacles to tbe restoration of confidence,
stability and prosperity in all departments of
business.”” A public meeting was held at Syr-
acuse, New York, on Batorday last, at
which several speeches were made urging a
repeal. The speakers took the posilion that
“the law of 1800 was repealed after a trial of
less than four yeavs; Lhat the law of 12341 was
repealed at the expiration of two years, and
that the existing law has been thoroughly
tested, and although many sound business
men bave constantly felt thabits operations
were detrimental to them, and demoralizing
to the community, they have refrained from
instituting any active measures for its aboli-
tion, in the belief that n time even its
friends would discover its defects and unite
with them in favor of its removal., In this
hope they have not been wholly disappointed.
Many persons who once befriended it now
ncknowledge its radical defects, and it is evi-
dent that the business coramunity, as n whole,
ha-e settled down into a clear conviction that
it should ba swept entirely away. What was
feared from it at the outset has been demon-
strated by experience. The law offers a
standing premium upon chicanery and fraud;
it is 4 constant incilement to evil practices.
Had its purpose been to profit the class of
persons described in one of the Fnglish sta-
tutes on this subject as ‘those who obtain
other men's goods on credit, and then flee
suddenly to parts unknown; or keep house,
and there consume their substance without
paying their deb's,” ils framers could not
have done their work mora effectoally than it
was done in this instance. It has paved the
way to many a bankruptcy that would not
have occarred but for the facilities and in-
dusements held out by its loose provisions. It
grants a federal license to men to plunder one
another, While it puts money into the hands
of the dishonest tradesman, it confers no
benefits upon either the honest debtor or
rightful creditor. If we admit the claim,
sometimes pat forth, that it was enacted for
the specific’purpose of lLiberating certain par-
ties from the bonds of indebledness who at
the tim# were unable to obtain rehef through
other means, that object has been reached,
and the alleged contingency no longer re-
mains. Attempts to modify the law in the
interest of the public welfure have failed of
their ohject, the effect of all amendments
having only agsgravated its bad features.
Congress, although mnever brought to the
point of repealing it, has on several occasions
given evidence of a decided bebef in its in-
justice and impolity. The last house of rep-
resentative«, on ong occasion, passed a bill,
by a vole of more than two-thirds, repealing
the entire act, showing clearly that the popu-
lar beanch of the npational legislature was
opposed to its langer continuance,”

THE GERMAN EAPIRE.

We congantulate our German fellow-citi-
zens on the future prospecks of their mother
country. This empire occupies & prominent
and enviab'e position among the nations of
th:ear b. Statstics recently furnished the
New Yook Herald show that the growth of
the German empire, of late years, has been
rapid. Fiom 1571 to 1975 the gain was twa
million, and at the same rate of increase the
population of Germany would, in the course
of balf a century, be nearly double that of
France. This remarkable advance is proba-
bly due in purt to the marked falling off in
emigration frora 1869 to the present time.
The diclin® in emigration was doubtless a
consequence of the great development of
German industry which bas been proceeding
during the period mentioned, and which has
been attended by signal 1mprovement in the
condition of the working classea. The in-
crease in population is closely related to the
industrial progress of the cmpire. This is
proved Ly the fact that the increase in the
rural districtsa amounted to one per cent.,
nearly, while 1n the towns and cities it va-
ried from ten to seventeen per cent, As re-
gards the agricultural capacity of Germany,
it is estimated that only eight per cent. of the
area of the country can be called unprodue-
tive. The yield of grains ten years ago was
decidedly mnferior to that of other countrics
in western Eoarope, but in this respect
there has been o constant improvement, and
wheat is now largely exported. All depart-
ments of agriculture have of late been much
encouraged Ly banking establishments, which
have been organized for the expreas purpose
of making loans on real esate. Co-opera-
tive agricultural societies are numerous, and
have been so soccessful as to ment the sup-
port of the State. Technical instruction is
Liberally afforded to the farming population
of Germany, and the agricaltaral schools of
the empire deserve their excellent reputation.
It is, however, in industrial departments that
the advance of the empire 15 most obvious,
The aggregule production of biluminous and
anthracite coal fur more than doubled in the
five years from 1869 to 1874; and in the same
period the production of iron increased from
thirty-six to Gfty oullion toms. The amount
of cotton used in German factories was tripled
in the perid extending from 1283 to 1873;
and the increased importation of wool, linen
and hemp proves that the
those articles has also received an impetus,
The progress of Germany in industrial devel-
opment becomes most evident when atten-
tion 1= given to ber commercial statistics.
In 1572 the aggregate value of the exports
and imports of the German empire
was one  billion four huondred and
ninely million dollars. The figures for the
next year showed an increase of two handred
million; and 1n 1576 the sum total was still
greater, the imports alone amounting to nine
hundred and sixty million dollars. It is n
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[nom--_—ab‘.r fuct that, in 1876, the combined
[ imports and exports of the United Stales
were only severty million in excess of the
last pamed saom—the valoe of Germany's
imports for that year. The statistics show
that, next to England, the foreign commerce
of Germany is the most extensive in the
world. The total tonnage of the empire, in-
cloding the craft engaged in the coasting
and river trade, exceeds Gve million one hun-
dred thousand., According to the latest fig-
ures, the aggregate tonnage of the United
States, including all the vessels in use on the
lakes and rivers, is less than four and a Balf
million. The figures occasion some surprise,
and a surprise by no means pleasant to us as
Americans. Our country, with ita unparal-
leled patural advantages, should bave ng su-
perior in maratime enterprise, and it is to be
hoped that she will, at no distant date, take
her proper place among Lhe nations in this
regard. The German empire is wastly
behind the times in one particular,
It has no national debt, yet
geems to thrive, even under such
an unheard-of deprivation. The con-
stituent states of the empire bave a total in-
debtedness of seven hundred and fifty million,
contracted, in the main, by the construction
of railways. The whole expenditure of the
German government in 1876, including the
support of its enormous military establish-
ment, was lesa than one hundred and twenty
million dollars. Customs and imports de-
frayed more than half of this outlay, and the
direct contributions of the several States of
the confederacy amounted to less than twen-
ty million. It cannot be denied that, in com-
parison with some other European nations,
the German empire has produced great re-
sults at a moderate expenditure, and with
pretly strict economy of the national re-
sources, Upon the whole, it does not appear
that Germanyis in so destitute a condition as
it hus for some time been the fashion with
certain classes to believe, or, at any rate,
maintain,

REFEALOFTHERESUNPTION ACT.

A bill for the repeal of the resumption act
has already passed the lower house'of con-
gress, and in a few days will attract the at-
tention of the senate. Its fate in that body
is uncertain. The Demccrats will favor the
repeal of the resumption act, as they are
placed on record against it by the following
language adopted by the 8t. Lounis National
Demoeratic convention: *“We denounce the
financial imbecility and immorality of the Re-
publican party, which, during eleven years
of peace, has made no advance toward re-
sumption, but instead has obstructed resump-
tion by wasting our resources and exhausting
all our surplus income, and while annually
professing to intend a speedy return to specie
payments, bas anoually enacted fresh hin-
drances thereto. As such hindrance we de-
nounce the resumption clause of tbe act of
1875, and Thereby demand ifs repeal.”
This language 15 plain and unequivocal. It
means just what it says. He who runs may
read it, and he need not stop to understand
it. Now, while there was great charity man-
ifested toward those who went astray on the
silver bill, upon the assuamption that while
they were sound upon the question of silver
remonetization per se they might be justified
in opposing a particular measure to accom-
plish it, there can be no toleration of opposi-
tion by Democrats or Demoeratic journals to
a repeal of the resumption act, so-called.
There is only one side, one point, fo the ques-
tion of repeal, and there is no way of dodg-
ing it or getting around it by equivocation.
The issue must be met. And either the
Democratic creed of repeal was and is a lie,
or he who, professing to be a Democrat, de-
nies it, is a—truth reverser.

Graphic Deseription of the Senante on o
Drusk Duaring its Last Action on
the silver Bill,

Washington Letter to Utica (N. Y.) Her-
ald: A more disgraceful scene than the sen-
ate displayed daring the debate over the sil-
ver bill Friday night has not been seen for
years. An all-night session 1s never a very
creditable affawr. Senators grow careless as
the galleries empty. Boots are drawn off.
Men he down at full length on the settees in
their stocking feet. Vests are unbuttoned.
All the attitades of a railroad car at two
o'clock in the morning are assumed. Smok-
ing goes on all over the floor. The doubtfal
jests of the cloak-room float out amony the
desks, Last night matters were worse. The
senate was unmistakably drunk.- A mere
smull fraction was affected, but they colored
the scene just as & few mnoisy boys make a
school a disorderly school. It is not pleasant
to write these things. It is worse to see
them. It is scandalous that they should hap-
pen. The sepate sat, you must remember,
from noon yesterday till five o'clock this
morning, seventeen hours, & long strain on
any one's patience. Matters ran smoothly
enough till between seven and eight o’clock.
By that time a fair portion of the senate had
“dined.”” There was a *‘spread” in the ser-
geant-at-arms room—he is an officer
under charges, not wholly secure in
his seat. here was another spread
in a committee room, copfined rin-
cipally to some thirty-four ran-
dy  bottles and a dozen tumblers.
Other bottles were accesmble in a cloak-
room, Things were not set out in quite as
straightforward a way as they used to be four
years HFO in the committee-room of the house
devoted to the committee on public buildings
and grounds, where a whisky barrel was tipped
on eéend and provided with a faucet antr tin
cup for all comere, but liquor flowed nearlyas
freely, The effect showed slowly. From
eight to ten it was noticeable that senators
were interrupling each other with great free-
dom and singular lack of coherence. Around
ceriain seats men were shouting with luogh-
ter at the drunken babble of senators who
were leaving the room at intervals, measuring
their dnnks while absent, a senator explained
to me, by perpendicular instead of horizontal
3 rs, ' From ten on there could be no
possible doubt about the condition of affairs
on the floor, and two or three senators’ wives
in the private gallery, amoog them the wife
of an offending member, were giggling be-
hind their fans over the “fun."" Steps grew
more unsteady, faces more flashed, interrap-
tions more mcoherent. A distinguished sen-
ator from California strolled back and forth
with that spongy and uncertain action of the
knees whicﬁopla.mnwly suggests that one foot
or the other has been caoght i a skein of
sewing-silk. His arms went around every
man he met in some maudhin embrace, and
both sides of his desk were needed when
he rose to vole. There was another sen-
ator, distinguished for his opposition
to the pending bill, who displayed
great anmety ‘‘to strke out the
second line of the word ‘government’ ™
[shricks of laughter]; finally, by help of dil-
wgent whispering, a mao prowpting and sup-
porting on each side, gave his amendment
correctly, dropped back in a drunken stupor;
the amendment was voted down; he awoke,
rose, repeated his amendment [wild and nun-
controlable merrimeat]; repeated it the third
time [senators around him nearly crazy with
mirth |, and at last })Dn-maded in his befogged
mind, be toltered from group to group, de-
nouncing the unfairness of a vote on his
amendment “‘while | was down at dinner.”
He dined at five. The amendment was voted
on after ten. Shll a third senator, for thirty
years the honored leader of a great party in
a great State, passed from his seat to the
clol.;k-lz;mm._;nd the cloak-roomd to his seat,
only wide-apart steps and supportin
cha'}rs.yund Whefahe reached his Eel::: l'eﬁ
there into a drunken sleep, in one of the
pauses of a debate in which he was endeavor-
ing to join, did join when he awoke, having
slept with a man thundering at him two feet
from his desk, with incoherent exclamations
and doubtful answers to a simple, plain and
easy question. There were other senators
less noisy and farther gone—one at full
length on his desk and chair—legslating on
the silver question, as congress insists on leg-
islating on that and many other questions,
eves shul and mouth wide open.

What's the Matter with Williamson ¥—
A Grave Indictment of Our Min-
ister by n Panamna Editor.

NEw Yomx, Febma? 25.—The Panama
Star and Herald, of Febroary 17th, says:
**We have received a communication from a
respected correspondent in Gautemala, n
which the official conduct of the United States
minister is complained of and severely criti-
cised. It is mot the fint intimation which has
reached us to the effect that the officer refer-
red to has succeeded in rendering himself un-
popular with his countrymen and the public
of Central America. We do not feel called
upon to publish the epecific allegations
brought against him, but in our position as
impartial journalist it becomes necessary to
take note of re ed charges affecting the
conduct of a public servant who fills the im-
portant ition of Umted States minister to
the republics of Central America, with whom
it is the interests of the country he represents
to maintain and foster the most friendly rela-
tions, instead of seeking a cause of quarrel.
The minister ought to be imbued with suaffi-
cient wisdom, or at least common prgdence. to
avoid all show of animosity, to act in a man-
ner which would conciliate and please
the government and people to whom he 18 ac-
credited. That such has not been the case,
we regret to say there has been sufficient evi-
dence to prove. In the case of Mr. William-
son, our readers will remember the Eisen-
stack business, and the part he played on the
occasion of the visit of the German charge
d’affairs and himselt to the Nicaragua capi-
tal, He left Nicaragua and made such repre-
sentations to the government that, without
positive evidence to the contrary, we must
consider President Hayes was led into the re-
markable error, in his m to congress
under date of December 27th, of saying that
friendly relations had Leen interropted with
Guatemala, when he evidently meant Nica-
ragua, There has not been any other cause
of disagreement within our knowledge, and
that one should have been avoided, as far us
Guoatemala is concerned. It is very much to
be regretted that the world should have been
misinformed in s0 grave a document as the
President’s message that relations had been
broken off, when such was not the case.

The Last Time an English Fleet Forced
the Way to Constantinople,

Constantinople correspondence of {he Phila-
delphia Press: The nearer the Russians get
to Constantinople the more anxious the Eng-
lish will be to surround it with their fleet. If
it should turn out that the surrender of a
part or all of the Turkish navyis to be ex-
acted in the way of indempity, they will have

ood reason for coming bere. Although it
Eaﬁ not accomplished much in this war, the

Turkish navy in good
h. There are

midable element of strengtl i
seven first-class ironclad cl:rraws. carrying
each twenty guns of hea iber, driven by
engines of from six hun:{red to twelve hun-
dred and fifty horse power. There are also
eight ironclad steam corvettes, armed wilh
cannon of the latest and best pattern. In
all, the navy consists of one hundred vessels,
including the above, five ships of the line,
and sowe fifty dispatch and gunboats. The
Russians have no such vessels in their navy
as the Turkish ironclad frigates and corvettes.
They were built in England, of the best mu-
terial, and withont regard to expense. Most
of them are being anchored off the navy-
yard within the Golden Horn, nearly two
miies from the Bosporus, and with two
bridges intervening between them and the sea
of Marmora, The Turkish defenses of the
Dardanelles are infinitely more dangerous
than when Admiral Duckworth forced a
passage in 1807. At that tinue Turkey was
in alliance with France, and Russia and
England were allies on the other side. The
admiral slipped through before his intentions
were understood, and he destroyed several
Turkish men-of-war that he met on the way.
When he got to Constantinople he threatened
to blow everything to pieces if the French
ambassador, General Sebastiani, was-not im-
mediately dismissed and war were not de-
clared against France. At the instigation of
the French envoy the Porte resorted to pro-
crastinating measures, while the whole pop-
ulation worked on the construction cf batter-
ies, mounting in three days three hundred
cannon and putting the sea front in an im-
regnable condition, the entrance of the
rolden Horn being barred by & line of one
hundred gunboats. Finding themselves safe
from harm, the sultan bade the admiral de-
fiance, and refused to accede to any compro-
mise whateaver. When the adm took ad-
vantage of a northeast wind to go down the
Dardanelles, he found new batterics at all the
favorable points, and cannon of the largest
caliber in ition. Some of them fired stone
balls weighing eight hundred pounds. One
of them crushed the deck of the Standard,
and caused a loss of sixty men. All the ves-
sels of the squadron suffered more or less,
and about three hundred men were killed.

TAUSTBALIA.

The Dead Lock In the Vietoria Legisia-
ture Continpes—Rioting at Mel-
bourne In Consequence—Se-
vere Dronth—0Other
Matters,

Sax Fraxcisco, February 28.—News from
Australia is very meager. The dead lockin
the Victorian legislature continues, the coun-
cil refusing to pass the appropriation bill and
insisting that lEe payment of members should
be provided for with a separate bill, while
the government insists on the bill in its pres-
ent shape. The council has, memorialized
the queen on the erisis, and some rioting has
occurred in the Melbourne populace, who
are supporting the assemibly and the govern-
ment in favor of the bill,

A ministerial crisis bas occurred in New
South Wales, and Sir Henry Parkes has un-
dertaken the formation of a new ministry.

The drouth has been very severe in some
portions of the country; parts of Queensland
bave been without rain for eighteen months,
In New Zealand, Sir George Grey, premier,
has had an interview with King Lahio Mari,
which is expected to result in the opemag of
the king's coun to a settlement, the
drouth causing alarm in the Hawaiian
[slands. The cane crop is partially destroyed
on Island Mani, and the stock are dying for
want of food.

"POLYANDRY.

The Custom of a Plurality of Hasbands
as Observed In Thibet—Mr. Bogle's
Experience and Observations,

Cornhill Magazine: A noticeable featurein
the national hifeis the immense number of
monasteries and nunneries which are to be
found scattered over the country. In the
neighborhood of Lhasa alone there are eleven
monasteries, in which are cloistered upward
of twenty thousand monks, and the nunne-
ries are found in like proportion. This appa-
rent devotion to spiritual concerns is, at first
sight, calculated to arouse our admiration
and sympathy, but a litlle consideration sng-
gests the idea that the religiovs fervor of
these Thibetan monks and nuns is a good
dea! hightened bg' & keen sence of sordid
self-interest. If the blood of martyrs is the
seed of churches, poverty, especially in the
east, has a wonderful effect in multiplying
the crop. To men who have no taste for the
hard labor demanded by the soil from its
tillers, and to women who have no means of
gaining a livelinood for themselves, the se-
cluded idleness and assured meals of a mon-
astery or nunnery present attractions which
it is pext to impossible to resist. The women
also have an sexcuse for entering religious
orders which is denied to men, for there ex-
1sts in Thibet oneof those extraordinary mar-
nage customs which are occasionally met
with in out-of-the-way parts of the world,
and which are to be explained only Ly refer-
ence to the snrrounding circumstances of the
people. A nuomerous progeny, in a poor and
sterile country, 18 doubtless a distinct evil,
and it is one which naturally suggests the im-
position of a check even to those who have
never heard of Malthus or his doctrines.
This we may suppose to have been the posi-
tion of the Thibetans when they cast about
for some plan by which they might limit the
increase of the population. The plan they
adopted for the purpose is almost unique, and
18 culled polyandry, which may be explained
as being the exact reverse of polygamy; for,
as in most eastern countries it is lawful fora
man to have a plurality of wives, in Thibet it
is the castom for a woman to have a plurality
of husbands. The usual practice is fur t wo,
three or four brothers in a household to marry
one wife. They all reside in one
house, aud the children are consid-
ered to be the joint offspnng of all,
It is inconceivable to us that such a system
should exist for an hour; but in Thibet, far
from giving rise to the evils which might be
expected to flow from it, it works easily and
well, and the pictares which travelers give us
of Thibetan households display a degree of
domestic bappiness and affection which cer-
tainly equals that enjoyed in much more fa-
vored lands.
