T. DAVID'S DAY.

Tke threat Anniversary of the "atlyes
of Wales; aad tke Orlain of

Wearlaa-tk-e Leak.

Fridav last was St David's day, the anni
versary day of all natives of Wales. On that
day every true Welshman wears a leek in his
hat but why, is the mystery? Various
reasons have been assigned by the Welsh for
wearing the leek on the hrst or March, at
David's day. Whatever may have been the
origin of the custom, true it is that the leek
is as much the emblem of the ancient JJnton
as the shamrock is the chosen emblem of Ire
land. Some have affirmed the practice of
the Welsh to be in memory of a great victory

, - l tt n i T . a.
ooiainea over ine caxons. it is saia mat
during the conflict the Welshmen, by order of
St. David, put leeks in their hats to distin
guish them from their enemies, lie this as it
may, it is the practice with the Welsh to this
day to wear the emblem, and on each St.
David s day the schorars ot the Welsh school
in London, to the number of several hundred,
parade through the streets, each wearing in
his hat or button-hol- e an artificial leek.
Shakspeare makes the wearing of the leek
to have originated at the battle of
Cressy. In the play of Henry V., "Fluel--
Wn, addressing the monarch, says:
'lour grandfather, of famous memory.

an't please your majesty, and your great-uncl- e,

Edward, the Black Prince of Wales,
as I hare read in the chronicles, fought a
most brave battle here in France," "The
Welshmen did goot service in a garden where
leeks did grow; weaving leeks in their Mon-
mouth caps, which your majesty knows to
this hour is an honorable badge of the ser-
vice; and 1 beliete your majesty takes no
scorn to wear leeks on St. Tavy'e day." The
observance of St Davy's day was long con-
tinued by royalty in tlie olden times; even
sparing Henry XII could disburse two pounds
among Welshmen on their saint's anniversa-
ry; and among the household expenses of
I'nncess Mary for lo44 is an entry Of a gift of
fifteen shillings to the yeomen of the king's
guard, for bringing a leek to her grace on St
David's day. Misaon, alluding to the cus-
tom of weanng the leek, records that King
William 111 was complaisant enoush to bear
his Welsh subjects company, and two years
later we find the custom referred to in a
prominent paper of that time' (1699) the
Flying Post: "Yesterday being St
David '8 Day the king, according to custom,
wore a leek in honor of the ancient Britons
the courtiers, in imitation of his maiestv.
wore leeks also." There is an old saving
'that it is sufficient theme for a iealous

Welshman to ground a quarrel against him
that doth not honor his cup' with a leek on
St. David '8 day. While our modern head-
dress is t'-- for such verdant deco-
rations to allow of their being worn, even if
the national element were as vigorous as
ever, yet gilt leeks are to this day carried in
procession by the Welsh branches of friendly
societies, and the national badge may be seen
aecoraung ma interior oi the houses ot the
Weish on the anniversary of the patron saint
of the principality.

The Supreme Court.
Editors Appeal If the selection of can

didates for supreme judges by the Democrat-
ic convention does not degenerate into a com
plicated trafficking by the traders in "influ-
ence," who are "inside of politics," it will
be fortunate for the people of Tennessee.
Every delegate, and every citizen, for that
matter, should be furnished with a copy ot
Mr. Henry Craft's admirable article on the
subject of the qualifications of the men who
should be selected for judges, recently pub
lished in one of the law magazines, as a
preparation for the important duty devolving
on him in the August elections, it is under
stood that all the present incumbents are
candidates for After eight
years of arduous toil such toil as
tew men undergo under the most
adverse circumstances of any bench in the
Union they ask the people to pass upon
this work. It is estimated they have tried
twelve thousand cases, which is about five
cases a day for every working day in the
eight years. The court has been on wheels,
moving about from one end of the State to
the other, each judge packing about with
him say a barrow-loa- d of books, with which
to do his work, and not a respectable library
anywhere, unless it be at Nashville. The
mode of practice prescribed by law is as an-
tiquated as this itinerant saddlebag system
of sessions, no longer necessary, and has
none cf the modern improvements or aids
to speedy trial which the best law- -

reformers have devised. The decisions have
not been reported, either through the inade
quacy of the law, or by some fault of those
charged with the duty, and the court and
lawyers have been left to grope about in the
dark, without much guide to their delibera
tions. It is not much wonder that the work'
ings of such a system have been unsatisfac
tory. It is a disgrace to the lawyers of Ten
nessee that they have not had sufficient in
fluence to reform these evils by locating the
court at Nashville and furnishing it with the
necessary appliances, including an improved
code of practice, to do its work with compar
ative ease and mote advantageous results
In estimating the value of these judges their
considerations must be taken into account
No lawyer, and no voter, when he comes to
make up his judgment whether these officials
deserve will have done justice to
them unless he does consider the enormous
difficulties under which they have labored.
and no bench can be elected which will give
any more satistaction as long as the cum
brous system of appellate practice, under
which wo suffer, is allowed to endure. It is
not so much a change in any of our judges of
the supreme or inferior courts that we need,
as a thorough reform in our mode of practice.
These August elections should be the occasion
for arousing the people to a sense of the im
portance ot this subject lawyer.
