rorty Ktsbtta Anal versarj -- Keporl af
Kxeeatlve Committee, Addreas of

B. m. jKatea. Kaa. Btleetiea
af OflBeera, Ete.

The forty-eigh- th anniversary of the Mem-
phis and Shelby county Bible society, was
held on Sunday evening last in the First Cum-
berland Presbyterian church, Court street.
Colonel Ethel H. Porter, president, in the
chair. There was a fair attendance, though
the weather was unpropitious. Judge C. W.
Heiakell read selections of scripture, and
prayer was offered by Major George W. Win-
chester. With this society about twenty of
the Protestant churches of the city
The pastors of such churches are ex officio

of tbe society and members
of the executive committee. The ministers
of most of the churches were present- - The
report of tbe executive committee, presented
by Mr. T. H. Rice, secretary, certainly showed
a large amount of work done, and argued
that tbe society was a live and working or-

ganization. We give a brief rammary of
what it did the past year, to the first instant:
It has visited twenty-nin- e thousand six hun-
dred and sixty-nin- e white, and
twenty thousand eight hundred and
two colored families; found destitute
twenty-eigh- t hundred and eighty-fiv- e white,
and fifty-on- e hundred and twenty colored
families; supplied thirty-eig- ht hun-
dred and forty-nin- e white, and
thirty-fiv- e hundred and sixty-fiv-e

colored families. The distribution in the
case of white families is about one on ten,
und among the colored about one in four.
Besides the families as above, one thousand
one hundred and sixty-eig- ht individuals were
supplied. In doing this work, fourteen thou-
sand four hundred and seventy-tw- o volumes
of the scriptures were distributed, those sold
amounting to four thousand two hundred
and seventy-on- e dollars and seventy-tw- o

cents, and those donated to one thousand
three hundred and forty-si- x dollars and six-eig- ht

cents. Tbe cost of the work of distri-
bution, together with the supervising ex-

penses, freight, and incidentals, was four
thousand nine hundred and eighty-on- e dol-

lars and thirty-en- d cents.
The American Bible society has contributed

largely to the work, having donated during
the year six thousand dollars worth of books
for distribution through the Memphis society
in West Tennessee and North Mississippi.
Surely this is 4great liberality oa the part of
the parent society.

The address of Mr. B. M. Estea was an
able production, well delivered and well re-
ceived. His theme was the bible as a divine
revelation. Wittiopt undertaking to give
any outline of the adilress, wo may state that
the speaker evidence a great familiarity with
the scriptures, and evidently embraces. mot
cordially, the genfally-receive- d and funda-
mental doctrines of coristianity. Mr. Kites 's
address was, in all things, Buch an one as
might be expected in view of his acknowl-
edged legal ability, and his well-define- d re-

ligious convictions. An election of officers
and members of tbe executive committee for
the ensuing year was had. Colonel Ethel H.
Porter was elected president, T. H. Rice sec-
retary, and J. A. Simmons treasurer. The
music, under the direction of Prof. H. Schulze,
with a select choir, was fine, especially the
voluntary.

Tbe meeting adiourned, after taking up a
collection, with singing the doxology, and
pronouncing the benediction by Rev. David
Walk. "

A DESPEBATE WOMAN

Arrested, for Theft. Sue Attempts to
Vet Away with tbe Officer with

ber Little ' Ieflaaee" Pistol.

New York Herald: At police headquar-
ters, in Brooklyn, yesterday afternoon, De-

tective David Corwin, of the Brooklyn cen-

tral pobce office, narrowly escaped death at
the hands of a female prisoner who attempted
to shoot him. The prisoner, who at first
gave her name as Mrs. Flack, is a German,
and speaks English somewhat imperfrctly.
The circumstances that led to her arrest ex-

tend to February 13fh, when a gold watch
and chain, worth about one hundred and
fifty dollars, were stolen from the residence
Mrs. Strong, No. 371 Bridge street. On that
day, in the afternoon, a rather
stylisly dressed woman, who was at-

tired in black, called at the house of Mr. E.
D. S'uipman, and asked to see a family lodg-
ing on tbe second floor. Th servant girl,
Ellen Freeman, answered the sum me as at
the hall door, and not knowing whether the
family inquired . about were at home, she
showed tbe stranger into tbe parlor until she
could go upstairs and ascertain. The family
asked for were not at home, and when the
girl returned to tbe parlor she found that the
strange female had token her departure dur-

ing her brief absence. It was abo discov-
ered that the jewelry above-name- d

was missing, and the case was duly reported
to the police. Ellen Freeman was enabled
to give a pretty accurate description of
the thief to Detective Corwin, who was
detailed to work up the case. The following
day tbe stolen property was found aa Klick-ner'- s

pawnbroker's shop, on Fulton street,
and inquiry elicited a description of the per-
son who had pledged the stolen jewelay,
which corresponded with the manner and
appearance of the woman for whom the offi-

cer was in search. Since that time every
pawnbroker in Brooklyn has been apprised
of the occurrence, and has been requested to
send word to the police should any such
person call at their shops.

Ho lolty, ter- -
note ana so grand is migmy eus. so to leu
with nature's kinship, so flushed with passion, so
embroiled by love. The heaven of th tired vi sage
Includes strange compounds, but Its entrancing glo-
ries bem with a radiance man may long for, but
never can his mortal lire attain.

The second scene In the Mardi (iras pageant pre-
sent Olympus, the heaven of Homer and the Ore-cla- n

bards. Inhabited by the Ineffable majesty of
Zeus, whose ambrosial locks perfumed the feasts
where tbe guest, were gods. Corruscatlng wtth the
glow of color aud the aush of light, a mighty run
burt blazes in the rear of tbe car. In Its front sits
Zeus on his throne, awful In dignity, glorious In
vetture. In his hand tbe scepter or hU power. The
dread which darts tbe lightning's flash, and
rolls the awful thunder through the rkles while mor-
tals crouch In dread. Is near lilm. At his feet the
strn eagle watchful stands with outstretched wings.
At the front of the car are the dlmU outlined por-
tal of the Olympian vault, formed by stars of which
gracful circlets span the glorious sene. There, In
grand array, beating In their bands tbe symbols of
tbetr high trust, Order, Justice, and Peace keep
careful wntch. Over half the scene .n o'erarchlng
rainbow shows Its prismatic tints, the gorgeous dis-
play adding to tbe splendor of tbe fair paradise. Be-
neath its center stands In graceful ine the wing-foot- ed

Iris, tlmtd as the trembling dove, sweet with
all the matchless grace a goddess can display, robed
In the stately gule becoming her high 'lnUy. he
holds In her band the jeweled cup of the Fat!er of
godt and men. filled with nectar tor the seated deity.
Nearer Zeus, at bis right hand, stands Imperious
Juoo, clad in dazzling g.rb. ber attitude expressing
all the majesiy that clings to the Olympian queen.

Tableau Bo. 3.
GODd AND TITANS.

. Tbe ancients, knowing nothing of what physical
science has revealed to us, saw la connection with
every production of nature, and In the actions of
her agents the dawn, the winds, the streams, etc

some living existence as their author or ilrctor,
and these belugs were the objects of their worship.
They did not analyze what tbny felt, and that feel-
ing made 'them creators. What was pleasant, or
eiesrly useful to man. came from good and kind In-
telligences: what was afflictive or disagreeable from
malignant beings. Notwithstanding tins Imaginative
manner of regarding nature, the early U reeks, or
tbelr progenitors, were not without a perception of
a progress of the enrthjas time rolled on, to wa d a
condition more and more suited to man a progrejs
wo to-d- call evolutlou. The subject Illustrated In
tbe third tableau Is au Instance of the manner in
which tr dltlon- of the cold of the glacial peri d,
and of other past ua ursi events, affected their
mythology. From tbu union of r ratios, heaveu,
and Tltala, earth, among other offspring, came tbe

ltans. powerful, but turbulent and vindictive be-
ings. They appear to have been personifications of
the destructive forces, such as trost, earthquakes,
tbe raging waters, and other ungenlal and uialliru
Influences. The friendly powers, led on by Zeus,
after long contentions, cast these Titans Into Tar-taro- s,

where they were confined and deprived of the
opportunity to misuse thatr powers to Interfere with
the harmony of heaven, or to abridge t e welfare of
moitals by their violence and disorder. Lire was
tha strife. The Titans were of indomitable courage,
ard were terrible wben excited to put forth In wratn
their mighty powers. To the Grecian poet and
sculptor the war of the gods and the Titans was an
exhaustless theme for tbe employment of their loftl
est genius, and the exhlblUon of their sublimit
cono-pLon-

The scene on the third car presents the final strug-
gle of the gods and Tltaas. It Is exhibited In the
classic, statuesque style, white marble showing the
curving outlines, the dignity of po, and the severe
fawssfmneaa of actlou for which that style is

harmonious grouping and character-
istic act'on of the figures at once seize upon the
esthetic perceptions of the beholder. The stern
vigor of the whole, and the artistic grandeur cf tbe
Individual oarts give a stro g fascination to tbe pic-
ture. Hardihood, unquenchable courage, and In-

flexible will, murk tbe terrible contest Tbe mo-
ment seized for presentation Is the supreme crisis at
which the gods have obtained the predominance,
and are hurling tbelr baffled enemies toward tbe
dark abyss where they are to be confined. Towering
above the rest In majesty, beauty and grace, stands
Zeus, his face flushed with the ard r of conquest
On his right, Poseidon, on bis lert. Hades, are pre-
cipitating to their doom, Krooos, the devuurer,
Iapetos, and the rest of the Insurgent brood. Tbe
scene of the final battle Is a rough, mountain sum-
mit; jutting angles and blocks of rock are
beneath the feet of the contestants. The proud mien
of the conquerors Is finely contrasted with tbe ma
llgnant scowl and expression of baffled rage dis-
played on the countenances of the routed Titans.

Tableau Ho. 4.
AURORA.

In the pages of the antique Snnscrlt, and In the
poetry of Greece, the dawn, with Its returning light
and life. Is a beautiful subject for Imagery and per-
sonification without end. The paling of the stars,
the glimmer of coming light, the gray of tbe morn-
ing twit-gut- , tbeilustt of color, the transition to the
radiance of a thousand glories, the gold, tbe puiplu.
the crimson; every cloud edged with the glow; every
scattered shred aod cloudlet t'.at flecks the face of
heaven refulgeot with brilliancy All this was a
theme ths earliest of poets loved to dwell uion
Every detail had Its perso.dtlcaUoti, and brightness
and beaut) covered Aurora the lovely dawn, and
every attendant detail connected with her advent
from the shades of night.

The taoleau illustrating the entrance of the dawn
Is simple In Its elements, but combines stately grace
wits glowing color and animated attitude. A rose
colored car. formed In graceful curve, tbe gnloet
wheels of which sparkle with rainbow hues scattered
from the drip. lug gems or gathered new, is urawn
by milk-whi- te steeds whose nostrils wide expand as,
pawing tbe air, they proudly dash aloug their

way. Upon the jeweled and flower-bedeck-

i baitot appears the exultant empress oi
the mora. Standing erect; conscious of ber beauty;
proud of all tbe bniibmt stare that glow- - and bums
around her. Aurora comes .' Her right band guides
the Impetuous steeds; in ber left she extends the
blazing torch whose brightness pales the stars and
wakes the Joyous mora. Her gaimeuts are threads
of sliver; the purple light of morning tli.shes her
golden cestus with radiant glory. The entrancing
forms of Zepbyres and Eosphoros (the zephyr and
the morning star) precede toe car. Buoyant as float-
ing down, agile as the whispering breeze, captlvnt
lng thy fancy bjr tbelr car-les-s grace, they abutter
roses and flowers oi a mindred tints as thy float on
ward along their azure path, lb the rear of the car
the burst of gold, and emerald, and the gl.t
tar of tbe morning cloudlets, form a flitlrg
bat kground fur the goddes . Beneath and arounu
the whole are wreathed and curling cloud . the cur
tains of tbe dawn; tbelr outlines r tl ct the crimson
and tbe g Id whose rosr hues give joyousneis to all
the g rgeous scene, whose noble beauty aud glowing
splendor won enthusiastic cheers from the vast, ad
miring multitude.

Tableau So. 5.
THE EARTH.

"Broad breasted earth." as tbe Greeks called her,
was. In thIr opinion, uot only tbe dwelilug-plac- e 01
man, but a goddess As the earth Is fruitful, the
goddess was naturally tbe mother of as numerous
offspring ; as there is much wickedness, a Ittrga por-
tion of that offspring was. of course, evil. Among
them were tbe Titans, whose fate forms the subject
of tbe third tableau.

The fifth tableau typlQes the Bona Dea, the earth,
by a harvest and vintage scene as understood in
mythologlc times. Prominent on tbe car Isa chariot
of the classic term, lJgl.iy ovnamentvd ana having
wheels Of Hushed pint rellevad with crimson. Upon
it is a vast amphora, whose generous contents spreau
mirth and frolic around. The car is drawn by Hons
and v--n r hers, who recognize with the rest that ' 'an
era of good feeling" bas been established. The
driver Is Bacchus, gaily and richly attired In festive
robes, his head ornamented with vine leaves; he,
and also some of tbe other personages, carries a
headless spear, and where war would put Iron, the
iolly celebration allows only of vine leaves and

colored ribbons; bis left arm rests lovlnwly
upon the enormous vase fined with "the blood of the
tbe grape." Behind blm stands CUda, a beautlfu
Bacchante, who is pouring ruby wine from a flagon
In one hand bit a golden cup In the other; Ampe-los- ,

the friend of Bacchus, Is also lu the car. The
beasts bear merry cuolds upon their backs and are
loaded with garlands, while the r round they walk
upon Is strewed with flowers end foltaf". Slomus
displaying bis macx and overcome by wine, Is ca
resstug the lions. Sllenos, with red nose, guides
the beasts In drunken gravity. Sheafs of golden
grain, heaps of 1 isqIous fruit, masses of purple
grapes, and foliage and flowers In profusion, finish
a scene of times xhstt are no mora.

Tableau We. o.
CASTOR AND POLLUX.

Castor and Pollux, names known to us as the Gem-
ini, or twins, of tbe well-know-n constellation, were
favor.." 2ces pi urecian mytnoiogu; story, which
tu at great lengvn tneir suiauig atuievemems ano
their mutual affection. The latter wa so great that,
at the request of Pollux. SSeus divided ihe Immortal-
ity of tbe latter with his brother, so t hat on alternate
days each one was In heaven and In the under world.
This legend, with other particulars, show Castor and
Pollux to be tbe sun and the moon; all the names in
it refer to light Castor, the sun. the Illuminator;
Pollux, the moon, the Helene, light,
brightness, was their sister. They are also known
as the Dioscuri, tbe twin sons of Zeus. Oi e of their
early exploits was rescuing their sister Helene from
the formidable Theseus, tbe rival of Heracles, who
h-- abducted her.

This tableau Is another fine study, In marble, after
the pureet Grecian style of art, and represents, with
spirited and life like fidelity, the courageous rescu- -

or Helena Castor and Pollux, wearing their star-capp-

helmets, are mounted on their s lft steeds,
Xanthos and Cyllaros, the gift of Juno. TiieMsi ..
with vengeful Ire, Is striving to baffle tbelr efforts.
He Is aiming bis spear at the breast of Pollux's
horse; the bitter Is attempting to strike his oppo-
nent, who Is on toot, with a deadly blow from bis
lance. Tbe pane at the two combatants is admirable
for the spirit and reality with which It tells tbe story
of strife. Ou the other horse Is Castor holding his

who bas fainted, in his arms; In his right
hand he carries his spear. The sinking body and In-
ert limbs or the unconscious Helene are presented
with masterly power and execution; In the very help-
lessness there Is preserved an expression of classic
dignity, and an attitude fail of grace. The two
horses are fine specimens of art; the fire and re-
pressed power displayed by the one rode by Castor, aa
he stops short before tbe blow aimed by the vengeful
man Is especially admirable. The drapery along the
sides of toe car la arranged In curves and folds that
make them a study of caadc taste In details.

No tale of classic love Is mor.' agreeable In Its de-
tails than that or Psjche the soul Loveliness and
amiability art, use our lnterrst, nd unmerited per-
secution and suffering touch our symaathlrs. Al-
though admired, praised and worshiped with an ar-
dor that excited the Jealousy of Venus, yet none
sought the beauteous maid in marriage. She was
exposed on a rock, but a kindly zrphyr conveyed ber
to a charming valley. There a sweet voice accosts
her and she recomes the wife of one she sees riot
Her envious sisters persuade her to coie .11 a lamp,
that she may discover whether her lover, w.10 visits
her only In the darkness, is not a moiist'r. Sbe
gazes; the form before her, lovely with a perfection
inly Venus's son could own, 1 that of Love himself!

Every fiber of her being ynarnlng toward him, she
leans forward. A drop of burnhig oil falls from her
lamp upon the sleeper's shoulder. He awakes, re-
proaches her for her doubts, and files away. When
ahe realizes that the tenant or her heart Is love
love bas deserted her. Dlsconsolate.she at first desires
death, then, wandering and sorrowing, sh: seeks the
lost one The Jealous Venus puts her upon trial
after trial, even sending her to Hades to gather a
portion of the beauty of its queen, Proserpine.

Tne
scene seizes upon tbe tmaglu&tlon by the vigor of lis
conception nd the startling na ure of its d alia
Dark rocks aie piled lu confused masses, monsters
that only the nightmare could suggest grin and
frown, and show their cunning eyes nd cruel teeth;

.serpents with flerr scales and stinging t o ues cling
to the rocky pillars; beasts with dng n's beads,
flaming eyes and sharp, hooke Dlaas arm yawning
for prey; fire. Intense aud crimson, bums and llamas
and belches out columns of smoke yellow, crimson,
green and sulphury. blue bese devoudng tongues of
flame leap to embrace In torture the shrieking slaves
of guilt In the rear of tbe scene the bloou-re- d fire
rages with Its fiercest glow; surging in a torreal un-
quenchable as hate resistless as despair. Iu front
of this focus of hell's hottest fury. Is the thron- - of
the king aud quaen of these luferoal fires. Pluto and
Proserpine; he. with his d fork, she with
her cruel scepter In her bands. Near them Is seeu
the steru figure oi Implacable Atropos. who, with
keen edged shears Is cu ting with supreme indiffer-
ence the thread that holds a human life.

NIOBB.

Nlobe, the afflicted mother weeping in grief that
canDOt be comforted, has, lu all ag-- s. furnished the
poet with glowing Imagery, and the sculptor with an
unrivaled theme. Nlobe was the fruitful mother of
many sons and daughters. Proud of her offspring
she offended Leto. a wife of Zeus, who complained
to ber children, she had but two, Apollo aud Diana,
and they, with Implacable cruelty, shot down tbe
hapless family with their arrows, one daughter alone
escaping. Toe bereaved mother, robbeu of ber dear
ones, deprived of her boast and pride, weeping until
tbe font of tears was empty, congealed with mathless
grief and became a stone; but. a thou. h a stone,
"still brooding o'er the woes sent by the god." This
moving story is one of those poetic myths that prim-
itive man. in his untaught, unexamlnlng way of un-
derstanding nature, wrought out with a strange
mingling or fact and Imaginative fancy. Nlobe is
the productiveness of nature and "bride of tbe sun."
whose fecundating beams make her fruitful The
waning year brings decay and death, wbo des ror her
offspring, all bet her daughter, Cblorls the green,
the verdant who, while Nlobe Is turned to stone
the Ice of winter lives unt-1- . as spring, she covers
the earth with its green carpet ahd bounteous vege-
tation.

Tbe ninth tableau Is a statuesque representation
of the awful s ene where the children of theangrr
Leto a e winging from th- - skies their fatal arrows
toward tbose of the grief-strlrk- Nlobe. The figures
are group d upon a peak ot salt- ut and angular
masses of ragg d reck. The principal figure is un-
happy Nlobe. One arm Is raised in supplication to
the gods, tbe other is cast arouud her younge.-- t child
over whom she leans, seeklr g 10 protect her from
the dire bato, and cruelty, and fierce revenge of tbe
relentless Diana. Another daughter, Cleodoxa, is
gazing lu bitter grief upon ber dying brother. Sypllus,
sympathy and affoctlon beaming from ber face. He
Is struck down, helpless to resist, yet Indignant at
tbe wrong he suffers ; he feels Ui it dsath has come,
Altai and fraternal love arouse a vain sniggle ;tgaln t
the Inevitable, but life and all the Joys 0! youth are
passing passing forever from those glazed, Vum er's.
Another son, Sllnytus, Is sinking tow ird the earth
his hand pressed on the wound that ha'e has dealt
blm.
