The above figures show a total ot nearly
f7,000,000, and even ellowing for further
disasters through a rise of the wind and wa-
ters, and consequent iccreau; ol devastation,
will cover the ruin in the dis-
trict reterred to. And now let ns refer to one
bright spot in the picture In the first place,
there is no doubt but that many thousand
acres of the submerged districts will be vastly
benefited in the courte ot lime by the rich
sediment deposited by the fl'jods; secondly,
that if the wntcts, as they assuredly will on
certain portions, sub-tid- e within the next three
months, crops can be raised along the upper

and come down with an overwhelming and
irresistible force. We can well accept the
theory that the whole of this vat section was
once a huge inland pea, stretching from the
biy np to the Sierras, gradually decreased by
the deposits of centuries and the gradual al

which has taken place along the Pa-
cific slope. This section is the natural out-
flow of the leagues of snow clad Sierras and
the deluge of rain which falls 'rom Shasta to
Pablo.

Washington, March 8. The house com-
mittee on Pacific railroads agree to recom-
mend the passage of tha bill appropriating
twenty thousand dollars for a survey of a
railroad from Austin, Texas, through . Chi-
huahua and Sonora to Topolovampo harbor,
gulf of California.

PROGRESS OF THE TAEIFK BILL.
The committee on ways and means to-d-

considered the tax on sundries. Brimstone,
crude, was made free; brittania ware was in-
creased from twenty to twenty-fiv- e per cent-
um ad valorem; card-case- s, pocket-book- s,

souvenirs and all similar articles, of whatso-
ever material composed, increased from
twenty to thirty per centum ad valorem; chic-
ory and root, ground or unground, burnt or
prepared, reduced from five to four cents per
pound. The rate on castor beans or seeds
was fixed at fcixty cents per bushel of fifty
pounds; crude cocoa and cork bark were
made free; cork bark manufactured, thirty
per centum ad valorem; chloroform, fifty
cents per pound; cream tartar was reduced
from nine to six cents per pound; zante or
other currant was reduced from two to one
cent per pound; raisins were fixed at two and
one-hal- f cents per pound; corsets, manufac-
tured of cotton, was reduced from three to
two dollars per dozen; the tax on un wrought
clay-pip- e clay and fire-cla-y was fixed at four
dollars per ton; kaohne, four dollars per ton,
and fuller's-eart- h three dollars per ton.

WEST POINT ESTIMATES.
The senate committee on appropriations

to-d-ay heard General Schofield in his expla-
nation of the estimates for the West Point
military academy, and completed the consid-
eration of the bill. It will be reported Mon-
day next. The committee recommend the
restoration ot the item reported from the
house committee, but stricken out in the
house, providing for longevity pay of pro-
fessors. The committee also insert the items
of twenty-on- e thousand dollars for the hos-
pital building, thirty-eig- ht thousand dollars
for water supply and add six thousand six
hundred and fifteen dollars to the amount
appropriated by the house for the pay of
cadets, so as to make it equal to the sum ex-
pended for that purpose last year. The sec-
tion prohibiting the appointment of gradu--
ates of the academy to a second-lieutenanc- y

in the army, except when vacancies actually
exist in regimental organizations, is stricken
out.
THE TARIFF BILL DIBCUS8ED IK CABINET

SESSION.
The state department was represented at

the cabinet meeting to-da- y by Assistant-Secretar- y

Seward, Secretary LvarU being
absent in New York. All the other mem-
bers were present. The tariff bill now being
considered by the committee on ways and
means, was the topic of discussion. From
estimates and tables submitted by Secretary
Sherman, it appears that under the opera-
tions of the bill the revenue would fall off
annually from fourteen million dollars to fit-te-

million dollars, and to meet the actual
expenditures of the government it would
become necessary to make up the deficiency
by a tariff on articles now on the free list.

THE PACIFIC RAILWAY SINKING FUND.
The senate committee on railroads has

unanimously agreed upon recommending the
passage of the Dorsey Pacific railroad sink-
ing fund bill, with certain important amend-
ments prepared by Senators Mitchell, Math-
ews, Dorsey, Ransom and Barnum, the sub-
committee in charge of the subject. The bill,
as thus agreed to, is amended by the entire
omission of the section which provided for
the reconveyance of twelve million acres ot
land grants to the government, on condition
that the sinking funds should be credited
therefor at the rate of one dollar and a quar-
ter per acre. The section providing that the
Union Pacific and Central Pacific companies
should be given the preference for govern-
ment business is also stricken out. The main
features of the amended bill are as follows:
All moneys due these two companies, on the
first of April next, for government transpor-
tation, are to form a neuclus of the proposed
sinking fund, the amounts to be made equal
by cash payments, if necessary, to at least
one million dollars for each company. These
are, thereafter, each to pay into the United
States treasury one million dollars per year,
in semi-annu- al payments, until the year 1900,
when the bonds indorsed by the government
become due. The interest is to be accumu-
lated semi-annual- ly at the rate of six per
cent, a year upon all amounts thus placed to
the credit of the sinking fund, and these pay-
ments are to be in hen of the requirements of
the present law as to the annual payment of
five per cent, of the net earnings and the re-

tention of one-ha- lf of the earnings for gov-
ernment transportation. The balance found
due the United States by the companies in
the year 1900 is to be paid in fifty equal semi-
annual installments, together with interest
on the deferred payments at a rate of inter-
est which shall equal the rate then being
paid by the government on a majority of its
securitit s.

Coagreaolonal Proeeedlaa
IN THE HOUSE..

Communications from American type foun-
ders protesting against certain petitions for
the abolition of the tariff duty on type, con-
sidering it as scandalously false, as contain-
ing statements many of which are utterly de-
void of truth, and as in the interest of for-
eign type-founde- rs and their products, was re-

ferred.
The senate amendment to the bill suspend-

ing the operation of the revised statutes in
regard to guano inlands were concurred in.

A committee was authorized to arrange tbe
proceedings for placing the Centennial me-
morial in the state department.

An invitation was received from Superin-
tendent M'Pherson to view the exhibits of
the bureau of engraving and printing before
being sent to Paris.

The speaker laid before the house the fol-
lowing communications.which were referred:
A letter from the secretary of war, asking for
an appropriation of twelve thousand five hun-
dred dollars for accommodation at the prov-
ing ground at Sandy Hook; a letter from the
secretary of war stating that the post quar-
termasters at Chicago and New Y ork would
be ordered to appear before the committee on
military affairs.

The senate bill, known as the long-bon- d

bill, was referred to the committee on ways
and means.

The committees were then called for their
reports of a private nature.

Hie speaker then called the committees
for reports of a private nature. The morning
hour was consumed in discussion upon the
resolution, reported adversely by the commit-
tee on accounts, for the payment of laborers
employed in the cloak rooms, which was
finally referred to the committee on civil-servi- ce

reform.
Mr. Atkins offered a resolution callinir on

tbe secretaries of the interior and of war for
full information in regard to the eeotrranhical
and geological surveys conducted by their
respective departments in tna past ten years
Adopted.

The house then went into cosnmitteo of the
whole upon lite private calendar, the unfin

ished business being the bill for the payment
of certain ante-bellu- m mail contractors.

The bill makes available immediately an
appropriation of three hundred and seventy-fiv- e

thousand dollars already appropriated
for the payment of such contracts, tor ser-
vices rendered prior to May 31, lbfil.

Mr. Frye said that if the United States
government owed a just debt to a man who
afterward went into the rebellion, he was in
favor of the government discharging its just
obligations; but this bill provided that pay-
ments should .be made up to May 31, 1861,
while in reality most of the States went into
rebellion in the previous January. He there-
fore offered an amendment providing that no
payment should be made to mail contractors
for services rendered after their respective
States adopted ordinances of secession.

Mr. Mills argued that inasmuch as the
United States did not recognize tbe insurrec-
tionary condition of the southern States until
May 31, 1861, the government should pay for
the services rendered in those States up to
that time.

Mr. Reagan pursued the same line of argu-
ment, and stated that the Confederate gov-
ernment had required all postmasters to ac-
count to the United States government for
all moneys, stamps, etc., in their possession
up to the thirty-fir-st of May, 1861.

Mr. Conger read from an order issued May
20, 1861, by tbe potmaster-gener- al of the
Confederate States, instructing tho post-
masters of the United States government in
the southern States, to retain in their posses-
sion, subject to the further order of the de-
partment, for the benefit of the Confederate
States, all mail bags and other property be-
longing to the postal service.

Mr. Willets denied the statement made by
Mr. Reagan some time ago, thatjthe Confed-
erate government had never paid or assumed
to pay contractors, and read from an act
passed by the Confederate congress, in which
it assumed to pay every dollar, the only limi-
tation being that such contractors should be
loyal to the Confederacy. He had found,
upon examination of the Confederate records,
that eighteen of those claims had been aud-
ited and paid, and the Confederate govern-
ment had gone so far as to provide that if
the United States government should there-
after pay them, the contractors should reim-
burse the Confederate government for the
amounts paid them. He also quoted from
the report made by Mr. Reagan as Confeder-
ate postmaster-genera- l, in wbich he credited
himself with five hundred and two thousand
dollars paid on account of services rendered
prior to May 31, 1861.

Mr. Aiken inquired if because eighteen
claims had been paid, the government should
repudiate its honest debts.

Mr. Reagan said he had not seen any of
his reports since the end of the war, but if he
had all of his reports he thought he could
prove what he had previously stated, but if
the gentleman from, Michigan Willets J was
right he would concede to an amendment so
as to exclude from payment such contractors
as were paid by the Confederate government.

Mr. Blount felt it his duty to say for his
section that he would not cast his vote to pay
anv srentleman for carrying the mails in the
south who had hitherto been paid by the
Confederate government.

Mr. Cox I Ohio I said that whatever might
be the result of the facts which took place
during the exciting times of the rebellion, no
one on his Bide of the house would hesitate
to accord to the gentleman from Texas Rea-
gan entire candor in his position, for he had
won their respect by his conduct on this
floor. Applause on the Democratic side.

Mr. Tucker said that the statement which
had been made by the gentleman from
Michigan I Mr. Willets I had been taken trom
the archives of the Confederate government,
which had been taken bv the conquerors
thirteen years ago, and had been concealed
since, though he attributed no unworthy
purpose in their concealment from the eyes of
Confederates.

Mr. Conger They were not changed.
Mr. Tucker No one said tboy had been

changed, and the gentleman who suggests it
imputes to me a motive that suggested itself
in his mind. Continuing, he said that Mr.
Willets had not read the extracts tully, lor
he had not time to read the documents that
he proposed to print in his remarks, lie
r Mr. Tucker 1 was not willing that the vote
should be taken on this bill until it had been
recommitted for an examination into the
facts, and he believed that such an examina
tion would clearly vindicate the honor ot the
Confederate government and of every south
ern man who stood on that sideot the bouse.
He wanted that vindication to be made on a
clear statement of the facts. He thought he
knew the explanation of the whole matter,
and that he had the key to it. But he pre-
ferred that the bill should be recommitted
so the facts should come out, and he was sure
that the gentlemen on the other side, who
thought they had found a mare's nest of dis-
honor to the Confederacy, would be as glad to
see as their present fellow-citize- ns that honor
had been vindicated. He therefore moved
that the committee rise and the bill be re
committed.

The committee rose, but a point of order
being raised that the bill was still in commit
tee ot the whole, a motion to recommit the
bill to the committee on postoffice and post-roa- ds

could not be entertained.
The sroeaker announced that he would be

absent and appointed Mr. Black-
burn speaker.

New York, March 8. A telegram in this
city, from Panama, announces a disastrous
fire. The dispatch is not precise in its state-
ment, but it is inferred that the fire started
in F. C. Herbruger's drug store, under the
Grand Central hotel, in Plaza Grand, and
and that a store in the farthest corner of the
Commercial block had been burned. This
would indicate that the Grand Central hotel
and the Commercial block were destroyed.
These buildings were separated by a narrow
street. The Evening Post has been making
inquiry about the fire in Panama, and learns
that the Grand Central hotel, reported
burned, occupied the greater part of the
south side of the Plaza Grand, which is the
center of the business district of the city. The
Pacific Mail steamship company has received
a dispatch stating that twenty-si- x buildings
were burned ana that the hotel was saved.
No damage was done to either the railroad or
the Pacific Mail steamship property. Another
dispatch says that three blocks in the princi-
pal part of the city were destroyed. The
sufferers are Lansbury, Wilson & Brakemor,
ship chandlers; Isaac Brandon & Co., grocers;
Schriber Brother's shipping-hous- e, and
Sternbergh, Cooke & Bolanders. Many resi-

dences were also burned. Total loss, five
hundred thousand dollars; insurance, two
hundred and thirty thousand dollars, all in
German companies. The Grand hotel was
also burned, and was insured for eighty thou-
sand dollars. It cost one hundred thousand
dollars.

London. March 8. The government has

taken measures to establish direct telegraphic
communication with Besika bay, by way of
Alexandria.

It is said that Russia and Persia are nego
tiating for an exchange of the district of Bay-aza- id

for certain Persian territory on the Cas
pian sea.

In the bouse ot lords, this af ternoon. Lord
Derby said: "Persia has assured the govern-
ment that she has no understanding with
Russia regarding the cession of the district
of the Caspian in exchange for the district of
Uayazid.

In the house of commons Sir Stafford
Northcote, in reply to a question put by Lord
Uartmgton, said that the government had
informed Austria that it did not object to
Berlin as the place of meeting for the con-
ference. He also said that Lord Lyons will
doubtless be the British plenipotentiary.

Lord Derby also said the government was
now communicating with other powers, prin-
cipally Austria, regarding the basis on which
the conference should proceed. The govern-
ment bad stated their opinion that not mere-
ly part, but the whole of the treaty between
Russia and Turkey should be submitted to a
congress.

In the house of lords, this afternoon. Lord
Lord Cairns, lord high chancellor, in response
to a question by Lord Hammond, said the
object of the territorial waters jurisdiction
bill, now before parliament, was not to go
any way beyond the established rule laid
down by international writers respecting the
extent of territorial jurisdiction. The bill
was passed through the commons without
amendment and without debate.

A colliery explosion occurred to-da- y near
Glasgow. Twelve miners have been rescued,
and seventeen are still in the pit. But it is
not expected that they will be alive when
reached. Rescuers thus far have been pre-
vented from reaching them because of fre-
quent explosions.

A correspondent at Vienna says it is be-
lieved that Count Andrassy has abandoned
his intention to make the vote of credit by
the delegations a cabinet question. The pro
ject will encounter strong opposition. A ma-
jority of the Hungarian delegates think the
credit is intended to be used tor the occupa-
tion of Bosnia and Herzegovina, which they
consider only justifiable in the event that
Servia or Montenegro raise pretentions to
those provinces. Austria's Polish subjects
are also opposed to occupation, but favor a
credit for opposing Russia and Servia.
Croatian parties are also agitating in the di-
rection of their respective wishes and sympa-
thies. Agitation is probably fomented from
without for the purpose of creating internal
difficulties for the government at a moment
when grave decisions may have to be taken.
Many d people believe the occu-
pation scheme must be abandoned, which
opinion seems to be substantiated by the fact
that the war office has not yet concentrated
troops on any point of Turkish territory.

Several dispatches from Rome concur that
Signor Crispi was forced to resign tbe minis-
try of the interior in consequence of a domes-
tic scandal. It seems he was married with
religious rites, at Malta, m 1854; that his
marriage was registered at the Sardinian con-
sulate in 1S55; that, in 1874, he separated
from his wife, and in January last married
again, and is now threatened with prosecu-
tion for bigamy. But he claims that, in 1854,
he was a Neapolitan subject, and that his
marriage-certificat- e should have been coun-
tersigned by the Neapolitan consul, failing
which his marriage was void.

A dispatch from Malta, dated this even-
ing, says: "The channel squadron is still
here, awaiting orders. The ship Euphrates,
homeward bound, with one thousand and
sixty-eig- ht soldiers, and the Sera pis, outward
bound, with twenty-nin- e officers, have also
been detained since March 6th. Four smaller
men-of-w- ar have gone to the Dardanelles
and one to Crete."

An Athens dispatch says that by tbe ad-
vice of foreign consuls the Cretan insurgents
have accepted the armistice offered by the
Turks.

A dispatch from Vienna says it is believed
in well-inform- quarters that the reorgani-
sation of Bulgaria will be intrusted to a
more moderate politician than the late Prince
Tcherdaskv, thus removing all suspicion of a
lengthened stay of the Russians.

A dispatch from Pesth says that the Ptxth-e- r
Correnpondentz states that Count Andrai- -

sy was present at the informal meeting of
the Hungarian delegation in Vienna on
Thursday. Explanations were given which
satisfied the delegates almost without excep-
tion. It was also declared that the occupa-
tion of Bosnia was altogether out of ques-
tion. The vote of credit was only required
to provide against the contingency of the
mobilization of the army. A majority of the
meeting supported the view that the govern-
ment's demand for credit should be referred
to tho committee on foreign affairs, and tbey
were convinced that it would pass without
difficulty.

A telegram from Rome announces tba
Pope Leo has wntten to tbe czar expressing
the hope of a resumption of the negotiations
relative to the church in Poland. He intends
writing a similar letter to Emperor WilLam.
He even wishes to send a special envoy to
Berlin, but the nltramontanes oppose sues a
measure. The Swiss guards have renewed
the disturbance of Thursday, and they witt
probably be dismissed. S

A special from Rome announces that the
ministry has resigned, and that the king will
probably summon Signor Zaraudelle to form
a cabinet.

The London striking masons yesterday re-

solved that, in consequence of several masters
having offered nine and one-hal- f pence per
hour, all strikers are authorized to accept
that rate. The strikers originally demanded
ten pence. Tbe strike is collapsing.

A special to the Berlin National Zeitung
from Vienna, says that Russia suddenly
seems to object to the Austrian occupation of
Bosnia and Herzegovina, and is preparing
to assist the Turks to resist it. This sensa-
tional news causes much comment, but it evi-

dently requires confirmation.
A Vienna correspondent confirms the re-

port that Count Andrassy yesterday told the
Hungarian delegation that the government
had no intention to annex or occupy Bosnia
and Herzegovina, and that the powers had
now accepted the proposal for a con-
gress at Baden. France, however, has
also expressed a wish that the congress be
confined to the eastern question. This wish
arises from fear that the congress may claim
the right to sanction all the recent territorial
changes. There is little doubt that France
will receive reassurances. Prince Auerisberg
stated in the reichsrath to-d-ay that every
question but the eastern would be excluded
from the scope of the congress. England,
also, although accepting tbe congress, seems
averse to the introduction of the questions
not directly raised by tbe war, such as the
Greek question, the final settlement of which
is not yet imperative. All other pow-
ers being ready to accept any date of
meeting, the only question is: "Will Russia
accept that proposed toward the end of the
month?" Russia's answer is expected im-

mediately, and when it arrives the date will
be fixed. The Berlin government will issue
tormal invitations.

Thessalian advices state that the insurgents
hold all of the province except the towns.

A Rome correspondent confirms the report
that the entire cabinet has resigned. Signor
Deprico has hopes of forming another.

A Vienna dispatch says: "Count An-
drassy 's statement to the delegation will be
to the effect that peace can only be brought
about by an understanding between all the
powers. Austria cannot look to this or that
power for a settlement. She will
defend the interests of Europe, with Europe,
and her own interests, if necessary alone."

It is expected that the vote of credit will
pass the Austrian as well as the Hungarian
diets, but the former with difficulty.

THE HEX1CAX QUESTION.

Minuter Foster Ciettlna-- Instructions
Before Betnrnlnc to hie Post A

Proposed Treaty to (Secure
Protection to United

Htates Capital
and Labor.

Washington special to the New York
World: Minister Foster has returned to
Washington, after a brief absence, for a con-
ference preparatory to his return to the City
of Mexico. Although it was given out a
week or ten daysago that the Diaz govern-
ment would be recognized in a bnef
time, the fact is there will be no immediate
haste in the matter. The differences which
exist between this government and that of
Diaz are far from a settlement so far,
indeed, that Mexico has virtually refused
compliance wiih one of the exactions of this
government. Aside fon this, the legislative
inquiry into the Mexican situation has not
been completed by either branch of congress,
and that will be awaited before anything defi-
nite io abided by the executive. Mr.
Schleicher's committee nas aouut xmolmiivi
taking evidence, and the chairman has ar-
ranged tbe preliminary details of his report.
It is now in print, and will be ready lor pre-
sentation to the house in a short time.
In his report Mr. Schleicher reviews the re
lations of Mexico with the United
Stales in the past, and discusses the best
means of securing the commerce of Mexico
for the United States. A large number of
southern and western members of congress
are interested in securing, if possible, the
annexation of the northern provinces of
Mexico by peaceable means to the United
States. To secure this end a joint resolution
bas been introduced in the senate by Mr.
Jones, of Florida, and in the house by Mr.
Wbitthorne, ot lenneseee, to authorize a
treaty with tbe republic of Mexico to secure
protection to the capital and labor of citizens
of the United States which may be invested
and employed in opening railway communi-
cations in the northern States of Mexico.
The resolution requests the President to
open negotiations with the government ol
Mexico to secure a treaty, which is
intended to be something of the style of the
Gadsden treaty of 1853 with Mexico. The
object of the resolution is to secure the em-
ployment of American capital in opening
railroad communication between points in
northern Mexico. In the event of revolu-
tions, or the incapacity of the Mexican author-
ities to protect the invested capital and la-
bor, United States troops will be appealed to.
Diaz and members of his cabinet have, from
time to time, granted concessions to individ
uals for the construction of railways in the
northern provinces of the republic. These
concessions are wholly valueless until rati
fied by the Mexican congress.
