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MEMPHIS AND THE RAILROAD TO
THE PACIFIC.

That a railroad to the Pacific ocean along
a route south of the line of snow and frosts,
#ach as obstruct the present Pacific railroad,
and in a position to assist the trade of the
ssuthern portion of the Union as that assists
the commerce of the north, is a national ne-
cessity, has become a matter of universal ac-
knowledgment. To decide where that line
should start, and along what especial section
of the country it should rur, so as to fulfill
the objects for which it 15 intended, are now
tho important objects that are occupying the
minds of its promoters and friends. That
views should vary on this point is not only a
natural but a bemeficial thing. It is by
means of wvarying and often conflicling
idens that congressional committees suc-
ceed in discovering which, amang the whole,
is most conducive to the great emd to
b= accomplished. It is also natural that warm
partisans of particular schemes should con-
ceive their own conclusions to be so important
that whatever varies from them is an enemy
in effect, if not in intention, to the main de-
sign itself, and is obstructing or opposing the
building of a voad at all. Witk pro-
found respect to Governor John C. Brown,
i gentleman whose talents and high char-
peter deserve the admiration they com-
mand, and whose industrious and untiring
¢iforts to procure the building of a southern
transcontinental road entitle what he says
to great consideration, we wenture to pownt
out that in his communication, which we pub-
lish this morning, in his enthusiastic devo-
tinn to the scheme which has mainly obtained
his confidence, he canoot but regard the sup-
port given to any other propositiun as inimi-
cal to and endangering the whole object con-
tended for. On the contrary, the sapport of
a proposition fairer, more feasible, advan-
tageous to a larger area of country, and ac-
complishing more objects that the public
have ut heart than any offered before, is to
sustain  and advance the main ob-
ject, by showing how valoable it can
be made, and pointing out the best
means for ils accomplishment. Our Wasch-
inglon correspondent bas advocated the line
that proposes absolufely to commence at
Memphis, and Governor Brown says: **The
cnemies of a southern road could not have in-
-pired a more hostile attack” than that was.
In saying so we have no idea that the honor-
able gentleman mtended to speak deprecal-
ingly of Memphis or its claims; it is simply
that the anxiety he feels on behalf of one
scheme makes him 1magine that any other is
damaging not only to that special system,
but to the building of & southern railroad to
the Pacific at all, e also alluded to Vicks-
burg and New Orleans being made jealous of
the claims of Memphis as the initial poiot
from which the road shall take its start to-
ward the DPacific. Viewing the claims of
Memphis as wefdo, looking at its position on
the map of the United States, seeing how
adapted it is fo receive the commerce of
VWeat Tennessee, of Arkansas and southeira
Missouri, of Kentucky and all the States front-
ing on the Ohio, including also the cities of
Louisville and Cincionati—and when re-
ceived pouring it in one rich stream along the
transcontinental railroad, we gee in that jeal-
ousy the most natoral thing in the world. It
needs no efforts of emissaries from Washing-
ton to arcuse it; it has its origin in the supe-
rior position of Memphis, as lying at the very
point whence goods going to and arriving
from the Pacific coast could be best and quick-
cst distributed to the various districts beyond
it, Governor Brown in his communication
appears (o be fully sensible of this superiority,
for he speaks of Mr. Cole, who lives in St.
Lonis, as one “‘who fears the road will go to
Memphbis,”" It is a perception that Memphis
is the very spot that should form the initial
point, that has helped to prevent the success
of any hitherto proposed plan that has not
recognized its importance and made its ad-
vantages available. Our Whashington corre-
spondent, says Governor Brown, “‘states that
Memphis 1s
Lurg is really designated as the eastern termi-
nos,” in the bill which has that gentleman’s
support,”’ that, he adds, ““is only the conclu-
sion of your correspondent from his own stand-
point.” (Governor Brown has mistaken our
correspondent here. That writer's standpoint
waa not his own opinion,but the very language
of Mr. House's bill, which Governor Brown
pleads for. Our Washington correspondent,
wfter citing at length from the bill above
named—the provision appointing—commis-
sioners to decide where the easlern terminus
shall be placed—says that provision is a nul-
lity, “in view of the statement of the first
section, that ‘in order to secure the speady
completion of a transcontinental line of rail-
way on or near the thirty-second parallel,
This, it would seem to me, fixes the lo-
cation of the road, and, should commission-
ers be appointed, they would find themselves
[orestalled by it."" Here, the reader will see,
in the very wording of the bill itself, is in-
cluded the “‘standpoint” from which our
Washington correspondent speaks. Governor
[Drown proceeds to say that the terminus of
the road being left undecided, *‘the claims of
Memphis, like those of otker localities, will
be duly considered, nnd | feel satisfed that
unbiased and fair decision will be
For a fair decision, ome do-
ing full justice to Memphis, to ba ren
dered, the claims of Mewmphis, its advan-
tages, its superiority over any other localily
hitherto named for an eastern terminus must
be fully and strongly presented, and present
ed without delay. Therefore, when those
claima are made, and an effort to prejodge
the question by fixing a paraliel of latitude
s to be found in the bill Governor Brown
advocates, the course taken to defend the
interests of this city, and to circamvent what
may be unfair to those interests, is in no way
an altack upon the southern railroad itself,
nor should it be denounced as such. To
stand wp for our own clums, when we are
conscious of their excellence, is not only a
nght, but a duty. Governor Brown appears
to favor the city “lying on or near the thirty-
second degree of north latitude’’ when he
«. ye: “Believing, as I do, that the com-
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left out and that Vicks-

pletion of the Texas and Pacific line so
ae to conmect the Mississippi river with
the Pacific coast by the most direct line
would do more than any other
one enterprise could to build op the south,™
ete. Let the reader refer to the map and
observe Vicksburg and the country lying cast-
ward and southward of it, then look at Meiz-
phia and see the country lving east and south
of that city, and judge whether the mere fact
of “lying on or near the thirty-second flati-
tade,” compensates for the loss the road
would sustain in being deprived of such an
initial point as Memphis, 'We need not argue
this point, a glance at the map tells all we
could say more eloquently than our pen. It
is evident that our respected correspondent
feels that Mempghis is putting itself ina false
altitude by asserting its clams to considera-
tion when he says no locality can afford to
assume an hostile position to the work, un-
less special and exclosive advantages accrne
to itself. We again remind him that Mem-
phis, or any other place interested, may
strongly and earnestly present and advocate
its own claims withont in amy way,
by so doing, acting  hostile to
anything but adverse claims. IF the claims
of Memphis are superior o those of others,
it would be a wrong toward the ob;ect in
view not to urge them, for to urge what is
best is to further that object, and to insure
its success when sccemphished. Taking into
view the advantageous position of Memphis
ua the proper site for the eastern terminus of
the proposed railroad, remembering the neg-
lect of those claims by Tom Scott and his
partisans, we cannot agree with Governor
Brown that the Sapp bill, which fully and
unequivocally recognizes the claims of Mem-
phis, and constitutes it the initial point of the
line it proposes—“‘was nspired by the ene-
mies of a southern road, and is a sham and
fraud.” That bill does justice to Memphis
and recognizes the superiority of its claims,
while Tom Scott ignores those claims alto-
gether, while House's bill provides a com-
mission with hands tied as to Memphis, and
while Governor Brown, in the communication
we publish this morning, says of Memphis,
*Jf her claims are well founded.”” Memphis
wants the southern railroad to the Pacific
ocean to be built, her citizens know what her
advantages are as the starting point of that
road, as compared with the advantages pos-
sessed by any other point that has been
named, and because of lhat knowledge they
advocate the bill that starts right, by making
the road that it proposes to comstruct start
from the very best point that could be chosen.
Nor s this the only reason why the Sapp bill
merits support; it excellencies are great, and
its improvement on any bill previously pre-
sented fo congress numerous. Governor
Brown emphasises his approbation of “the
most direct line,"’ as if mere directness was
a consideration so important that all other
considerations should be sacrificed for it,
when the fact is that any railroad has to sac-
rifice directness to avoid obstructions, or to
secure important advantages. If the Tom-
Scott-chosen road is direct through a
desert, where no produce can be grown, mo
cattle raised, no villages grow up, no cities
be built, and only one vast, unconquerable
and barrem solitude reign around, repressing
energy and defying enterprise, iz not mere
directness a whistle too dearly bought? The
Sapp bill fleea the sand and the sage bush,
and passes its road through a fertile and
smiling land. For six hundred miles it rons
along the Rio Grande, defending our frontier
from the invasion of marauders from Mexico,
opening up fruitful lands to the emigrant,
giving opportunity for thousands who are
now straightened and burdened to enter on
lands that will be given withoat money and
without price to families seeking homes. Here
is no desert, but the blooming of the rose be-
neath cerulean skies, in a temperate climate,
among flowing streams and valleys abound-
ing mn the means of wealth. Prosperity
and suceess could not fail to actend such a
rond as the Sapp bill provides. Villages,
towns, cities and a country rich in its prodac-
tions and teeming with a contented and pros-
perous population, would be the consequence.
The northern road leads the traveler throogh
bare plains, along canons and precipices,
and through harsh and barren rocks half
the year covered with snow; no, not covered,
bat al this very time buried. The Tom-Scott-
House's bill road, pursues its mournful way
among sand and silence, barrenness and des-
olation, over land unimproved and unim-
provable. The Sapp bill road starts from
Memphis, plunges through a country fair as
paradise and fruitful as rich soil and plente-
ous streams can make it. TUnder such ecir-
comstances, can there be hésitation in the
choice.

THESTENCH IN SOUTH CAROLINA.

The corruptions exposed by Ex-Governor
Moses, of Soath Carolina, causes the Ameri-
can people to hold their noses. The aroma is
sickening. Even Radicals are disgusted with
the unsavory confession of Moses as to the
secret orgies of the carpetbaggers in South
Carolina.

He says the best plan for the gov-
ernment, and the consumers also, would be to
put a cent a pound on all manufactures of
jote, allowing the raw material to come in
free. This would favor the two greatest in-
terests of the country, grain and cotton—by
giving the producers cheaper and better bags
and bagging, and te a small extent benefit
railroads, by giving, or fomishing,
additional western and southern bound
freight., The manufacturers of bag-
ging in the TUnited States would
be benefited by getting raw jote free; the
grain and cotton growers by getting cheap
and better bags and bagging, and the gov-
ernment by facilitating and lessening the cost
of collecting and preventing fraud and on-
dervaluing. Second-hand bags, now free if
reimported, would thus pay a duty of one
cent per pound, saving all the cumbersome
expense of giving bond when exported.

Tex United States have a direct pecuniary
interest in the termination of hostilities in
Cuba and in Europe. The sum of our ex-
ports to Caba and imports therefrom iz no
less than $88,700,000. Oaur total trade with
Turkey amounts to $6,800,000, and that with
Ruossia to $14,200,000.
