Senator Mathews said that the communi
cation was a t'ong one, and moved that it be
referred to the committee on public lands,
without being read, and bo printed in the
1,'fcord.

Senator Sargent objected to it beinjr
printed in the liieord; lie had no objection
to printing it in the usual document form.
He referred to the course of the secretary of
the interior in regard to the timber matters.
and said that it would stop all the industries
in many ot the western States and Territo-
ries. He bad no objection to giving to the
public, in the usual document form, anvthiutr
thp secretary might desire to eav in defense
of his course, but he did not recosrnize the
ritLt of a cabinet minister to come upon the
floor of the senate and make a speech, or
have printed in the Kecord a defense ot his
course.

Senator Mathews said he desired to reply
to Senator Sargent, and called for the read
ing of the communication as a part of his
speech, that it might appear in tho Record.

Alter some debate upon points ot order
Senator Sargent objected to the present con-
sideration of the motion to refer the docu-
ment, and it was laid over until

Senator Teller presented a petition from
Robert G. Ingersoll, of Illinois, and others.
in which they say "That without the knowl
edge of your petitioners, and, as they be
lieve, wunouc tne Knowledge or any great
number of the citizens of the United States.
certain acts were procured to be passed by
congress in 1873, since incorporated and to
use. the revised statutes, as sections 1785.
3893, 53S9 and 2491, for the ostensible
purpose of suppressing obscene literature,
wnicn oppose tne policy and practice ot our
government since its foundation; that, in the
belief of your petitioners, the government of
the United States was established under the
declaration of independence, the constitution
being tor tbe more general purposes of tbe
government only, and for the protection, and
not for the limitation of the rights of per-
sonal liberty, freedom of conscience, of the
press, ot expression ot opinion, etc: that the
statutes aforesaid are, in the opinion of your
petitioners, plain violations of the letter and
spirit of these fundamental principles of oUr
government, and that they are capable of,
and are, in fact, being used fur the purposes
of moral and religious persecution." Tte
petitioners pray that tne statutes aforesaid
may be repealed, or materially modified, so
that they cannot be used to abridge the free- -
torn ot tbe press or ot conscience. A few
names were signed to the petition, after
which was the icliowing: "And hlty thou
sand others, attached to a petition two hun-
dred and ten feet long, filed with the house
committee on revision of the laws." The
petition was referred to the committee on re-
vision of tbe laws.

Just before catlintr up the Pacific railroad
sinking-fun-d bill, the unfinished business
being the bill referring the claim of Benja-
min Holliday to the court of claims, Senator
Mitchell submitted a resolution to recommit
the bill to the committee on claims, with in-

structions to report to the senate what amount
is equitably due the claimant on accouat of
bis claim, and said committee shall have
power to send for persons and papers and
take testimony. Agreed to.

the house bill tor the relief of William A.
Hammond, l ite sureeon-crenera- l. waa taken
up, and Senator Plumb spoke in opposition.
The bill then passed without amendment
yeas, 53; nays, 1 Plumbj.

Un motion ot benator lhurman. tbe bill
reported by the judiciary committee in re-
gard to the Pacific railroad sinking-fun- d was
taken up, and he spoke at length in favor
thereon.

Senator Thurman explained the provisions
of the bill and said it was just and fair, and
no one could deny that it was not liberal.
After providing for the sinking-fund- , the
Union Pacific could still declare a dividend of
four and one half per cent., and the Central
Pacific a dividend of 64-10- 0 per cent., on the
nominal value of their stock.

Senator Davis 111.1, a member of the ju- -
liciary committee, spoke of the necessity of
making some provision for the payment of
the indebtedness due from these Pacific rail-
roads, and argued that congress had the
right to pass such a bill as the one proposed.
He referred to the eighteenth, section of the
act of July 1, 1862, chartering the road,
wherein congresj reserved the right to add,
to alter, amend or repeal the act, and said
the passage of the pending bill was nothing
beyond the exercise of a justly reserved
power, lie quoted at length Irom legal au-
thorities in support of the power of consrreas
to pais the bill, and argued that the publicJriinterest requirea it.

rending discussion tbe bill was laid asidp.
and the senate, on motion of Senator Win
dow, took up the West Point appropriation
bill, but before proceeding with its consid-
eration the motion of Senator Mathews to go
into executive session was agreed to, and
Senator Windom gave notice that th con
sideration of the West Point bill would be
resumed at tne expiration of the mornimr
honr

The senate went into executive session, nnd
when the doors were reopened adjourned.

IN THE HOUSE.
After an Pinlannfinr Kir fr Smith-m- i

claiming the authorship of a joint resolution
in regard to the plural executive head, the
house went into committee of the whole on
the diplomatic and insular appropriation
bill.

Mr. Hale spoke of the great importance of
the consular service to the country. It was
of vital consequence to commerce. It was
the last service which any country hav-
ing much commerce and desiring it to
grow would discourage. It was because the
pending bill assailed both the diplomatic and
consular service that he waa now on the floor.
The gentleman who had charge of the bill
Singleton had spoken the other day about
he necessity of economy. Ho Hale admit-

ted that economy in government expendi-
tures, it seriously intended and discriminat-
ingly applied, was the primal duty of a leg-
islature; but he asserted that none of those
gentlemen who set themselves up as advo

cates of economy could afford or should be
permu ted to direct their strokes in a single
direction that would cripple the govern
ment while tbev were inert and lax in the di
rection of schemes that would raid on the
treasury, and would in the end break it up
lie reminded Air. Mngieton that bis name
had not appeared as voting against the bill
for the relief of vinous and spirituous liquors
in bonded warehouses which might have
depleted tbe treasury to an amount
from two and a half to four million dollars,
neither had any of tho majority members on
the appropriation committee voted against it
He recounted the various bills that were
pending at this session to take large amounts
from the treasury, and mostly for the benefit
ot tne southern section ot the country, and in
regard to which he said their support would
come mostly from the Democratic side of the
house and the opposition to them from the
Republican side. Among them he enumer
ated tho bill to pension the soldiers of the
Mexican and Indian wars, which would take
from three to seven million a year from the
treasury; the Uiddmgs claim, which involved
the principle ot paying southern mail con
tractor?, and which would take about a mil-
lion from the treasury; the Texas Pacific
railroad bill, representing sixty million to be
assumed by the government: the Mississippi
levee Dill, involving twenty-hv- e million: the
bill to refund the cotton tax. involving sixty
million; the bill to reopen old cotton seizure
cases, and the but to abolish the southern
claims commission.

Mr. Singleton reminded Mr. Hale of the
five million dollars which the government
had to pay to Canada for fish taken by that
gentleman s constituents.

Mr. Hale asked Mr. Smeleton whether
that had any bearing on the pending bill.
He ventured to say when the bill to appropri
ate that five million dollars would come be-

fore the house, the strongest opposition to it
would come from a northern State. He
went on to say that the trouble was that
every man who had presented one ot these
bills and there were four hundred of them
and every member who had reported one of
them from the committee and there were
dozens of them would stand up in his place
and claim that from his view the legislation
that he sought to engraft upon the statute
books was just and right. The radical fact
was that the same gentlemen were clamoring
for a "cheese-pairin- g economy." That was
the trouble. Members on the other side
made a cry and pretext of economy by re
ducing clerks, by cramping consuls, and by
turning out ministers; but, whenever they
were confronted with any of the classes of
claims to which he Mr. Hale had referred, it
was as inevitable as water running down
hill that they would vote for them and ad-
vocate them: and if they would not do so.
they would not dare to go back home
and face their respective constituents. He
never felt like sitting still and listening to
these homilies of retrenchment and reform
without calliner the attention of tbe house
and of the country to the surfeit of bills that
had been presented, and many which had al-

ready been reported, looking to the depletion
of the treasury. He proceeded to contrast the
salaries paid by the United States to her
ministers and consuls abroad, with those
paid by the English, French, German and
Kussian governments, and said that if they
were, further cut down the President would
have to seek for rich men to occupy these
posts. He characterized the policy of econo-
my, particularly as applied to consulates, as
calculated to dwarf the country and to dwarf
its commerce.

Mr. Whitthorne said if he had anv doubt
about supporting the bill the speech iust
made would have removed that doubt. The
bills which that gentleman had brousht to
the attention of the house tho Mississinni
levee bill, the cotton-ta- x bill. eta. were all
old stagers, which had been first introduced
while tho Republicans had control of the
house and of all departments of the'govern-men- t.

Reference to them came with ill
grace from a member of the Republican
party, which had robbed the people for-th- e

benefit ot the credit mobiher ot twice as
much as would pay all the iust claims of the
south. Referring to Mr. Hewitt's speech
yesterday, he said that gentleman had advo
cated civil-servi- ce relorm. What was civil-servi- ce

reform? He Whitthorne was in
favor of it if it meant putting Republicans
out of office and Democrats in.

Mr. Townsend IN. Y.l That's the mean
ing of it. That's a good definition, and he
thought that was the reform needed by the
best interests ot the country: but if it were
to bo understood as a system whereby the
people of the United States were to be
taught that a better and purer class of men
than politicians was to be educated as a class,
to be inducted into office and maintained and
supported there for life, he was not for such
reform. He believed that was a heresy.
monarchial in its tendency and as corrupting
as any proposition could be. As an example
of the system of civil service, he stated that
a man in isew York bad been refused a posi-
tion of letter-carri- er because he did not know
tbe latitude of Calcutta.

Mr. Dunnell spoke in defense of the con
sular system, which was not only

but actually brought three hundred
thousand dollars a year into the treasury. He
attributed partly to the want of consular
agencies the decrease of American commerce.
He declared himself in favor of voting gov-
ernment aid to American commerce. Con-
gress sullenly and Btupidly refused to give
aid to commerce because the cry of subsidy
was nuainz in its ears. The exeat American
question was how American producers could
reach foreign consnmers. He characterized
the impending tariff bill as "the wooden
horse," overlooking walls and threatening
the prosperity of the country. It was an at-
tack on the great agricultural interests and
got up in the interest of some little tvo-penn- y

manufacturing institution. He regretted
there was a proposition to revise the tariti,
but its promoters were vastly mistaken if
they. supposed they could pass it. , Returning

corps is required to pay personally all de
mands at the several navy-yard- s. Inquiries
instituted by the naval committee show that
Slack, paymaster of the marine corps, has
been in the habit of drawinar funds from thn
treasury, sending drafts to the officers of the
ditterent navy-yard- s for the payment of ma-
rines and other expenses, and in settlement
of his account charging mileage at the rate
of ten cents per mile, as though he had vis-
ited every navy-yar- d personally. The law
required, as stated above, that he shall pay
pemonally, and he is allowed ten cents for
every mila traveled; By sending a draft he,
of course, runs a risk by trusting to the par-
ties to whom the draft is made payable, be-
cause, if they should choose to appropriate
the funds to their own use, the paymaster
would be responsible for the amount. But
as in the army, so in the navy; officers are
honorably to discharge duties intrusted to
them by brother officers, and they therefore
pay money as directed by the paymaster. The
United States loses nothing except in this,
that Paymaster Slacfe gets several hundred
dollars constructive mileage for a matter
which has not cost more than a three-ce- nt

THE M'gaRRAHAN INVESTIGATION,

now pending, is unearthing some old scan-
dals. It was developed on Saturday that, in
1862, M'Garrahan wrote to Fred Frank, sec-

CIVIL-SERVIC- REFORM, IN A HORN.

Special to the St. Louts Globe-Democr-

Washington, March 10. The true in-
wardness of the removal of Mrs. Electra B.
Smith, the postmistress at Sterling, Illinois,
and the nomination of J. M. Patterson to
succeed her, is as follows: Mrs. Smith is the
widow of a 6oldier who died in service. She
was appointed about live years ago. and has
filled the office to the entire satisfaction of
the citizens of that community and the post-ofii- ce

department, her office having been re-
cently complimented by a special agent of
the department for the very efficient manner
in which she had discharged her duties.
There are

no charges of any kind
against her to justify her removal. Patter-
son is a local politician of some prominence
and a friend and supporter of Representative
Burchard, from that district. For several years
Patterson had conducted a banking business
at Sterling, but recently failed, with large
liabilities, the principal sufferers by his fail-
ure being the business men of that city and
vicinity. This has created a very hostile and
bitter feeling against him, yet, in the face of
all this. Representative Burchard has induced
the President to remove Mrs. Smith and send
in Patterson's nomination instead. This pro-
ceeding was

kept from the knowledge
of Mrs. Smith, her first knowledge being de-
rived from announcements in newspapers of
the nomination of her successor. She imme-
diately came to Washington and had an in-
terview with the President, Senators Davis,
Hamilton, Kirkwood and Ferry, and Mr.
Burchard. The Presidsnt said he could do
nothing for her, as Mr. Burchard bad recom-
mended the change, and such matters were
left to members of congress. Mr. Burchard
told her that though there were no charges
against her, and it was acknowledged thatshe had performed the duties of the office in
a highly acceptable manner, yet it was his
opinion that it would be

in the office, presumably who could do mors

politick! work than couM be accomplished by
a woman. Mrs. Smith stated, buth to the
President and Mr. Burchard, that (.he failed
to see the consistency of the civil-servic- e re-

form policy which was being applied to her
case. She waa the widow of a soldier, who
died while serving in the late war; there wns
not the slightest vastige of complaint or
charge upon which to la her removal ;

on the ooxtraky,
both the citizens of Sterling and the post
office department had commended her ad-
ministration of the office, yet she found htr-se- lf

removed, she says, to make place for a
petty politician and a bankrupt, whose ap-
pointment is made against the expressed
wishes of a largo majority of the citizens re-
siding within the delivery of the office. The
senate committee on postal affairs have taken
a deep interest in this case, and have deferred
reporting on the Patterson case in order that
Mrs. Smith may have a fair hearing. It is
