'The Southern Route

To the Pacifle, and the Claims and Su.
perior Advantages Memphis Pos-
sesses for the Eastern Terminus
Clearly Elucidated and Ex-
empiilled.

How the Ungrateful Tom Scolt has
Abandoned his St. Louis, Memphis
and New Orleans Friends, and
Goes It Alone with his Vicks-
burg Scheme,

Full Text of the Sapp Bill, with the
Correct Map Accompanying, Show-
ing the Route in Minutest De-
falls—An Interesting Sindy
for Memphians,

Special Correspondence of the Appenl.]

Wasminoron, March 9.—The relations of
Memphis to the Pacific railroad are ut this
time of peculiar interest and importance, It
is well known that Memphis has always been
one of the stdunchest supportersof the thirty-
sccond parallel Pacific milroad. It was the
original Mississipp: terminus of the first char-
ter, issued long Lefore the war, which, under
{he name of Lhe Southern Pacific, and again as
the Memphis and Transcontinental railway
company, secared the charter and land grant
from the State of Texas, Mewmphis was se-
lected as Lhe p'ace for a railroud convention of
southern States in 1875, when the project was
launched again, under the auspices of n na-
tional charter, when it was snpposed congress
might come to the financial assistance of this
southern route, as it had previously done in
behalf of the Salt Lake route, to the Pacifie.
True, another convention, clniming to be na-
tional, was subsequently held at 8¢, Louis, in
which sonthern men participated, where it
was more than suspected it was the purpose
of the promoters of the scheme to make St.
Louis, and pot Memphis, the main termi-
pus on the Miesissippi river of the
new Pacific road. This was glaringly unjust
to Memphis, as St. Loms was already con-
nected with the 1fnion and Central road by a
double line, and with the completed Texas
Pucific road also by double lines, both of
them sufficiestly direct. The necesmity for
unity of action, and the hope that somehow
the interests of Memphiz might be sufficiently
guarded by provisions in the law against dis-
crimination, has restrained the southern
wembers, and those of Tennessee in partica-
lar, from expressing any open distrust of the
measure, The Atlantic and Pacific branch,
from Vinita, was retained in all the bills of
last session, and Memphis has been diserimi-
nated against in most of them at this ses-
sion of congress., The bill recently reported
from the Paafic roilroad committee has
dropped not only the Vinita branch, but also,
as | Luve shown 1n a previous letter, the di-
vect Memphis line, and the New Orleans con-
nection from Shreveport also, This bill, it 1s
understood, expresses the desires and pur-
poses of the Texas and Pacific railroad man-
agers. The committee, in their report re-
commending the adoption of the bill, say—
and I quote the passage a second time:

“THE OBJECT OF THE BILL WHICH
ACCOMPANIES THIS REPORT IS TO SE-
CURE THE CHEAP AND SPEEDY COM-
PLETION OF A MAIN TRUNK-LINE OF
RAILWAY ON OR NEAR THE THIRTY-
SECOND PARALLEL OF NORTH LATI-
TUDE, FROM THE EASTERN BANK OF
THE MISSISSIPPI RIVER Tu SAN DIE-
G0, ON THT PACIFIC COAST. However
desirable it may be to the impoverished sec-
tions of the country more immediately inter-
ested in {his transcontinental line fo have
the ULranches constructed, which various
friends of the measure have hitherlo advo-
cated, the commitiee have thought it more in
harmony with the national character of this
great enterprise to make no appeal to_the
government for aid to such branches, beligv-
g that the wants and demands of trade,
commerce and travel will secare the construc-
tion of all branches which may be found ne-
cessmy to supply those wants and answer
those demands. They therefore present o
bill which asks the friendly asasistance of the
government in the building of only a main
trunk-line, unencumbered with any branches
whatever."

It is manifest from this that Colonel Scolt
has abandoned his Memphis and New Or-
leans, as well as St. Louws allies, now that
they bave helped him to put his project be-
fore the people with the greatest show of
grength.  After the legislatures of the south-
ern States have given their indorsement to
this Texas and Pacific plan, above all others,
Scott proposes to “‘go it alone," withont so
wuch as an expression of gralitude. Those
who weie inside have all along said that all
he wanted was halp to get his own road aud-
ed, when the braoch roads would be sacri-
ficed. This Jast move confirms the suspicion.
He is now willing to abandon his friends and
helpers to get the coveted subsidy. 1t is true
he proposes the appointment of five commis-
sioners {o locate l.Eu- castern terminus of the
road, pot jurther nporth than Memphis, and
thus makes a display of fairmess to catch the
unthinking and vowary. But of what use
will the commissioners be to Memphis when
they find out that, by the teyms o the frst
gaction of the bill, they maust logals the road
on, or negr, the thirty-second pardilel, and
cannot under any circumatances go to the
thirty-fifth, on which Mewphis is situated?
Besides, it yopr readers will récall the terms
of the second estract [ made from House's
report, it will also be seen that the Hounse bill
(Scott's bill) provides that the extension from
Texas to the Mississippi is to be constructed
by the Texas nnd Pacific comfxm{ after
proper legisjation is obtained. “hat com-
pany already contrpls the road to Shreveport,
and bas a lien on the line thence to Vicks-
burg. There can be po doubt that if the com-
pany eo desire, Vicksburg will be the spol
selected by the commissioners, as the r is
fo be boidt withont aid, and the
one hundred-mile gap between Shreve-
port and Monroe will be essily filled,
W hioever will read the concluding seéction of
the bill itself, as reported, cannot fail to be
struck with the idea that if it bad been the
purposeof the Texas and Pacifio to obtain from
the government an option to build un exten-
sion to the Mississippi river without being
compelled to do so at any particalar time,
or without forfeiling anything of value n
case of fallure, it bas used the precise plhirase-
clogy for the purpose, The so-called commus-
sion is a make-beliave and a sham. Tom Scott
will have secared the wid for his road across
to the Califoroia line, and wiil tisex bnild the
live lo Vicksburg extension, or not, as ke
plenses. This commission business 1s a snare,
and 1s a pitifol return for the suppart and
encouragement given to the Tegas aud Pacific
measure by Memphis and the Stats of Ten-
nessee, W hether the commisaion ever comes
into existence or not, 18 of httle consequence
to us. it wounld virtualiy be selected by Secott,
and its memberz would be brooght under
Pennsyivania ruircad influence.

and this claim shonld be insisted upon at all
hazards, and not abandoned, before a single
vote has been reached. In other words,
Memphis, by her geography, by her history,
I!}{ her existing rail system, ooght to be the
ississippi city whereto all traffic destined to,
or onginating at points north of the Mem-
phis and Cﬁnttsnoogu line, should concen-
trate, Tlus includes, of course, the business
which may seek this ronte to the Pacific from
points north of the Obio and Potomac rivers.
With business originating on the west of the
Mississippi and north of Cairo, we can have
little or nothing to do, and the St. Louis
lines are abundantly able to take care of it;
but it ought to be a condition precedent to
any bill passing, that the Memphis route
should bave an equal chance ai the through
traffic destined to points between Washington
City and New York, ut the éast, and betweéen
Cincinnati and Cleveland at the center, with
the lines further south, but the lines in the
southern States ought not to be robbed of
auy of 1t by those croasing Illinois and Indi-
ani. This is the peril we now have to face.
If the Texas and Pacific bill is passed in the
shape it is reported, it will result in Mem-
phis being completely ignored by Scott and
the Pennsylvania railroad company, which
will have control of cleven hundred miles
of road between New York and St. Louis,
and seventeen hundred miles between
Texarkana and San Diego, with ap alterna-
tive of lines across the gap betweefl St. Louis
and the northweslern corner of Texas. He
will be in a position to compal one or the
other of these linee—the Iron Mountain or
the Missouri, Kansas and Texas—to submit
to his terms, and to give them the whole of
the through business destined to points on
the Chesapeake and nerth of it. No one
peed doubt his disposition to do so, as his
econnection with the Texas and Pacifie, and
that of many other l’eltlowr-sttﬁckllalnlder:hog
that conx , grew out o e hope tha
it might pt"ann!;ril;‘t:ta to swell the revenues
of that mammoth eo tion and its
dependencies between the Atlantic and
the Mississippi at Cairo and St. Louis.
This being our situation, what remedy have
we? In what waycan we best help our-
selves? Accounts differ as to the prospects
of the bill as reported, and no one can with
certainty say that it will or will not be passed.
The chances séem to be bad for its success in
its present ehape, It is quite certain there
are some poweslul influences arraigned
against it in copgress, which have had fresh
accessions of late, uinge it is apparent that
the branches are being deserted.
First.—There iz the jealousy of the great
northern trunk lines, rivals of the Pennpsyl-
vania, none of which, neither the New York
Central, Erie nor Baltimore and Ohio com-
binations, would like to see the Pennsylvania
system stretched out to the Pacific coast to
their injury and at the public sost,
Second . —There is the ogﬁosiﬁon of the
Union Pacific line between Chicago and San
Francisco, which regards this southern route,
especially if it is to pass through St. Louis,
s, in some sente, a competitor.
Third.—There is a considerable influence
alopg the gnlf coast, including New Orleans,
which looks upon that city as entitled to the

main terminus. e el :

Feiirth.—There is a California e&rgorahon,
which bas some seven hundred mnd thirty-
five miles of road in that State, to be injured
by the rivalry of the Texas and Pacific across
1ts pre-occumed territory.

And, finally, there iz a large majority in
con unwilling to grant financial aid to the
southern road unless aid be also granted to
the Northern Pacific at the same time, ’

Add to these the disaffection of the friends
¢f Memphis, recently produced by the avow-
al of Scott's Rolicy, and exemplified by the
Sapp bill, and there are influences enough to
defeat his bill. This, it is believed, can be
done. The south needs the road; Memphia
needs the road; but it woald be better to bave
the completion of the road postponed for
many years than to have such an one as we

natarel claim. The oppopition fo the Tezas
and Pacific is crystalizing and concentrating,
and, fortuoately, it is taking that shape
which is likely to belp Mempnis to redress
her grievances. engmergle here gnly g
few of the elements which sre_zalhﬁnn%.'
First—There 1s the California end of the
line, which has hitherto proyed to Le the only
antagonist thatconld bring the Texas and Pa-
cific to terms. TheSsuthern Pacific, under the
tead oi Huptington, is intent only on coming as
far east as El Paso, six hundred miles, rather
less than half way across the gap.

volve the giving of aid to these two forks
across Texas, about Lwelve huadred miles in
all, and instead of indorsing the bonds of the
companics to the extent of thirty-nine million
dollars—about which there is an uncertain
and contingent liabilily in the minds of
many—it is pro to advance to each
company ten thousand dollars per mile in
greenbacks—the greenbacks can be printed
for the purpose—to be repaid in service to the
government. Both companies have land-

ts from Texas, and will be enabled to
1ssue their mortgage-bonds withont interfer-
ence by the government. Then there is the
line from Memphis o Jefferson, Texas, aided
in the same manner (this is the same line
which appeared in the: original Houase bill).
This must be supplemented by a short piece
between Jefferson and Longview, Texas, and
another short piece between Austin and San
Antonio. This scheme, involving only some
five hundrad miles of new road, would com-
plete the International road between Jeffer-
son and San Antonio, and give it an outlet
and terminus at Memphis, and also give
Memphis a choice of two independent routes
all the way to El Paso, which wonld be the
eastern terminus of the California company’s
line; in other words, Memphis would be in
very direct connection with both forks of the
new Pacific railrond. Another branch gives
New Orleans, and still another, Vicksburg, a
choice of rontes to El Paso. This 13 accom-
plished by simply aiding the line from Shreve-
port to New Orleans, and the of about
one hundred miles which woul required
to unite the ent line to Brashear or Don-
aldsonville with the line east from Houston,
This would involve less than four hundred
milea more, About twenty-one hundred
miles of road aided would suffice to give the
south a perfect system of roads which counld
not be perverted into a monopoly, and that
at a cost of only twenty-one million dollars,
These are the terms the Sapp bill holds out to
us, 8D ese are the results it
will bring to us. It will, if it be-
comes law, open up to Memphis
an equal chance to the trade of the south-
west and ot Mexico. Buf to avail ourselves
of this opportunity, it is necessary to ally all
the opposing and disaffected forces, to com-
bine with the San Antonioline and the Texas
International. As Scott has coolly aban-
doned those who have thus far supported
him, gnd given him all the prestige he has,
he cannot complain if they, in turn, abandon
him, and take the remedy now offered into
their own bauds. He has forced them into
this attitude, and must abide the result.

THE RESOLUTIONS OF THE LEGISLATURE
opposing Scott’s present, and any Pacific bill
tbat does not make Memphis the eastern ter-
minus, were introduced in the house yester-
day by Mr, Bl:;?ht, and have been placed
upon the record.

THE SNOW-NTORM

Iu the Northwest of the Most Disas-
trons Character — Many People
nnd A Great Number of
Htock Perish.

SuerMax, Wy., March 13.—0On Thursday,
about midnight, a storm of wind and snow
set in, covering the entire conntry from Green
river, Wyoming, to North Platte, Nebraska,
a distance of five hundred and fifty miles,
and proved to be by far the severest storm
known since the construction of the Union
Pacific railroad. The storm continued with-
out abatement until Sunday morning, mak-
ing it impossible for a person to go out with-
out almost certain death. Since the storm
subeided the bodies of a number of persons
have been found who died from exposure.
Two soldiers perished between Fort Fto:asell
and Cheyenne, a distance of three miles.
Four men, with an ox-team, were caught &f-
teen miles northwest of Cheyenne; three of
them reached the railroad Sunday, terribly
frozen, and will probably lose their feet; the
fourth man and cattle parished. Three ranche-
men were found dead a short distance north
of Cooper lake. It is probable that thisis
only a small part of those that have died from
the effects of the storm. Onerancheman lost
ten thousand sheep near Egbert Station.
Many other cases are reported of the loss of
