Last Monday night a gray mare was
stolen from the farm of Mrs. Carroll, who
resides on the Pigeon-Roo- st road, some two
miles from the city.

Local weather prophets say that the dan-
ger of a heavy, fruit-destroyi- frost has
passed away, and tne prospect ot a big fruit
crop is bright once again.

Retribution,- - a play of rare merit, never
yet produced in Memphis, will form the at-

traction on Easter Monday night, at the hall
of the Sodality dramatic association.

During the month of March, according
to Immigration-Commissione- r Killebrew's re-
port, three hundred and eighty-eig- ht persons
from other States settled in Tennessee.

Dick G 088, for fraudulent breach of trust
and larceny, was put on trial at the criminal
court yesterday afternoon. The jury retired
to consider a verdict, and will report to-da- y.

Last night the German Casino club gave
a theatrical performance and hop at their
hall. The entertainments were largely at-
tended and were highly enjoyed by the la-
dies and gentlemen who participated in the
festivities.

The county quarterly court was occupied
yesterday in passing on accounts. Court ad-
journed over to Wednesday next, when the
matter as to assessments will be specially
considered. "

Yesterday George W. Murphy was ar-
rested and placed under four hundred dol-
lars bonds to appear and answer, on the
charge of personatinor a United States detec-
tive and making arrests, etc.

Counterfeits of the new silver dollar
have been received at the treasury depart-
ment. They are exceedingly well executed
and have the weight and the ring of the true
metal. The country will soon be packed with
them.
' Millions of young caterpillars, says the
Somerville (Fayette county) Falcon, have
made their appearance, and the forest trees,
apple trees, etc., will be stripped of their
foliage again by these pests. They did im-
mense damage to timber, as well as to fruit
trees, last summer.

Yesterday a deputy-sheri- ff from Bolivar
county, Mississippi, arrived in the city from
Cairo, Illinois, having in charge a negro
named Alfred King, who, some two months
since, shot and killed Martin Carey, colored,
at Carson's Landing, Mississippi, for which
murder he stands indicted.

At two o'clock yesterday afternoon a fire
broke out in the one-stor-y frame residence of
Mrs. Robinson, colored, which residence is
situated on Clay street, east of DeSoto, South
Memphis. The fire, which was caused by a
defective flue, was suppressed by the neigh-
bors before any material damage was done.
No alarm was given to the fire department.

Tennessee is put down for the following

Miller.

At Nashville, Monday last, the following

be entered as the order of the court at the
coming April term."

He was pursued by Officer Pante and finally
captured near the Clay street schools, about
two miles distant frara the scene of the theft,
and safely conducted to the stationhouse.
While being searched he attempted to tear
the price-mar- k from the pants, which were
found on bis person. He will attend the re-
corder's matinee to-da- y.

We regret tj state that last Wednesday
night General R. F. Patterson, collector of
internal revenue, was severely burned at his
rooms on Madison street. lie was suffering
from a severe cold, and had placed a plaster
on his chest, which plaster was saturated
with turpentine. Going too near the fire,
the turpentine accidentally ignited, and the
gentleman received severe burns on the chest,
face and hands before he could suppress the
flames. The injuries are severe, but not
necessarily dangerous.

But three arrests were made by the po-
lice between noon yesterday and o clock this
morning. This speaks well for the moral
condition of the city, from a criminal stand-
point. It has been remarked at the station-hous- e

that since the Murphy movement start-
ed the arrests for drunkenness have largely
decreased.

The city budget for 1878 shows but the
paltry sum of seven hundred and seventy-nin- e

dollars to be expended by the board of
health for cleaning streets, alleys, etc., dar-
ing the spring, summer and fall months.
The cleansing of ctreets and alleys does not
fall properly or legally within the province of
the board of health, consequently the city
fathers should make some provision for such
purpose. Memphis cannot afford to have
another epidemic like that of 1873.

Mr. O. U. P. Piper, the well-know- n con-
tractor, was assaulted and painfully injured
yesterday by a negro laborer engaged in
tearing down the buildings on the west side
of Mam street, between Monroe and Madi-
son. The negro, being ordered to leave the
building, became indignant, and struck Mr.
Piper on the head and ear with a brick, in-

flicting a serious wound. Mr. Piper fell and
became insensible, but came to after awhile.
His wound was dressed by Dr. John Erskine,
and he was conveyed home. The negro ran
and made his escape.

The ladies who wear short dresses, and
whose feet are not quite as small as those of
the Ledger man, have been getting after that
gentleman about his comments on big-foot-

girls wearing short dresses a custom which
dhocked his aesthetic ideas. We advise our
friend of the Ledger to let the ladies' pedal
extremities and short dresses alone; if he
does not, he will get the worst of it. The
dry goods worl is out of a man's latitude,
except from a paying standpoint. If the
Ledger man does not like to see the feet of
the ladies stepping in and out from beneath
short dresses, he can turn aside his eyes and
gtoat over the bedraggled and muddy skirts
of those who wear long dresses and trains.
It will be a "change from foresights to back-
sights," as a civil engineer would say.

Dr. R. W. Mitchell, president of the
board of health, in his talk to the general
council last Wednesday night, explained
what would be needed in the way of money
and labor for the proper keeping up of sani-
tary affairs in this city during the spring,
summer and fall months. He insisted as
precautionary measures that the health er
sanitary ordinance should be strictly enforced
on the premises of all citizens; that the streets
and alleys should be kept in good condition,
kept clean, etc., and that the quarantine
buildings on President's island should be re-

paired and put in proper condition for the
prompt reception of all patients that would
be. brought to Memphis during the summer
months. The general council on next Mon-

day night will appoint a committee to look
after the quarantine buildings.

COUATY QUARTERLY COURT.

The Railroad la which Shelby Coui
ty Is Interested is. aad the Orders

of the Court ! the Presilses.

The county quarterly court has ordered that
the county attorney be and be is hereby in-

structed to have the case now pending in the
circuit court of Shelby county, Tennessee,
wherein the county of Shelby is plaintiff, and
the Selma, Marion and Memphis' railroad
company and others are defendants, dis-
missed at the cost of the defendants.

On motion, the petition of the Holly
Springs, Brownsville and Ohio railroad com-
pany, asking an exchange or substitution of
six per cent, bonds for eight per cent, bonds,
was referred to Esquires Elliott, Crockett and
Coleman, with the chairman and county at-
torney, with power to act ; said committee to
report .its action to this or some subsequent
term of the court.

This petition asks that the above company
be allowed to take up the eight thousand dol-
lars of first mortgage bonds of petitioner
now in possession of Shelby county as securi-
ty for the performance of a contract entered
into by petitioner and the said county, and
substitute, instead of eight per cent, bonds,
other bonds bearing six per cent, interest, the
former to be canceled and the latter to be
held under the terms and conditions of the
contract above mentioned. The reason al-
leged for this exchange is that the eight per
cent, bonds bear a higher rate of interest
than allowed by law in Tennessee, and the
petitioner is apprehensive that the courts
may so determine. The company states that
their bonds bearing eight per cent, interest
had all been printed and were in the hands
of the company, and, in some instances sold,
before the passage of the law by the legisla-
ture repealing what is known as the ten per
cent, conventional interest law, and had no
other thought than its action was entirely
and indisputably legal and proper.

LAW AXD MEDICINE.

A JUljchly Important Legal leelsiou
for Physicians Throushout the

United States.

The supreme court of Indiana rendered a
decision during February of immeasurable
importance, not only to the medical profes-
sion where the suit originated, but to the
members of the other professions and callings.
It was a test case, and is the firtt decision
ever rendered on the subjet t by any court in
this country, and it will be ba'le'l nil over the
land as just and right. 'i'o- - tt o . ih enting
judges may, in the near lu'.ure, regret that
they did not make it unanimous. 1 be par-
ticulars of the suit are as follows: Drs. T. J.
Dills and A. B. Buchanan, of Fort Wayne,
Indiana, practicing physicians of reputation,
were summoned by the defendant to give
testimony, as experts, in a case of rape, State
vs. Hamilton. They had no concern or in-
terest in the case or man, and they refused to
give the evidence unless they were properly
compensated. The judge promptly ordered
them to jail, and after they had exhausted
every means to maintain the stand they had
taken, they were forced to succumb and give
the testimony, which they did under
protest, and then they brought suit against
the State. A decision was given in the lower
court adverse to Drs. Dills and Buchanan, but
the supreme court of the State reversed the
decision of the lower court, and sustained the
position taken by these physicians. .The
court "held that under the constitution the
State had no right to take a man's particular
service without compensation; and that the
giving of expert medical testimony is particu-
lar service within the meaning of the consti-
tution."- As said above, this decision is of
the highest importance, and will give entire
satisfaction everywhere affecting, as it does,
every profession and calling. Too much
praise cannot be accorded Drs. Dills and
Buchanan for their brave and manly stand in
the interest of right and justice, and their
profession will hold them in lasting gratitude
for the great service they have rendered it.

LETTERS FROM THE PEOPLE.

Both Texts are Correct.
Editors Appeal, Several years ago I fur-

nished the Appeal or the Baptist, I forget
which, with a new English translation of the
Hebrew decalogue (improperly rendered Ten
commandments; it means the ten expres-
sions or utterances in Mount Sinai). In
the preamble of that document. Israel's
God appeals to the nation and exclaims, "I
am Je Ho Va H, thy God, who brought thee
forth from Egypt. Have no other gods
in my presence; no not prostrate thyself be-

fore tliem; 'do not serve them, for I am a
scrutinizing power, considering (mitigating)
the sins ot parents for the sake of the chil-
dren, even to the third and fourth genera-
tion; that is from those who hate me, but
showing kindness to thousands of genera-
tions to those who love me." Ezekiel un-
derstood the decalogue in that sense, hence
his saying, "The son shall not bear the sins
of his father, etc." While I claim to be the
first who gave this explanation in English, I
do not claim the original idea. I read it
when I was a student, thirty years ago.

The Supreme Judgeship.

Editobs Appeal. As our supreme judges
are to be elected next August, it is highly es-

sential that the people should examine care-
fully into the fitness of the respective candi-
dates; and in this connection I wish to call
attention to the claims of Judge Thomas J.
Freeman for from West Tennes-
see, and I do this because he has not and will
not make a personal canvass for the nomina-
tion, but will rely solely upon the record that
he has made to secure his Judge
Freeman is a favorite with the Tennessee bar.
The lawyers admire him for his honesty and
impartiality in the1 hearing and decision ol
all cases which come before him. They all
unite in commending him for his patience,
fairness and industry in the examination of
the law and the facts of each case presented
to him. No man upon the bench has given
more general satisfaction to the supreme bar
than Judge Freeman. Except in 1876,
when he was sick, his health has
been very good, and is now entirely re-
stored, and has been for more than twelve
months. Many of his opinions will compare
favorably with those of our best anti-w- ar

jurists. He has a remarkable memory, and
for this reason is more familiar with the Ten-
nessee decisions than any lawyer in West
Tennessee. He not only has a very fine judi-
cial mind and a large store of judicial experi-
ence, but he is a man of very superior litera-
ry culture. There is no man in Tennessee of
his age that is more familiar with ancient and
modern literature. That he has discharged
his duties as supreme judge with honesty,
fidelity and ability is attested by the fact that
a large majority of the lawyers in, at least,
three-fourt- hs of the counties of West Tennes-
see favor his And it is no dis-
paragement to the other aspirants to say that
he is the equal, if not the superior, of any
ot them. He is in all respects well fitted for
the position, and we should re-ele-ct him.
There has been some adverse criticism of the
present supreme bench on account of some
few conflicting decisions which "they have
made. But most of these criticisms were
wholly unwarranted by the fact?. The court
set in two sections, and neither section ever
heard any discussion of the cases argued be-

fore the other, and the only wonder is that
the conflicting cases are so few. The dockets
were so crowded that it was utterly impossi-
ble for the judges to give the time and study
to cases that the judges did before the war.
And if the work is not as well done as it was
in the days of Turley and Green, it should be
set down to their credit that the present judges
have done more work in the past eight years
than Judges Wright, M'Kinney, Greene, and
others, did from lSjt) to 18GQ.. The lawyers
alone are to blame for the haste and dispatch
with which the cases were disposed of. They
clamored for the trial of their cases, and hur-
ried the courts in their examination, and now
some few of them are so inconsiderate as to
condemn the work which was produced by
their own indecent haste and clamor. x.
