LOUISIANA,

Favorable Condition of Affairs Gem-
erally, as Shown by Oflicial Beports.
Ete., and Contradictory of Dam-
aging BEamers to the

Gllltl'lﬂ. .

New OrrLeang, April 5 —DBusiness and
official circles are somewhat exercised by
publications in eastern and western journals
reflecting on the condition of Lousiana,
warniog off imm tiom, pictaring bank-
ruptey, prejudice and lawlessness, and assert-
ing that industrial occupations are taxed
out of existence. Prominent State officials
claim that the laws were never more prompt-
ly enforced, and that as to lawlessness and
crime, that the State will compare fa-
vorably with any northern State. Taxation
bas been reduced from fourteen and one-half
mills to thirteen mills, aside from saving
fully hulf a million dollars yearly by re-
duced fees of officials and the repeal of
bad laws. The legislation already enacted,
which goes into effeet next year,

the taxation to eleven mills,
and possibly to nine mills. Manu-
facturies and induastries are especially exempf-
ed by the law, and the only additional
ohject of taxation to be added fo this year's
assessment is in baok shares. The State
officials claim that the State is recovering as
rapidly as possible, considering the embar-
rassments apd burdens created in the past,
and the best ewidence of her condi-
tion lies in the fact that seven Stats tax-
collectors in New Orleans made their month-
ly settlements with the aaditor of the State
to-day, amonnting to four hundred and fifty
thousand dollars, the collection of the State
taxes xﬁ_Mareh being unprecedented. Gov-
ernor Nicholls says the taxes this year for
general fund purposes is two and a balf
mills on one hundred and seventy-
seven r:i‘illiu:ns ofi_' maasmfn'i_. lgllafor:e the
war, e tax for genmeral fun purioses
was one and two-t.hirﬁe mills upon three hun-
dred and fifty-eight million dollars assess-
ment, or fifty thousand dollars less now than
then, The reduced taxation, which goes
into effect next year, does not affect the in-
terest-fund, which remains as now.

EAILWAY ACCIDENT,

Resulting in Loss of Life, Serious In-
Jury of Over Forty Persons, and
Considerable Damage to Prop-
erty—The Result of Care-
lemsness,

Mavcu Causk, Pa., April 5,—This morn-
ing an oil train ran into a freight train on
the Lehigh Valley railroad, near Slatington,
exploding the engine of the train and burn-
ing several oil cars and a small iron bridge
on which the cars were standing. Soon af-
terward an oil tank exploded, scattering the
oil in all directions, and burning three men
fatally and ten severely. The wind carmed
the flames to the depot and a wooden bridge,
which were also burned. Wm. Shoemaker,
of Lockport, was instantly killed. The fol-
lowing persons were burned, and their re-
covery considered doubtful : Joseph Goldberg,
Charles Bartholme, Edward Seibert, Arthar
Williams, Daniel Kilber, George lves, John
Koehner, Aaron Soyder, John Rohcbach, L.
Hughes, Samuel S. Marshall, Thomas W,
Joues, Matthew Jones, Irvin Clark and Irvin
Beers. A large number of persons, includ-
ing women and ldren, were sliﬁ’t:)tly
burned, making the total casualties about
forty. The foundry of Williams & Custard
was burned. The disaster was caused, it is
said, by the negligence of the station-master
in not avinﬁ his signals fixed correctly. He
claims that they were properly fixed, and that
it was the faunit of the engineer of the coal
train. Lehigh Valley trains now run over
the Lehigh and Susquoehanna road.

The jar threw several cars from the track,
and precipitated some fifteen oil-tanks into
Trout creek. The tanks canght fire and
illuminated the neighborhood for miles
around, and had it not been for the presence
of mind of Charles Hath, of Reading, who
had tke cars of the rear portion of the train
uncoupled and pushed back one by one, the
entire train would have been destroyed. The
machine-ghops and foundry of Brown &
Williams are a total losg; estimated at
thirty thousand dollars; no insurance. A por-
tion of the engine from the explosion was
blown through the roof of a house occupied
by Jacch Hammel, about one hundred yards
from the exflosion. striking near the bed oc-
cupied by Hammel and wite. They were not
injured. Several buildings were shattered
and glass broken, and portions of engines
and cars were thrown more than thirty yards.

There was no insurance on avything de-
stroyed. The dunage is estimated at two
bundred thousand dollars. The casualties
are summed up at two men killed, nineteen
barned—six seriously; nineteen oil-cars and
their contents, four cars of merchandise,
with one locomotive completely destroyed.

Wasamvaerox, April 5.—The house com-
mittee on banking and currency has decided,
by a vole of seven against three, to report
adversely on Representative Potter’s bill pro-
viding for distribution among the bank-
note companies of the work now done by the
bureau of engraving and printing, it being
the opinion of the majority that such work
should bejdone by the burean exclusively.

A sub-committee was appointed consisting
of Messrs. Yeats, Hardenbergh and Elam to
examine the revised statutes and report
whether in their own opinion further legisla-
tion is necessary for the protection of the is-
sue of Unmited Btates notes or securities.

The sub-committee of the house committes
on commerce reported adversely on several
bills proposing the transfer of the life-saving
service to the navy department. The report
recommends & general increase of strength
in the service.

PINCHBACK ON LOUISIANA AFFAIRS,

Ex-Governor Pinchback, of Lounisiana, had
an interview with the DPresident last night,
and took occasion to give his views concern-
ing the needs of that State. He represents
the interview as both pleasant and satisfac-
tory. Pinchback eays that Louisiana has now
the best governor within his recollection.
The people are better satisfied than hereto-
fore with public affairs, although, as else-
where, they complain of hard times. The
only thing of which Pinchback complains is
that a few children, nearly white,in the pub-
lic schools in New Orleans have been required
to leave. His own children were included in
the number removed by the school autbor-
ities.

INDIAN AFFAIRS,

The senate commitiee on Territories in-
vestigating affairs in the Indian Terntory de-
cided to consider the protests from the In-
dians against inquiry into the disbursement
of the general funds.

REVISION OF THE ELECTORAL LAWS.

The report of the sub-committee of the
house commitiee charged with the considera-
tion of the method of electing the President
and Vicé-President was submitted to the full
committee last night, and agreed to by one
majority. The most important feature in
the proposed amendment to the constitution
of the United States, is that the electoral
votes, and a fraction thereof, for each person
voted for as President, in any State, shall be
ascertained by multiplying his entire popular
vote thereby by the whole number of electoral
votes of the State, and diniding the produoct
by the aggregato popular vote of the State
for all persons voted for as President, and the
quotient shall be the number of electoral
votes and fractions thereof to which such per-
son shall be entitled, using for such fraction
three deci , and po more. The amend-
ment i1s designed to preserve the relative
power of the smaller States. The committee
says on this selject that the small States are
now oversloughed by the present electoral
system. It has happened already that the
vote of New York, cast solid by the general
ticket, has decided the election by a few
thousand majorily, and has not only settled
uil.e\ uat{_onkt'orba million vt'otera of lile;:y Stxtlhte
of New York, but against a majon e
other way of the eight million who are voters
of the United States. The practical effect of
the electoral system has been to increase the
relative importance and power of the large
States; and the practice of voting by general
ticket was introduced by the large States for
that purpose, and, when introduced, all were
compelled to follow it.

Hepresentative Hunton, of the committee,
pro as an amendment in substance
*‘that in case of adispute in any State as to
the electoral vote the election shall be de-
cided by the highest judicial tribunal of such
State, and the vote shall be counted, unless
both houses shall exclude it.""  Although no
serious objection was interposed by the com-
mittee to this amendment, the committee did
not vote upon it. It is the opinion of some
of the members of the committee that the
proposed amendment to the constitution will
not receive the approbation of congress, two-
thirds of both branches being required to
propose it to the States for adoption.

THE CHARGES AGAINST MINISTER SEWARD.

Secretary Evaris was before the committee
on expenditures in the state department to-
day. He was invited to appear by request of
the counsel of Myers, who had preferred
charges against Minister Seward in connec-
tion with his former office of consul-general
at Shaoghai, which the committee are now
examining. He was also asked whether he
had koowledge of all the correspond-
ence between the department and Minister
Seward. The object of Myers's connsel was
to make it appear that Seward has been con-
ducting a private correspondence with the
department in order to shield bimself from
the effect of the charges against him, Secre-
tary Evarts replied to the questions that he
hn:felther written or spproved the correspond-
ence with Seward, as nearly everything
comes before him for his consideration, but
bad seen nothing of the character intimated.
There were other communications, however,
relating to business, that were properly within
the discretion of the diplomatic bureau, which
would not necessarily be submitted to him.
