marks: "Tee decrease in the large surplus
of exports that was apparent from March to
December lat year waa the beat possible evi-

dence that afl'air were assuming a healthier
tone; but the reaction that has since set in is
a discouraging symptom, indicating plainly a
re iewal of the general depression. Should
ths movement continue at something near
this ratio for the next tour months, the fiscal
year 177-- 8 will show a larger surplus of ex-
ports than has occurred in any year since the
panic; which would be a very unsatisfactory
symptom as to the condition of business. The
specie movement of the last eight months has
been very extraordinary. In ordinary years,
we should have made a net export of specie
duritg this period of about fo"o,000,000; but
the net shipments for the eight months
under review have been only
$2,570,000, the gross export having been

20,173,000, and the import 117,603,000. As
our production of the precious metals is at the
rate of about f i'J.OOO.OOO per annum, it will
thus be seen that the country must be accu-
mulating gold and silver at a very rapid rate.
It remains to be seen how far the return of
securities from abroad induced by the silver
act will permit this accumulation to continue;
The preoent condition of the foreign exchange
indicates that bonds are coming back at a
rate exceeding the creditor balance accruing
on our purely commercial transactions." The
Chicapo Tribune, of Wednesday, says: "We
have beard that the eastern saving? banks are
interesting themselves to defeat the proposed
legislation to establish a national savings sys
tern, and we should not be surprised if the
same influence had been directed against the
passage of the popular bond act."

The New York Bulletin, of Wednesday,
rsports: "More coTering has taken place on
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some of the later months, owing to the good,
clear margin obtained and the natural cau-

tion whicn induces the securing of a profit
when it is witmn reacn; oui we coma learn
of no fresh orders to purchase for investment,
while 'long' cotton was still being thrown
over to a considerable extent. The crop
movement continues weighty, and the indi-
cations from the interior give evidence that
receipts cannot as vet fall oft to any extent,
while the sales of cotton continue limited,
and prices here are above a parity of nearly
all other markets. Foreign advices continue
adverse, both as regards the political situa-
tion and the state of trade at Liverpool; and
taken altogether, the only feature from
which the 'bulls' could draw comfort waa the
rery low range of prices." The New York
World says: "The receipts at New Orleans
and Memphis were very large, giving great
discouragement to the bull party. We are
much above the parity of other markets, and
the want of an outlet has a depressing influ-
ence upon prices."

She registered on the
down trip 60 cabin and 25 deck passengers.

The snagboat DeRussey is on her, way
down to this port to look after the complftttss
made by pilots of dangerous snags below
here. We hope she will remain here until
every obstacle to safe navigation is removed,
if it takes all summer.

The Thomas Sherlock arrived yesterday
morning from the Ohio with 1300 tons of
freight, none of which is for this port.

She leaves for that destination Saturday even-
ing, Captain W m. Tichenor commanding.
' A Keokuk dispatch yesterday announced
that the steamer War Eagle arrived there
from St. Louis yesterday morning, at one
o'clock, on her trial trip to Davenport, eleven
hours behind time. The object of the trip is
to establish a time-tab- le for the proposed fast
line between St. Louis and Davenport. It is
the opinion of river men that the line talked
of is impracticable, and the result of the first
trip confirms the Belief.

The E. O. Stanard, which lost fifty-tw- o

hours aground at Devil's Elbow cutoff, ar-
rived yesterday afternoon, having been light-
ered off by the City of Augusta. She is dis-
charging her big Memphis cargo, and will
proceed on ner voyage to JNew Orleans some
time to-da- y.

living, will follow on Wednesday
next, with Captain A. J. Carter on the roof.

Cincinnati Enquirer, Thursday: "The
steamer Charles Morgan, which arrived at
the wharf last evening, brought a passenger
named John Due, a Switzer, who formerly
resided at No. 192 Camp street, New Orleans,
whom the officers of the boat found it neces-
sary to send to the city hospital.
