FINANCIAL.
The following, from tbe St. Louis Republi-

can, so accurately describe the Memphis sit-
uation that we adopt it: "It may be said of
the market yesterday, impressing a homely
proverb into service, that a short horse is soon
carried. There is httle tn be said of the finan-
cial situation, it presents nothing that
is new and not much that is interesting. It
was very quiet around the banks. Altogeth-
er, however, the volume of business is ouly a
little above the general average of the very
dullest months." The little that is interest-
ing is the sending of Me mphis capital to New
York because borrowers for itcauoot be found
for it here; we beard of f .200,000 so loaned
on Thursday by telegraph, and we know of
as much more likely to follow it. There are
two interesting points in this occurrence. One
is that Memphis should loan money in New
York, we have always been nocustjmed to
the reverse of this. lh-- j other is that while
some people, such as the writer in the Nash-
ville Banner, whose scheme we discussed a
day or two ago, with the State to issue a kind
of currency that shall circulate in the State
and not go out of it, in order that the people
of Tennessee may no longer sutler from scarc-
ity of money, there is so much money in Ten-
nessee that borrowers cannot be found to
take it and irive security for its safe repay-
ment, and New York bus to be applied to to
receive the currency that lies here in
excess. Such an occurrrence should
make the stupidest und. stand the dif-
ference between currency and wealth.
