A BROTHER'S REVENGE.

The Terrible Work of a Texas Mob—
The Negro, Walker Dening. who
Claimed Miss M'Guire as his
Wife, is Chnined to a Staple
and Shot to Death.

A special dispatch to the St. Louis Globe-
Democrat, from Houston. Texas, detailing
the particulars of Miss Fannis M'Guire’s
strang-n infatuation for the negro Walker
Dening, which appeared in the APPEAL yes-
terday morning, continues the story of the
terrible fate of the negro, as follows: “The
Houston authorities urrestmlzl dtlm negro on 3
charge of carrying concealed weapons, an
threw him ioto jail, and the girl's brother
and uncle took her back home. In the mean-
time Justicea D. D. Holland, of Riverside,
Walker county, sent a warrant to the Hous-
ton shenfl after Dening, who was forwarded
Tuesday evening, on the International train,
in charge of Deputy J. F. Morris. The latter
delivered the prisoner to Justice Holland and
took a receipt for him. The negro was placed
in an unoccupied house with a trace-chain
around his neck and locked to a staple in the
floor. Toward midnight Tuesday night a
mob of twenty men on horseback, armed
with double-barreled nhottﬁun rode into
Riverside and demanded keys to the
house where Dening was. DE‘putﬁ Sheriff
Morris and Operator Johnson, 0 were
watching them, were ordered off. The mob
then went in and struck the prisoner, who
rattled the chain as he awoke. He cried
‘Oh!" and the mob began shooting. At every
shot screamed and cried for help,
till the last four shots, when his voice wus
ﬂtl“ Two pounds of shot were left in his
A whole load of buckshot was put into
enrt The mob then remounted their
hm and rode away in_ the moonhght.
The corpse was left Iying with ite face to the
floor.""
