The Memphis Opera Club.
Our readers have frequently seen notices of

the rehearsal of Fra Ihavelo by the Memphis |

opera club, and we think it would be inter-
esting to give them a hitle sccount of ifs
origin and its aim. In the fall of 1876 many
of our mausic-loving people solicited Prof.
Winkler to organize and assnme the leader-
ship of such a club, whose object would be to
study opera. The society was then formed,
but as the opera of Martha wasat the same
time undertaken for the bemnefit of Mrs.
Czapsky, our worthy and most estimable
songstress, the active work of this society
was postponed, so as not to interfere with her
opera. In October, 1877, it began its work,
meeting then, however, but once a week, so
as to allow its members to assist in the Bo-
hemian Girl, which was then in progress for
the benefit of Calvary church choir. This
being over th:g now addressed themselves
gteadily to produce thisjmost beautiful opera
of Fra Diavolo, with the high ambition of a
fall orchestral accompaniment. As thiz had
never before been don2 in Memphis by ama-
teurs, very few can form an idea of the labor
necessary to drill singers with an orchestral
accompaniment, not tn mention the writing
of the orchestral parts, which in itself is a
fearful task. A prominent musician of New
York charged one hgndred dollars for the
labor, and required two months fime to do
the work; but the club not baviog this
amount to spare, their director, Prof. Wink-
ler, with his aceustomed self-sacrifice and en-
ergy, undertook the task and wrote it o
two hundred and fifty pages in six wee‘i::,
writing only at night, Prof. Stradella, of the
State female college, kindly lending his nid
to the arrangement of the cornet parts. Thus
the efforts of the society have progressed suc-
cessfully ir the study of this sparkling and
beautiful opera, and will be ready to present it
with a fu]l orchestra on the twenty-pinth and
thirtieth of thismonth, at the Memphis Thea-
ter.
