The exposure and condemnation of their
crimes may subserve a good purpose by
showing to the rising generation that any
deviation from the paths of rectitude finally
leads to exposure and ruin. All the parties
that we have mentioned have made their
names a stench in the public nostrils. For
selfish ends of their own they made war upon
society, and society is avenging itself by
crashing them. Each, when driven to the
wall, tried to escape by different ways, but
each has ended by admitting the power of
society to revenge itself, and the career of
each is a testimony of the certainty of that
vengeance. Tweed and Restelle found relief
in the grave, and their fate is more to be en-

vied than that of the living Beecher and his
unfortunate victim. The great Plymouth
preacher has in him the elements of a
high order of manhood, and his fate
is a melancholy - example of
a life of great capacities end-
ed in utter disgrace.

DIVIDE ASM COXqi'EB,
This is an old stratagem in politics as in

war. The Radicals and the Independents
are already at work concocting schemes for
dividing the Democratic party in the August
elections.

TV HAT TUE V BAY OF RESCMPTIOS
The arrangements made by Secretary Sher-

man with a view to resumption have attract-
ed much attention from the press, and while
there is some criticism of his course, the gen-

eral opinion appears to be that he has made
resumption a practicable thing. The New
York Herald says that resumption will really
exist on the first of October, so that there
will be no appreciable change when the day
appointed by law January the first is
reached. We give below extracts from some
prominent papers on the subject:

New York Times: "The agreement is ac-

cepted as rendering resumption a certainty.
There can be no question that with two hun-
dred millions of gold coin in hand on the
first of January next, the treasury will be
abundantly able to meet all claims likely to
be made upon it. It is something gained to
have placed the treasury beyond the reach of
any possible combination to deplete its stock
of gold, and to have provided a certain meth-
od of reducing the discount on legal-tend- er

notes to a very trifling fraction considerably
earlier than the date fixed for their redemp-
tion."

New York World: "The future of our
own money market is considered to be more
secure in consequence of Mr. Sherman's bar-
gain. The treasury, the syndicate and the
banks are all interested in preventing strin-
gency, and their combined power will be
used when necessary for that purpose. Upon
the whole, we may expect to see the gold in the
market become as easily loanable as curren-
cy, and not pass to the other extreme of being
difficult to borrow. To-da- work is a great
achievement for the credit of the United
States, and its good effects ought soon to be
visible in every direction. The syndicate
takes ten millions of bonds positively during
this month of April, and has the right to take
forty millions more at the eame price and at
the rate of five millions monthly. The pay-
ment being made solely in gold coin, to be
used for resumption purposes, the sale is un-
doubtedly a great thing for the treasury."

New York Post: "Considering the circum-
stances, the sale must be considered as an ex-
cellent one for the treasury in every respect. It
is a great thing for the treasury to have se-

cured so much coin for resumption at any
price. In the next place, the willingness of
responsible bankers to engage to furnish so
much, or, in other words, to buy such an
amount of United States bonds, ought decid-
edly to help the public credit in Europe, as
well as here. There is general rejoicing that
the long agony is near its end, and that good
times are not remote. The general trade of
the present season has been the worst known
to the memory of the oldest business men,
and this has been so to a great extent on ac-

count of the uncertainties respecting the re-
sumption and the currency. Of course, re-
sumption cannot restore the losses that have
been made, but, respecting new business, the
negotiation of yesterday reasonably inspires
confidence and hopefulness. Resumption
means an enlargement of the currency."

New York Tribune: "Excepting such a
quantity as may be taken abroad, the transac-
tion will place fifty million more of securities
upon the market, competing for the funds of
investors. The banks, as a whole, will make
no gains in funds for loaning, as the placing
of the gold to the credit of the government
will result in nothing more than a transfer of
gold already in the banks' vaults, from the
credits of individual depositors. In other
words, the banks will have to deposit secu-
rities with the treasury department for the
same funds which they now hold on deposit
for individuals, without any security."

New York Bulletin: "The sale will give
to the treasury all the coin that it will need
for resumption, and, barring accidents, . re-
sumption of coin payments may now be re-
garded as a fixed fact. Resumption means
an enlargement of the currency and better
times for all classes."

New York Herald: "By anticipating the
date and receiving greenbacks for customs
three months in advance, Mr. Sherman will
forestall any rush for coin at the legal date of
resumption by accustoming the country to
the new order of things before he is bound by
law to redeem. He will thus prevent the
first of January from being looked forward to
as a critical point, and avoid any shock or
sudden transition at that date."

St. Louis Republican: "If resumption
were to begin things would go on
just as they do now; there would be no shock,
no disturbance, no scarcity of money. Green-
backs would continue to circulate as freely as
now. and to be the chief m0hey of the peo-
ple." -

New Orleans, April 15. Some days ago

The bulls declined the waeer
of battle, and nothing remained but to drive
mem irom me arena in disgrace, l wo thou-
sand citizens of Texas, who went to see the
encounter, were not to be disappointed, and
so the bull which vanquished the lioness was
pitted against the lion. The monarch of the
forest was badly beaten by the monarch of
the prairie in a terrible and bloody fight,
and when the lioness was led in as
a reinforcement to her liege lord,
the bull, after tossing them over
his head, pinning them to the bars to the
cage where they fought, and chasing them
in ignominious flight, turned away from the
contest in proud and sullen contempt. Just
before the bull was lassoed there was a very
pretty scene. The two lions were very close
together, the crippled lion huddling up close
to the terified lioness. The bull advanced on
them in a trot, hut just as he was upon them
he seemed to realize their helpless condition,
stopped short, and, after eyeing them for a
few minutes, slowly walked off in another
direction. Just at this juncture, when every-
body supposed the fight over, the old Mexi-
can bull-fight- who had failed to have a
fight in the morning, entered the arena and
declared his intention of fighting the victori-
ous bull. Just before the bull was turned in
the man's wife interfered in the most em-
phatic manner She said her husband would
kill any bull in the world if he were sober,
but now he was drunk. His mother, who
must be upward of ninety years of age,
added her voice to that of the wife, and the
spunky old man, who is a veteran of the bull-
rings of Mexico, was taken off.

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A BLACK FIEND

Commits Rape on a Young White Woman
and Threatens her with Death Citi-

zens Proceed In a Lawful Man
ner to Arrest the Villain.

He Resists, and is Perhaps Mortally
Wounded He Is Safely Lodged in the

rTlttsburg Jail without Ball, to
Await Results of his Wounds.

Black fish. Ark., April 14. Our com-

munity, on Tuesday last, was thrown into
great excitement by its becoming known that
one Charles Carr, formerly of Missouri, had
overpowered and outra s ed a young woman,
aged seventeen years, Miss Sallie DeRonche,
the daughter of a poor but honest and up-

right farmer, on the west bank of Tyronza
river. She had been to visit a neighbor,
about a mile from home, and on her return
she was met by Carr, in a part of the road
where it was thickly grown cn each side by
cane and underbrush. He seized her, and
alter accomplishing his hellish design, he
gave her her choice to die by his hand or
swear that she would not inform on him.
She chose the latter alternative, but as soon
as she could get home she informed her father
of what had befallen her. He immediately
applied to Esquire T. 0. 'Mosby for a writ for
his arrest. In the temporary absence of Mr.
J. F. Cloar, the constable, the justice depu-
tized J. J. Cloar to summon a posse and go
in search of Carr. Mr. Cloar proceeded to
Carr'B residence, but he, knowing the conse-
quences, if arrested, had concealed himself
in some of the almost impenetrable cane
brakes, and the posse returned without get-

ting him. On Thursday, the constable, Mr.
J. F. Cloar, returned, and Esquire Mosby
feeling confident that he would execute the
writ, placed it in his hands and advised
him to proceed to Cross county and
get the of the nearest
constable. Esquire Stoner indorsed
the warrant, but needed no summons
for a possee. The people turned out en
masse, and divided at the mouth of the Ty-

ronza river, some going up the Tyronza and
the others going up the St. Francis. They
skirmished in nearly every direction without
success, and had almost given up the hunt
when a dug-ou-t was discovered, hid on the
east bank of the St. Francis river. It was
suspected of being his boat, and about a dog-e- n

men surrounded and hid themselves to
wait for the game to come to it. About ten
o'clock at night Carr made his appearance,
and was about to get into his boat and push
off, when he was halted by Mr. James Fagan,
a young planter on the St. Francis river, but
Carr preferred to risk to his heels for his es-

cape, and made a sudden dash for a denBe
cane brake; being halted several times, but
failed to do so, Mr. Fagan shot him down,
twenty-eig- ht duck shot taking effect, ranging
from his heels to about his waist, and but for
the cool determination of Mr. Cloar, he would
have been hung on the spot, although it was
thought that he was mortally wounded.
Daring an interview, his wife had confessed
enough tor the patties to think that he had
committed a similar crime in Missouri before
he came to this country. The crime was
committed, very near our county line, and it

THE TEXAS TRAIN-ROBBER- Y.

Severe Deflections upon the Citizens
or Dallas and Denton Ham Finley,

Formerly of Memphis, Plays
an Aetive Part In the At-

tempt to Arrest the
Bobbers.

Dallas (Texas) Commercial, 13th: The Den-
ton Monitor copies an extract from the Her-
ald, of the seventh instant, relating to the
encounter between the Finley party and some
of the men who, it is supposed, robbed the
train at Eagle Ford, and . comments as fol-
lows: The truth is, five or six men came to
Denton, last Saturday, from Dallas, headed
by a man named Sam Finley. On their way
to Denton, near the residence of Captain R.
H. Hopkins, two or three miles from town, on
the Irallas road, they found Jackson and Un
derwood asleep. A skirmish ensued, and the
Dallas men came out second best. Jim
Curry, one of the Dallas squad, ex-

hibited more than ordinary pluck,
however. Late on Saturday evening,
while the Dallas men were at the Lacy house
in this citv. Bass and company sent a mes
sage to them that they would remain in sight
of them for two hours and a half, and chal-
lenged them to come out and fight. They
stood near the late residence of John L.
Lovejoy, jr., in the eastern suburbs of the
citv. Dlain to view trom me public square,
More than a hundred men saw them, but the
Dallas men replied that they did not desire to
arrest them, and remained on the porch of
the Lacv house. Our snenfl. W.r.i.tran,
waited unon Mr. Finley, and asked the use
of their guns, with which to arm a posse of
citizens, xor me purpune ui luravicwiug utusu
and company, but this request was refused
upon the ground that, if they were unarmed,
mev would be run out ot town, uur marshal.
George Smith, Deputy-Sheri- ff Wetsel and
others then got on their horses to visit them,
but they were gone. There is no charge
against any of this party in Denton county ex
ceit Henry Underwood. That is for carry
ing a pistol, and it is not believed that he
can be convicted on the evidence. And it is
not believed that any of this party par
ticipated in the train-robber- y at Eagle
Ford, at Allen, or at Hutchens. Cer-

tain it is that they were here on Thursday
night ot last week, when the i,agie bora
train-robbe- ry occurred. If Morton, Peak,
Arnold, Walton, etc., came to the assistance
of the Fmley squad, they were not m earnest
when they said they did not want to arrest
dabs & Co. It they bad desired to make
the arrest, and had the necessary papers, they
could have obtained the assistance of every
citizen in Denton. But they claimed, using
their own language, that they had "jumped
up the wrong men." We have noticed in
the Dallas papers several reflections upon the
people of Denton concerning this party, all
of which are unjust and unwarranted, for the
reason that there are no complaints here
againBt any of them, not to speak of the
pistol case alluded to above. And none
of our officers are to blame for the course
they are pursuing in this matter.
We called upon one of the Finley party, who
informed us that they did come upon two of
the party, whom they supposed were asleep.
They had ridden by them a little way, when
some one discovered thenr and their horses,
which were picketed out. They got up, and
one of them fired at the Finley party, and
Mr. Curry returned the fire. There was a
parley between the parties, the Dallas party
trying to ascertain who the men were. While
this was going on, the two men saddled their
horses and raised the war-whoo- p, then start-
ed off. The Dallas party, supposing the re-
mainder of the band were near, did not pur-
sue them, but telegraphed for more force.
As to the occurrence at the Lacy house, the
Dallas men admit that Bass & Co. did come
to Denton and send them a message. The
band numbered some twelve or fifteen;
the Dallas men were four in number. The
reason for not giving up their guns to the
sheriff, they claim, was, they feared to. They
found too many friends of the Bass party in
Denton. The Dallas men Bay the sheriff did
try to get a posse of men to go out, and they
think that some of the Denton men would
have gone if the Dallas men had gone in
front, and made themselves targets. Their
opinion is that had they gone they would all
have been killed, and the Denton men would
not have been hurt. The reason they had no
papers for the arrest of these parties is very
easily explained. When they started in pur-
suit, they were bunting for train-robber- s,

with such a description of the men seen at
Eagle Ford as they could get. The men
seen in Denton county would nil the descrip-
tion, and that alone should have been enough
to have justified the Denton sheriff in ar-
resting them. Mr. June Peak, who went
with others to assist the Finley party, had a
conversation with Mr. Gerrin, wno had for-
merly been deputy-sherif- f in Denton.
Gerrin told Peak that this band
could not be arrested, and if arrested could
not be taken out of Denton county. Sam
Bass was a friend of his, and had on one oc-

casion saved his life; that he had slept with
Bass for two years, and that he should not
be taken if he could help it Mr. Peak said
to Mr. Gerrin. "Do yon know what I think
of you?" "No," said Gerrin. "I think,"
said Peak, "you are no better than the men
who robbed the Eagle Ford train. Gerrin
asked him why. Mr. Peak then told him that
he had seen him at a certain time and place
in the streets of Denton sending a message to
Bass. This he denied, saying that another

man sent the courier; he did not. Gerrin
then said something about making it a per-
sonal matter, and they separated. Subse
quently Mr. Uernn told Sir. Peak that u he
would send him the rarers he wnnld arrest
Jackson and Underwood, but he would not
arrest Bass. Mr. Peak says that in the por-
tions of the county where he traveled he did
find the people averse to rendering any as
sistance.

XATIONAL BANKS.

Synopsis of the Benerts of their Con-

The amount
held by the national banks in New York city
on the same day was $37,432,000, of which

gold coin, and $521,400 silver coin.

A DOUIlLK IttBDEB

Committed in a Colored Methodist
Chnreh at the Close or Services

All about a Woman's Trail.

Special to the St. Louis Republican.

Jacksonville, III,, April 15. A row
occurred at the African Methodist church in
this city, at half-pa-st nine o'clock last night,
resulting in the killing of two young colored
men, named respectively Clarence Hubbard
and William Baker, by another colored man
named Tobe Hanners, the particulars of
which are about as follows : The congrega-
tion had been dismissed, and the audience
was passing out of the church. Baker, it
seems, stepped upon the dress of the woman
who accompanied Hanners, when the two
men got into a quarrel. They had just
reached the door when Tobe Hanners drew
a revolver, and discharged it at Baker. The
ball, however, missed him. but struck
Clarence Hubbard in . the neck, killing the
unfortunate man almost instantly. Han-
ners then immediately fixed the second
shot, the ball taking effect in Baker's left
breast near the heart, inflicting a wound
from which he died this morning at about
half-pa- st three o'clock. As the two dying
men lay sweltering in their blood at the
church door, where a large number of women
and children were passing out, a wild and
confused scene ensued. Women and children
rushed frantically from the spot, screaming
ana crying, wmie it was thought tor a time
that the infuriated and excited crowd would
lynch the perpetrator of the crime. An effort
was made to arrest the man by parties who
were not omcers, but with revolver bran-
dished, and two victims at his feet, he defied
any one to lay hands on him. Hanners sub
sequently gave himself ud to the authorities.
and is now in jail. Great excitement prevails
in the community, especially, among the col-

ENGLAND'S LABOR TROUBLES.

Prosrress of the Work of Harmonlxlna
the Work'tig Element and Masters

a the Subject of Waltes.

London, April 17. Notices of a reduction
in tue wages of the cotton operatives in Lan-
cashire expire to-da- y, and to-m- or

row, the refusal of the masters
at Manchester to agree to a five per
cent, reduction, and their resolution if a
strike occurs at any of the mills where notice
has been given ot a ten per cent, reduction,
the remainder of the trade shall lock out at
the earliest possible moment, leaves little
hope of averting a struggle which will involve
the stoppage of two hundred thousand looms
and six million spindles, and make idle no
less than one hundred and twenty thousand
working people. At a council of the opera-
tives and spinners, after their interview with
the masters yesterday, it was resolved to re-
commend to the members of the association to
accept the proposed reduction lor the pres-
ent, and to call a representative meeting of
the spinners for Sunday to decide upon the
future course. The operatives at Accrington
and the district church at Harwood, Enfield
and Preston are willing to accept the reduced
wages and reduced time, but there is no hope
of the masters accepting such a proposal.
The Blackburn and Burnley operatives resist
uncompromisingly, and consequently, to-
night, in all probability, will begin the most
gigantic strike and lockout that has ever oc-

curred in Lancashire. Instructions have been
issued to the operatives by the committees in
the various trades as to how to proceed.
Where no notices are posted, they will go on
working; where notices are posted, they will
respectfully request the masters to remove
them. If this request is refused, they will
leave work quietly, as on Saturday night.
The operatives are particularly enjoined to
encourage no violence or misbehavior any-
where. The looms not affected by the strike
will subscribe three pence per week for the
strikers. The Oldham district is not yet af-
fected directly, but owing to the intimate
business relations between Oldham and
Blackburn, short time, if not stoppage, will
be necessary in many Oldham mill.
