Special Correspondence of the Appeal.
Washington, April 24. The agitation of

the Presidential question, brought about by
the Conkling interview, of which the sena-
tor's brother says that it is every word true,
and every word of it in keeping with Conk-ling- 's

known convictions, has been fruitful of
(Treat results in the direction to which the
New York Sun has steadily and persistently
directed public attention ever since the deci-

sion of the eight-to-sev- en electoral commis-
sion. Standing alone until Mines exploded
a mine charged with Conkling's views, the
Sun is enabled now, as a result of the con-

viction wrought upon the public mind by the
exposure of the New York senator's conscien-
tious sense of what is right and just, not only
to count upon the New York World as an
ally in its demand for an investigation
through the Blair or some other bill, if
necessary, but to rest almost absolutely se-

cure that a rapidly accreting public opinion
will demand that a bill sb.il be reported to
and be passed by the house, or steps be taken
looking to the same result as is contemplated
by the Blair bill, namely, an investigation of
the fraud. The change in that respect which
has come over the public mind here is aston-
ishing. Politicians in and out of congress,
who were, a few days ago, opposed to re-
opening the question of the Presidential
fraud, are now earnest in their demands that
an investigation shall have the whole strength
of the Democratic party to help in a task for
the assumption of which Blair has been
roundly abused by nearly the combined press
of the country. The language of the Conk-
ling interview is so clear in denunciation of

Compe-
tent men have had the work in charge, and
they have moved with all possible celerity,
urged on by an eagerness to reach conclu-
sions that nothing but the magnitude of the
undertaking and the results possible to be
achieved could have inspired. Not always
successful, and sometimes saddened and dis-
heartened, they have continued to labor on,
satisfied first by the Chandler letter, the
controversies that grew out of it, and the ad-
missions it forced; secondly by the mutte rings
of other dissatisfied Republicans, and finally
by the Conkling interview and the body of
literature that has grown out of it, that they
bad but to remain hue to their self-impos-

trusts to reach the end, and, if no more, con-

vince the people of the Union that Hayes is
President by fraud and corruption, consented
to, if not actually dictated and superintended
by those who hadi his confidence as fellow-partisan- s.

in the course of his interview, says "that the
" wires between Washington and Columbus
" kept the Ohio man thoroughly informed as
" to all that was doing in his behalf." And
he adds: "Putting this and that together, I
" was pretty well convinced that there was
" rottenness in Louisiana, and that an effort
" was making to stifle all inquiry. I knew
" nothing, so I could not speak, and when

tains another confession of a great truth,
There was no way out of the dilemma created
bv tha creatures who committed the frauds in
Louisiana, South Carolina and Florida but
by bloodshed or the "eight-to-seve- n ' com-
mission.

by accident, as I tell yon, and took but little
part in the business.'

"How long prior to that conference had
you received a letter from Mr. Hayes t

"Not long. I don't remember the dates,
but it was not long between the receipt of
the letter and the conference."

"What were the contents of that letter?"
"Oh! It was merely a letter congratu-

lating me on my speech, and stating that my
views on the withdrawal of the troops from
the southern States were in accordance with
his own."

"Did he make any contingent promises in
that letter?"

"None at all. He said: 'If in the end the
result is favorable, your understanding of my
position will be found to be correct. That
is all I can remember of it now."

"Did you show that letter to any southern
people?"

"I think I did."
"To whom?"
"I showed it to Candler, of Georgia; Ben

Hill, Levy, of liOuisiana; J. Young Brown,
Faulkner, of West Virginia; Abram S. Hew-
itt, Henry Watterson, Major Burke, and I
think to Alexander H. Stephens also."

"Did you show these gentlemen the letter
before the conference?"

"Yes, it was prior to that meeting."
"Did not Major Burke read a paper at that

conference?"
"I think he did."
"What was its nature?"
"My impression is- - that he read a docu-

ment pledging the Nicholls government, if it
were sustained, to protect the Republicans of
Louisiana, and to insure them peace and hap-
piness in that State."

"Do you remember any further terms set
forth in that agreement?"

It was not an agreement. There was no
bargain. The paper simply set forth what
Nicholls was willing to do."

lhs intelligent interviewer said in conclu
sion that "Mr. Foster was extremely anxious

to impress his interlocutor with the idea
that there was no contract or bargain, but
with all respect to Mr. Foster, there are

But there was another bargain or agree
ment growing out of the Louisiana frauds, to
which Mr. Conkling was a party, for not
standing by which his later-da- y exposure of
the administration will hardly atone. Sena-
tor Stanley Mathews, of Ohio, tells the story
of it concisely, as follows: "On the night of
the day when the decision of the electoral
commission in reference to the electoral vote
of Louisiana had been confirmed by the sen
ate', and that vote had been counted for the
Republican candidate after midnight, a Dem
ocratic congressman, supposed to be familiar
witn wnat was transpiring in tne councils ot
his own party, told me, with an air of great
dejection, that the whole business was end-
ed, and that Hayes was President; that on
that day, to use his own language, 'the Dem- -
ocrats had been sold out;' that they had an
arrangement, as they supposed, by which
Mr. Uonkling was to lead on in the senate
against confirming that decision, and was
to have been supported by six other Republi
can votes, of which five were Republican sen
ators from the southern states, designated
by him as carpetbag senators, whose
votes that is, those ot the carpetbag sena-
tors were to have been paid for with money,
but that tor some reason at the last moment
the arrangement had failed them and the'
whole game was at an end. I gave but little
credit at the time to this statement, thinking
it incredible, but have recently been told by
other persons of other facts which tend to
corroborate it. I have also been informed
that it was the belief on the part of promi
nent Republican senators that some such con
spiracy existed, and that Mr. Uonkling was
either a party or was privy to it. That in
spired the determined and successtui opposi-
tion to his being placed on the electoral com-
mission, upon which it was understood both
himself and certain ot his friends were very
anxious he should go. I have also been re
cently informed by a gentleman wha pro
fessed personal knowledge ot the tact that at
the time Mr. Conkling had expressed the
opinion there were but two lawful votes that
could be counted from Oregon, and that it
was the knowledge of that fact also that in-
duced some Republican senators to oppose his
selection as one of the electoral commission."

There was a time
when Mr. Conkling had it in his power to de
feat this. What positive engagements he
entered into we know not; but we do know,
so strong was the belief that he would make
the attempt, that one morning the Demo-
cratic side of the house was half emptied by
a hegira of curious and eager members who
sought the senate chamber to see him do it;
that the Republican side of the senate was
quite empty; that the expectant Democrats
waited and waited, patient yet anxious; that
after a while the Republicans, who had been
holding a caucus, began, one after another,
to straggle in; that when nearly all had en-
tered, and still no Conkling, Senator Morton,
with a cold, significant smile upon his dark
face, appeared upon the scene, announcing,
without a word, the futility of the Demo-
cratic hope." Burke, of Louisiana, whom
Foster states to be a party to the bargain
Hayes mae'e before the count was made, also
sustp'ns Matbews. He said to a New York
Herald correspondent recently: "The old
combination between Senator Conkling and
Democratic senators, which offered to Louis-
iana and the count 'y a defeat of the elect-
oral count and a new election under Conk-
ling, may be revived with a view of opening
the electoral question, but I think it impos-
sible."

door open for a rival." Clinching all
this I quote from the Washington corre-
spondent of the Chicago Tribune, who last
week telegraphed that "there is great expec-
tation that Mathew-'- s very direct declaration
of belief that Conkling himself was party to
a bargain with the Democrats to defeat the
counting of the electoral vote of Louisiana
for Hayes will force Conkling to speak on that
point. The friends of Mr. Tilden here do
not hesitate to declare that Mr. Conkling and
six Republicans have announced their belief
that the vote of Louisiana was actually cast
for Tilden, and their determination to vote
against the decision of the electoral commis-
sioners, At the time of Mr. Howe's speech,

"Did you thus count out and count in. and
in violation of what you believed to be the
provisions of the law under which you held
office?" The storm has been raised bv
the statements of Conkling, Mathews
Uhandier and oster, and the confession ot
the Florida robbers of the Presidency, and,
in the words of the New York Sun, which
has devoted so much of energy to uncovering
the frauds by which Tilden was cheated of
the Presidency, "Hundreds of thousands of
voters will not rest content until this matter
is examined into.

Fall Text of the Passage of the Pope'a
JBneyele Kejrardln- - the Civil

Power of the Church.

London. April 26. The passage in the
pope's encycle issue, which was announced
yesterday regarding the civil power of the
church, is as follows: The hopes of Italy and
the world rest on the beneficent influence of
the holy see and on the intimate union of all
faithful with the Roman pontiff. It there
fore stands to reason that we should, with all
diligence, do all in our power to preserve in-
tact the dignity of the Roman cathedra in
order before all things to guard the rights
and liberty ot the holy see. We shall never
cease to insist that our authority be respect-
ed; that our ministiy and our power be left
fully free and independent; and that the po-
sition be restored to us in which divine wis-
dom long ago placed us. It is no vain desire
of dominion which moves us to
demand the of our civil
power. We demand it because our duties
and our solemn oath? exact it, and because it
is not only necessary to conserve full lib-
erty of spiritual power, but also because it is
evident that there is a question of tem-
poral dominion of the Apostolic See. It in-
volves the well-bein- g and safety of the whole
human family. The pope distinctly indorses
the policy and acts of his predecessors, con-
demns civil marriages and deplores the re-
jection of the authority of the church, pro-
claiming that to be the cause of all the ex-
isting evils, but in language of coolness
and dignity, devoid throughout of any of-
fense. The encyclical contains no attack what-
ever upon the civil government of Italy, nor
any mention, direct or indirect, of the house
of lords.

3io Aearer Solred now than a Year ago

The London Press Discouraged at the
Course of Political Negotiations

Austria's Objections to the
San Stefano Treaty.

Russia's Privateering Schemes have
Wrought a Depressing: Influence on

British Shipping' Interests-Movem- ents

of British Troops
From the Russian

Capital.

London, April 26. The newspapers this
morning take a discouraging view of the
course of political negotiations. They claim
to see in Austria's changing attitude a desire
to wait in hopeful silence, to see what she
may profit in the calamities and weaknesses
of the combatants.

The Daily 2iews says: "It is time to give
up all illusion respecting Austria's effective
interference in the present strife. Her gov-
ernment has long ago made military prepa-
rations on the borders of Bosnia and Herze-
govina, in anticipation of a war between
England and Russia, and will watch its de-

velopment, get what it can, and congratulate
itself on having done so without fighting. It
will be glad if we help its designs, but will
owe us no thanks."

A Vienna correspondent says, in confirma-
tion of the foregoing utterances, that not-
withstanding various denials, it is maintained
that Austro-Russia- n negotiations at St. Pe-
tersburg are proceeding favorably, and that
the chief objections of Austria against the
peace of San Stefano have met with due con-
sideration.

The Times, referring to the election for
member of parliament at Tamworth, on
Wednesday last, when the liberal candidate
was chosen by 4999 majority over his con-
servative competitors, says: "The remark-
able verdict against the conservative candi-
date cannot be explained away." And adds:
"The truth is, there is some growing impa-
tience at the objections which, rightly or
wrongly, the British government are sup-
posed to be raising to the congress. The
distinction between the two formulas the
one to which England objected suggesting
that the powers should meet to consider the
changes to be introduced into the treaties of
1856 and 1871, in consequence of recent
events, and the other, which it is thought
will be more acceptable, that the powers meet
to consider the treaties of 1856 and 1871, in
relation to the treaty of San Stefano seems
too shadowy to be grasped by undiplomatic
minds."

The scare caused by the Russian declara-
tions of privateering is reported as having a
depressing influence on the British shipping
interests on the continent. The Standard
says that at Antwerp, Rotterdam, Hamburg
and Bremen, merchants, in cases when a
voyage of any length is anticipated, are re-
fusing to consign their goods on ships flying
the British flag. The critical state of re-
lations between England and Russia has
caused the Liverpool Sailing Ship mutual in
demnity association to enter into a preliminary
arrangement for the establishment of a spe-
cial association to provide funds for the pay-
ment of losses incurred by its ' members
through the capture or destruction of their
vessels by acts ot war. .

A leading editorial of the Times, referring
to the statement in a dispatch from its St.
Petersburg correspondent that Austria is
said to be advancing toward a solution on a
basis of other powers taking suitable com-
pensation for the increased influnce of Rus-
sia, says: "The solution of taking suitable
compensation means, of course, that Turkey
should be further despoiled to satisfy the ter-
ritorial need 8 of its neighbors. Thus the
battle that may be fought over one
crippled power, may the day after be fought
over three. England might fight for what
it feels is justice, yet after spending more
than we can spare of our treasure and blood
we may find ourselves filling a ditch over
which others walk quietly to the goal of
their common aspirations. Europe, of course,
now 8 miles upon us, cheers us on, and dis-
plays in our eyes the laurel wreath which is
to reward our first successes. It would be
more to the purpose if we were le't alone to
vindicate the treaties and fight the battles of
Europe."

A special from Berlin throws some light
on the English objections to the German
form of invitation to the congress. The dis-

patch states: "The proposed form, the Brit-
ish government says, expresses an assump-
tion that the treaties of 1856 and 1871 are
already modified by the results of the war.
England insists, on the contrary, that the ne-
cessity of superseding or amending those
treaties is not to be assumed in advance in
sued a way as might prejudice the negotia-
tions."

A St. Petersburg correspondent U legraphs :

"It is evident that the present unsatisfactory
state of things between Russia and England
is doing more to engender feelings of mis-
trust and jealousy thun any oilier cause. Un-
fortunately the negotiation Ho not advance
as quickly as the ai mamon'M."
