The Fifty-Ninth Anmiversary eof the
Order Duly Celebrated at the Mem-
phis Theater—The Proceed-
ings Had on Yester-
day Aftermoon.

Yesterday afternoon, at the Memphis The-
ater, the fifty-ninth unnivenam of the
In pdent Order of Odd-Feliows was
duly celebrated with appropriate cer-
emonies. The stage was appropriately
arranged as to scepery and properties, and
%rmeutcd a charming floral appearance, the

heater scepery being brought into requisi-
tion and used to advantage. Oa the stage
were placed tables and chairs for the high
dignitaries of the order, and on each table
and stand elegant bouquets appeared as
adornments. At three o’cloek the stage was
filled by the officers of the order, and among
others on the stage appeared Past-Grand-Sire
J. M. Veitch, of the jurisdiction of Missouri.
This gentleman was formerly a brigadier-gen-
eral of the Federal army, stationed at Hg; -
phis during the war.

THE CEREMONY.

Noble-Grand D. T. Porter commenced the
exercises by going through the regular for-
mula. The secretary, Mr. Wm. Henry, read
the proclamation issued by the srand sire as
to the fifty-ninth anniversary of the Inde-
pendent Order of Odd-Fellows in America
and the thirty-fourth in Memphis.

Noble-Grand D. T. Porter then went
through with the ceremony, which were ques-
tions and answers between the efficers, as is
usual in all such bodies.
