The Southern Claims Now Before Con-
gress QOae of the Hobbies upon
which the Republicans Hope
to Ride Successfully
Through the Coming
Campalgn.

How Figures are Tortured to Show Ap-
parenl Facts, and How Real Factls
Make Figures Lie—A Bitter Nut
for the New York Tribune
io Crack.

Able Work Performed by Representative
Money, of Mississippl, for the Demo-
cratic Party—His Tabulated
Statement Showing North-
ern Claims now before
Congress,

Special Correspondence of the Appeal ]
Wasminorox, April 25.—In a previous
ivtter in which the platform upon which the
Repoblican party proposes to make the can-
vasa this fall was given in exfenso, among
other things therein set down [ stated that
great stresa would be put by the Radicals
upon the claims, private as well as public,
now before congress from the south. That
letter wus writtsn on the eleventh instant,
and in the New York T'ribune, of the thir-
teenth, venfying my predictions in that par-
ticular, there appeared a compilation of five
columns, onder the heading ** The Soulhern
Maw," which gives the titles and pumbers
of bills introduced in either house for the
benefit of private claimunts, citizeps of the
south, the name of the senator or representa-
tive introdocing soch bill, and the amount
asked for, the aggregate foolingup $10,247,-
793. This amount added to tue bills intro-
dueed for public improvements at the south
mukes a nd tstal, the Tribune shows,
of #202,000,000. In reaching this re-
sult the Tribunme has counted mot
ouly every private claim, and all
pensions, but 1t has duplicated bills
—that is, credited the sepate with bills
also introduoced in the house, and vice versa.
It also sets down the old cot'oa-tax clsin
which for years has been considered too dead
to be resuscitated by any efforts that its best
friends could make for it. The T'ribune, too,
neglected to state that the mere 1ntroduction
of private claims to the amount of $10,247,-
793 does not assure their passage or develve
any responsibility by them upon the Demo-
eratic party. Had it been as intent upon fair-
ness and justice as upon putting the Demo-
cratic party in a false position, 1t would, after
giving Lhis long list, have cited from the
Congressional Record to show that the
amount of private claims before congress
during any of the years that have passed
gince the war closed have been quite as large,
apd that not one in a hundred dollars of
them have been allowed. It must have
known that the Forty-second congress, with
a Republican majority, allowed only $1,133,-
869, and the Forty-third congress, also Re-
publican, only $1,593,421; that the Forty-
fourth congress, with a Democratic house,
serutinizing more carefully (han its
Republican predecessors, allowed only
$958,830, and that the present
congress, aleo with a Democratic house, bas
not passed or allowed any yet. Buot the
Tribume i not fuir where politics are con-
cerned, In this case ils weakness in this re-
gard is perfectly apparent. For, not content
with the total of £202 000,000, which, after
weeks of industrious effort on the part of its
Washington correspondent, 1t has been able
to p!acci[vefore the public as the som total of
soatbern claime, private and public, it closes
with what it terms an “‘approximate grand
total on the basis of Judge Bartley's esfimate
of private claims, " and charges us with §$300,-
000,000, just $9%,000,000 more than its well-
informed and intelligent correspondent could
discover. Bat, besides this evidence of its
unfairgess, there is this other, that in com-
iling #0 carefully the claims of the south, it
Eoes not say one word about the claims now
before congress from the northern and west-
ern States, which, leaving out private claims
and pensions amounting to many times more
than those of the south of the same charac-
ter, reach the grand total of §1,569,122,035 13
—one thousand five hundred and sizty-nine
million, one hundred and twenty two
thousand and thirty-five dollars and
thirteen cents—or $1,367,122,035 18 more of
northern public claims than there are of pri-
vate and pubhlc, all told, from the south.
When it went into the claims business it
should have been as free in it as claim agents
generally are, and given both sides a hear-
ing. But this would not suit its parpose of
misrepresenting the south and injuring the
Dewmocratic party, by holdiag it up as the
party responsible for a wholesale grab at the
public treasury by what it terms, in a recon-
ciliatory way, of course, the rebel population
of the south. Bat this piece of work, so un-

just and unfair on its face, was accomplished

and published too early, Had it been with-
held a few weeks, until congress had ad-
journe: and the campaign bad been entered
upon, the Democratic party might have been
put to some trouble to offset it, though any
well-informed congressman of the present
congress might bave been able to answer it.
It was too hasty in the bad cause in which it
is engaged, and already its five columns have
been stripped bare and theircontents strewn to
the four winds as unworthy of attention when
compared wilth the raid upon the treasury made
by the morthern States.

Wasamseron, April 27 —The amount of
United States notes retired the present month
in consequence of the issue of nalional bask
notes will be aboat twelve hundred thousand
dollars. The secretary of the treasury orders
this amount to be replaced by silver dollars,
to be paid out in the ccurse of busi-
ness. This sum will be distnb-
uted among the various sub-treasuries
and public depositories, so that to this ex-
tent silver dollars will be paid out for car-
rency obligations. This payment of silver
dollars will not interfere with procuring sil-
ver dollars in exchange at par for gold coin
at any time.

The secretary of the treasury directs all

BRUTE OF BRUTES.

A Horrible Case of Incest in Jorrow
Coanty—A Young Girl the Con-
cnbine of her Father for
Four Years.

A correspondent wnites the Cincinnati
Enguirer from Mount Gilead, Ohio, under
date of the twenty-fifth, the following hurri-
rible story of inceat: It has been many long
years sinco the moral sense of tie pesple of
this part of Morrow county bas been excited
to as high a pitch of indignation as parvades
the minds of the respactuble portion of the
citizens of Franklin township lo-day,
the cause for which is brieily
bodied ian the [following facts: As
iz the ecostom thriughout the Swte ol
Ohio, it is the duty of the township assess-
ors to inquire aad ascertain the number of
births in their respective districts. In ac-
cordance with which requirement, Mr. David
Hammond, the assessor of Franklin town-
ship. in bis usual rounds, stopped  yesterday
at the residence of Mr. George Nicewarner,
who, it nppears, has beea a resident furmer,
for some time rust.. of that township, sup-
porting a small family composed of three
members, himself, wife, und the subject of
this dispatch, a fair and promising young
girl of sixteen years. Upon an examination,
however, and somewhat to the surprise of
the assessor, he found t{h2 house de-
eerted. Not hoaving heard of the departure
ol the Nicewarners, he immeiiately repaired
unsuspicionsly to Lhe residence of his (Nice-
warner's) parents, for lhernrpoae of lsting
the property. Here he,found, besides the
cld couple, their grandddughter, the young
girl above named. Making inquiry as to
whether or not there had been a birth in the
family during the past year, Mr. Hammond
was astounded by a statement made by the
young lady that she had jost given birth to a
child whose father was her own father. it
may be imagined how rapidly the report
spread, and rage and a desire for revenge
arose in the tempers of the moral class, in-
cited by calm refiection on the flagitious,
shamefully-criminal and brutish act of a
heretofore respectod man, even the father of
the ruined girl. It appears from fhe state-
ments of the young girl, as were (] cited by
an Enquirer reporter, that she kas been act-
ing under compulsion, as the concubine of
her father since her twelith year, and he
lately, finding her enceinfe, made a threat
that he would kill her if she ever disclosed
the above faets. The young lady,
through fear, fled about a week
ago to the house of her grandparents, whera
she has since resided, where she gave birth to
the child. Immediately upon the flight of
the only child, under such disgracefal cir-
cummestances, Nicewarner, whom 1t would Le
unjust to characterize other than a brute of
brutes, quickened by fearful apprebensions,
secretly left for parts unknowp, leaving all
behindy. Officers have gone in pursuit of the
fugitive, who may be thankful he has so far
escaped with his life, for if captured mot the
least reluctance would characterize the ac-
tions of Judge Lynch.

SHE DANCED IN HER SHROUD.

Sensation in a Richmond, Virginia,
Hospital-Capers of an Old Lady
who was Nupposed Dead.

The Ciacinnali Enguirer, of Frnday, con-
tains a special telegram from Richmond, Vir-
ginia, narraling the following story: Several
months ago Mrs, Marion Hilfitz. a highly re-
gpectable and wealthy German lady, was
taken ill, and in order to receive proper nun=
ing and treatment, was removed to the hos-
pital of the Lattle Sisters of the Poor inthe
western part of the city.

She grew
worse, bowever, and some of the phssiciane
came to the conclusion that she could 1ot Live
much longer. Last Saturday night she died,
and was laid out Sunday night. The body
was, according to the custom, shrouded and
laid out in the parlor of the institotion. The
good Sisters, who had watched by her bedside
so faithfully, were gathered by the side of
the corpse at midnight,when the clock struck
twelve. The Sisters did not grow weary
in Lheir faithful watch  over the
dead Sister. Suddenly, as they
looked upon bher face still in death
the sunken eyes appeared to flash, the blood
came back tothe faded cheek, and, as though
mmbued with soperbuman energy, the dead
body rose up from its resting-place, which
was draped with black pall, emblematic cf
mourning, aod spoke to the atfrighled watch-
erg, saying, ‘‘I am not dead yet, but I will
die soon.”" The old lady then danced around
the room, sang and shouted in a loud an
ringing voice. The inmates of the hospital
were thunderstruck and paralyzed. As soon
as the nurses recovered from their fright,
they placed the old lady in bed, where she
lingered until about nine o'clock, when she
again apparently died. The affair has cre-
ated the wost intense excitement, and to-day
thousands of persons visited the hospital.
