Board Meleeted, Kte.

The Shelby county Democratic executive
committee met in tbe courthouse at eleven
o'clock yesterday morning, to elect officers
and organize for the approaching political
campaign.

Rourke, 0. M. Alsup, John Mac. Brooks and
B. C. Bledsoe.

On motion, a recess of ten minutes was
taken for the committee to act and report.

The committee through its chairman, Mr.
S. J. Camp, reported the Bartlett resolutions
of 1874 as the resolutions of the present ex-
ecutive committee, excepting as to the num-
ber of the members ot the executive board,
by reducing the number from twenty-eig- ht

to seventeen ten from the city and seven
from the country nine to constitute a quo-
rum.

Resolved, That the executive board be re
quested to adopt as a basis of representation in
the county convention, to be held on tne
day of , 1878, the vote cast for the Dem- -
ocrauc electors in me .rresiuenuai eiecuun ui
1876, and that one for every fifty votes and one
for every fraction under fifty and over twenty- -
live, be allowed the said convention.

This motion was tabled, as it eppears that
the basis of representation is a question prop
erly within the consideration and determina-
tion ot the executive board.

On motion the county executive committee
adjourned, the executtvnpommittee then
met in secret session.

W. L. Clapp was elected chairman of the
executive board and b.

LETTERS FROM THE PEOPLE.

The Southern Paelfle Hallway.
Editors Appeal In all that has been

written and spoken on the subject of the
soutbern Pacinc railway, it has been a mat-
ter of astonishment to me that two points,
which are certainly "material to the issue,"
have been so much overlooked.

First Our intercourse with Mexico. Will
it not be at ence established by the comple-
tion of this road? From the Rio Grande, op-
posite El Paso, the road will run near the
northern lins of Chihuahua and Sonora, two
of the most prosperous States in the republic
of Mexico. It will be tapped at many points
on the route, and a main trunk line will run
down the great plateau to the City of Mexico
by the time the road ia completed to the Pa-
cific ocean. Another most impottant line of
road would be run to Guadalajiira, the second
city in the republic. Our intercourse and
trade with Mexico, under a libeia! and fair
treaty, would soon become more frequent and
profitable than it is now with Texas. The
rich mines of that country, which are now
being worked "by main strength and awk-
wardness," to a very great extent, would
soon be made to yield to the profit
of machinery and skill, so that the
little republic would take rank as
the chief silver and gold producing
country of the world. That intercourse, too,
would very soon teach us the folly of talking
or thinking of taking possession of a re-
public with nine millions of people about
as intelligent as we are.

Second The Northern Pacific railroad is
not dead. While our people in congress
have been wrangling over "a terminus in
the east" that body has granted an extension
of time to the projectors or owners of tbat
road. After the Southern Pacific road, cn or
near the thirty-secon- d parallel, this Northern
Pacific road is the next best route. is go-

ing to be built. Jay Cooke aud his confed-
erates gave it a terrible back-set- . Duluth,
graphically described in all its hideous hum-bugger- y,

was a heavy blow to this great en-
terprise. All this, and mcny ether untoward
nets of its managers, has not killed the road.
It terminates on the finest harlwr on earth.
and passes through an unsettled porlicn of
tbe public domain wbicb is equal, if not su-

perior, to any other part of the country in
natural resources. George B. M'Clellan,
Isaac I. Stevens, Fred W. Lander and Cu-vi- er

Grover, four earnest and able men, sur-
veyed the route more than twenty years
ago, and reported that it is eminently
practicable and would be immensely profit-
able to build this road. Near one hundred
miles of it is now completed from Puzt
Sound. The pluck, energy and enterprise of
tbe whole people on tbe racihc coast, north
of California, are at work to complete the
road. On the east of the Rocky mountains
New England and the new States of Minne-
sota, Wisconsin and lows are united in their
efforts to do the same thing. Congress has
granted the road a large subsidy, which Jay
Cooke & Co. were not ablefto exhaust, or in
any great degree to diminish. What is left
of this land grant, applied with the will and
energy ot those who have charge of it, will
build, finish and equip this road.

If these views are correct, would it not be
wise for our people to join hands with the
friends of the Northern Pacific, and spend a
little means and energy to show the profit to
the country to ba derived from free inter-
course with Mexico? These are suggestions
hurriedly thrown out. If they set any one to
investigating the points made, my object is
accomplished. b. p. anderson.
