RrerEy, Miss., May 5.—Ouar quiet little
city, heretofore proverbial for the moral.ty
and sobriety of ite citizene, hLas been for a
few weeks past the scene of the labors of the
Murphy temperance reform movement.
From 1ts introduction to the present time,
regular temperance meetings have been held
in every portion of the city; the wisest and
best of our citizens have come bravely for-
ward and signed the pledge and are now
wearing the insignia of total abstinence.
Ouar preachers, lawyers, physicians, merchants
and mechanics, all have entered heartily into
the temperance reform movement, until at
this writing there are now enrolled upward
of five hundred members under the blue tem-
perance banner. In our State retailers, be-
fore they can obtain a license to sell ardent
gpirits, must have a petition signed by a ma-
jority of the qualified voters of the city or
town in which they desire to carry on the re-
tail business, and it has always been a very
small majority that would sign a petition for
retailing 1o our little city; but now, since so
man{ have gone into the temperance move-
ment, a license to retail here will be a matter
of impossibility under the existing laws,
if those who have signed the temperance
pledge will stick up to their obligation.
This is one move mn which all denominations
of christians, in which every creed and faith
in religion, every political party, all colors
and sexes, races and classes of society, unite
as one body, with one mind, for one greatand
glorious object, to wit: the amelioration and
advancement ol the prosperity and good of
mankind. Our legislation has for years en-
deavored, by putu:;\éz legal restraints, high
r, and, in a word, by placing every re-
striction around the sale of spirituous liguors
compatible with the constitution of the State,
to make the citizen sober, and prevent dronk-
enness and all the crime and distress to man-
kind conseguent on its use, butall tono avail.
Bot now that the people themselves have
taken hold of thiz matter, and have deter-
mined to puta check to the evils that flow
from the use of strong drink, we may confi-
dently hope that much and lasting good will
be accomplished. We learn that nearlyevery
city, town and hamlet in the country has
taken hold of this matter, and that it is
sweeping everything before it. You are
aware, perhaps, Messrs. Editors, that thie
place 1s the present southern terminus of the
Ripley, Ship Island and Kentucky railroad.
Our last legislature passed an act to facili-
tate the early completion of this road,
bg giviog to it a larg amount
of the pablic lands mging to
the State, worth, perhaps, in the aggregaie,

something like a balf million dollars. Hon
H. D. Money, member of congress from this
State, has also introduced a bill in congress
asking for a donation of United States Jands
in this State to further and aid in the build-
ing of this road, which bill, if passed, to-
gether with the State graut, will, perbaps,
approximate one million dollars. This, taken
in connection with the liberal subscriptions
from counties, towns and individuals along
the line, and als? in view of the fact that this
15 a parrow-gavge—three-feet—and conse-
quently of cheap construction, will doubtless
insure the SPeH-f}' completion of thisroad. A
m_eehllﬂ-ﬂ{hthe directors, stackholders and
friends of the road, wus beld here on the
thirtieth of April last, to take some steps
looking toward an early completion of this
yery important road. The delegation from
Pontotoc county, we are informed, prapose to
E;e thirty thonsand dollars toward buijding
road to Pontotoc. The yoad, when com-
loted to Pontotoe, will be of incalculable
nefit to Memphis, [t will take off a large
cotton and mercantile trade now going to

Mobile and New Urleans. Even the road to |
this place gives M_i-mphiu something in the
neighborhood of eight thousand bales cotton,
and when completed to Pontotoc Memphis-
will get fifteen or twenty thousand bales cof=
ton annually. This is asabject we think should
tly concern thefbusiness men of lyour city,
The people of this section are greatly indelit-
to the indefatigable efforts of Colonel W.
C. Falkner for the benefits of this road.
There is not, perbaps, in this congressional
district a man sessed of the tact and tal-
ent of Colonel Falkner, and it is generally
conceded, we believe, that no other person
among us could have accomplished this grand
enterprise in the same length of time he has.

SUPREME COURT DECISIONS.

several Decisions from the Napreme
Bench of the (nited Ntatea of
Interest to the Legal Fra-
ternity and Litigants
t=enerally.

Wasninarox, May 6. —The following de-
cisions were readered in the supreme court
to day:

No. 100i3—United States re, [hscall; appeal
from coart of claims. This is a case in which
the claimant, a stone catter, employed by a
contractor furnishing stope for the new
state departments, sought to recover a bal-
ance for over-work, he having worked ten
hours a day. instead of eight. The court of |
claims found the contract between the em- |
ployer and the government to be such as to
make the claimant in reality an employe of
the government, and gave judgment for the
amount. This court held it to be clear that

and the United States, that the contractor
emaployed and paid him, the United States
heving no interest in the rate or amount
paid, save that the sum so paid, with fifteen
per cent. in addition, was the measure of
the amount to be paid to the contractor. The
relation between the claimant and the con-
tractor was simply that of employe and em-
ployer, and if the former had not have been
paid by the latter the]United States would
not have been responsible. Reversed.

No. 252—The county of Warren rs. Marey;
error to circuit court for the distnct of Illi-
nois. In this case it is held that the bonds
izssued by the county in nid of the Rockford,
Rock Isiand and St. Louis tallroad appearing
on their face to be regular and in accordance
with law, the innocent purchaser from the
county 1s protected notwithstanding an al-
leged defect in the notice of an election or-
dered to be taken on their issue; and it is
said that the refusal of a conrt of equity to
give the county relief in such acase can be no
greater ewil than would befall an innocent
purchaser of the bonds, if the loss should be
made to fall upon him, and that from this
dilemma there is no escape unless the priv-
ileges of commereial paper are abrograted
and it is made the daty of those who take it
to inguoiie into all its previous history and the
circomstances of its orgin. This would
be to revolutionize the prineiples on which
tke business of the commereial world is trans-
acted, and would require 8 new departore in
the modes and usages of trade. Affirmed.

No. 256—Moore & Duvis rs. RobbYias; er-
ror to supreme court of llhigois. [t is here
