THE STORM FIEND.

He Snorts, Howls and Cavorts from the
Southwest, and Rageth Throughout
the City Like a Bashi-Bazouk.

He Teareth Down Bigns, Throws Down
Brieck Walis and Uplifts Roofs in a
Reckless and Disorderly Manner.

Last Tuesday night a perceptible sultriness
in the atmosphere presaged a storm of some
kind, At three o'clock yesterday morning
the rain was falling and fitful gusts of wind

revailed, followed by a perfect calm Ina
ew minutes the storm fiend was heard com-
ing from the southwest, from’ down the river
away over inArkansas. It came on with a whis-
tling and roaring sound,which too plainly told
the tact that it was a rofary tornado—called
at sea a cyclone. The noise grew louder as
it approached, and strange sounds filled the
air a7 if the wind demons had been turned
loose to ride at will—

* From el s
TH11 I the furious eletmontal war — 7
Dlssolv’d, the whole precipltated mass
Unbroken, Hoods and solld torrents pour.”

The storm came on with & rush, amid a
torrent of rain, and the intense darkness was
lighted up by red, glaring hightning in sheeted
flame. The track of the tornado was from
the southwest to the northeast, and it passed
onward over the city at the rate of thirty-six
miles an hour. The rate of its whirling, ro-
tary motion must have been a hundred miles
an hour or more. It took but some three
minutes in sweeping over the city on its head-
long course, but in thal short space of time
it did considerable damage to property. The
noise awakened bLundreds of people, who
leaped from their bads, struck lizhts and bur-
riedly put on their clothing, with a view to
escape from the buildings if necessary. The
right wing or verge of the tornado only
struck the city, the central force of the storm
was over in Arkansas, where it mast have
done serious damage to timber. Even in the
city the wind did not strike all portions of it
with equal force.

THE DAMAGE DONE.

The large tin roof on the Magnolia block,
at the corner of Union and Front streets,
was lifted up and off, and a portion of 1t car-
ried balf a square and lodged on the roof of
Denie & Co.'s house on Union street, while
another portion was carried on to the roof of
F. W. White & Co., 332 Front street, next
door; the skylight was blown in, and offices
and bedrooms on the third floor delngod with
water. The office on the second flour, over
the c]othinF house, at 334 Front street, was
only slightly damaged, bat the water was all
over the floors of 336, runnming down into the
store of (. A. Eckerly & Co. damaging their
stock several bunured doliurs. The damage
done to the roof is estimated at one thoasand
dollars. The tin was rolled up by the wind
as if it were paper, and was then swept off
into jspace. The occupants—a numﬁer of
yonng men—of tue sleeping-rooms on the
apper or third floor were badly frightened,
and had their bedding and carpets drenched

with rain.

The water leaked down the side wall of H.
Beatus's store, No. 334 Front strest, but
otherwise did no njury to his stock of goods.
Along Front street signs and awnings
saffered, the falling signs creating consider-
able confusion and alarm. The lurge sign of
the Memphis'cotton-seed association, fastened
on with fonr large iron baire, was wrenched
from its place on the roof of a three-story
building at 230 Front street. The couthern
oil-mills were slightly damaged.

The roofs of the stores occupied by Messrs,
A. Vaccaro & Co., and Feucht & Block and
Gay, M'Clellan & Co., on Front stre«t, were
partially torn off, as was also the temporary
roof which covered that portion of the

PEABODY HOTEL
which was lately burned. Considerable dam-
age was sustained by water, which leaked
into Lhe sleeping-rooms of the hotel.

The front portion of C. H. Brackett's stable,
on Second street, was blown down.

The residence of Mr.Williamson, on Union
street, was unroofed.

W. 5. Bruce & Co.’s large carrinﬁe factory,
on Monroe street, was also damaged by being
partially unroofed.

The rear of . M, Patterson & Co."s old
stable, on Monroe street, was blown in.

About thirty feet of the roof of Alscbrook
& Co.'s cotton-shed, corner of Third and
Union streets, was blown off, and hkewise
thirty feet of the roof of S. B. Shelton & Co.'s
sbed, on Union street, one door east of Third.
The east wall of this latter shed was hurled
into the alley, and was laveled to the ground.
The tin roof was rolled up and swept away a
consideruble distance. The damage done to
Shelton & C.'s shed is estimated at fve han-
dred doliars.

A part of the roof of the elegant residence
of General James R. Williams, No, 76 Union
street, was blown away, and one of Dr.
Frayser's chimneys, at his residence, No. 104
Union street, was blown down on the roof.

The large sign of Ferguson & Co., sad-
dlers, No. 324 Second slreet, was blown off
and fell on the street.

Part of the roof of Treadwell Brothers'
cotton-shed, on Gayoso street, was carred
away by the force of the wind.

An old brick stable on Monroe street, be-
tween Third and Fourth, collapsed from the
effects of the wind.

In different portions of the city damage
was done to signs, shade trees, chimneys, ete.

A large tree was blown down on the resi-
dence of Mr, Charles Hines, on Poplar street,
east of Dunlap, and large oak trees, two and
a half feet in diameter, were literally torn
up by the roots in the grove of Mr. J. C.
Johnson, on Poplar street. Many signs were
blown down, and smaller damages inflicted
in various parts of the city. .

The trees in Court square and around resi-
dences in the suburban portions of the city
suffered considerably. )

The usual pecubarity noticed during cy-
clones or tornadoes was observable. In rooms
a vacuum seemed to form, and the pressure
seemed from inward, outward, panes of glass
being broken and pushed or sucked outward
by the wind.

THE AGGREGATE DAMAGE.

It was fortunate and providential that the
full force of the tornado did not strike the
city. Had it dome so, an immense amount
of damage wculd have resulted and many
lives have been lost in the wrecks of
buildings from which escape at mght would
have been almost im ible. The entire
damage done to property will not fall short
of ten thousand dollars, or nearly three thou-
sand five hundred dollars a minate. The
tornado king is an extravagant and high
liver when using up other people’s property.

THE AMERICAN TRACT SOCIETY.

New Yorxk, May 8.—The fifty-third anni-
versary of the African tract society was held
to-day, Hon. Judge W. S. Strong, of thesu-
preme court, occupying the chair. The an-
nual repwrt of the treasurer shows that there
was pald for manufacturing and issuing pub-
lications, $259,126; colporteurs agencies, N.
E. branch, $79,739 40; foreign cash appro-
priations, $2.5‘.£00; services and expenses of
district seeretaries, for raising funds, §14.-
610; liabalities of American tract society, of
Boston, $5561; interest, taxes, etc., §13,043;
all other expenditures, as per voachers, $28,-
597; total pnyments, $409.992; balance in
the treasury §5093, including $2837 of sink-
mg fund; receipts, donations and legacies,
$59,008; sales, $300,604; rents, £13,329: to-
tal for the year, $403,341; to which add bills
payable, §19,111;: balapce of sinking fund
account, Apnl 1, 1877, $1613; balance in the
treasury, Apnl 1, 1878, $5149; grand total,
$415,016.

The secretary’s report stales that the most
poteworthy event of the year was the renew-
ol of the co-operation with this society by
the American tract society of Boston. After
years of separate action the entire assets and
linbilities of the Boston sociely, with its good
will, have been transferred to the sociery at
New York. The whole number of new pub-
lications issued from the tract house during
the year was 124, of which 33 were volumes,
Eight new books and tracts were published
in Germsan, three in Spanish and six in Por-
tugese, French and Danish. The total grants
of publications to the needy for the year cov-
er 74,123,595 pages, 12 mo., to the valus of
$49,415,732. Daring the year 233 colpor-
teurs, including 33 students of fifteen dif-
ferent institutions, bhave labored in the
United States and two of the Britich prov-
inces. They circulated 166,323 volumes and
uddressed 758 meetings, The executive com-
mittee have approprinted during the year in
aid of foreign missions, $£3200 1n cash, $3509
in electrotypes, and $545 in publications.
The reports were adopled and ordered to be
printed.

A TRAMP IN MISSISSIPPIL.

Near Oxford, Mississippi, by a Fiend-
ish White Tramp—The Villain
Arrested,

Particulars of the Infamouns Crime—

Country—Fears Entertained that
the Villain will be Lynched.

Last Monday, near, Oxford, Mississippi. on |
the Central ranlroad, a terrible crime was |
committed by an unkoown white tramp up-
on the person of Mrs. Varner, an estimabie |
lady, wifeof a farmer., 'Tbe partioulars of |
the outrage are about as follows: The fuim-
er, Mr. Yarner, accompanied several of his ‘
neighbors to OUxford, where court was in ses- |
sion that day, leaving his wile and two or |
three child:en at home, little decanung |
of harm to them. In the afterooon a neigh- |
bor passing beard a pilecus cry in the house, |
and on entering discovered the unfortunnte |
lady in a dying condition. She had a hor- |
rible wound in the head, and
wias  weltering in her own clotted
blood. A terrified little girl  was
bending over the prostrate form. Every at-
tention possible was rendered, and {he poor
woman revived sufficiently to tell the story of
her termble wrongs. A stout, beavy-bLuiit
tramp called at the house and asked her for
something to eat, and as she turned to get it,
be sprang upon her like a fiend und threw her
upon the floor, The little girl fled sereamiog
from the premises, and the villain fearing de-
tection and proof of his crime, seiz d wn ux
and etruck the woman a fearfal blow on the
head. The news spread hike wildfive, nsd
soon bands of armed men were scouring
the fields, woods and swamps in search of
the wonld-be assassin,  Word wus sent dowa
the railroad, and a!l conductors were notificd
to be on the lookout for any such man. The
deseription given of huon by the htde girl
tallied exactly with the appearance of a man
seen by a passing neighbor on the road with-
in two hundred yards of the house a short
time before the occurrence of the terrib!y
deed. He was caught yesterday morning .
halt-past two o'clock, at 3Malone's
tunk, some five or six mules frow the scene of
his crime. He planned his escape vel, and
must have knowa the situation thotoughbiy,
No pissenger-traivs stop at Malone's tank—
only freight-trains, The up-freight arrives
there just after two o'clock in  the
worning. He watched for this  train,
little thinking that #oy one on it would be
on tue lookout for i, There were several
empty box-cars. The couductor saw some-
body crawiing wto one of thew, and had his
man. Tee posower relused ty confess or
talk, Lut le hiled the description exactly,
aod he wuas luken o Tayler's depot and
lodged in the calaboosa, I tremps have
been arrvesled, but the gut has not been
fixed on either one so far. They are now in
Jail at Oxford. A special dispatch from there
yesterday morning, says: *“Uhe lady is alive,
but there is no hope of her recovery. She
has only spoken once since it happened, and
then she said: ‘It was a white man.'" Fur-
ther partienlars will no doubt bLe received in
this city to-day.
