A New Flouring Mill and Cora Mill in
Course of Completion Will be In

Active Operation Within
Three Weeks.

Some weeks ago the old "city mill" on the
bayou, near the Beale street bride, was pur-
chased by Mr. Thomas Bird, of Ripley, Ten-
nessee, of the First National bank, at and
for the sum of seven thousand dollars. It
originally cost over thirty thousand dollarv.
Mr. Bird is at work with a force of mechanics
and laborers putting the mill in complete re-
pair, and will have it at work within three
weeks for custom-wor- k, wheat and corn.
The mill will be used for grist, custom and
merchants' work. It has three sets of works
independent of each other, and all can be run
at the same time. There are four runs of
stone, two for wheat and one for corn. The
capacity of the mill will be seventy-fiv- e bar-
rels of flour per day of ten hours in length,
and, should Uie mill be ran at night, it will
have double that capacity. Mr. Bird is a
practical man, and is determined to make
home manufactured flour and meal a success,
and in this he will no doubt be aided by Uie
citizens generally, and by our merchants. It
is a home enterprise worthy of every encour-
agement by our business men.
