The house ioint resolution to mint three
hundred thousand copies of the report of the
commissioner ot agriculture for 1377, and five
thousand copies ot the colonial charters and

passed after considerable din
elusion.

At the conclusion of the morning business
the senate resumed consideration ot the bill
to repeal the specie resumption act, and Sen
ator Mathews read an argument upon the
general financial poli of the government
and gave notice that he would hereafter sub
mit to the senate a proposition of his own as
an amendment to the pending bill. Senator
Mathews referred to the provisions of section
3579 of the revised statutes, and said they
were consistent with those of the specie re
sumption act of January 14, ls7o. There
was nothing in either forbidding the reissue
ot notes redeemed in accordance therewith,
When coneress intended the absolute ex
tinction of redeemed currency, language was
used which could not be mistaken. He
quoted from various acts of congress in sup
port of this view, but favored an express pro
vision of law on the subject being made now,
to remove any doubt which might exist. He
then spoke as to the constitutional power of
congress to issue paper money, and said he
believed it to be the duty, as Well as the ex
clusive right, of the government to furnish
to the people a national currency, and if
the government could do it through the me
dium of national banks, it might do it to an
issue of its notes. He saw no reason why the

of the people in congress
might not be trusted with the responsibility
of regulating the volume of currencv for the
nation. If the resumption of specie pay
ment meant the redemption and reissue of
treasury notes, he was in favor of it; but if,
on the contrary, it meant the redemption and
retirement of legal-tend- er notes, then he was
opposed to it. In whatever direction congress
moved, it should take but one step, and not
take another until the effect of the first should
be experienced. The question as to whether
legal-tend- er or national bank-note- s should be
done away with could well be postponed.
What we needed was that our existing cur-
rency should be made as good and kept as
good as could be. The desirable thing was
to maintain the national currency as steadily
as the needle to the pole. The evils under
which the country had been suffering might
be summed up in two words unemployed cao--
ital and unemployed capital meant unem-
ployed labor. Our currency had appreciated
because public opinion had forced the gov
ernment to treat its own currency with re
spect and honor. What we needed was not
the repeal of the specie resumption act, but
to provide for the beginning of resumption
and to steadily maintain it. He favored a
coin reserve fund, and expressed the opinion
that under ordinary circumstances such a
fund of one hundred million dollars would
be sufficient to maintain a paper circulation
of two hundred million dollars. He then ex
plained the amendment as in the nature of a
substitute which he proposed for the pending
bill, being the bill introduced by him on the
eighth of November last, providing for the
reissue of treasury notes when redeemed,
and the amount of legal-tend- er notes out-
standing at any time not to exceed three
hundred and htty million dollars. It lurtber
provides for a coin reserve fund of one hun-
dred million dollars; that the bonds of the
United States shall be sold lor legal-tend- er

notes, and also that legal-tend- er notes shall
be receivable for all debts, public and pri
vate, except the principal and interest of the
public debt. In conclusion, senator Mathews
said that after the most careful and anxious
examination of the subject he submitted this
OS h proposition for the settlement ot a
question of such great importance to the pub-
lic welfare. He moved that it be adopted as

substitute for the bill reported by the com-
mittee on finance.

Pending the discussion, the bill to repeal
the specie resumption act was laid aside in-
formally.

Senator Ingalls, from the committee on tne
District of Columbia, reported a substi
tute for the house bill providing for a perma
nent form of government for the District of
Columbia.

Concerning the. Alleged Attempted
Then or a Railroad hy One or

Its Owners Particulars or
the Case.

New York, May 16. The supreme court
chambers to-da- y heard arguments in the case
of James Shields against Andros B. Stone,
on a motion to dissol ve the injunction against
the defendant, restraining him from prose-
cuting a certain suit in equity in the Iowa
district court, or entering any judgment in
that suit, or setting it up as a defense to the
present action brought by the plaintiff. The
plaintiff sues as assignee of John Fallon.
Fallon was the owner of seven hundred and
six bonds of the Mississippi Valley and West-
ern railway company, of 1872, worth one
thousand dollars each, par value; and the
defendant claimed to own, or hold as trustee,
seven hundred and seventy-eig- ht of the same
bonds and five hundred ot the 1873 ones.
The company became embarrassed. It was
agreed to foreclose and buy in at the sale on
their joint account from the new company,
the St. Louis, Keokuk and St. Paul railroad
company. The sale took place, A. 8. Stone
purchasing the road, the plaintiff says, for
both, for six hundred and twelve thousand
five hundred dollars. The plaintiff claims
that Stone, in violation of histrust,has divert-
ed and misapplied property, and endeavored
to secure Fallon's interests for himself by
organizing a new and different road without
Fallon '8 and that the suit in
Iowa is fraudulent; wherefore, plaintiff asks
for an injunction and the payment of six
hundred thousand dollars for his interest.
The answer sets up an agreement made be-

tween him and Fallon in April, 1875, under
which defendant advanced one hundred and
forty-thr- ee thousand dollars on the purchase,
and says he protected Fallon's bonds thereby,
and on the iepayment of this he is willing to
let plaintiff have his share of the securities
of the new company. Defendant purchased
and conveyed the property to the new com-
pany and holds the securities as trustee for
various trusts, and the question having arisen
as to the rights of distributees he asks the
Lee county, Iowa, court to direct the
