country, notwithstanding the earth in pro-
duction has been generous, the seasons have

He then proceeded to define the position of
parties: "The issues are well and sharply de-

fined. Parties are strongly arrayed on each
side. ITDon the one, hand, adherence to thepresent legislation of the country is main-
tained with great obstinacy. The party in
power, with all the influence of the govern-
ment, conscious in itj strength, is the advo-
cate of adherence. In this policy of adher-
ence there is no proposition to amend or mod-
ify the tariff and the internal revenue laws.
Adherence means no change in the laws
which have brought the country to its pres-
ent condition; no protest against the monop-
olies that control the trade and industties of
the country; no modification of the banking
laws, under which the bondholder controls
and dictates the rewards of labor, and no
relief from the burdens of taxation. If we
acoept the measures of relief proposed
by the policy of Mr. Sherman, we
must prepare to adjust our trade (for-

eign and domestic), our debts (na-
tional, State, municipal, corporate, and indi-
vidual), upon a specie basis, and that basis,
according to the policy of adherence, must
be maintained. Step by step, as we ap-
proach the day of resumption, bankruptcy,
distress, poverty and ruin mark and overtake
every industrial pursuit, and enter into al-

most every household of the land." Gen-
eral Whitthorne then gives the policy which
the Democrats propose in lieu of the ruinous
legislation of the Radicals. After enumerat- -
ing at length the remedy which the Democrats
propose a policy fair to all classes, guarantee-
ing to all their rights, resisting subsidies and
bonuses for capital and exactions upon the
masses for its benefit and protection, and
bringing before the country, in striking light,

We submit the action of the committee, to-wi- t:

The attention of this convocation having
been called to the occurrence, within a few
miles of San Antonio, of what is familiarly
known as a "bull fight," and deeming exhi-
bitions of that character as a relic of the bar-

barism of a past age, as derogatory to the
good character of this State, as highly de-
moralizing in their tendency and effect, and
as a practice that should be discountenanced
by all (rood people of whatever creed; finding
also that bull fitrht. "between men and bulls,
or dogs and bulls," are taxed, and therefore
licensed by the laws of this State, this convo-
cation has therefore

Resolved, That the next session of the
Texas legislature be, and it is hereby respect-
fully and earnestly requested to repeal that
portion of the tax law of 1S78 which imposes
a tax upon the exhibition of "bull fiahts."

Resolved, That we call upon the Episcopal
diocese of Texas, and the convocation of
northern Texas, shortly to assemble at Gal-
veston and Dallas, to take simple action in
these premises; nnd we also request the good
people of other denominations and creeds to
signify in such manner as they may deem ap-
propriate, their disapprobation of the dis-
graceful practice,and to assist in securing the
repeal of the obnoxious law.

Resolved, That the newspapers of this and
other cities and towns in the State be request-
ed to publish these resolutions, and that the
secretary of the convocation transmit a copy
thereof to each house of the next legislature.

RAILROAD TO THE MOOS.

The Discovery that is Destined to
Revolutionize the Railroad ltusi-nes- s

or the World The Inventor
Kxplalns Its Keaulles.

Virginia (Nev.) Chronicle: At one of the
trials of the aerial railway in Virginia City,
there was present a pale, slight-bui- lt young
man, who asked so many questions of the in-
ventor so many, in fact, and so pointed, that
the latter finally asked him if he had any prior
knowledge of the invention.

The pale young man replied that he had
not, but that he was perfecting an invention
which would prove to be one of the most im-
portant of modern times.

Although closely pressed by reporters and
others present at the trial, he refused to make
any further statement concerning his inven-
tion, and the incident was soon forgotten.

About three o'clock on the forenoon of Feb-
ruary 22d; as the shafts were being changed
at the Consolidated Virginia works, a Chron-
icle reporter, standing near the shaft, noticed
a miner who bad just come up the shaft
whose face struck him as very familiar.

"As th compressed air will have a tem
perature ot Uiirty-fiv- e hundred and sixty-lo- ur

degrees below zero, no natural heat can melt
it, and wiil thus form a roadbed that will al-
ways be smooth and compact. It will never
get out of order, and will not cost a cent for
repairs. I will give it a grade of forty-fiv- e

degrees, so for every mile of travel one will
be gained in bight. In a comparatively short
time the moon will be reached, and commu-
nication can be established with this planet
and all the others."

"But what will you do when you reach the
moon, which has no atmosphere ?" the re-
porter asked.

"The moon has an atmosphere," the in-
ventor replied, "otherwise how could any-
thing live there?" He then resumed: "That
is the object of my invention. I have worked
at it for four years, and know that it can be
done. AH I lack now is the money required
to carry out my plans. About one hundred
thousand dollars will do. That is nothing
where the profits are bound to be gigantic.

The reporter said the room was very close,
and raised the window near where he sat as
high as it would go. The inventor continued:

"When I get to the moon I will take posses-
sion of it in the name of the company that I
will organize to with me. There
are vast deposits of diamonds, gold, silver,
tellurium, aud even the more precious metals
there, and as soon as the moon is reached I
will impress into our company's service all
the inhabitants of the new world before they
can recover from the astonishment which my
arrival will cause. The third month after our
arrival we will declare dividends of from
fifteen to twenty million tlo.lars per
month, payable in diamonds of the first wa-
ter. We will revolutionize the universe, and
have gold for cents instead of copper, with
diamonds for currency. Will you join in
the first trip made by mortals from the earthto the moon? I want the trip to be well-writt-

up."

The Morj or the Crime and Those who
Participated In It Xlhlllstn In Its

Host Korblddlnc nnd Repnlstve
Forms.

Correspondence of the New York Times.
Paris, April 23. The excitement caused,

not only at St. Petersburg but all over the
continent, by the Vera Sassulitch trial has
not yet abated. New details appear every
day, and the affair has assumed the propor-
tions of a formidable event. The jury which
acquitted this young woman, accused of
shooting the chief of the Russian police, was
composed of goveinnent offic'a'f, of mer-
chants and artists. The audience belonged
to the highest classes of society, among
whom were seen senators, ministers, mem-
bers of the council of state even Prince
Gortschakoff in person all in uniform and
blazing with decorations. Yet it was amid
the frantic applause of this audience that
the jury, in order to save the culprit, simply
denied the existence of the fact, although
the attempt at assassination was committed
in broad daylight, in the presence of numer-
ous witnesses, and was avowed and explained
by the author of the crime herself. The her-

oine received an ovation as she left the
court-roo- there was a riot; pistol-sho- ts

were exchanged between the cr.iwd
and the police, several persons were
wounded, and one was killed. Vera
disappeared, and 6he was supposed to have
been carried off by the police and to tw on
her way to the mines of (Jural. Conjecture
was rife, and the continental press vied in
Ktrange revelations, or in equally strange re-

flections upon the moral decomposition of an
empire, where a negative verdict in the teeth
of affirmative evidence, apparently without a

; "irrnimatancfi. should havePijirrla universal enthusiasm insteau ui nnr
vokmg universal reprobation. Then came
the awakening from this dream of morbid
admiration for a woman who was compared
to Charlotte Corday, ready, like her proto-
type, to sacrifice her life tor a principle; to
die, if her death would rid the world of a ty-

rant. A careful inquiry into the disorders
consequent upon hsr acquittal shows them to
have been the work ot her political coreli-
gionists, the Nihilists, one of whom, her
brother-in-la- Sidoratsky, has since com-
mitted suicide, through fear of being arrest-
ed for the assassination of a police agent.
Vera has not been sequestrated at all by the
authorities, as was alleged, and although no
one knows her whereabouts, she has pub-
lished a letter in several of the foreign news-
papers announcing that she is in safety. To-
day we have a new version of the affair,
which, while it is terriblv romantic, gives to
the crime an entirely different aspect. She is
no longer the angel of purity who, for
a girlish imprudence, had been sen-
tenced to seven years of imprisonment
in a Russian casemate, whence she issued with
a hatred for all who persecuted her fellow-being- s,

and a desire to avenge their wrongs.
She declared upon oath that she had no ac-

quaintance with ' Bogulobow, although she
shot his tormentor; but now it appears that
she was his mistress, and that their liaison
was of loner standing. In a few words this
is the story: In the year 1875, Mile. Vera
Sassulitch, daughter of an er tf the
Russian army, who had been exiled for par
ticipation in a plot to assassinate the czar,
was emDloved as governess in the family of
Moscow merchant named Gazbajoff, where
she was seen and courted by General irepott,
who was the inspector-genera- l ot the prov
ince. Abandoned by him after relations of
some months, she returned to her former ad
mirer, the 6tudent Bogulobow, communicated
to him the story of her pretended wrongs,
and so worked upon his inflammable nature
tbat be followed Irepott to Warsaw, an
horsewhipped him in the public promenade
oi tne jvmouowa uuca. consequent rage ot
tbe general and arrest ot the student in a fac
tory near fat. Petersburg, where, in the dis
guise of a workman, he was busy with Nihil
ist propaganda, lhe trial of the young gen
tleman was short. He avowed his opinions
stated that he and his "brothers" were de
termined to "overthrow the throne and the
altar, because they were the instruments of
tyranny;" refused to divulge the names of his
accomplices, and, atter a preliminary ap
plication of the knout, was condemned to
hard labor for life in the fortress of Nert-
schincK. Upon this Vera applied tor an
audience with Trepoff, who wished to take
advantage again of her unprotected condi
tion. "Therefore," and here 1 quote literally,
"the accused was in the case of legitimate
defense, as has been publicly proved to the
satisfaction of this tribunal, and is declared
to be not guilty of the crime with which she
has been charged. 1 repon,wb.ose role in thep&niapuiraearsf oi

made his will, leaving three million rubles to
bis tamny. lhe czar bad up to this time be'
lieved in the poverty, that is to say, in the
houesty, of his lieutenant of police, and was
greatly shocked at the discovery that his con-
fidence had been misplaced. The general
was removed from office, and when his vic
tim appeared betore the .lurv. bis maiestv
expressed the hope that the verdict would be
an acquittal. So ends this affair, which
caused all St. Petersburg to forget for a mo
ment the graver Questions of foreign politics
but the effect produced was painful, as with
similar incidents at Kiew and Moscow, in
which students and butchers were the chief
actors. It shows that there is an anarchy
and a chaos ot ideas throughout this vast
empire, mined by Nihilism and worked
upon by secret societies, oscillating be-

tween the most arbitrary absolutism
which has ever existed and a revolution
ary movement whose explosion will per
haps sink into nothingness the horrors of 1793
m b ranee, lhe doctrines ot Nihilism are
nothing more nor less than a variety of the
frightful principles of the Skopteni. Just as
these mutilate themselves physically in order
to exclude themselves from the conditions es
sentially necessary to existence, in search af
ter an ideal which is naught but a grotesque
counterfeit of humanity, so the Nihilists sub-
mit to a moral mutilation in order to gratify
a snvage instinct tor destruction. Possibly,
with the hatred of all principles of law and
order is mingled a leaven ot sincere indigna
tion against tyranny; but it is not by these
monstrous theories that society can be re'
formed and existing abuses corrected. The
situation, both social and political, in Russia
will never improve until a sentiment of duty

oegins to. prevail m every ciass. fossioiy, the
principles of liberalism may become an inevi
table experiment, but this experiment may
anecc tne vital organization ot the State, i,lnsieau ot lurmamng new elements ot order.

REMARKABLE EXPERIMENTS.

Startling; KfFeets of a Scientific IMet
Upon a Family or Children

New lork Times: It has been the belief
of many eminent scientific persons that the
various forms of religion now prevailing are
the direct results ot different Kinds ot food
There have hitherto been insuperable difficul
ties in uie way oi aemonstrating tne truth ot
this theory, but that a man s reason depends
upon the kind of food that he uses, and is
modified to some extent bv the climate m
which he lives, nearly all advanced thinkers
are convinced. It is pleasant to be able to
announce that at lat all possibility of doubt
on this subject has been removed by a series
ot successtul experiments narrated bv Prof.
tuixiey in his contemplated book on Veaeta
ble and Alcoholic Religions. Some time ago
frot. tiuxley was so fortunate as to obtain
possession of a large litter of young children.
the property ot a Positivist, who desired to
devote his whole time to the study of gin,
and who held that, inasmuch as there is no
hereafter, it was not worth while for him to
trouble himself about his children. The lat
ter, who were to a great extent twins,
and were all under eight years of
age, were perfectly lree from all
religious prejudices, and although th
oldest swore with much fluency, he had
no thought of the possibility of the existence
of a God. Placing them in strict confine
ment, where no human being but himself
and a deaf and dumb nurse could obtain ac-
cess to them, Pror. Huxley began a series of
experiments with their food, which produced
the most satisfactory and valuable resale.
The oldest child was fed exclusively upon
owiss cneese, and was allowed to drink
weak brandy and water. He was kept in a
room where the temperature was a little
above the freezing point, and was constantly
exercised in climbing artificial nrecinices
made of trunks and book-case- s. Like the
rest of the children he was taught to read and
write, but received no other instruction. At
the end of three months Prof. Huxley was
delighted to find him making preparations
for ajbonfire, in which he proposed to burn
hi-- i nurse, on the ground that she did not. be
lieve certain doctrines which he believed. A
month later the boy constructed a rude pul-
pit, in which he constantly nreached aermnnn
denouncing the flies and gnats, who were his
only hearers, for their fondness for sunshine.
lietore the end of the first vear he had formu
lated a creed which IVof. Iluxlev found to
bear a very close reseii.itldi.ce to that of John

alvin. It thus became clear that a diet of
Swiss cheese, combined with brandy and

water, and modified by a low temperature,
arc the immediate caase of Calvinism. Mean-
while, another bov had been. led upon oat-

meal and whisky, made to live in a uaaf
room, and frequently sprinkled with a fine
spray ot water closely resembling a Scotch
mist. This boy s"on aiquired a peculiar
broad accent; and showed a disposition to
preach sermons several hours in length. He
displayed a violent aversion to pictures of all
sorts, to scarlet, and to the sound of an or-

gan. A very short time was all that was
needed to develop him into an unmistakable
Scotch Presbyterian. The experiment was
satisfactory in demonstrating the truth of
the materialistic theory of the origin uf re-

ligions, but the unsatisfactory feature was
the unconquerable tendency of the boy to
throw things at the professor whenever the
latter incidentally mentioned that there was
no God. The third boy was kept in a hot
room, fed upon macaroni and light wines,
and compelled to constantly grind a small
hand-orga- n. This experiment was also a
complete success. lhe boy became an
unmistakable Roman Catholic. and
displayed a degree of devotedness,
joined to a fondness for sticking his pen- -
knife into the professor's legs, which filled
the latter with scientific delight. There were
five children in all, but the experiments made
upon the younger two were not altogether
satisfactory. One of them was fed upon pork
and hominy, varied with occasional chickens)
and allowed to drink nothing but water; It
was supposed that under this course of treat-
ment strong Baptist symptoms would have
been developed; but, on the contrary, the boy
became a sort of cross between a Methodist
and a Presbyterian. It is Prof. Huxley's
opinion that an error was made in his diet,
although he claims to have fed him in accord-
ance with the custom prevailing in the south-
ern part of the United States. "At all events,
the experiment was little better than a fail-
ure, .and the formula for the production ofBaptist irWiotrau u, jhe professor's con-
templated book. As for the ifi w
treated with special care, with the view of
making him an earnest and able scientific
person. His diet consisted of roast beef and
ale, and his playthings were slates and pen-
cils, mathematical instruments, specimens
of' minerals and fossils, and anatomical
drawings. Three times every day he was
taken to the open window, and held
with his mouth oper, exposed to the
east wind. Every afternoon two well-behav- ed

little scientific boys were brought to pray with
him, and the three were accustomed to play
pitch and toss with a pocket bible for several
hours. It was confidently believed that
under this treatment he would become an
eminent scientific person, but Prof. Huxley
was bitterly disappointed, lhe boy became
a most impertinent and malicious little
wretch. His self-contr- ol grew intolerable. It
was his delight to pick in pieces and to spoi
every beautiful object that came within his
reach, and to throw stones and to hoot at
every respectable person who passed near his
window. It is true that he did not believe
in the existence of a God, but this was a very
slight consolation to Prof. Huxley when the
latter was called a bigoted idiot by this
wretched boy, or told by him that he was
stupid automaton, and he wou'd like to dis
arrange his internal mechanism with a knife,
lhe boy did not, as needbardly be remarked
resemble a modern scientific person in tbe re
motest degree, and Prof. Huxley confesses
himself unable to account tor the failure of
this experiment. Nevertheless, in his con
templated volume the learned professor has
been able to give the several' formulas for the
production ot Swiss Calvimsts, Scotch Pres
byterians and Italian Roman Catholics, and
by these established beyond controversy his
assertion that religion is tbe result of diet
At the same time it should be remarked that
the nurse has confessed that she secretly sud
plied the boys with, religious books, and that
from the latter they derived their religious
views. As between the assertions of a woman
with a quickened conscience and the grave
statements of a scientific person, there can be
but little room for choice, and we must accept
trot. Huxley s account ot his experiment
with the same faith with which we accept all
bis other scientific assertions.

SECRECY OF THE CONFESSIONAL.

An Important Leeal Decision In Ulassa
ehusetts.

A case of much interest has recently
been decided by the supreme court
relating to the right of a Roman
Catholic priest to exclude from the room
the wife of the keeper of an almshouse
while the priest was administering a sacra
ment of the church to a sick person. Tbe
Boston Advertiser reports the case as fol
lows: "The suit was brought by Rebecca
Cooper against Peter M'Kenna and others in
the superior court for Middlesex county. It
was an action ot tort tor an assault and bat'
tery, and the defense was a general denial of
liability. At the trial ot the cause, there was
evidence tending to show that the assault and
battery, it committed at all, was committed
in an enort to remove tbe plaintiff from a
room in the almshouse, of which the plaint
iff's husband was keeper, and of which she
was in charge at the time, in Marlborough,
where the defendant, M'Kenna, a Catholic
priest, and a resident of Marlborough, was
endeavoring to administer the sacrament to a
sick woman named Hogan, wbo was
a Catholic, and believed such sacra
ment essential to her, and was an
inmate of the house, and had requested
him to administer it, and whi-.- ad minis
tering required entire secrecy batween
M'Kenna and the sick person; that the plaint-
iff had refused to leave the room after being
requested to retire, and that only a sumcient
and proper amount of force was used to
compel her to leave. The defendants asked
the court to instruct the jury as follows: "It
the jury are satisfied that the defendant
M Ken Da went to the almshouse at Hogan s
request, to administer to her the sacraments
of her church, and violated no rule of tbe
house, either written or otherwise, and did
not interfere with the proper discipline of the
bouse in obtaining access to ber, then, it tbe
sacrament ot penance to be administered, as
understood bv M'Kenna and Hogan. reauired
secrecy between the parties, and the plaintiff
persistently remained in the room alter being
requested to retire, and for the purpose of
interfering, then a sufficient and proper
amount ot force might be used to remove the
plaintiff from the room where the sick person
was while the sacrament was being admin
istered.' Tbe court refused to instruct the
jury as requested, tor the reason, among
others, that no justification had been set up
in tne defendants answers. A verdict was
rendered for the plaintiff, and the defendants
alleged exceptions. The supreme court
has now overruled the exceptions which
were taken by the defendants, holding that.
under an answer making a general denial
of the plaintiff's declaration, the justifica-
tion set up by the defense was inadmissible.
out tbe court also found, independently ot any
question of pleading, the supposed justifica-
tion insufficient. The opinion is by Judge
Ames, and upon this part of the case tbe
court says: lt appears from the bill of ex-
ceptions that tbe plaintiff's husband was the
keeper of the almshouse, and that she was in
charge of it at the time of tbe difficulty. She
was rightfully in the room at the time it hap
pened, and the defendant was a mere visitor.
Whether it would have been reawnable and
proper, under the circumstances, for the
plaintiff to have left the room on being re
quested, is a question not for us to decide,
and upon which we need express no opinion.
There was nothing, however, in the priestly
character of the defendant, or in the offices
of religion which he was about to perform,
that gave him the control of the room. r,r
any legal authority to exalude or remove from

by force any person lawfully there. The
case presented to us raises no question except
as to tue strict legal right? of the parties,
and we are bound to say that the facta relied
upon by the defendant in justification e,( his
conduct do not, as a matter of law, fur-
nish any defense." G. A. Somerbv annaared
for the plaintiff and T. H. Sweetaer for the
defendant."

A Blfj Till

Credit Mobllier Aaraln Snrft tor Ntvfa-tct- n

Billion Dollars.

New York Star: When the end of the gi-

gantic exposure of the frauds known as the
credit mobilier, in 1871, had been reached,
and Oakes Ames, then a congressman lrom
Massachusetts, returned to bia home broken
in spirit and mined in pfospeets, the country
at large, the pulpit, find tbe pe?s Rfaddally
dropped the subject Until it ceased altogethet
to prcvjke any comment; Once or twice a
ghost has arisen: in a legal shape from the
ashes of the buried fraud, but the'e hae oc-

cupied but little of the time or attention of
the public. Yesterday, however, a ghost of
immense proportions loomed up in the cir-

cuit court ot the United State's in thi city, in
the shape of a suit for seventeen million dol-

lars damages, brought by Judge John Leis-enrin- g,

of Mauch Chunk, ' Pennsylvania;
against the representatives of the original
Union Pacific railway company. The ground
for the action is stated by Judge Leisenring
to be the revoking of a contract between him-
self and the Union Pacific company, under
which he was to build the roa8, and that be-

ing thus defrauded out of his legal right to
construct said road, he suffered to the extent
of the amount claimed. There are forty-tw- o

defendants in the case, who vere represented
yesterday by Messrs. Starr & Ruggles. Gen-
eral Benjamin F. Butler; Hon. (Jhauncey
Shaffer and Charles A... Albright are counsel
for Mr. Leisenring. When the case was first
brought before the courts, a partial hearing
was obtained before Judge Johnson, in the
February (1877) term of the supreme court,
but the death of Judge Johnson stopped the
proceedings. Judge Blatchford is now the
sitting justice, before whom, yesterday, an
important arer" k uiaar, alter the
reading aC tne complaint, which covered
naai'y one hundred and fif ty pages. Coun-self- or

the defendants entered a general de
murrer, the decision on which by Judge
Blatchford, is looked forward to with great
interest, as it is a vital point in the legal con'
troversy, and, if granted, may postpone act-
ive measures for three years. No little curi
osity was manifested in the court-roo- m as to
who the "forty-two- " defendants are, but the
nominal defendants are said to be the Land
Grant railway and trust company and others
It was known by a few, however, that the
names of 6ome of our most prominent citi-
zens, oneortwo banker8,and several steamship
men and members of leading clubs are en-
rolled as defendants to a piece of business
which is denominated in Judge Leisenring's
complaint as "a corrupt agreement and con-
spiracy to defraud plaintiff, their just cred-
itors, the government, and the State of Kan
sas, lo ascertain the truth in tbe matter,
a Star reporter called last evening on Mr.
Chauncey Shaffer, and found the lawyer at
home. "Mr. Shaffer," asked the reporter,
"are you at liberty, as solicitor and counsel
for the plaintiff in this case, to give the names
of the forty-tw- o gentlemen whom you are
proceeding against?"

"They are not all individuals," replied the
lawyer; "I don't mind giving lhe corpora-
tions, but you can't have the private parties
to this case. Why, sir, this will make the
biggest sensation you ever heard of when it
all comes out. It was just as my client says,
a corrupt bargain for these parties to enrich
themselves upon the railroad property which
they took the contract for the building of
away from Leisenring. General Butler had
his eyes opened on the true inwardness of the
credit mobilier rottenness when he took bold
of this case; and he proposes to make things
lively in congress about it, too."

"What are the names of the corporations?"
"They are the Missouri. Kansas and Texas

railroad company, formerly tho Union Pacific
railroad, southern branch; the New York
Warehouse and Security company, the New
- i i - i:r - "l " ilora ana vai norma vineyaru company, a
pretended railroad organization in Pennsyl
vania, and several branch roads connecting
with the present Pacific road.'

For an answer to further queries, Mr,
Shaffer handed the reporter a copy of Judge
Leisenring's complaint bill, from which the
following history of th J contract given to the
plaintiff is taken. By gifts of government
lands from congress, in 1867, over twenty-fiv- e

million dollars worth of bonds and stocks
were issued, or were to be issued, for the
building of a road to the Pacific ocean,
Many of these were received by counties of
Kansas, while the entire franchise and prop
erty of the Union Pacific southern branch
were estimated to be worth not less than one
hundred million dollars. On August 3, 1867,
this railroad entered into a contract with Al
bert F. Beach and several associates to con
struct the road through Kansas, Indian Ter
ritory and Texas. Subsequently, by an agree'ujtuu wna ueucu, wuiuiaiuauii una uiUcio
were substituted tor Beach's associates, and
agreed to finish the road conjointly with him.
He worked one month and spent fifteen thou- -
sand dollars, but just as he was getting under
way indications ot trouble with Ueach were
manifested. Leisenring had taken the pre-
caution to make the Union Pacific railroad
a new contract, binding his associates and
the directors to good faith, the stipu-
lation being that as soon as a certain
quantity of work was done the contractors
were to have a share of the lands and
bonds. The present defendants, as alleged,
tampered with Beach to get the contract for
themselves. Beach acknowledges, in an in-

direct way, that he actually took one hundred
thousand dollars, and that he is the "sorriest
man living" for doing so. Gaylord and Par-
sons acted as their agents, and by money and
other incentives induced all of Mr. Ltisen-ring- 's

associates, excepting his brother, Alex-
ander W. Leisenring, who, in conjunction
with the judge, refused to accede, and pro-
tested against the transaction. It is further
alleged that the intriguers formed themselves
into various companies for the purpose of ab-
sorbing the appropriations made by the gov-
ernment for buil ling the road. Many were
already directors of the Union Pacific rail-
road, and the scheme succeeded so well that
nearly five million dollars were squandered
betore the disclosures of the famous credit
mobilier inves"igating committee were made.
