Un motion of Mr, Potter another call of
the house was ordered at twenty-five minutes
past twelve, and this was expecled to be the
initial movement of a serions and protracted
attempt to enforce the presence of a quorum,
and to reach a vote on the resolution. A call
of the house was ordered—yeas, 150; nays,
110. There were five Republicans voting in
the affirmative, which would leave the entire
Democratic voting force at one hundred and
forty-five out of one bhundred and forty-six,
with the speaker, which is but one less than
is roquisite to make a quorum.

WARLIKEE MOVEMENTS,

Loxpos, May 17.—A dispatch from Pera
says that although the advance of the Rus-
sians four kilometres nearer Constantinople is
declared to be devoid of significance, the
movement has nevertheless imcreased the un-
easiness there. The Russians, instead of be-
ing clustered in villages, are now extended
before the city with their lines of tents in a
manner impressive to the popular mind.
News comes also of an advance of one hun-
dred and fifty thousand troops from Kalli-
kroti to Raustchuk-Tchakmedje, and of
similar forward movements from Siluria
to Kalhkroti, and ether corresponding wd-
vances from the rear toward the fromt. All
these movements tend to mass the Russians
cioser and closer to Constantinople, and con-
sequently increase the anxiety within the aity.
It 18 reported that the Hyssians are about to
deepen the channel from Tchekennedje lake
to the sea sufficiently to permit the passage
of launches ana other small vessels. Signifi-
cance is attached to a belief current n well-
informed circles that the channel squadron
will leave Port Said for Besika bay immedi-
ately after the arrival of the Indian troops.

HOPES OF PEACE.

A REPUBLICAN MANIFESTO.

The HRepublican congressional comuittee
has issued the followiug address to the voters
of the Unpited Stales:

The Democratic house of representatives has
to-day, by a party vote, adopted a resolution
which, under pretense of an 1nvestigation, is
to lay the foundation for a revolutionary ex-
pulsicn of the President from his oftice. This
15 the culmisation of a plot which has been
on foot fion: the day that Hayes and Wheeler
were declared constitutionally elected. It
made its first pablic appearence in
the resolubion of the last Democratic
house, sdopted at the close of the session,
declaring that Tilden and Hendricks were
elected. Tilden and Hendricks subsequently
made similar public declarations themselves.
A few timid members have long held back,
and some of them, alter being coerced to a
final vote, still pretend that they will halt as
soon as their partinl and one-sided inveatiga-
tion shall beended. In other words; they in-
tend after having suborned evidence, to bring
in a verdict that Hayes is a usurper, and that
he shall not remain in office. These men
have control in the Democratic ﬂ“l . They
dared noteven follow Alexahder H. gbe hens,
a unit against caucus dictation, to the ex-
tent of showing a semblance of fair play.
They will be impatient in the future, as they
have been in the past; moreover, it is difficult
to believe in their sincerity, in view of the
public avowal of their party that its purpose,
if possible, 18 to displace the President, Itis
a matter of history that the resolation jost
adopted was framed to express this ohject;
the speaker of the house was consulted in ad-
vance as to whether he would rule that it
was a privileged question. ‘The party
managers were anxious to conceal their pur-
poses. In this they were defeated by the
speaker, who would not rule it a question of
privilege unless it clearly ussailed the. title of
the P'resident. The resolution being offered,
ke read a carefully prepared opinion, deciding
it to be a question of the highest privilege,
because it involved the question of the valid-
ity of Hayes's title. Here are his very words:
‘A higher privilege than the oug here in-
volves and broadly and directly preseated as
to the rightful occupancy of the chief execu-
tivechair of the government, and the con-
nesion of high goverament officials with
foauds alleged, the chair is unable] to
conceive, be chair finds enumerated
among the questions of privilege set down in
the manual, the following: ‘Election of
President.' The chair, therefore, rules that
the presmble and resolution embrace ques-
tions of privilege of the highest character,
and recognizes the nght of the Fenblemnn
from New York Lo offer the same.’
Upon this the Republicans commenced a
struggle against this revolutionary scheme,
which, after five days duaration, termmated
in the success of the copspirators. The Re-
publicans offered to favor the fallest investi-
tion into the alleged frands, by whichever
party charged to have been committed, but
the Democrats pursued tbeir course shame-
lessly and relentlessly, and stifled all inquiry
mto attempts at bribery in Oregop, in South
Carolina and Louisiana, and muarder and vio-
lence 1n several States. Neither amend-
ment nor debate Was allowed,
the inexorable previous. question
was applied and enforced. Thiz scheme, if
pursued, and it 15 now fully inaugurated, can
only have the effect of further paralyzing
business of all kinds, preventing the restora-
tion of confidence, which at one time seemed

romisiug; vaswug gloom over every house-
Eold, and bringing our nation into reproach
befora  the  civilized  world. The
peace of the country is the first
consideration of patriots. This new
effort of the Democracy to inaugurate an-
archy and Mexicanize the government by
throwing doubts upon the legitimacy of the
title of the President iz in keeping with the
records of that party, one wing ol which re-
belled against the government, while the
other wing gave aid and comfort. We call,
therefore, upon all who opposed the rebellion

AROUND WITH THE COMMITTEES.

The senate comm:ttee on trunspo:tation
routes to the seaboard to-dey heard Captain
J. B. Eadsin advocacy of the bill providing
that government payments for the ¢onstruc-
tion of the Mississippi river jetties be has-
tened, in accordance with the results of the
deepened channel, ete., so far attained.

The following bills were agreed u to-day
by the house committee on railroads and ca-
nals, and favorable reports on the same au
thorized to be presented to the house: A hill
appropriating thirty-five thousand dollars for
the purpose of making a survey to ascertain
the practicability and cost of constructing a
waler route between Lake Michigan and Lake
Erie; a bill to provide for the more thorough
investigation of accidents on railroads; a ball
which passed the senate to revive and extend
the provisions of an act approved June S,
1872, granting the right of way through the
public lands of the Umted States to the Pen-
sacola and Louisville railyoad company, of
Alabama; a bill which passed fhe senate au-
thorizing the construction of a railroad froma
point at or near Bismarck to the Black Hills;
and a bill which passed the senate to incor-
porate the Cheyenne and Black Hills railroad
and telegraph company,

THE FISHERY AWARD.

The President sent to the senate, late this
evening, & message inclosing a commanica-
tion from the secretary of state on the sub-
ject of the fishery commission appointed un-
der the treaty of Washington. The Presi-
dent, in his message, recommends the appra-
priation of the necessary sum, with such
discretion to the executive of the government
in regard to its payment as, m the wisdom of
congress, the public interesta may seem to

aire. The message accompanying the
document was referred to the committee on
foreign relations.

The secretary, in his accompanying com-
munication, raises a question as to the com-
petency of the commission to make an award
except with the uonanimous comsent of all
its members, but intimates that the appro-

priation should be made by congress at its

present session, and that before the close of
the year the attention of the British govern-
ment be called to the sentiments of this gov-
erament, as they may be expressed by con-
grese, on the subject of the award and its
measure of the velue of the fishery yrivile zes
involved therein. He says the actual pay-
ment of the award might, so far as this
point 1 concerned, well be made to depend
on the view which the Bntish government
should maintain as to the meaning of the
treaty in this regard.
