John H. Dan forth and J. J.Barnett. who
mutilated a certain cost-bon- d in the office of
the clerk of the Shelby county circuit court,
appeared in court yesterday before Judge
Heiskell, and apologized for mutilating the
bond, stating that they did not know they
were committing a crime by so doing, they
believing they had a right to the possession
of the bond when they had paid the costs.
They were now willing to do anything that
might be required of them. Judge Heiskell
ordered them to sign the bond again as sure-
ties; that they would be purged of the con-
tempt of his court, and no punishment would
be inflicted on them by him, but he had noth-
ing to do with the criminal court, or what ac-

tion it might take in the matter. Messrs.
Danforth and Barnett signed the bond, and
there the matter ended.

The officers of the steamer A. J. White,
which arrived here yesterday from the lower
coast, reported that about two o'clock yester-
day, on the Hampton place, some sixteen
miles below this city, in Arkansas, a white
man named Matthews, who was employed as
overseer by the owners of the place, Thomas

with a shot-gu- n, and Mr. Matthews received
severe and dangerous wounds in the breast,
shoulder, face and eye. The negro immedi-
ately after the shooting escaped to the woods.
The neighbors assembled in numbers and
started off in pursuit of the would-b- e mur-
derer. Late last evening Mr. J. R. Mathews,
the wounded man, was brought to this city
in a boat and conveyed to the Peabody hotel,
where he is receiving medical treatment.
The name of the negro who did the shooting
is Wiley Washington, and it was stated by
friends of Mr. Mathews, who came up with
him on the boat, that if the pursuing party
succeed in catching the negro Washington,
no judge er jury will be called upon to decide
his case, but that immediate punishment will
be meted out to him on the spot.

A Confederate Crave that will be Iee
erated at CMk oeto- -. May SOth

Home Interesting Correspond-
ence on the Mabjeet.

Nashville American, 21st: The following
letter was received yesterday by Governor
Porter:

Coshocton, Ohio, Mar 17, 1878.
Governor James D. Porter :

Dear Sir Pardon the liberty I take in
writing to you, but when you know the rea-
son you may excuse me. While counting the
soldiers' graves in the Coshocton cemetery
that are to be decorated May 30th, I came to
a grave with this inscription on the " slab :"
' William Webb, 61 Tennessee Con. Reg.
Died June 12, 1863." He died five miles
southwest of this place whde coming north a
prisoner. Not knowing where his family
live (if he has any), 1 have addressed you.
What a pleasure it would be to them to
know that he is buried in a cemetery, and
that his grave is to be decorated and even
has a " slab " to mark his last resting place.

The Choice of the Hardeman Connty
Ucmocraey for Jndjce of the Nn-- -

preme Court of the State
Proceedings of the Con-

vention at Bolivar.

Saturday, May 18th, at Bolivar, Tennessee,
the convention met by call of the executive
committee, General R. P. Neely, chairman,
and called the convention to order. On mo-
tion of A. T. M'Neal a committee was ap-
pointed on permanent organization, and
thereupon the committee reported Colonel J.
R. Rossen, of district No. 19, as permanent
chairman, and James Richardson, secretary.
The chairman, in a brief speech, stated the
object ot the convention was to select dele-
gates to represent Hardeman county in the
judicial convention at Nashville, May 29,
1878. On motion of James Fentress, jr., each
district was allowed to retire and select its
delegates to said convention, who reported a
number from each of the nineteen districts.
Colonel Edward Becton, of Grand Junction,
moved the following resolution, which was
adopted:

Whereas, We are assembled in county
convention for the purpose of appointing del-
egates to represent Hardeman county in the
judicial convention to be held at Nashville
on the twenty-nint- h day of May, 1878, and
to express what we believe to be the choice of
our county for supreme judges; and whereas,
we have no wish to speak unkindly or dis-

paragingly of the claims of any other gentle-
man, yet we know John L. T. Sneed, a son
of Hardeman county, to be the choice of our
people, therefore, be it

Resolved, That ihey are hereby instructed
to cast the vote of Hardeman county solid for
John L. T. Sneed so long as he may have a
reasonable chance of election.

Resolved, That, having full confidence in
the sound discretion of our delegates, we give
them no other instructions, but leave them
free to act for the best interest of the State,
according to the circumstances as they may
present themselves to the convention.

ABKANSAil POLITICS.

Dr. Ctrissby Speaks for Himself in Cor-
rection of Correspondence Hither-

to Published Concerning; the
- Senatorial Contest.

Crittenden Coonty, Ark., May 21. In
a communication Leaded "Arkansas Poli-
tics," and signed by numerous citizens of
Crittenden county, Arkansas, which appeared
in last Thursday '8 Avalanche, I find the fol-

lowing: "After therenult was known, Dr. A.
S. Grig8by and Jas. T. Barton, Esq , the rec-
ognized leaders of the Earle party, were called
upon, and responded by declaring themselves
ready to support Major Crittenden as the
choice of the Democracy of this county for
the senate. In the course of Dr. Grigsby's
remarks, referring to his opposition to Major
Crittenden, he said that alter the convention
had gone into the yard he saw in the Critten-
den line enough men whom he recognized as
Democrats to satisfy him that Major Critten-
den had a majority in the convention." And
as this statement very materially misrepre-
sents me, both in language and sentiment, I
feel it incumbent upon me, in justice to Ma-
jor Earle and his friends, who will contest
Major Crittenden's claims to a nomination,
to publicly and emphatically deny that I de-
clared myself ready to support Major Critten-
den as the choice of the Democracy of this
county, or that I admitted that Major Crit-
tenden had a majority of recognized Demo-
crats in the convention. The truth
is simply this: After the an-
nouncement "that Major Critten-
den bad been almost unanimously nomina-
ted," I heard, amid the greatest uproar and
confusion, my name frequently called, and in
response to these calls 1 ascended the rostrum,
and when the noise had sufficiently subsided
I said: "Gentlemen, 1 am here in response to
your call; what do you wish of me? Do you
with me to preside over a Democratic con-
vention, or to make a speech?" Being an-
swered by "Speech," "Speeth," I spoke as
follows: "Though 1 am perfectly satisfies,
should any contest be made, that, on account
of the great irregularities and informalities
of the vote, both sets of delegates would un

doubtedly be thrown out, yet I am also satis-
fied, counting as well as I could by my eye,
that Major Crittenden had a small majority,
ranging from one to five, of those whom I
should be compelled to recognize as Demo-
crats, and believing this I cannot, as an hon-
orable man, fight him any longer." Which
analyzed means simply this: That no ballot
was ever taken, and, consequently, that no
delegates were ever elected ; that, counting
the men admitted by a resolution previously
passed, Major Crittenden had, in my opinion,
a small majority; and that I, believing we
should respect said resolution, was un-
willing to continue the wrangle. This
resolution permitted any man who would
pledge himself to vote the State and district
Democratic tickets in future to participate in
the convention, and,-- notwithstanding my
suspicions of the bad faith of some admitted
under it, I did not see how I could conscien-
tiously, or even parliamentarily, exclude
them. It was simply a question for them to
decide. In conclusion, therefore, I suggest,
as an agreed statement of facts, that the
Earle men frankly admit the passage of the
above resolution, and that under its operation
Crittenden had a majority, and that the Crit-
tenden men as frankly admit that no vote was
ever taken, and that the majority claimed by
them was composed of men admitted under
said resolution. For, it the Crittenden men
insist upon the resolution admitting doubtful
Democrats and Republicans, they must also
abide the one requiring, most explicity, a
vote by ballot. They cannot rightfully insist
upon one and ignore the other.

The death was so sudden and unexpected
that the friends and relatives of the deceased
suspected, or believed, that his death was
the result of foul play, and consequently it
was decided that a post mortem examination
of tbe body should be had in this city. The
remains of the deceased was placed in the
undertaker's establishment of Hoist & Bro
and the post-morte- m examination was made
by Dr. Rogers and son, assisted by Dr. Heb?r
Jones.

MORE PACIFIC

Mews from Across the Atlantic Count
SchonTalotTs Mission, it is Believed,

will Kesnlt in Ultimate Pacifi-

cation of the Troubles be-

tween England and
Russia.

Latest Phases of Affairs in London, St.
Petersburg and Other European Cap-

itals The Entente at Constanti-
nople A Russian Movement

Kearly Brings on an

London, May 21. Neither this morning's
news nor last night's debate in parliament
sheds any light on the situation. The debate
was rather dull. The house of commons
was almost empty, and during the latter part
of the debate there was less than half a quo-
rum of members present. Lord Beaconsheld
concluded his speech in the house ot lords
with a reiteration of the statement that the
ministry was actuated solely by the wish and
hope to secure the blessing of peace, and to
maintain the freedom of Europe, and the
just position of this country.
THE REACTION FROM AN OPTIMIST'S VIEWS
of last week is stimulated by facts which are
gradually becoming known concerning the
Russian movements before Constantinople.
Though these are stated to have been for
sanitary reasons, they came near precip-
itating a collision. The Russian line at one
time pushed so near to the Turkish works
that the latter were manned and ammunition
was served out, and General Baker (Valen-
tine Baker) sent an aid-de-ca- to notify the
Russian commander that he would fire on him
if he did not withdraw. The effect of this
ha9 been to direct tbe attention of the Tuiks
to the comparatively weak state of that por-

tion of their line which covers the Black sea
entrance to the Bosporus, which tbe Russians
naturally desire to secure in case of hostilities.
The Turks are therefore taking precautions in
that direction.

Russia's privateering preparations.
In the bouse of commons this afternoon

Sir John Holker, attorney-genera- l, in reply
to an inquiry, said he had heard of ships
purchased by persons said to act on behalf of
Russia, but there is no reason to suppose the
ships will be employed in the event of war
as privateers, in contravention of the Paris
declaration. There is no reason to believe
the United States will depart from the ob-

servance of the three rules of the Washing-
ton treaty. There is no necessity for discuss-
ing the responsibility resting on the govern-
ments of Russia and the United States, since
there is no reason to suppose they would vio-

late their respective engagements.
OFFICIAL ACCOUNT OF THE EMEUTE AT CON-

STANTINOPLE.
Constantinople, May 21. An official

dispatch to the Turkish representatives
abroad thus describes the emeute which took
place in that city yesterday: About thirty
ref ugees entered the garden of the palace in-

habited by n Murad and raised
shouts of "Long live the sultan !" The senti-
nels opposed the entry of these men into the
palace, and were fired upon, one of them be-
ing killed. Troops arriving, the assailants
were driven back, some being killed and
wounded cn both sides. Ali Stiavi, who ap- -

reared to have acted as the organizer and
Ieader of the attack, was killed. The affair
had no other consequences. Public tranquilli-
ty is undisturbed.

LATEST FLA8HE8 FROM LONDON.
London, May 22. The Standard an-

nounces that it is now more than probable
that congress will meet during the first
fortnight in June. Also, owing to the un-
settled state of public affairs in Constan-
tinople the English fleet will probably move
to the Princes Islands.

The debate in the house of commons was
continued the members, as before,
confining themselves to the discussion of the
legal and constitutional aspect of the ques-
tion. Mr. Fawcett was followed by the atto-

rney-general, then by Mr. Gladstone, who
spoke over an hour, in the hope that a divi-
sion would be persisted in, no matter how
small the minority. He repelled the charge
that Lord Hartington's motion evaded
a declaration of policy. If the government
pursued European objects in concert with
Europe, and not by the policy of isolation,
and allowed Europe to determine the method,
it would go into the conference pursuing
diplomatic meansjrefraining from a warlike
menace until cause for war appeared.
That would be the policy many
liberals recommended. Sir George Bal-
four. Sir George Campbell and Mr.
Newdegate, conservative, spoke in iavor of
Lord Hartington s resolution, and forsythe
Grantham and others against it. The debate
was adjourned to Thursday, when Mr. Cross
will be the first speaker. The house filled up
somewhat during Gladstone's speech, but at
other times the attendance was scanty.

PACIFIC NEWS.
London. May 22. Pacific news comes

from St. Petersburg, Berlin and Paris. A
Berlin dispatch says Count SchouvalofF ex-
pressed to Lord Rursell, the British ambas-
sador, the hope that the negotiations between
England and Russia would lead to a peaceful
arrangement. A Vienna correspondent,
however, says that in order to appreciate the
exact value of the announcement of a speedy
meeting of congress it must be mentioned
that it emanates from. financial sources. As
for political and diplomatic circles, they are
more silent and reserved than ever.

The railway purchasing agents of the
United States and Canada met in convention
in New York yesterday. Among the dele-
gates present was G. C. Bre3d, of the Louis-
ville, Nashville and Great Southern railway,

the only southern railway mentioned in
the list. Daring the convention the agents
will confer with each other in regard to the
quality of railroad material, and state their
experiences concerning the wear and tear of
the numerous articles used in the equipment
of roads.
