Mect at FPittsbarg — Appeints Com-
mittees om Credentials, which
will Make lis Heport To-day.

Prrrsuona, May 22.—The Demoeratic
State convention met at Library hall this
morning, and was called to order by Captain
M’'Clelland, chuirman of the Democratic ex-
ecufive Stale committee, a few minutes after
ten o'clock. The proceedings were opened
with prayer by Rev. Dr. Jonkin, of New
Castie, Pennsylvania, one of the members of
the Presbyterian gencral assembly now in
sesmion here.  After considerable confusion
as to what formed the roll of delegates, the
roll was called and the convention effected a
temporary organization by electing Hon.
Milton Speer, ot Huntingdon county, tem-
porary chairman, who was introdoced to the
convention by Hon. W. L. Secott, of Erie,
After the appointwment of a committee on
permanent organ aation, contestod seats and
resolutions, the convention adjourned until
three o'clock in the evening.

Un reasscabling at four o'clock, which
hour was substituted for the one enginally
named, the annonncement was mmade that the
committes on credeontinls would not be ready
to r"rﬂfl for two hours, and a further recess
was had until Bve o'clock. When order was
restored, a conmitiee of three wus aprointed
to wait upon the commitiss on ccedentinls to
ascertiin how sson they would he ready to
report.

VOLTAIRE'S CENTENARY.

A Spivited *“ Rick ™ against the Fro-
poscd Celebration in France of the
Great Infldel’'s One Hundredth
Anmiverscry.

Panis, May 22.—Some time ago a meeting
of republican senators, depuoties, town coun-
cillors, journalsts and savants was held here
to organize a celebration of Voltaire's cente-
pary during the exhibition. A committee
was appointed, and it was resolved to con-
centrate the essence of Voltaire's plulosophi-
eal, moral and social ydeas in a cheap volame
of ope thousand pages, to be spread broadcast
throughout France, and that public subserip-
tions should be opened by the republican pa-
pers. Puablic opinicn s now concentrated on
the proposed centenary. The committee to
direct the fete is compised f Vietor Hugo
and four other senators, four depuoties, two
municipal councillors, two memoers of the
mstitate—Le Gouve and Renan—and geveral
artista, joornalists and men of letters. The
Calholic dignitarnies are attacking the pro-
sosed celebration violently., Cardinal Gui-
]r’ll_ archbishop of Paris, has issued a pasto-
ral denouneing it. Bishop Dupanloup has
published a pamphlet against the celebration
and Voltaire. He also, yesterday; in the sen-
ate, asked Dufaore, presideat of the council
and mimster of justice, whether the govern-
ment would prevent the fete and prosecute
the publishers of the book containing irreli-
gious selections from Voltaire's works. Du-
taure said the ecelebration was a private af-
{air, and the government had wo night to in-
terfire. It reprobated the publication of some
of the passages, but could vot prosecule the
wnitiongs, which had been publishid a million
Limes and been 10 I.:"Ill_‘l':ll circulation.

Wasmixeron, May 22.—Mr. Harris, from
the commitlee on judiciary, reported a bill
for the holding of aterm of the United
States court at Quiney, lllinois. Passed.
Mr. Besbe offered a resolution calling for
information as to the number of Presidential
pardons of eriminals since March, 1877,
Adopted.
I'he senate bill for the relief of settlers on
public lands was passed,
Mr. Harison offered the following as a
question of privilege:
Wuergas, A select committee of this
house bas been appointed to in-juire into cer-
tain trauds alle to have been committed
in Florida and Louisiana, in November, 1876,
in conpection with the returns of the vote
for electors for President and Vice- President;
and whereas, it 15 charged that frauds of a
like character were committed at the same
time in the Stites of Oregon and South Car-
olina; therefore, be 1t
Resolved. That said commitiee be and 18
hereby empowered to inquire into the same,
if, in il& opivion, any testimony thereon of
a substantial character shall be presented to
it: and be it further
Resolved, Thet the senate and house of rep-
resentatives of the forly-fomrth congress,
having vounted the electoral votes for Presi-
dent and Vice President, and it having been
declared that Ratherford B. Hayts had re-
cerved the highest pumber of votes for Pres-
ident, and William A. Wheeler the highest
number of votes for Vice-President, it 1s not
now in the power of congress, nor is it the
purpose of this bouse, throogh said invesli-
gation, to annul, or to attempt to annul, the
action of the forly-fourth congress in the
premises,
The point having been oresented as to
whether the resclution involved a question of
privilege, Speaker (pro fem.) Sayler submit-
ted the question to the house. On a standing
vote both sides manifested a disinclination
to take ground on either side, and the vute
was taken by yea: and nays, and resulted—
yens, 71; nays, 50. But few Republicans
voted, and not near all the Democrats; the
members of the select committee who voted
at all—Messrs, Potter, Cobb, Cox [0.], Mor-
rigon, and Stenger voted in the affirmative.
The objection being made that no quoram
bad voted, Mr. Harrison, amid storms of
calls lo order, withdrew the resolution, stating
that he was not desirous of obstructing the
business.

Mr. Wilson then offered a resolution au-
Lhorizing the select committee to investigate
electoral Ifrauds in any State where it has a
probable cause to believe that such frands
were practiced,

Mr. Cox [N. Y.| moved to refer the
resclotion to a select committee and demand-
ed the previons question, which was seconded,
and then [apparently from a hint from Mr.
Potter] offered to withdraw his motion. This,
howeyer, was objected to on the Hepublican
side, The motion to refer was defeated—
yeas 98, nays, 115. The resolution was then
adopted without division.

Mr. Springer, chairman of the committee
on expenditures in the state depaitment, sub-
milted a report which he stated set forth ten
articles of impeachment against O. B, Brad-
tord, late wice-consul general at Shanghai,
China, and concluded with a resolution that
be be impeached at the bar of the senate.
lnasmuch as two members of the committee
[Dunnell and Bundy] had grave doubts as to
whether Bradford was an impeachable officer,
the committee racommended that the whole
subject be referred to the committee on judi-
ciary. So ordered.

The following are the principal articles of
impeachment:

First—That Bradford become interested
and promoted officially the railway from
Wecosung to Shanghai, in violation of the
treaty obligations and acts of congress,

Second—That he censpired for pecuniary
gain to deceive the Chinese authorities by
procuring consent to bmild a carringe road
and afterward constructing a railway from
Woosung to Shanghai.

Third—That he was guilty of injustice,
tyranny,und extortion asjudge of the consular
court, There are five specifications under
this article,

Fourth and fifth.—That as postal agent of
Hw United States he abstracted letters from

ve mails, and opened them for the purpose
of prying into the business and secrets of
the persons writing the letlers.

Sixth—That he took a voucher in one in-’
atance for eighty dollars, and paid in person
only sixty dollars, retaining twenty.
Seventh—That as postal agent at Shang-
bai he received Mexican dollars, which were
at a premiom over gold and r:urrenzg; that
he paid the expenses in like coin, but charged
the government a premiom, as if he had pur-
chased soch comn, thereby defranding the
government out of large sums.

Eighth—That he embezz'ed fees doe the
government.

Ninth—That be embezzled two thousond
six bundred dollars of government funds.

[he bhouse then went into committes of the

Mr. Schleicher opposed the bill, because he
did not think it provided a safficient force for
the protection of the Texns fronmbier.

He bad tried
to understand that problem, but unsuccess-
fully. He gave it up. [Laughter.)

Mr. Hewitt said that the gentleman's fail-
ure o understand the proposition was not his
[Hewitt's| fault,

Mr. Scbleicher—No, it's my weakness; |
néver was abie to learn the game of * thim-
blerig.”

Mr. Hewitt intimated that the figuring
was not his, but had been done in the adju-
tant-general’s office.

Mr. Throckmorton moved fo amend by
malang the limitation of the army twenty-
five thousand, instead of twenty thousand
men.

Mr. Foster, a member of the committee on
appropriations, favored the amendment, and
indulged m a hittle sarcasm at the expense of
his own commitice, saying it was perfectly
apparent that if any reform was to creep into
legislation it must come from that commit-
tee, becatse eévery other committee was ut-
terly worthless in that respect. He confessed
that the problem, as stated by the gentleman
from Texas [Schleicher| was as incomprehen-
gible to him as it was to that gentleman. As
to the suggestion of Mr. Hewtt, that the ex-
pense of the army ought to be made propor-
tionate to its expense in 1460, he asked
why that gentlemau and the commities on
appropriations did not apply that rule to the
house of representatives, which cost to-day
twice as much as it cost in 1860, leaving out
the cost of printing. He denied the claim of
the Democratic side of the house as to the
large saving of expenditares.

Mr. Hewitt ipsisted that the claim was
fully borne out by the figures, and said that
as to the arithmetical problem which ap-

ared so difficalt to the gentlemen from
‘exas and Ohio [Senleicher and Foster|, the
American people, who had the adyantage of
a common school training, would understand
and appreciate a reduction of the taxes by
nearly four million dollars.

Mr. Bridges favored the reduction of the
army; the Mexican government ought to be
notified that it wounld be held respousible for
injuries perpetrated by its citizens on the ecit-
izens of the United States, and that the In-
dians ought to be treated kindly and fairly,

Mr. Dunnell protested against the report-
ing of appropriation bills as being less in
amount than for the previcus years. Apgpro-
priation bills ought to be reporied, nc' on the
ground of bewng a rcdoction, but on the
ground of wanis of the public service. As
to the Democratic claim ol reduction of taxa-
tion, he denied that a mill of redaction had
been effectad; the people had to pay just the
same taxation as 1n the worst days of Kepub-
licanism.

Mr. Mills regrettzd thatanarmy bill shonld
be made to depend on party politics. His
constitoents asked congress to give them se-
curity against &« peopla who spat opon the
American flag and defied the Ameoerican aun-
thoritiea.

Mr. Dorham coincided with the views of
Mr. Bridges, and deemed an army of fifteen
thousand men quite sufficient. The largest
city of Lis State (Louisville) had an experi-
ence last summer of the dangerous riot, but
their own c:tizens bad put it down; and if
Pittsburg bhad acted the same way, there
wonld have been no necessity for caliing on
the government. He did not impute these
riots to the laloring classes or to the bone
and sinew of the country.

Mr. Southard favored a reduction of the
army, and quoted telegrams, ete., to show
that last year the arwy had been employed
in running elections in the southern States.
Rather than have the army employed for
such purpose, 1t would be better not to have
a single soidier in the country; he, therefore,
heartily commended any effort for the pur-
pose of reducing the army and keeping it
within the scope of its legitimate business
and work.

Mr. Wright quoted the report of the secre-
tary of war in regard to the late labor
troubles, and the pronounced doctrine set
forth in that report as monstrous. Was a
State of the Union to be a provines, 45 be su-
pervised, protected and governed by a cen-
tral power? God forbid that the day should
ever come when 1t would be necessary for a
regalar army to Le siaticned near large cities
to anticipate revolutions, and for the purpose
of holding the people in terror. The place
for the army was upon the frontier. For the
great State he represented, he wounld say that
Pennsylvania was able to protect her own
people from invasion at all times and upon
all occasions.

Mr. Ellsworth—Why did you bave them
there last year?

Mr. Wright—We did not want the army
to come there; you sent the army against
our will [laughter|, and it did no good. The
troops there did more harm than good; they
only excited the people. [More jeers and
laoghter.)

Mr. Keifer opposed the reduction of the
army, and intimated {hat one object, covered
up i the bill, was to allow uppointments
to the higher grades to be made from others
than those who had served in the Union
Army.

Mr. Cannon favored a force of twenty-five
thousand men. He was tired of hearing
apologies made for the calling on the Fed-
eral anthornities to put down the labor riots.
Last summer the people of Pennsylvania were
not the exclusive owners of that State, and
when their mulitia could not be depended
upon to put down those riots, the people [or
a thousand miles west of Pennsylvania,
whose business was "inlerfered with by those
riots, sent up an universal “Thank God"
when the call was made upon the President
for troops.

Mr. Hanna warned his Democratic friends
that if, under the pretense of economy, they
robbed the people of Texas and of the Ter-
ritories of adequate protection, they would
not only deserve, but would receive the scorn
and contempt of every patriot in the land.

Mr. Phillips asked Mr. Bridges what he
meant by talking of holding Mexico respon-
sible tory depredations ¥

Mr. Bridges—If Mexico did not prevent
these depredalions, he would have war de-
clared, and then this country would get anoth-
er slice of Mexico, and would go on getting
slice after shce until this country bad the
whole of Mexico, as it coght to have.

Mr. Phillips—Does the geatleman propose
to get bis slice of Mexico by exposing the
frentier settlers to murder ?

Mr. Dridges—No, sir.

Mr. Phillips—Contemplating war, do you
propose to reduce the army ?

Mr. Bridges—I1 am willing to have a suf-
ficient force stationed on the Rio Grande
trontier.

Mr. Cobb denied that the governor of In-
diana had, daring the late riols, called upon
the President for assistance, and no troops
had been sent to ludiapapohs to suppress the
etrikes. If they had been a collision would
have oceumrred at once, and much property
would have heen destroyed. He repeated
that Governor Williams had not uapplied to
tlie President fur assistance,

Senator Ferry said the understanding of
the senate yesterday was that the house hill
to forbid further retirement of legal-tender
notes should be taken up at the expiration of
the morning hour to-day, and then laid aside
informally to allow the senator from Missis-
sippi [Lamar] to address the senate upon the
Texas and Pacific railroad bill.

Anether long discussion ensued as fo the
agreement of yesterday, All the senators
concurred that the understanding was that
Senator Lamar should be heard upon the
Texas and Paecific ruilroad bill. Finally,
Senator Ferry said he would not insist upon
the consideration of the bill to forbid turther
retirement of legal-tender notes to-day, as
the senator from Delaware [Bayard| was not
prepared to speak. The bill to provide for a
permanent form of governwent for the Dis-
trict of Columbia was then taken up and laid
aside informally.

Senator Lamar said the whole amount of
of bonds to Le issned could not exceed thirty-
two million dollars, and the whole amoant
of interest to be guaranteed by the govern-
ment could not exceed, in round numbers,
two million dollars per annuma. He argued
that the government would be secured for
the aid extended by a mortgalge on the entire
road, by all the earnings of the road, and by
all doues from the government for the trans-
portation of its mails, military supplies and
troops. He then spoke of the exceptions to
the bill, and =aid that the single guestion be-
fore the senate was whether the government
would expend two million dollars annually
for the purpose of constructicg this road, the
value of which could not be measured in dol-
lars, The amount asked was not half that
appropriated annually for rivers and harbors.
It was not as much as the government ex-
pended before the war for mail Eransporta-
tion alone to the Pacific coast, and that was
at a timme when we had but thirty millions of
people, and the postal demands were not
what they are now. It was not a fair state-
ment of this case to say that the passage of
this bill commitled the government to a
great debt, Take the appropriations for the
army for the next fifty years. Were they
regarded as a debl? [hey bronght no re-
muneralion; but in the case of a railroad the
government became a creditor of the road.
The people of the south had already invested
a million dollars in the road and bult fonr
hundred and forty-five miles, but were una-
ble to build more. The legislature of every
Stute in the south had passed resolutions
favoring government aid in the construction
of the road. Lle spoke of the labor-troubles
in the country. He said what we needed
was the inauguration of pew enterprises to
employ labor. In c®nclusion, he appealed to
the senators from the New England States
eapecially to support Lhe measure as a work
of national importance and in the interest of
the whole people.

Senator Allison, from the conference com-
mittee on the Indian appropriation Wll, sub-
mitted a report, waich was agreed to, and
the bill passed.

The senate then resumed the consideration
of the bill providing a permanent form of
government for the Distnict of Columbia, and
the first section recognizing the District as a
municipal corporation, etc., was agreed to
without amendment.

Senator Bayard moved to amend the sec-
ond section, providing for the appointment
of commissioners, so as to provide that the
two commissioners to be appointed from civil
life ehall have been actual residents of the
District for one year, instead of three years,
as the senate committee proposed.

THE MURAD CONSPIRACY.

LoxpoN, May 22.—The Tarkish consular-
ship suppresses the particulars abont the af-
fair before Tcheragan palace Monday mom-
ing. As far as can be gathered lrom the de-
tails permitted to come through, there was
regularly organized comspiracy to restore
Murad, who was at the Tcheragan palace
at the time. Murad denies any knowledgeof
the conspiracy. 1t is reported that he has
been removed to Topkapou. The pumber of
revolutioniste is variously estimated by the
correspondents of London journals at from
one hundred to five hondred. The govern-
ment, in their circular to the Turkish repre-
sentatives abroad, says that the number was
thirty. The correspondents also agree that
the attempt at the political demonstration
was a complete failure. Ali Saavi, who was
the leader and organizer of the movement,
was a hot-headed adventurer, who had
been several ftimes emled. He lived
some years in London and Paris, and
was engaged in journalism. He was recalled
to Constantinople after the accession to the
throne of Abdul Hadid and appointed di-
rector of the lycenm, and was dismissed for
mismanagement. He became needy,and went
among the refugees under th{lg)retenca of or-
ganizing aa expedition to aid the Phodape in-
surgents. He secured a sufficient number of
adherents to make Monday's attempt.
The persons arrested are said to be compro-
mised by papers found in Ali Suavi’s house
after his death. The affuir created the ut-
most consternation in commercial and finan-
cial circles at Constantinople. It is said the
outbreak was carefully timed, when all the
generals and prominent officials of Seraskier-
ate were absent at Bojukdere, It is beheved
that the position of the war minister is com-
promised.

AUSTRIAN AND ROUMANIAN AFFAIRS.
